Thom as, and third baseman Josh 
Haney.

Brady, F u ller and H aney  were 
named all-tournam ent players.

As of presstime, Haney was the 
first Raider selected for the M ajor 
League Baseball draft, going in 
round 11 to the Kansas C ity Roy­
als. Junior shortstop Cameron Blair 
was selected by the St. Louis Cardi­
nals in round 18.

Gaudio wins French Open
PARIS (A P) —  Unseeded Gaston Gaudio erased two champion­

ship points and oudasted gimpy Guillermo Coria to win a seesaw, five- 
set French Open final Sunday.

In the first all-Argentine major final, Gaudio won 0 -6 ,3 -6 ,6 -4 ,6 -1 , 
8-6 and became the first men’s Grand Slam champion from his country 
in 25 years. He’s only the third unseeded French Open champion in 
the Open era.

Gaudio became the first French Open men’s champion since 1934 
to win after saving a match point in the final. T he last time any Grand 
Slam men’s champion did it was at the 1960 Australian Open.

The No. 3-seeded Coria won the first eight games but required treat­
ment from a trainer for left leg cramps at 1-all in the fourth set. He 
offered only token resistance the rest of the set, hitting meek, flat-footed 
serves and declining to run after shots.

Then the ointment and tablet the trainer had given Coria began to 
help.

“He told me after 15 minutes I would feel an improvement,” Coria 
said through a tran'laror. ‘T h is  is the reason why during the fourth set 
1 didn’t run, and dunng the fifth set 1 was able to fighr a bit more.”

In the fifth set, Coria started moving better, even chasing down 
drop shots. Gaudio, meanwhile, struggled to keep his rhythm.

D iego Padres’ d ecision  to make 
C aliforn ia high school shortstop 
M a tt B u sh  th e  N o . I p ick  in 
M o n d ay ’s d raft cam e dow n to  
overall ta len t —  and more impor­
tantly, money.

Leading up to the draft, th e  Pa­
dres said  th ey  narrow ed  th e ir  
ch oices to  three college players, 
including Florida S ta te  shortstop 
S tep h en  Drew and Long B each  
S ta te  right-hander Jered W eaver.

Instead, they selected the strong- 
armed Bush from Mission Bay High 
School. Padres general manager 
Kevin Towers acknowledged that 
signability played a major role, as 
agent Sco tt Boras represents both 
Drew and Weaver, whose brothers 
already are high-paid big leaguers.

T he Padres were said to be close 
to signing Bush to a bonus worth 
around $3 million. Both Drew and 
Weaver were believed to be asking 
for significantly more than Bush.

“ W e ju s t  d id n ’t fe e l  th a t  
Stephen  Drew and Jered W eaver 
were worth the am ount that S co tt 
Boras was going to ask for th em ,” 
Towers told X P R S , the team ’s flag­
ship radio station . “W e fe lt there 
was better value in taking a kid 
like M att Bush. H opefully  i t ’ll 
prove that we’re right.”

W eaver, b ro th e r o f  D odgers 
pitcher Jeff Weaver, fell to Anaheim 
at No. 12 —  two picks higher than 
his brother went in 1999 to Detroit.

Drew went to Arizona with the 
I5 th  pick and joined brothers J.D . 
and Tim as the first trio o f sibling

As President George W. Bush and 
other world leaders spent Sunday in 
Normandy, France, paying their re­
spects to all of the soldiers who risked 
their lives to ensure freedom, Jerry 
Todd, Jr., of Lubbock spent the af­
ternoon searching for the brick he 
recently purchased at the Lubbock 
Area Veterans War Memorial.

Sunday marked the 60lh anniver­
sary of the invasion o f allied forces 
at five beaches in Normandy off the 
coast o f France to free Europe o f 
Germany’s controlling grip.

Todd is a veteran o f World War 
II. He served in the 46 ,h Construc­
tion Battalion in New Guinea and a 
few other countries. He served for 
two years and two days.

Todd said the anniversary of D- 
Day brought back memories of things 
he does not care to remember.

“I wouldn’t want to go through it 
again, that’s for sure,” he said.

According to Britannica Online, 
the events o f June 6 , 1944, left
2 9 .0 0 0  U .S . soldiers dead and
106.000 wounded or missing.

Although he did not participate
in the invasion at Normandy, Todd

increased by 299.4 percent.

Law enforcement cracking 
down on seat belt laws

Last week, police officers all 
over the state o f Texas came down 
on anyone not buckled up. Sun­
day brought an end to the most 
recent “Click it or Ticket Texas” 

j cam paign , w h ich  encou rages 
statewide seat-belt enforcement.

“The main goal o f the ‘C lick it 
or Ticket’ campaign, with all the 
publicity, is to get the general pub­
lic to buckle up, especially small 
c h ild re n ,” said C o rp . Jo h n  
Gonzalez, public relations officer 
at the Texas Department o f Pub­
lic Safety.

The state of Texas leads the na­
tion in dnving fatalities, partly be- 

| cause it is so big and has so much 
j traffic, he said. In 2000 , 3 ,769

people were killed and more than 
3 0 0 ,0 0 0  people were injured. In 
2001, law enforcement officials dis­
covered seatbelt use was at 76 per­
cent, despite Texas law, which states 
every person sitting in the front seat 
o f a vehicle must wear a seat belt 
while the car is moving, as well as 
children sitting anywhere in the ve­
hicle. A  child shorter than 36 inches 
tall must be strapped in a car seat as 
well.

T he enforcement of seat-belt use 
in the campaign this year included 
such events as “C lick it or Ticket," 
“Care Operation" and “Care Project" 
as well as Memorial Weekend.

“T h e goal o f the ‘Care Opera­
tion’ is to get all units and other state 
agencies to be out in force and more

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University prepared 
for summer enrollment

B efore each  sem ester, T exas 
Tech administrators have the diffi­
cult job  of projecting enrollm ent 
rates. These estimates are important 
because they effect the semester of 
every student and faculty member 
in some way. Underestim ate, and 
Tech will have overcrowded classes 
with no additional parking. Over­
e stim a te , and 
th e  u n iv ersity  
loses revenu e 
b ecau se  o f
em pty classes 
that eventually 
m ust be
dropped.

S t e p h a n i e  
Hays, associate 
v ice  presid ent 
for enrollm ent 
m a n a g e m e n t, 
said projections 
for the first sum­
mer session are 
right on target.

“W e accom ­
modated for the 
numbers we ex­
p ected  plus a 
little more, and 
we are quite pleased it has remained 
consistent," said Hays.

As o f last week, the official en­
rollment for Summer 1 was 9 ,926  
students -  only 32 less than last year 
at the same time, which is less than 
a 1 percent difference.

There are no caps on summer 
school enrollment, meaning admin-

istration has little indication o f what 
the rates will be. Hays said extensive 
planning is involved before classes 
begin, whether it is for a school year 
semester or summer school.

“W e never really know what to 
expect for certain, but we tried to 
staff up for the numbers we expected 
plus a little more,” Hays said.

Planning for slightly more is ex ­
tremely crucial for accurate projec­
tions. W hen enrollm ent is higher 

than  the uni­
versity  p re ­
pared for, it can 
negatively ef­
fe c t  th e
stu d e n t’s and 
staff’s learning 
en v iro n m en t. 
O vercrow d ed  
classes are the 
most com m on 
problem when 
inaccurate pro­
je c t io n s  are 
made, making 
it d ifficult for 
students to reg­
ister  fo r stu ­
dents to register 
for core classes 
that they need 
to graduate.

Students need not worry this 
summer though, Hays said, empha­
sizing the enrollm ent management 
division’s com m itm ent to serving 
students.

“W e were ready to accommodate 
growth so there should be plenty of 
sections and seats available for all 
students this summer,” she said.

Neugebauer postpones fundraiser with 
Cheney because of Reagan’s death

U .S. Rep. Randy Neugebauer, R- 
L u bbock , has an n o u n ced  th e  
fundraising event scheduled for Fri­
day with Vice President Dick Cheney 
has been postponed in light of former 
President Ronald Reagan’s death 
Saturday.

paign,” said a member of his camp.

A rescheduled date and location 
have not been set, but they will most 
likely be decided next week. T he 
event is being held to help rally, show 
support, and raise funds for 
Neugebauer’s congressional cam - 
paign.

Neugebauer will square off against 
another incum bent, Rep. Charles 
Stenholm, D-Abilene, in November 
to represent the newly redistricted
District 19.
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Alleged al-Qaida statement says 
Western airlines to be targeted

C A IR O , Egypt (A P ) —  A n 
Internet statement bearing the name 
of A l-Q aida warned Monday that 
Western airlines will be targeted for 
terrorist attacks and told Muslims to 
stay away from Westerners.

T he statement appeared on an Is­
lamist W eb site known for posting 
messages from militants, including the 
video of a tenor group with al-Qaida 
links executed Nicholas Berg, the 
American kidnapped in Iraq.

T he authenticity of the statement, 
signed “A l-Q aida on the Arabian 
Peninsula,” could not be confirmed.

In Washington, State Department 
deputy spokesman Adam Ereli noted 
that existing U .S. travel warnings call 
attention to possible threats to com­

mercial aviation in Saudi Arabia 
and urge Americans to take that 
into account when making their 
travel plans.

The statement referred to “cru­
saders” and warned that “all that is 
affiliated with these crusaders —  
from compounds, bases and means 
of transport, especially Western and 
American airlines— will be the di­
rect targets of our next operations 
in the path of holy war which, with 
God’s help, we will not be diverted 
from, especially in the near future.”

The statement begins by warn­
ing all Muslims to avoid “contact 
with the American and Western 
crusaders and all non-believers in 
the Arabian peninsula.”

Judge delays f irs t 
Enron criminal trial

H O U STO N  (A P) —  A  federal 
judge on Monday delayed the first 
Enron Corp. criminal trial until Au­
gust because the proceedings would 
exceed the scheduled five weeks.

U .S . D is tr ic t Judge Ewing 
Werlein didn’t mention his vacation 
scheduled to start July 12, but said 
in court after meeting privately with 
defense attorneys and prosecutors 
that the trial would have to recess 
for “several weeks” if it didn’t con­
clude by his desired finish date o f July 
9.

T he case involves four former 
Merrill Lynch executives and two 
former midlevel Enron executives 
charged with conspiracy. They’re 
accused of helping push through a 
sham sale of electricity-producing 
Nigerian barges to the brokerage in 
1999 to help the energy company 
appear to have met earnings targets.

Prosecutors were willing to accept 
the delay, but defense attorneys op­
posed it. Werlein rescheduled the 
case for Aug. 16.

‘Transit of Venus’ to 
take place today

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) -  With
concerts and sleepovers, astronomy buffs 
are giddily preparing to watch Venus’ 
silhouette cross the face of the sun on 
Tuesday —  the first time that sight has 
appeared in 122 years.

“Some people have been waiting all 
their lives for this. Nobody alive has seen 
it," said astronomer Peter Boyce, who 
plans to watch the “transit of Venus” 
from Massachusetts’ Nantucket Island.

People across much of the Earth will 
be able to see it, but it won’t be visible 
in the western United States. In the 
Midwest and East, viewers can watch 
its final stages for a couple hours start­
ing at sunrise, if skies aren’t clouded over.

Transits of Venus occur twice —  
eight years apart —  about every cen­
tury, when the sun, Venus and Earth 
precisely line up. Past transits —  the last 
pair were in 1874 and 1882 —  helped 
astronomers calculate Earth’s distance 
from the sun. This time, Tuesday’s tran­
sit and one in 2012 carry little scientific 
significance, but they’ve still stirred 14)

O scar W ilde said “To love oneself is the 

beginning o f a lifelong rom ance,” and by- 
announcing his 2004  candidacy for presi­
dent not too long ago, Nader has proven 
W ild e’s point. H e’s either a m onster o f ego 
or insane. I ’m betting on the first.

Nader should quit, but he won’t. H e’s in­
sured his place in history will end on a sour 
note, especially among the people who once 
loved him  best. O ld supporters have set up 
s ite s  lik e  w w w .ra lp h d o n tru n .n et and  
www.stopnader.com.

Nader has called this group the “liberal 
intelligentsia” —  odd, since they were once 
among his strongest supporters: T h e  Editors 
o f T h e  N ation  and M other Jones, M ichael 
M oore, N oam  Chom sky. N one o f them  
want him  to  run. Even G reen  Party die- 
hards will find it hard, since Ralph is run­
ning as an independent this year. He isn’t 
even trying to build a party, unless you count 
the cu lt o f personality he has fostered for 
some tim e now.

Bush or Kerry may win in a landslide. 
Nader may play spoiler or not. He probably 
won’t even get on the ballot on  most states 
or raise enough funds. A nd maybe it is 
laughable for the Dem ocrats to worry about 
Nader. Maybe everyone’s getting worked up 
about this campaign for nothing.

But these facts are unim portant com ­
pared to the principle at hand: Bush is a 
bad president, and Nader is running at a 
time when it is obvious to everyone, includ­
ing him , that the only way to get out o f four 
more years o f hell is to get behind Kerry and 
push. Even if it isn’t close, it could be. A f­
ter Florida, everyone is keenly aware every 
vote really does count.

T h e  choice this year for the left isn’t

o f his one-tim e supporters and his own life 
work are threatened by this presidency, and 
still runs anyway, is proof that Nader has 
only one great passion: himself.

Nader lied four years ago when he 
claimed the Democrats and Republicans 
were e x a ctly  th e  same party. R eally , 
R alp h? W ould  G ore  have appointed  
A shcroft and Rumsfeld? Banned stem ­
cell research? Launched a war in Iraq? 
S lashed  your beloved en viron m en tal 
regulations? G iven  us godawful deficits 
and fed m oney to  th e  rich ?  E n ron ? 
Halliburton? W hat about Abu G hraib, 
Ralph? You lied, and your lies were easier 
to believe after C lin ton ’s eight years made 
the Dem ocrats electable again, slightly 
more centrist. N ader’s 2000  candidacy 
was, in Harry Levine’s words, a “suicide- 
bomber” mission, one o f revenge against 
the Democrats.

In retrospect, Nader’s campaign plan 
looks actively anti-G ore: when the elec­
tion neared, he visited swing states M ichi­
gan and Pennsylvania. He visited Florida 
five times.

Politics is a compromise, something 
self-zealots like Nader seem to forget. And 
compromise means choosing, at times, a 
lesser evil. If the corpse o f LBJ ran against 
Bush, most liberals would vote for the 
stiff.

W hatever decent passions once ruled 
Ralph Nader are gone now. T h e  G reat 
Spoiler once wrote a book titled “C rash­
ing the Party” about the Bush-Gore e lec­
tion. If he writes one about this campaign, 
let it be called “Goodbye to A ll T h a t.”

Hey Kerry, make up your mind

As Americans, we all grow up with dif 
ferent sets of values and beliefs based 
on the manner in which we were 

raised and our own life experiences. It’s this 
accumulation of learning and experience that 
enables most of us to be liberal or conserva­
tive. 1 don’t necessarily mean we know the ins 
and outs of political parties, but most of us grew 
up with some shred of discussion on the topic. 
The point is most Americans, approximately 
80 percent, consider themselves Republican or 
Democrat. This leaves 20 percent of the popu­
lation who don’t have preconceived notions 
of which candidate is right for them.

O n Apnl 25, a march for abortion rights 
took place in Washington, D.C. Typified by 
their anger, the activists displayed the disturb­
ing mind-set of radical, Kerry-voting liberals. 
Signs carried by demonstrators included such 
phrases as, “Keep your rosaries off my ovaries” 
and several references to the idea that Presi­
dent Bush deserves to be aborted. These map- 
propnate references went on and on. Along 
with this, numerous celebrities treated activ­
ists to speeches. Whoopi Goldberg waving a 
coat hanger saying “never again" probably took 
the cake. O f course, the Kerry campaign did 
not miss this chance to register new voters and 
hand out signs at this heavily reported event.

O n May 17, the Wall Street Journal ran a 
story about a growing contradiction among the 
Kerry campaign and anti-war demonstrators

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Lubbockites take part in inaugural 
Healthy Lubbock Day activities

Despite the windy and hot con ­
ditions on Saturday, many people of 
all ages ventured outdoors to enjoy 
some fun and healthy activities.

Instigated by Dr. M. Roy Wilson, 
the Texas Tech University Health 
S c ie n ce s  C e n te r  presid ent, the 
Healthy Lubbock Initiative began 
its awareness campaign Saturday at 
Maxey Park.

H ealthy Lubbock Day lasted 
from 10 a.tn. to 2 p.m. and included 
many activities to increase aware­
ness about obesity.

Wilson started the Healthy Lub­
bock In itia tive  in Septem ber to 
ju m p start th e  im p ro vem en t o f 
health among the Lubbock popula­
tion.

Karla Wardroup, a volunteer for 
the Healthy Lubbock ’nittative, said 
she believes the program is impor­
tant because obesity has become a 
steadily rising epidemic.

“Right now, 60  percent o f the 
population in Am enca is obese. The 
next step is illness,” she said.

According to medhelp.org, obe­
sity is related to multiple health  
com plications including: diabetes, 
heart disease, stroke, hypertension 
and some forms o f cancer.

Also, obese individuals have an 
increased risk o f death from all

causes by 5 0  to 100 percent when 
compared to normal-weight people. 
Life expectancy can also be short­
ened by two to five years.

T h e  initiative is represented by 
3 0  d iffe ren t n o n -p ro fit  groups 
throughout the area, including the 
South Plains Food bank and the 
A m e rica n  C a n c e r  S o c ie ty , 
Wardroup said, and they encourage 
people to be healthy and stay active.

T h e  inaugural event featured 
many activities for the entire fam­
ily, in c lu d in g  
paddleboat rides 
on the lake, egg- 
and-spoon races, 
a rock-clim bing 
wall provided by 
Bodyworks Gym 
and potato sack 
races. There was 
also a volleyball 
tournament, soc­
cer and flying plastic disc games 
to participate in.

According to Liz Inskip-Paulk, 
com munity programs coordinator 
for the H ealth Sciences Center, the 
initiative focuses primarily on child­
hood obesity.

“T h e  T e x a s  D ep a rtm e n t o f  
H ealth says 4 0  percent o f Texas 
fourth graders are overw eight or 
obese,” she said.

There are many reasons for the 
high prevalence of childhood obe-

sity, Inskip-Paulk said. Com puter 
and video games have kept children 
indoors and physically inactive.

Also, there is less physical edu­
cation in schools, so children don’t 
get as much exercise during the day. 
Increased consumption o f fast food 
can also be to blame for the high 
obesity rate.

To help people be more aware of 
what they are eating, the program 
has teamed up with C oca-C ola to 
provide m ore h e a lth  co n scio u s 

vending m achines 
in the area. Inskip- 
Paulk said th is is 
b e in g  put in to  
p la ce  to  give 
p eople h e a lth ie r  
choices in their ev­
eryday routines.

S o  far th e re  
are not anymore 

events like Saturday’s 
scheduled, but there will 

be in the future.
T h e  program wants to encourage 

people to change the way they eat 
and increase their activity so the 
problem doesn’t get worse.

Inskip-Paulk said if the eating 
habits o f the nation do not change 
the consequences could be devas­
tating.

“O f the kids bom  in 2000, un­
less things change, half of them are 
going to be diabetic,” she said.

Study reveals new information about breast cancer
W ASHINGTON (A P )— Agene 

involved in many breast cancers may 
become more active during the course 
of the disease, and some patients will 
need additional medications that had 
been thought unnecessary, a new study 
indicates.

“Cancer is a moving target, and the 
oncologist has to know which bullet 
to put in his gun,” said Dr. Jonathan 
Uhr of the University of Texas South­
western Medical Center at Dallas.

Extra copies of the gene HER-2 oc­
cur in 20 percent to 25 percent of breast 
cancer cases.

In these cases the cancer tends to 
resist chemotherapy and radiation, but 
the drug Herceptin, which blocks the 
gene, can help patients.

The primary tumor in breast can­
cer patients is tested for the HER-2 
gene overactivity and those with nega-

tive tests don’t get Herceptin.
In some cases, however, cancer cells 

circulating in the blood can develop 
this gene overactivity as the disease 
progresses, according to the study by a 
research team Uhr led.

The study, published Monday in 
Proceedings of the National Academy 
of Sciences, found HER-2 overactivity 
in nine of 24 patients whose primary 
cancer initially tested negative for the 
gene.

While the study is small and fur­
ther research is needed, the findings 
call into question the assumption that 
test results on the primary tumor 
should be used to make treatment de­
cisions at a later date, the researchers 
say.

“Cancer cells are genetically un­
stable and they do change,” Uhr, a pro­
fessor of microbiology and internal

medicine, said in a telephone inter­
view.

“O f course this is against current 
dogma. I’m sure there will be some re­
luctance in accepting this until more 
work is done, and more work should 
be done,” he added.

Dr. Joseph Geradts of the Roswell 
Park Cancer Institute in Buffalo, N.Y., 
said the finding “adds to the evidence 
that what the oncologist treats is dif­
ferent from what the surgeon cuts o u t”

The dogma has been that what is 
in the primary tumor is the same as 
what is in the cancer that spreads to 
other areas, Geradts said, but the new 
study indicates that may not be the 
case.

Dr. Stephen B. Edge, medical di­
rector of the breast center at Roswell 
Park, called the study “a small step ... 
but intngutng."

“H e was really instrum ental in 
starting th e  d efeat o f the C o ld  
W ar,” he said.

Reagan did some o th er good 
things in office as well, Randolph 
said, although he could have done 
without the accrual o f debt dur­
ing Reagan’s terms.

“He was a good president and 
definitely did well for the scien­
tific com m unity,” he said.

Randolph said he does not be­
lieve the former president’s death 
will have a significant impact on 
A m erican politics, although the 
way Reagan ran his administration 
and the policies he implemented 
do affect politics today.

Brian C ollin s, an assistant pro­
fessor o f political science, agreed 
Reagan’s death will probably not 
have any effect on U .S . politics, 
although there will be a tim e o f

m ourning and tribute.
Reagan’s biggest contributions, 

C o llin s said, were significantly re­
d u cin g  th e  tax  ra te s  a t h o m e, 
while taking dram atic steps in the 
international theater to  end the 
Cold W ar without any nuclear inci­
dents.

“He in itiated  policies th at at 
least contributed to the end o f the 
C old  W ar, or brought about the 
end o f the Cold W ar,” C ollins said.

T h e  40th  president also left an ­
o th er mark on  po litics today —  
the Republicans.

“T h e  biggest im pact it m ight 
have politically is just that Ronald 
Reagan was more or less the father 
o f the m odern conservative R e ­
publican Party,” C o llin s  said.

But for Driber, he keeps going 
back to  th e  lasting re lation sh ip  
the honored president had with 
his wife.

“I ’m more impressed w ith love 
that lasts than  politics that com e 
and go,” he said.

H utchison speaks out in favor of p r o  
choice movem ent —  with reservations

SA N  A N T O N IO  (A P ) —  
U .S. Sen. Kay Bailey Hutchison, 
a Republican considered to be a 
potential candidate for Texas gov­
ernor in 2006, said Saturday she 
supports a woman’s right to choose 
to have an abortion before a fetus 
is viable outside o f the womb.

Hutchison, speakingwith news 
reporters after her speech to the 
Republican state convention, said 
her stance on abortion has re­
mained consistent through the 
years.

“My position is I think there 
can be an ability for a woman, 
until viability, to make a choice," 
she said, adding that the state 
should have the right to impose 
abortion restrictions such as pa­
rental consent or notification.

Hutchison told G O P convention 
delegates she values “the dignity of 
human life.” She said she opposes 
late-term abortions, often referred to 
as partial birth abortions.

“W e have our differences, but we 
have a fierce loyalty to each other,” 
she said in her speech.

T he state Republican Party plat­
form calls for protection o f all “in­
nocent human life” from fertilization 
until natural death. It urges the re­
versal of Roe v. Wade, the 1973 Su­
preme Court ruling that legalized 
abortion.

H utchison’s spokesman, Dave 
Beckwith, said the senator supports 
current Texas law, which requires 
notification of the parents of minors 
seeking abortion and requires a 24- 
hour waiting period before a woman

can have an abortion.
“In my presence, she called the 

partial birth abortion murder ... but 
that’s after viability,” Beckwith said.

Republican Gov. Rick Perry, who 
would be running for a full second 
term for governor in 20 0 6  when 
Hutchison might run, has said he 
opposes abortion except in the case 
o f rape, incest or threat to the life of 
the mother.

Hutchison wouldn’t say Saturday 
whether she will run against Perry.

Hutchison was at the center o f a 
fight at the state G O P  convention 
in San Antonio in 1996 when anti- 
abortion forces targeted her for de­
feat as a national delegate because 
she supports a woman’s nght to an 
abortion in some cases. She barely 
won election then as a delegate.

Decreasing oil prices encouraging investors
NEW  YORK (A P) —  Stocks 

moved sharply higher Monday as 
newly confident investors saw a fur­
ther slide in oil pnces as an oppor­
tunity to buy. The Dow Jones in­
dustrial average ruse more than 100 
points.

Investors were also cheered by a 
$4-85 billion proposed merger in the 
casino industry. W ith mergers and 
acquisitions gaming populanty, in­
vestors saw die trend as a sign of a 
stable, healthy economy.

Much of Wall Street’s good will 
was earned over from Friday, when 
a strong employment report boosted 
investor confidence. But some ana­
lysts, noting that the low volume 
from last week also continued into 
Monday’s trading, wondered about 
the strength of the rally. •

“The market seems to be going

up because there aren't any sellers 
around, not because there’s a lot of 
demand. That has a chance to end 
badly,” said Richard Dickson, senior 
market strategist, at Lowry’s Research 
Reports. “Overseas markets are up 
strongly and oil’s down, and I think 
what we’re seeing is a little bit of a Pav- 
lovian response to that more than any­
thing else.”

In midaftemoon trading, the Dow 
gained 104 4 7 , or 1 p ercen t, to
10347.29.

Broader stock indicators were 
sharply higher. The Standard <St Poor’s 
500 index was up 12.93, or 1.2 percent, 
at 1,135.43, and the Nasdaq compos­
ite index rose 26.72, or 1.4 percent, to 
2,005.34.

The start of trading on the New 
York Stock Exchange, the Nasdaq 
Stock Market and the American Stock

Exchange was delayed two minutes in 
a tribute to former President Reagan, 
who died Saturday.

The major equity markets will be 
closed Fnday for the national day of 
mourning.

Benchmark light sweet crude oil fell 
29 cents to $38.20 on the New York 
Mercantile Exchange. The drop was 
welcomed by investors who have wor­
ried about inflation in recent weeks as 
oil prices climbed past $42 a barrel. If 
oil pnces can keep steady, analysts be­
lieve the market’s current upward trend 
may stabilize.

“W e’re getting toward a crucial 
time for the market where we either 
see a surge in volume and broad-based 
buying, or we see profit-taking and a 
further decline in the markets,” said 
Michael Sheldon, chief market strate­
gist at Spencer Clarke LLC. “If oil 
pnces can keep steady and no new geo­
political problems come up, then we 
have a chance to break to the upside."

M GM  Mirage Inc. has made an 
unsolicited $4 85 billion offer to ac­
quire Mandalay Resort Group. M GM  
would also assume $2.8 billion in debt 
in what would be the biggest casino 
industry acqu isition  in history. 
Mandalay surged $10.63 to $70.90, 
while M G M  Mirage fell $ 1 .0 0  to 
$45.03.

McDonald’s Inc was down 20 cents 
at $26.66 after it announced a 7.9 per­
cent rise in same-store sales in May due 
to growing market share among fast- 
food chains.

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Congress targets file-sharing college students

(U -W 1R E ) L O S A N G E L E S —  
C o lle g e  students may soon feel 
pressure from m ore than the re­
cording industry to stop illegal file 
sharing as Congress considers two 
bills that would extend the federal 
g ov ern m en t’s authority  to  pros­
ecute copyright violators.

T h e  proposed Piracy Deterrence 
and Educational A ct o f 2004, is the 
pairing o f two bills, one now in the 
Senate, which would allow the Jus­
t ic e  D ep artm en t to  bring  c iv il 
charges against illegal file-sharers. 
U nder current law, the attorney

general can only file criminal copy­
right charges against illegal file- 
sharers, which require a high stan­
dard o f proof.

T h e  Piracy A ct would allow the 
federal government to file claims 
that could include damages and 
restitution without crim inal pen­
alties.

T h e  bill in the House provides 
for ed u cation al programs about 
copyright violations and would also 
low er th e  standard required to 
prove copyright violators guilty of 
criminartrrimes.

U n d er th e  a c t , crim in a l in ­
fringement can be defined as copy-

copyrighted work with “reckless 
disregard o f the risk for further in ­
fringem ent."

R e c k le s s  d isregard  c a n  be 
proven if more than $ 10,000 worth 
of copyrighted material is shared, 
1,000 copies o f one or more copy­
righted works are made, or if copy­
righted pre-release works are dis­
tributed.

Currently prosecutors have to 
show suspects acted “willfully” by 
intending to profit from their ac­
tions despite knowing their co n ­
duct is illegal.

Sen. Patrick Leahy, D-Vermont, 
co-sponsored the bill. Leahy said 
the Piracy A ct is just one step in 
solving the challenges presented by 
the digital age, which includes pro­
tecting intellectual property while 
not impeding the developm ent of 
technology and digital content.

Leahy added that the bill allows 
the governm ent to take action “to 
ensure that more creative works are 
made available online, that those 
works are more affordable, and that 
the people who work to bring them 
to us are paid for their efforts.”

W hile  the recording industry 
has offered support for the bills, op­
ponents have expressed concerns 
regarding funding for the anti-p i­
racy effort.

Under the Piracy A ct, the Jus­
tice Department would get $2 m il­
lion to handle copyright infringe­
m ent cases.

“Tax dollars will go to protect 
an industry that already has a great 
d eal o f  m o n ey ,” said  A n n a le e  
Newitz, policy analyst for the Elec­
tronic Frontier Foundation, a group 
that educates the public about civil 
liberties issues related to technol­

“Potter,” “Shrek 2” top weekend 
box office charts

LO S A N G ELES (A P) —  T he boy wizard has worked his biggest 
box-office spell to date.

“Harry Potter and the Prisoner o f Azkaban” charmed audiences to 
the tune of $92.65 million in its debut weekend, the best results yet 
for the franchise, according to studio estimates released Sunday.

It was the third-best three-day opening weekend ever, behind “Spi­
der-Man” at $114-8 million in 2002 and “Shrek 2” at $108 million 
last month.

“I guess audiences are still crazy about Harry,” said Dan Fellman, 
head of distribution for Warner Bros., the studio behind the franchise 
based on J.K  Rowling’s fantasy series.

“Harry Potter” bumped off “Shrek 2 ," which had been the No. 1 
flick the previous two weekends. “Shrek 2” came in second with $37 
million, lifting its three-week total to $313.6  million and putting it 
within sinking distance of “Finding Nemo,” the top grossing animated 
movie ever at $339.7 million.

The global disaster thriller “T h e  Day After Tomorrow,” which de­
buted a strong N o. 2 over Memorial Day weekend, fell to third place 
with $28.15 million, pushing its 10-day total to $128 .8  million.

“Harry Potter,” “Shrek 2" and “Day After Tomorrow" have turned 
around what had been an anemic early summer season for Hollywood. 
Before “Shrek 2” opened, early summer revenues were down 25 per­
cent from last year’s. Summer revenues now are running 6 to 7 per­
cent ahead, while the box off ice so far this year is up about 5 percent 
over 2003’s pace.

Still to come is summer’s most anticipated movie, “Spider-Man 2 ” 
on June 30, with a rush of potential hits to follow, including “T h e  
Bourne Supremacy,” “The Manchurian Candidate” and “Princess Dia­
ries 2: Royal Engagement.”
