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U.S. hands over power to Iraqis early

B A G H D A D , Iraq (A P ) —  T h e  U .S.-led  
coalition transferred sovereignty to air intenm  
Iraqi governm ent two days early M onday in a 
surpnse move drat apparently caught insurgents 
off guard, averting a feared campaign o f attacks 
to sabotage dre historic step toward self-rule.

Legal documents transferring sovereignty were 
handed over by U .S . governor L. Paul Brenter to 
chief justice M idhat al-Mahmood in a small cer- 
enu my in dre 1 teavily guarded Green Zone. Bremer 
took charge in Iraq about a year ago.

“T his is a historical d ay ... a day that all Iraqis

have been Icxrlong forward to,” said Iraqi Presi­
dent Glrazi Al-Yawer. “This is a day we 
are going to take our country back into 
the international forum.”

Mil itan ts had conducted a cam­
p aign  o f  ca r  bo m b in g s, 
kidnappings and other vio­
lence that killed hundreds 
of Iraqis in recent weeks 

and was designed to dis­
rupt the transfer, announced 
by the Bush administration late 
last year. Initially, the Am encans

Sm ith  
traveled to  the n a tio n ’s cap ital to  express 
T ech ’s gratitude.

M o n th s o f  aggressive cam paign ing by 
T ech  officials paid o ff as the  U .S . House o f  
Representatives approved $ 6 .5  m illion in its 

version o f  the D epartm ent o f  D efense A p- 
propnation A c t  for fiscal year 20 0 5 .

S m ith  was in W ashington , D .C ., P h ila­
delphia and N ew  York last week to talk with 

mem bers o f  Congress and T e ch  alum ni.
“I felt good about it,” Sm ith  said. “It’s 

been very good, very busy.”
W h ile  educating U .S . officials regarding 

the im portance o f  T e ch ’s programs is a pri­
ority, Sm ith  said his tnp  also attem pted to 
encourage individual contributions to the 
endow m ent fund from  T ech  graduates.

"A n y tim e you have quality tim e w ith 
T ech  family, it ’s a good tim e,” Sm ith  said.

T h e  federal funding will enable T ech  to 
pursue a new program. T h e  C om p act Pulsed 
Power for D efense A pplications and H om e­
land Secu n ty  will receive $1 m illion, said 
Jo sh  N o la n d , sp okesm an fo r U .S .

miztng collateral damage. Its research 
also includes areas o f high power mi­
crowave systems, explosively dnven 
pulsed power, com pact pulsed power 
and ultra high power electronics.

T h e  C enter for Pulsed Power and 
Power Electronics Research at Tech is 
the oldest and, in terms of pulsed power, 
the largest university research group in 
the U nited States, Noland said.

Pulsed power could play a role in de­
veloping non-lethal and less-than-lethal 
weapons, he said.

Proposed is the establishment o f a 
$6 million a year program to be funded 
via the U .S .

Many have accused Moore o f not 
making a true documentary because the 
film has a point o f view. However, docu­
mentary filmmakers —  and commer­
cial filmmakers, for that matter —  usu­
ally have a point o f view that they are 
free to propagate in their art.

Moore is not a journalist. He is not 
required to present facts in a “fair and 
balanced" manner. He has openly ad­
mitted he is forwarding his opinion.

O n e has to understandbefore see­
ing the film , they are entenng a place 1 
call “M ichael Moore Land.” It’s a magi­
cal place where every political figure 
with a “(D )” after his name speaks the 
gospel truth, and every right-winged 
businessman is a crooked warmonger.

Agree or disagree with Moore’s poli­
tics, “Fahrenheit 9/11” is a provocative 
and thought-provoking film with sharp 
humor mixed with haunting images. It’s 
a film that will elicit mixed emotions.

There is footage o f Bush doing dumb 

things, which late-night T V  has proven 
is not a difficult task. T h e  footage that 
is most interesting is o f Bush and other
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political leaders preparing to goon cam­
era. Apparendy, they don’t realize the 
tape is rolling before they go on air.

O n e scene finds Bush seemingly 

fighting back a smile as he is about to 
announce plans to begin bombing Iraq.

M oore’s commentary throughout 
the film ranges from snide comments 
to fiinous accusations.

O ne o f Moore’s biggest indictments 
of Bush amves as the president sits in a 
Horida classroom after he has been told 
o f the second plane hitting the tower 
in New York. Bush sits in the class for 
seven extra minutes with a perplexed 
and nervous expression on his face. 
Moore insinuates Bush is wondering 
which of his friends “screwed him."

Moore’s arguments are not always 
fair, and one wonders how much to trust
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him after he was caught stretching the 
truth in his Academy Award-winning 
“Bowling for Columbine.”

But Moore’s arguments in “Fahren­
heit” are more focused, concise and 
thought-out than in "Columbine,” when 
he tried to go after too many issues.

“Fahrenheit” is an extremely well 
made and effective film that will impact 
on viewers regardless of political stance.

For some, it must be a matter o f sepa­
rating the art from the message.

T here  are many laugh-out-loud 
moments ui the film, including refer­
ences to “Dragnet,” “T h e Magnificent

Seven,” and a dtp from the ‘Today’’ 
show with a man demonstrating a para­
chute specifically designed to be used 
to jump out o f a tall building.

T h e  film is blatandy manipulative 
at times. Moore is certainly a master 
manipulator as he shows footage of Iraqi 
children playing on playgrounds and fly­
ing kites as Bush announces plans to 
begin attacks.

But there also are powerful scenes 
o f genuine emotion as a mother reads 
the final letter from her son who was 
killed in Iraq.

Perhaps more muck-maker than

muckraker, Moore has certainly hit a . 
nerve with this in-your-face examina­
tion o f the state o f our country.

T h e  film earned an ovation at the 
Cannes Film Festival (where it won the 
top prize), w hich some considered 
merely to be a demonstration o f ann- 
Amencarusm. But the film also earned 
applause at the end o f the public screen­
ing 1 saw this weekend.

It earns the applause, and it deserves 
to be seen and debated.
