“We need to remember that survivors are sometimes the ones that suffer the most,” Jones
said. “The victims of 9/11 have been in our prayers for the past three years. This is also a tribute
to people who work and put their life on the line everyday.”

Jones said American State Bank started the ceremony last year as an ongoing effort t
honor those who have died in terrorist attacks and those who died in the line of duty trying
to save them. He said the goal is to make the public aware of the horrible tragedy endured
and how easily tragedy can happen

“It’s hard to fight an enemy that we can’t see in front of us,” Jones said. “We're in a differer

Jones said first responders and volunteers helped place the flags in Kastman Park. Flags will
be sold for $25 and T-shirts for $5.

In order to reduce the number of
stolen bikes, the Texas Tech Police
Department is aiming to educate
students to prevent the theft of
personal property.

ing to the summary

The total loss for each year is
based upon the value of each bike sto-
len. For 2004, individual losses ranged
from about $50 to about $1,000, ac-
cording to the summary

Derek LaRue, manager of Paul’s
Parts, said a person normally spends
somewhere between $250 to $400 for
his first bike. However, after spending
that amount, the person does not re
alize how big of an investment a good
lock for the bike is, he said

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Effects of illiteracy felt by
even the literate

s the child of an educator
who taught me to how
to read and how to enjoy
reading at young age, | was shocked
when | heard some adults were
functionally illiterate. I could not
understand where their lives could
go without the ability to read.
Think about what you would
miss if you could not decipher what
was on the side of your medica-
tion, know what television show is
coming up on your digital cable or
even read my column. Functionally
illiterate is defined as having read-
ing and writing skills insufficient
for ordinary practical needs. The
fact is, 25 million Americans lack
the basic reading skills necessary
to function as parents, consumers,
citizens and workers. Of those 25
54,077 are estimated to
reside in the Lubbock Area. Texas
has one of the highest illiteracy rates

million,

in the country, ranking 47"
the 50 states.

The problem with illiteracy is
the disease is not as apparent as oth-
ers such as cancer, AIDS or multiple
sclerosis. You cannot see the harm
to the person. Most illiterate people
mask their symptoms out of shame,
which is how they reach adulthood
without getting the help they need.
Multiple side effects to illiteracy ex-
ist, but the impact on the economy
and to future generations is one
felt by all. Illiteracy is an inherited
disease; children of functionally
illiterate parents are twice as likely
as other children to be functionally
illiterate.

For a child to be a successful
reader, he must have his parents read
to him at an early age. International
studies have shown a 9 percent
decrease in childhood mortality for
each year of maternal education
completed. Mothers who are liter-

ate are more likely to receive the
healthcare needed to bring a healthy
baby into this world than those who
are illiterate.

Educational level of adults is
important for successful workforce
development and productivity.
Functionally illiterate people can
qualify only for minimum wage jobs
with no health or other benefits and
therefore remain below the poverty
level. Low literate individuals are
more likely to be on Welfare and
have Medicaid. How many jobs can
you think of that do not require you
to read or write?

Currently, Lubbock does have an
organization fighting the spread of
illiteracy — the Lubbock Area Co-
alition for Literacy. [ know the name
is a mouthful, but this organization

helps adults in the Lubbock area
by offering free classes and one-
on-one tutoring in basic reading
skills, English as a second lan-
guage, preparation for the GED
as well as classes to help with
dyslexia. This organization has
‘80s and
has helped a lot of people out of

been around since the

poverty. Last semester, | worked
for this organization and was in
awe at how many people walked
through the doors in dire need
of service. Most of these people
were just laid off from their
minimum wage job that they had
for decades and could not find
work because they lacked the
education requirements of the
modern workforce. These were
hardworking people ashamed
of their low literacy level, but
wanted to maintain a living for
their family.

[lliteracy is a disease for which
we have the cure as long as
people are willing to help those
who do not yet know the gifts
of reading. The Lubbock Area
Coalition for Literacy always
is looking for volunteer tutors.
The amount of time to change
someone’s life through literacy
can be as little as two hours a
week. Call (806) 747-READ for
more information.

Today, 150 years after the Civil
War, the United States is in the
grip of another crisis — one that is
not bound by state lines, national
boundaries or barriers. It is divisive
in nature. This crisis has separated
left from right, neighbor from neigh-
bor, parents from children and the
United States of America from the
truths it once had — the inspired
words the founding fathers used to
create the Constitution.

In a continuing theme from
last year, the Texas Tech Athletic
Department is planning a wave of
announcements encouraging re-
spectful fan behavior at Red Raider
sporting events.

Last year, the athletic depart-
ment contacted The University
Daily to map out its plan to quell fan
behavior that has resulted in a bad
reputation for Tech fans throughout
some of the nation’s universities.

At that time Athletic Director
Gerald Myers said the Big 12 Con-
ference athletic directors had voted
for a new policy that denounced
fans’ entering the playing surface
after games. He said he understood
the policy to be binding, with the
possibility of fines for the athletic
department if Tech fans ran onto the
field after a game or engaged in an
incident with opposing players.

However, later that season, the
University of Kansas and University
of Missouri had incidents at their
stadiums when students entered
onto the field after victories. When
The UD contacted Big 12 com-
missioner Kevin Weiberg, he said
Kansas and Missouri would not be
punished, and fines for breaking the
policy had not been approved.

On Thursday, Myers spoke to
The UD editorial board and said
