time instead of fifty. Another type of wheel

system pivots at the center and. rotates in
a circle. This system leaves the corners
of the square farm dry, but is still one of
the most economical systems available, since

5. Maintain and operate radio communication
for local and surrounding agencies.,Tele-
phone for the Sheriff'ls Office, The Police
Dept,, The Texas Highway Patrol, and a
direct line for the Seagraves and Loop area,
are answered by the radio operators. A
radio operator is on duty 24 hours a day,
therefore the telephones are answered any-
time day ox night, and the proper agency
and unit dispatched immediately.

6. To keep safely all prisoners committed to
Jall by the proper court, Each prisoner com-
mitted to }ail becomes the responsibility of the
Sheriffls Office no maitter what agency picks
them up. The }allis the responsibility of the
Sheriff's Office.

7+ Malintain close cooperation with all other
law enforcement agencies, the district attor-
ney, county attorney and the courts so that
Justice may be obtained. This office works
very closely with the FBI and surrounding
counties, so that assistance may be avall-
able at all times in cases where it is needed.
8., Tofurnish a bailiff for the courts when
they are in sesslon, and the Grand Jury at
the time it convenes,

9. To notify all jurors seleoted by the Jury
Commission, and at the direction of tli¢ proper
court. To notify and serve all subpoemas m
all withesses summoned by the Grand Jury
oxr any of the couxrts,

10. To constantly study the state laws and
the Supreme Court decisions to better pre-
pare cases for the protection of the cilizens
of Galnes County and the State of Texas
and to afford a fair trial to each defendant.
The traffic control and accidents are inves-
tigated by the City Police Depts, within the
the city limits, and by the Texas Highway
Patrol within the county and state., The
sheriff!s office is an assisting agency in traffic
when needd and requested.

It is the desire of this department to serve
the citizens of Gaines County, and therefore
the support of each citizen is solicited. KEach

citizen can aid law enforcement by reporting
violations of which they have knowledge, as

well as ta,king an active part as witnessess
