HARVEST

OVER 1,000,000 BALES
The South Plains cotton h a rv est passed  the m illion 

bale m ark this week, according to W. K. Palm er, in 
charge of the Lubbock Cotton C lassing Office of the 
USDA. The cotton h arv est was 95 p er cent com plete 
in the Seminole a rea  and the Brownfield Office closed 
on Friday, D ecem ber 22nd, according to W. E. Cain, 
in charge of the Brownfield Cotton C lassing Office of 
the USDA.

Samples from  1, 005, 000 bales of cotton had been 
received  and c lassed  by the th ree a rea  c lassing  
offices through Friday, D ecem ber 22nd.

Through Friday  the Lubbock Office had c lassed  
769, 000 sam ples of this y e a r 's  crop, the Brownfield 
Office 160, 000 and the Lam esa Office 76, 000. This 
brought the total c lassed  this season at the th ree  
offices to 1, 005, 000.

The seasonal c lassing  office at Brownfield closed 
Friday  and sam ples rem aining to be c lassed  from  
that a rea  will be c lassed  at Lubbock.

Spotted and Tinged cotton continued to increase  
as the h arvest neared  com pletion. Light Spotted, 
Spotted and Tinged cotton made up 80 per cent of all 
cotton c lassed  at the Lubbock Office la s t week.

Middling Light Spotted was the predom inant grade 
at Lubbock la s t week with 28 per cent of all cotton 
c lassed . S tric t Low Middling Light Spotted made up 
17 p er cent, Middling Spotted 19 per cent, S tric t Low 
Middling Spotted 8 p e r cent and all Tinged grades 5 
per cent.

Staple length im proved slightly and averaged 31/32. 
Seven per cent of all cotton c lassed  at Lubbock la s t 
week was 29/32, 36 per cent 15/16, 25 per cent 31/32 
and 32 p e r cent stapled 1-Inch and longer.

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Suitable w ater for drinking purposes seldom  
occurs in nature. Rain and snow w aters become 
contam inated quickly by dust, insects, anim als and 
man. Some of the organism s introduced into w ater 
by these means cause typhoid fever, paratyphoid 
fever, bacilla ry  and amoebic dysentery . The o r ­
ganism s causing these d iseases a re  excreted  in 
human d ischarges and if defective excreta^disposal 
methods o r a lack of safeguards around the w ater 
source allow the organism s to reach  w ater supplies, 
human illness will re su lt.

In o rd e r that we may free  ourse lves of these 
dread d iseases, certa in  safeguards m ust be p ro ­
vided. We cannot depend on the physical appearance 
of w ater as a m easure  of safety>for it is possib le 
that c lea r and sparkling w aters may be unsafe.
F or com plete satisfaction, the w ater supply should 
be safe, p leasant to taste , c lea r  and free  of gases 
and m inera ls  that im part d isagreeable  odors. Too, 
a good w ater supply is one that is adequate for 
needs, dependable and convenient. A minimum of 
approxim ately 50 gallons of w ater per person per 
day a re  requ ired  in those homes with com plete 
plumbing fac ilities, in homes not equipped with 
plumbing, the w ater demand may d ecrease  to about 
10 gallons per pe rso n  p er day. Of course, if stock 
o r irriga tion  w ater is to be provided from  the 
household supply, additional allowances m ust be 
made.

In this a rea  p a rticu la rly  all of our w ater is ob­
tained from  wells usually from  100 - 150 feet deep. 
W ater thus obtained is usually m ore often free  from  
bacteria  than from  other sources; however, the 
m ineral content on underground w ater is usually 
very  high. Much of our w ater approaches the upper 
lim it of 500 parts  per m illion as recom m ended by 
the U. S. Public Health Service.

Our w ater has a very  hard content with an excess 
of calcium , sulphate, and bicarbonates. Our 
fluoride content is usually over twice the reco m ­
mended level of l. 5 p a rts  p e r m illion. This well 
causes b r o w  staining on teeth. In addition we have 
had wells that have been contam inated with sa lt 
w ater, sulfur, w ater, oil, and gas.

Underground w ater is  usually sa fe r than other 
so u rces . T ests  show that we a re  finding m ore and 
m ore wells that a re  contam inated. M r. Bruce, the 
State W ater Engineer a t Lubbock, said that in making 
a survey of privately  owned wells in Lubbock County, 
seventy p e r cent w ere to be contam inated. Our r e ­
cords show that we te s t from  fifteen to tw enty wells 
a month with about forty-five p e r cent showing con­
tam ination. A g rea t many w ells a re  known to be bad 
before we te s t them and often we have to tre a t them 
four o r five tim es before we clean them up. As a 
whole in this county, there  a re  about twenty to th irty  
per cent contam inated. We can expect a higher p e r ­
centage as the population in c reases.
