proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER FIVE ON THE BALLOT (SJR8)
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 51-a

of Article IIT of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas be
amended, and the same is
hereby amended so as to read
as follows:

“Section 51-a. The Legisla-
ture shall-have the power, by
General Laws, to provide, sub-
ject to limitations herein con-
tained, and such other limita-
tions, restrictions and regula-
tions as may by the Legisla-
ture be deemed expedient, for
assistance grants to and/or
medical care for, and for re-
habilitation and any other
services included in the federal
laws as they now read or as
they may hereafter be amend-
ed, providing matching funds
to help such families and in-
dividuals attain or retain capa-
bility for independence or self-
care, and for the payment of
assistance grants to and/or
medical care for, and for re-
habilitation and other services
to or on behalf of:

“(1) Needy aged persons
who are citizens of the United
States or non-citizens who
shall have resided within the
boundaries of the TUnited
States for at least twenty-five
(25) years;

“(2) Needy individuals who
are totally and permanently
disabled by reason of a mental
or physical handicap or a com-
bination of physical and men-
tal handicaps;

“(3) Needy blind persons;

“(4) Needy dependent chil-
dren and the caretakers of
such children.

“The Legislature may pre-
scribe such other eligibility re-
quirements for participation in
these programs as it deems
appropriate.

“The Legislature shall have
authority to enact appropriate
legislation which will enable
the State of Texas to cooperate
with the Government of the
United States in providing
assistance to and/or medical
care on behalf of needy per-
sons, in providing rehabilita-
tion and any other services
included in the federal laws

making matching funds avail-
able to help such families and
individuals attain or retain
capability for independence or
self-care, to accept and expend
funds from the Government of
the United States for such
purposes in accordance with
the laws of the United States
as they now are or as they
may hereafter be amended, and
to make appropriations out of
state funds for such purposes;
provided that the maximum
amount paid out of state funds
to or on behalf of any needy
person shall not exceed the
amount that is matchable out
of federal funds; provided that
the total amount of such
assistance payments only out
of state funds on behalf of
such individuals shall not ex-
ceed the amount of Eighty
Million Dollars ($80,000,000)
during any fiscal year.
“Supplementing legislative
appropriations for assistance
payments authorized by this
Section, the following sums are
allocated out of the Omnibus
Tax Clearance Fund and are
appropriated to the State De-
partment of Public Welfare for
the period beginning Septem-
ber 1, 1969 and ending August

31, 1971: Three Million, Six
Hundred Thousand Dollars
($3,600,000) for Old Age

Assistance, Two Million, Five
Hundred Thousand Dollars
($2,500,000) for Aid to the
Permanently and Totally Dis-
abled, and Twenty-Three Mil-
lion, Nine Hundred Thousand
Dollars ($23,900,000) for Aid
to Families with Dependent
Children. Such allocations and
appropriations shall be made
available on the basis of equal
monthly installments and
otherwise shall be subject to
the provisions of currently
existing laws making alloca-
tions and appropriations for
these purposes.

“Provided further, that if
the limitations and restrictions
herein contained are found to
be in conflict with the provi-
sions of appropriate federal
statutes, as they now are or
as they may be amended to
the extent that federal match-

the state for these purposes,
then and in that event the
Legislature is specifically au-
thorized and empowered to
prescribe such limitations and
restrictions and enacts such
laws as may be necessary in
order that such federal match-
ing money will be available
for assistance and/or medical
care for or on behalf of needy
persons.

“Nothing in this Section
shall be construed to amend,
modify or repeal Section 31 of
Article XVI of this Constitu-
tion; provided further, how-
ever, that such medical care,
services or assistance shall
also include the employment
of objective or subjective
means, without the use of
drugs, for the purpose of
ascertaining and measuring
the powers of vision of the
human eye, and fitting lenses
or prisms to correct or remedy
any defect or abnormal condi-
tion of vision. Nothing herein
shall be construed to permit
optometrists to treat the eyes
for any defect whatsoever in
any manner nor to administer
nor to prescribe any drug or
physical treatment whatsoever,
unless such optometrist is a
regularly licensed physician or
surgeon under the laws of this
state.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con-
stitutional Amendment shall be
submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
the first Tuesday in August,
1969. At the election the bal-
lots shall be printed to pro-
vide for voting “FOR” or
“AGAINST” the proposition:

“The Constitutional Amend-
ment providing for assistance
to and/or medical care on be-
half of the needy aged, the
needy blind, the needy dis-
abled, and the needy dependent
children and their caretakers;
establishing Eighty Million
Dollars ($80,000,000) as the
maximum amount that may be
paid per year from state funds
for assistance only; allocating
and appropriating additional
sums supplementing current
legislative appropriations for
assistance grants; and author-
izing the Legislature to enact
such laws as may be necessary
in order that federal matching
money will be available for
assistance and/or medical

NUMBER NINE ON THE BALLOT (HJRS)

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 5,

Article III, Constitution of the

State of Texas, as amended,

be amended to read as fol-

lows:

“Section 5. The Legislature
shall meet in regular session
each year at such time as
may be provided by law and
at other times as convened by
the Governor. When convened
in odd-numbered years in reg-
ular session, the Legislature
shall devote the first thirty
days to the introduction of
bills and resolutions, acting
upon emergency appropria-
tions, passing upon the confir-
mation of the recess appointees
of the Governor and such
emergency matters as may be
submitted by the Governor in
special messages to the Legis-
lature; provided that during
the succeeding thirty days of
such session the various com-
mittees of each House shall
hold hearings to consider all
bills and resolutions and other
matters then pending; and
such emergency matters as
may be submitted by the Gov-
ernor; provided further that
during the following sixty days
the Legislature shall act upon
such bills and resolutions as

may be then pending and upon
such emergency matters as
may be submitted by the Gov-
ernor in special messages to
the Legislature; provided, how-
ever, either House may other-
wise determine its order of
business during this session by
an affirmative vote of four-
fifths of its membership.

“Regular sessions in even-
numbered years, commencing
in 1972, shall not exceed sixty
days and shall be limited to
legislation on the subjects of
providing funds for the sup-
port of functions and activities
of the state government and
emergency matters submitted
by the Governor in messages
to the Legislature. At each
regular session, commencing
in 1971, appropriations shall
be made for the support of
functions and activities of the
state government for the next
fiscal year.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing consti-
tutional amendment shall be
submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
August 5, 1969, at which elec-
tion the ballots shall be
printed to provide for voting
for or against the proposition:
“The constitutional amendment
to provide for annual legisla-
tive sessions.”

“Don’t underrate the impor-
tance of this annual clean-up
program,” urged T. Lawrence
Jones, president of the Associa-
tion. “In fact, let us hope it
will serve the purpose for
which it was designed, to re-
mind Americans that homes
should be kept clean and fire-
safe every day of the year.”

To underline his remarks,
Mr. Jones added:

“Every 49 seconds, fire breaks
out in some home.

The American Insurance As-
sociation recommends that dur-
ing the special period set aside
for the campaign locally, house-
holders go through their homes,
room by room, and throw out
any combustibles which might
help feed a fire.

A check of the attic, as an
example, will turn up old news-
papers, discarded clothing, old
radio sets, unwanted furniture,
worn-out mattresses, old shoes,
lamps and appliances in need
of repair, old letters and maga-
zines. One incipient spark, and
the householder may have a

. costly fire.
Bedrooms, too, can create
potential fire hazards. Old

clothing stored in closets, which
 will never be worn, should be

donated to some charitable or-

ganization or thrown away.

In the kitchen, cooking is
done daily over open flames or
electric stove cooking units
with temperatures capable of
starting fires if they come in
contact with dish towels or
other combustibles.

“Be vigilant, not only dur-
ing Spring Clean-Up Week, but
at all times,” Mr. Jones stressed.
“To protect your family and
your property against fire, plan
ahead, practice good house-
keeping, and develop safe
habits. And don’t forget that
good housckeeping includes a
periodic check for — and the
elimination of — fire hazards.”

How’s Your Fire 1Q?

(COMPLIMENTS OF BERT HEARNE, HEARNE

Spring Clean-Up Week is a good time to rededicate
oursclves to preventing fires and test. our knowledge of
how to go about it, says the American Insurance Asso-
ciation.

It’s important, during Spring Clean-Up Weck, to go
through the house {rom top to bottom, secking out and
eliminating accumulations of unneeded things, like old
newspapers, which provide [ucl upon which fires can feed.

To point up some of the facts about fire, the Associa-
tion suggests you check vourself on these questions:

QUESTION: In what room is a fire most likely to occur?

ANSWER: The living room. The Occupancy Fire
Record on fires in one and two-family dwellings prepared
by the National Fire Protection Association discloses that
37.2 per cent of all fires in dwellings start there.

QUESTION: What about other rooms?

ANSWER: The second most dangerous place, with re-
gard to the possibility of fire, is the kitchen, where the
cooking is done, and where 21.6 per cent of all dwelling
fires start. Third is the bedroom, 12.8 per cent. And 11.6
per cent of home fires start in the bascment, where the
housc heating unit is located in the majority ol homes.

But no room is immune. Fires also start [requently in
the utility room, in closets, attics, bathrooms, attached
garages, hall stairways, dining rooms, and on porches and
other outside areas.

Hints for Baby Sitter

(COMPLIMENTS or GAINES COUNTY FARM
BUREAU, JOHN LAWSON, MANAGER)

If you are a baby sitter, or
about to become one, there are
certain things you should know
to help you do the job well,
says the American Insurance
Association.

And Spring Clean-Up Week
is a good time to learn or re-
fresh your thinking.

The Association offers these
suggestions:

e Your first baby sitting jobs
should be for parents you al-
ready know, and with children
you already know. A good per-
sonal relationship with parents
and children is essential, and
you can develop such a rela-
tionship effectively if your first
jobs are with people who know
you, and know you are respon-
sible, reliable, and like chil-
dren.

e If the family has a watch-
dog, make friends with it im-
mediately. You can’t do a good
job unless the dog is on your
side.

e Before you start the baby
sitting job, ask the parents to
show you all the exits. so you
can select the best one if fire
occurs. Ask them to provide you
with the name and phone num-
ber of the family doctor, for
use in case of emergency. Know
how to call the police.

e Keep the children out of
the kitchen, if possible, and
make sure that matches are out

dren also should be kept away
from electric cords and appli-
ances — these are not play-
things.

e Have the parents provide
you with a flashlight for use in
case the lights should fail.

e Ask the parents to tell you
at what hour they expect to
return, and to telephone you
if they are unavoidably delayed.

e And keep this in mind al-
ways: In case of fire, get the
children out of the house im-
mediately, and ask a neighbor
to call the fire department, in
that order. After that, notify
the parents about the fire.
