City Council Meets

The City Council met Monday . night and (1) okayed a street light
to be installed at 1lth Street and N. W. Ave. F.

(2) Northwest 6th Street was opened up for 13 blocks,beginning at
the Denver City Highway and running north to the paved football
parking lot of the school. This street is adjacent to and west of the
M. S. Doss Youth Center.

their dinner when they got a
drink out of the sprinkler, re-
moved the end plug and the
family cat came out.

The true story I want to tell
about is about the time that I
put a 6" main line together%
mile long. (It's purpose was to
furnish water for the smaller
auxiliary sprinkler lines. ) It
had been idle for weeks and the
joints were all free of one an-
other. I put them all together,
leaving the far end open, walked
back to the well, started the
motor and pump running slowly.

Then I drove the pickup to
the end of the line, got me a
good club and waited for the
water and the rabbits to get
there. Maybe I would get 6 to
10 this time. The trick was to
hit them as they came out in
front of the water, the dirt,
sticks and the dust.

I hit one, I got another and
wound up for number 3. I heard
him scratching as he came down
the line and I got ready for the
big kill. I raised my stick,
started my swing. But what? ---
It's black with a white stripe!

A skunk!!! I stopped; I dropped
my club. Three feet away was
a frustrated, mixed-up, mean
looking skunk.

I ran. Then I looked all a-
round to be sure one of the
hands or an oil field pumper or
a neighbor did not observe how
big a coward I actually was.
I've never been sprayed by a
skunk but I've seen dcgs and
others who have.

orarily or permanently, nor shall any structure of a temporary char-
acter be used as a residence. No existing structures shall be placed
or be permitted to be placed on any lot in said subdivision.

(5) Humble Oil, 1lth Street, was granted permission to tie into
the city sewage, with them being responsible for lines coming to
city lines.

(6) Thirty new water meters were purchased at a cost of $32. 50
each when it was pointed out that there would be a 13% increase.

(7) The council will write letters and send telegrams showing
their disapproval to state authorities who are trying to raise the
collection on the sales tax from 2% to 74%. (The state has been
charging 2% of the 1% sales tax to collect and disburse back to the
cities the 1%. They want to raise this to 74% of the 1%. )

(8) Mel Pope, resident engineer for the highway department in-
cluding Gaines, Yoakum and Terry Counties, was present to discuss
the classification of streets and highways. His interest and the state's
interest is to have certain streets designated as main arteries with
the thinking that at some future date the state and/or federal gov-
ernment might participate in upkeep. The follpwing streets were
considered: N. W, Ave. F. between 62 and 214, llth Street, both
S.W, and S.E., and possibly S.W. 4th and S, W, 6th for a three
block area north and south of the school.

Mr. Pope pointed out that on the west highway out of Seminole
in 1966 upwards of 3400 cars per day travelled the highway and it is
probably up at least 10% from that figure now; north out of Seminole
2600 to 2700 cars per day, south 2500 to 2600 cars per day, and east
1900 to 2, 000 cars per day. He further stated that he hoped the west
highway would soon be under construction and the plans were 80%
complete and they hoped to let a contract in February.

If it is 24 miles to the state line and a four lane highway takes in .
nearly 30 acres to the mile it wo uld take 720 acres of land. This
does not include access roads which could include -another 120 feet.
If the highway west had access roads on either side it would take in
nearly two sections of land.

The Jim Hughes family moved to Gaines County from New Boston, Texas in 1916. The above picture was made in 1918, 7 miles east of
Seminole and 7 or 8 miles south of the present Fairview Church. The family‘was made up of left to right, Robert Hughes (R. M. E. ), Mr.
and Mrs. Jim Hughes, Jr. and their son, Jack; Sam Isler, a grandson of the elder Hughes, riding aboard 'Shamrock'; Karl Hughes, Bill
Isler, in short pants standing in front of his grandfather, Jim Hughes (Dad) and beside his grandmother in the wheelchair; the oldest boy
standing next to his mother - Walter Hughes; Miss .eon Hughes and Harry Hughes. Also in the background on horseback was Rennie Hughes,
riding 'Little Bill'.

Other interesting things about the picture are the some 300 to 400 head of sheep in the background. They were kept penned in behind a
net wire fence except when herded. One of the three Model T's belonged to the photographer, one to the Sr. Hughes and it is supposed that
one of the boys owned the other car. There's a nursing bottle in the foreground on the left. (There's always multiple births among sheep and
orphan lambs to feed.) The eclipse mill in the tackground pumped from a waterwell between 120 and 140 feet deep. Near the house was a
water tank for drinking water. The fence was used for the clothes line and looks like one cultivator and one planter by the fence. The
family farmed approximately 100 acres for livestock feed. Those must be salt blocks behind the sheep and near the cars. The lambs are
getting nearly grown in size and are hard to tell from the ewes.

Note the high top button shoes on the women and the barefeet on part of the boys. All the men either had caps or hats on. The larger
boy on horseback has a real weapon in his hand - loaded (what's commonly referred to today as a slingshot). Rennie Hughes evidently was
some kind of a cowboy and "Little Bill' some kind of herding animal and cow horse --- no kridle,

ing letters they have received from suppliers and merchants concern-
ing the Truth in Lending Act. The Tuth in Lending Act, which is
part of the Federal Consumer Credit Protection Act, and Regulation
Z, interpreting the act became effective July 1, 1969.

The purpose of the act was to let customers know the cost of
credit. The act requires that finance charges be disclosed and the
annual percentage rate shown. If you offer consumer credit you are
compelled to notify the people vou make charges to. If you buy
anything on time the Truth in Lending Act requires the seller to give
you the cash price, total down payment, the unpaid balance and
then itemize all credit charges, finance charges, the day the finance
charges begin and the total of all payments. Also the deferred pay-
ment price, the annual percentage rate, the amount charged for any
default, a description of the security and how rebate is calculated

' on pre-payment.

It is required that this information be received by the buyer and
given by the seller before the contract or credit is extended. If
taxes, license fees and registration fees are included in the contract
they must be shown separately. Concerning the annual percentage
rate - if 6% is charged and the pay back is by the month the interest
rate per annum would be approximately 12% and would have to be
shown. Also the advertiser of credit comes under the act and if ad-
vertised as such to further sales, advertisers must advertise credit
rates.
