Vets Warned
VA Benefits
Soon to End

Washington (AFPS)—Most of
the World War II veterans who
wish to begin a course of educa-
tion and training under the pro-
visions of the Veterans Readjust-
ment Act must do so before July
25, 1951, the Veterans Adminis-
tration announces.

Under the present V.A. reg-
ulation, the majority of vet-
erans are barred from start-
ing after that date. There are
exceptions, however, for those
discharged after July 25, 1947,
and for those who enlisted or
reenlisted.

Veterans who have started
courses or who are receiving
training may continue after July
25, 1951, even if they have inter-
rupted their work for a summer
vacation, or through reasons be-
yond their control., But if a vet-

eran completes or stops his train-
ing after the 1951 date he may
not start another course.

HE new balk rule in baseball may prove a headache to the
pitchers and managers but the fans sure will love it. It is a
natural for them because every man in the stands is a fine-print
expert on the rules. He goes to a game hoping to spot the un-

parliamentary before the umpire
does, and the balk is his special
pet. From the spring training
scenes comes word that hardly a
game goes by without that fa-

miliar bleat that roars from the
stands whenever the pitcher
makes a suspicious move: ‘“Balk,
balk!” And the new rule change
will put the fan in the position
of being right, in addition to
being knowing and articulate.
Balks are readily recognized now.
Simply watch the pitcher as he
draws his hands down prior to
delivering the ball. Before re-
leasing it he must cradle the
ball for a full second with his
hands at rest. If he sweeps into
the pitch without a pause, holler
“Balk!” Then, thrill of thrills,
you will see the umpire step to
one side, signal no pitch and dra-
matically whip his arm through
the air to send the runner to the
next base. Also, it’ll be the signal
for you to pound your neighbor
on the back, yelling delightedly
in his ear, “What did I tell you?
I knew that was a balk, he’s been
doing that foi‘ t\yo innings now!”

And while we’re on baseball
beefs let’s take up another—
the bonus rule. A bonus player,
as you no doubt are aware, can
be sent out for only one year.
Then he must be retained on
the parent club or cut adrift.
Naturally an owner will think
twice before giving up too
quickly on some raw recruit
who has cost him anywhere
from $50,000 to $100,000. The
result has been that most major
league <clubs are ecarrying
bonus players who are from
two to four years away from
the big show, granted they will
ever prove themselves.

An attempt to abolish the re-
straints under which the bonus
player must operate was defeated
by a narrow margin last year.
Now the players themselves are
taking up the cudgel. Marty
Marion, St. Louis Cardinal short-
stop, who represents National
League players in grievance
meetings, declares, “there are so
many things wrong with the
bonus system that we want it
abolished altogether.” Marion de-
nies any envious motives on the
part of players he represents.

“The players, all of ’em,
can’t get too much money out
of the game to suit us,” he says.
“But this policy of giving huge
sums to kids who may or may
not ever be big leaguers, poses
threat to our own pay checks.
