cres. Near 35 percent of the land : 
of the county is in cultivation.' 
giving total farm acreage of 201,: 

It is though that 75 per j 
cent of this is planted to cotton | 
this year, giving us a total of 
151, 200 acres of cotton.

The County Agent estimates;
