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AGRICULTURAL NOTES

Turkey time will be here
real soon, there are some nice
flocks in Scurry County. It
pays to feed the turkeys be-
fore going to market with
them, says Charlie Eastman.
Charlie has been very success-
ful with his turkey crops in|
the past. |

November first is starting
time for New Poultry Calen-
ders, there has been 204 poul-
try demonstrators from 39
counties, representing 30,007
hens. Flocks run about as fol-\
lows: 85 flocks with less than |
100 hens, 98 flocks with 100 to |
300, and 21 flocks with over
three hundred. The summary
for August showed these hens
produced a dozen eggs for 17.7 |
cents worth of feed, and at a |
profit of 16.6 cents per hen for |
the month. Six Fisher County !
Poultry Demonstrators made |
a profit of 58.5 cents per hen
above feed cost during June,
. July and August. There must

|

be something in poultry if 204 |~

different farms in 39 different
counties can show profits thru |
the summer months. '
Many would-be poultry men
have given up the “Chicken |
Game” in disgust and if you|
ask them these simple ques-
tions you will see why. What|
was your flock average last
year? What was your last|
month’s average? How  much |
feed does it take to produce
a dozen eggs with your flock?
what were your returns over
the feed bill last year or
month? How much floor space
per hen is in your hen house?
What are your plans for green
feed? How do you handle your |
hens during cold days? How
often did you cull? Most of
those questions are answered |
by“the people that say there
isn't anything in chickens, by |
saying I DON'T KNOW. Get|
a poultry Calender at the|
County Agent's Office and |
learn these things, and how |
others are making nice profits
from their flocks.
