Young County small grain 
onducers will have an oppor­
tunity to watch their favorite 
wheat, oat an I barley varieties 
a i they grow side by aide in a 
demorrstrat on plot recently 
planted, reports L M, McCar- 
roll, county agent.

This variety plot is located on 
Highwiy Jt»l between Newcas­
tle and Olney on tho Gene Lowe 
farm.

The plot contains 13 wheat 
vtrietiea, I I  oat varieties, and 
3 barley, seeded on October 15. 
1U0 pounds of 18 46 0 fertilizer 
was applied per acre at the time 
of planting. This demonstration 
is a cooperative affair and is be­
ing carried out with the cooper­
ation of Dr. 1. M. Adkins, in 
charge of small grain work in 
in Texas with headquarters at 
Texas A&M; the local agricul­
tural agents and the Newcastle 
Vocational Agriculture Chapter. 
Every member of the EE A chap­
ter will have ari important part 
in helping carry out this dem­
onstration including seeding, 
printing and placing signs for 
the varieties, harvesting, and 
other necessary work in connec­
tion with completing this dem­
onstration. Ward Pendleton, 
chapter advisor, and several of 
the boys were on hand for the 
seeding. Four boys who were 
of special help included Jack 
GJayton, John Tomlinson, Wayne 
Davis, and Harold Whiteley. It 
was the responsibility of these 
four boys to completely clean 
the drill and supply seed 
each variety was sowed.

Wheat varieties included 
mancho, Tascosa, Crockett, 
son, Gago. Improved Triumph, 
Ottawa, Scout, Lancer, Warrior 
Caddo. Kaw. and Early Tri­
umph. Oat varieties were Du­
bois, Morograin, Suregrain, 
New Nortex, Alamo-X. Bronco, 
Mustang, Ora. Cimarron. Forke- 
de*r, Tennex. Harley varieties 
included Rogers, Cordova, and 
Will.

Plans now call for 40 pounds 
of nitrogen to be used as a top 
dress in February in addition to 
the fertiliser put down at seed­
ing time. This demoastration 
should prove very educational 
from the standpoint of total 
production of each variety as 
as well as disease resistance, 
winter kill, insect resiitance. 
and other important informa­
tion. Wheat, oat, and barley 
farmers are invited to visit the 
demonstration plot at any time 
or to contact the vocational ag­
riculture teacher at Newcastle 
or the county agent* for addi­

tional information.
Gene Lowe serves as chair­

man of the Young County Crops 
Sub committee and is furnish­
ing the land, equipment, and 
fertilizer for this demonstration.
