(Makes about £ cups marinade OR
enough for four 1-lb. cans drained vegetables)

1 cup vinegar 2 cups (one 1-1b. can) sliced

1 cup salad oil carrots, drained

2 teaspoons sugar 2 cups (one 156-1/2-0z. can)
1 2 teaspoon garlic salt small whole wax beans,

1 tablespoon PLUS 1 drained

teaspoon dehydrated 2 cups (two B-oz. cans)
parsley flakes Brandywine fancy button
1 tablespoon PLUS 1 mushrooms, drained
teaspoon dehydrated sweet 2 cups (one 1-1b. can) sweet

In a medium-size bowl combine vinegar, oil, sugar, garlic
salt, parsley flakes, pepper flakes, and minced onion; blend well.

If desired, secure
a cherry half with a whole clove or food pick in each diamond.
Spoon 1/3 of the mince meat sauce over ham. Return to oven;
bake about 45 minutes or until glazed. While baking apply 2/3
cup sauce in two applications. Heat remaining mince meat sauce
and serve with ham,
