Directions

Preheat the oven to 425 degrees F and line a rimmed bak-
ing sheet with parchment. Pulse the flour, baking powder,
sugar, and salt in a food processor until combined. Add the

butter and 1/2 cup of the Cheddar and pulse until the mixture
looks like coarse meal with pea-size bits of butter remaining.
Add the buttermilk and pulse a few times, until the dough
just comes together.

Scatter half of the ham and
1/4 cup of the Cheddar on half of the dough, then fold the
other half of dough over like a book; gently pinch the edges
to seal. Pat the dough out again into a 7-by-7-inch square,
scatter the remaining ham and 1/4 cup of cheese on top and
fold the dough over like a book. Press once more into a 7-by-
7-inch square. Use a sharp chef’s knife to cut the dough into
12 even rectangular pieces. Transfer to the prepared baking
sheet and brush the tops of each piece with additional but-
termilk. Bake until the biscuits are puffed and well browned,
18 to 20 minutes.

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Gas prices edge downward

Texas gas prices have fallen
2.3 cents in the past week, av-
eraging $2.62 per gallon, ac-
cording to GasBuddy’s daily
survey of 13,114 stations in
Texas. Gas prices in Texas are
20.6 cents per gallon higher
than a month ago and stand
86.7 cents per gallon higher
than a year ago.

According to GasBuddy
price reports, the cheapest sta-
tion in Texas is priced at $2.31,
while the most expensive is
$3.49 per gallon. The national
average price of gasoline has
fallen 2.7 cents in the last week,
averaging $2.84 per gallon. The
national average is up 12.9
cents per gallon from a month
ago and stands 87.5 cents per
gallon higher than a year ago.

“After the feverish rise in
gas prices to start the year, in-
creases have largely tapered
off and we're now seeing de-
creasing prices in most areas
of the country, thanks to oil
prices that have moderated for
the time being,” said Patrick De
Haan, head of petroleum anal-
ysis for GasBuddy. “As the Suez
Canal has remained block for
nearly a week, we could see

some volatility in the price of
oil this week as the market di-
gests any updates as hundreds
of ships remain in limbo. Back
stateside, refiners have made
the switch to summer gasoline
and price impacts have been
limited thus far, but demand
for gasoline remains strong.
Last week saw total gasoline
demand at yet another pan-
demic high according to Gas-
Buddy data. As we approach
warmer weather and motor-
ists are increasingly getting
outside, it could drive prices
higher, so long as COVID-19
cases don’t jump along with it
and lead to new travel restric-
tions.”
