cil met in regular session 
on Monday, June 14, 
2021 at 6:30 p.m. in the 
City Council Chambers 
at 619 Main in Friona, 
Texas. The meeting be-
gan with a roll call, an in-
vocation, and the Pledge 
of Allegiance. Alderman 
Jeff Stowers was absent 
and Alderman Greg 
Lewellen attended virtu-
ally.

There were no public 
comments. Mayor Ricky 
White issued a procla-
mation declaring June as

A public hearing was 
opened to receive com-
ments from citizens 
concerning a zoning 
designation change for 
a possible new “east” All-
sup’s convenient store on 
the lot just east of the cur-
rent store. Joe Mejia ad-
dressed the Council and 
voiced his concerns and 
concerns of those who 
live adjacent to the pro-
posed new store. Danny 
Campbell, a member 
of the Planning & Zon-
ing Commission, also 
addressed the Council 
about issues relating to 
the new store and past 
issues with the “west” 
Allsup’s store. There were 
no other public com-
ments.

By a 3-1 vote, the 
Council approved a zon-
ing designation change 
for half the City block of

The Council unani-
mously approved the 
Friona Economic Devel-
opment Corporation’s 
recommendation to 
provide Parmer County 
Pioneer Heritage Mu-
seum with a $25,000 for-
givable loan to help fund 
repairs on the American 
Legion Building which 
was deeded to the mu-
seum. Alderman Bruce 
Fleming abstained from 
voting because he is a 
member of the Board of 
Directors of the muse-
um.

Aldermen Alan Mon-
roe and Bruce Fleming 
were sworn in for their 
2021-2023 terms. Alder-
man Greg Lewellen was 
re-elected to serve as 
Mayor Pro Tem for 2021-
2023.

Fire Chief Danny 
Campbell informed the 
Council that the fire de-
partment was still look-
ing to build a new fire sta-
tion. Possibilities include 
moving to a different 
location or rebuilding at 
the current location on 
Main.

The Parmer County Commis-

sioners Court met in regular ses-
sion on Monday, June 14, 2021 at 
10 a.m. in the County Courtroom 
of the Parmer County Courthouse 
in Farwell, Texas. The meeting be-
gan with prayer and the Pledge of 
Allegiance to the American Flag 
and Texas Flag.

There were no public com-
ments. Minutes from the May 24th 
meeting were read and approved. 
Commissioners approved the 
payment of the accounts payables 
as presented by County Treasurer 
Sharon May. The Treasurer’s pay-
roll report was also approved.

Wendy Case and Janelle Duf-
fey gave Commissioners an up-
date on Extensions activities. IPM 
Agent John Thoebe was unable to 
attend the meeting and will pro-
vide an update to the Court at a 
later date.

Wendy Carthel addressed Com-
missioners concerning renova-
tions to the American Legion 
Building in Friona. The building 
has been deeded to the Parmer 
County Pioneer Heritage Muse-
um and will be used to exhibit the 
military service of Parmer County 
residents. Wendy was asking if 
the Court help fund some of the 
renovations. Commisioners were 
interested in the project but de-
cided to table the agenda item 
until they are finished with the 
budgetary process for next year.

Discussion and consideration 
of compensation for the Justice 

of the Peace, Precinct 1 position 
was tabled to give Commission-
ers more time to do research con-
cerning the office.

The contract for Court Collec-
tion Services with GHS was ap-
proved. Approval was also given 
for a Bond for Parmer County 
Deputy Clerk BreAnn Saenz.

No action was taken concerning 
the Parmer County Burn Ban. It is 
still in effect until August. There 
will be no ban on fireworks but 
the Commissioners would like 
to remind everyone to use ex-
treme caution when enjoying 
fireworks this year since we 
are still in a drought. Also, per-
mission was given to fire depart-
ments to conduct firework shows 
in their communities.

One of the reasons that Par-
mer County recently joined the 
National Association of Coun-
ties (NACo) was to have guidance 
from the organization in deter-
mining how to spend the $1.8 
million the county will receive in 
the next two years from the Amer-
ican Rescue Plan that was passed 
recently. Items of interest are 
“negative pressure” cells in the 
jail, equipment for first respond-
ers, and improved broadband 
county-wide.

Sheriff Randy Geries reported 
that he was currently housing 17 
inmates in the Parmer County 
Law Enforcement Center. Ap-
proval was given by the Court for 
the disposition of surplus inven-

tory. This involves the trading or 
destruction of outdated equip-
ment. State law requires that the 
Court must approve the process. 
Commissioners also approved 
the purchase of a second new ve-
hicle for the Sheriff’s office. The 
higher than normal value of used 
vehicles and the discounts on 
current year model vehicles will 
allow the county to upgrade at a 
much lower cost.

Sheriff Geries said the cash 
price of the new 2021 4-wheel 
drive Chevy Tahoe would be 
$36,000 and he was still work-
ing on a possible trade-in. Since 
there is industry-wide uncertain-
ty about the availability and cost 
of 2022 vehicles, Commissioners 
decided that the price was too 
good to pass up.

Parmer County has changed 
the address of its website. You 
now type in www.parmercoun-
ty.texas.gov to gain access to 
county information and servic-
es. The next scheduled Commis-
sioners Court meeting is Mon-
day, June 28th.

Texas gas prices have risen 2.6 cents in the past week, 
averaging $2.76 per gallon, according to GasBuddy’s 
daily survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Gas prices in 
Texas are 0.4 cents per gallon lower than a month ago 
and stand 95.0 cents per gallon higher than a year ago.

According to GasBuddy price reports, the cheapest 
station in Texas is $2.39 while the most expensive is 
$3.49 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline has risen

Space Pioneer

NASA might have 
been conceived in 1958, 
but America’s astro-
naut corps did not ac-
cept women until twenty 
years later; in 1978, six 
out of 3,000 distaff ap-
plicants were finally 
chosen. Dr. Sally K. Ride 
was one of them; to the 
“suits” she had a posi-
tively perfect profile: a 
bachelors; a masters; 
and a doctorate–in phys-
ics–from Stanford Uni-
versity. 

Ride had been pursu-
ing a career as a profes-
sional tennis player, ac-
cording to History.com, 
when she “answered a 
1977 newspaper ad from 
NASA calling for young 
tech-savvy scientists who 
could work as mission 
specialists.” 

In six subsequent 
years, Ride had a myriad 
of NASA jobs; then, on 
June 18,1983, she went 
on the of adventure of her 
life as a member of the 
Challenger crew—and 
became the first Ameri-
can woman to travel in 
space. She was 32.

The Core of the University Experience

The Core Curriculum at universi-
ties (not to be confused with “Com-
mon Core“), sometimes called 
general education requirement, is 
determined by faculty and legis-
lative leadership. Unfortunately, 
some students, parents, and even 
faculty and university leaders see 
these courses as what a student 
“must get out of the way before 
they really begin to study.” This 
view undermines the core of the 
educational process. General edu-
cational requirements that survey 
the human condition are the nu-
cleus of being an educated human 
being. The Core Curriculum origi-
nated at Columbia University in 
1895. Unfortunately, through con-
volutions of academic “politics,” 
the core curriculum has frequently 
become balkanized into a series of 
special topics of interest to individ-
ual faculty and a few students that 
may not provide the comprehen-
sive overview intended when the 
core was conceived—shame on us.

The strength of various aspects 
of a core curriculum is subject to 
legitimate debate. However, the 
importance of a consistent foun-
dation for students to launch into 
further study of disciplinary areas, 
matters of mathematical and sci-
entific understanding, expanded 
insights and ideas regarding the 
human condition that undergird 
a free society are all inarguable ac-
cording to the American Council of 
Trustees and Alumni. A look at his-
tory requirements is informative. 
At some institutions, faculty mem-
bers no longer participate in teach-
ing surveys or overview courses in 
history. Regrettably, such work is 
perceived to be uninteresting and 
unchallenging. Resources wasted 
on students who don’t care or who 
live beneath the whetted edge of a 
faculty member’s razor-sharp in-

tellectual interests—what a shame.
The applicability of core cur-

riculum courses to everyday life is 
challenging but important in un-
derstanding history. Unfortunate-
ly, core courses are frequently sac-
rificed on various altars: utility of 
knowledge, political correctness, 
faculty preference rather than stu-
dent need, and disciplinary exper-
tise are a few examples. Neverthe-
less, the value of a common body 
of knowledge binding individuals 
into a larger social group is a staple 
of an informed educational pro-
cess.

At West Texas A&M University, 
a 42 semester credit hour core 
curriculum is required in various 
study areas. Every state-supported 
institution in Texas has a similar 
set of compulsory requirements. 
Six hours of this core must be com-
pleted in U.S. History. Typically 
one course would cover the begin-
ning of our nation through post-
Civil War Reconstruction while the 
second, the industrial revolution 
to the present day. A great deal of 
ground, to be sure, but the planted 
seeds of our free, economically vi-
brant society, warts and all. Four 
other specialized courses are re-
cently allowed as proxies for these 
surveys. At WT, in the fall of 2019, 
733 students enrolled in core histo-
ry requirements. Of those, 87.45% 
were enrolled in traditional core 
survey classes, and 12.55% were 
enrolled in specialized history 
options. I believe every student 
should take the two survey courses 
without substitution to help create 
a shared understanding of our na-
tion’s evolution.

By comparison, at the Univer-
sity of Texas in the fall of 2019, 
3,911 students enrolled in various 
courses to meet core curriculum 
requirements. Of those, 62.23% se-

lected traditional core courses. The 
balance, 38.54%, opted for 21 dif-
ferent courses (there may be oth-
ers), providing increasingly narrow 
perspectives of U.S. History. The 
history of a wide variety of ethnic 
and national groups in the U.S., 
Foreign Relations, The Founding of 
the U.S. or the Revolutionary War. 
Every one of these courses could 
be interesting, but by design or 
default, they might not provide an 
overview of our nation’s evolution. 
As electives, these have great value. 
However, cafeterias, while poten-
tially immediately gratifying, may 
not provide the benefit of balance.

At WT, the history department 
generally prefers engaged faculty 
rigorously teaching survey courses 
to create an informed citizenry ca-
pable of critical thought, reflective 
problem-solving and an apprecia-
tion for past and present events. 
Every history faculty member 
teaches at least one survey course. 
The value of this approach? Each 
student receives insight provid-
ing national context. Each faculty 
member is reminded of the exist-
ing knowledge base, or its lack, 
of new students. Every student 
should have exposure to a compre-
hensive and rigorous overview of 
American History as part of being 
an educated human being. It’s in-
arguable. Specialized exposures to 
various viewpoints can profitably 
follow.

We live in an imperfect, excep-
tional nation. But, if the past is 
dissected into constituent parts 
before a picture of the whole is ap-
preciated, we systemically deprive 
students of independent think-
ing—it is shameful.

State Capital Highlights By Gary BordersCheck Your Mirrors

Among my top six Twitter accounts to follow are 
Heath Mayo (young Texas conservative pundit), Ja-
son Isbell (musician/master of wit/Southern pro-
gressive), Rex Chapman (former pro athlete, recover-
ing addict, humorist, appreciator of kindness among 
humans), Tim Siegel (inspiring father), and Aus-
chwitz Memorial (chronicler of Holocaust history). 

The sixth “Tweeter” who enlightens or entertains 
me is Beth Moore.  Yes, the speaker and writer and 
scriptural sage. The same woman who announced in 
March that she was relinquishing her Southern Bap-
tist affiliation (though not her Baptist faith).

When people such as Moore take that type of ac-
tion, you better believe I am going to ask questions.  
“Why?” was the first.

Veteran religion reporter Bob Smietana; Kate Bowl-
er, a historian at Duke Divinity School; David Gushee, 
Distinguished University Professor of Christian Eth-
ics at Mercer University; and Mark Wingfield—exec-
utive director and publisher of Baptist News Global-
-were sources I used in order to dig a little deeper to 
answer this question. The following came to light af-
ter reading some of their articles/interviews.

1.  Southern Baptists rallying around the 45th Presi-
dent.

“He became the banner, the poster child for the 
great white hope of evangelicalism, the salvation of 
the church in America,” she said. “Nothing could have 
prepared me for that,” Moore told Religious News Ser-
vices.

In October 2016, Moore had what she called “the 
shock of my life,” when reading the transcripts of the 
Access Hollywood tapes, where Trump boasted…. 
“This wasn’t just immorality,” she said. “This smacked 
of sexual assault.” (Smietana, 3-9-2021 article)

From Wingfield’s column dated 3-10-2021, he 
wrote that the same Southern Baptists who had been 
outraged by former President Bill Clinton’s conduct in 
the 1990s gave Trump a pass — not only a pass but a 
ringing endorsement. “The disorientation of this was 
staggering,” Moore told RNS. “Just staggering.”

2. Allegations of abuse and misconduct that seemed 
to go unheeded by SBC leaders in the church.

After allegations of abuse and misconduct began to 
surface among Southern Baptists in 2016, Moore also 
became increasingly concerned about her denomina-
tion’s tolerance for leaders who treated women with 
disrespect. (Smietana, 3-9-2021 article)

3.  A line-up of issues that have divided not just re-
ligious groups but the country.

She claimed that the SBC is “not in step with the 
gospel” and has instead given in to sexism, nation-
alism, partisanship, racism and, perhaps especially, 
Trumpism. That critique reached its peak on Dec. 13, 
2020, in the midst of Trump’s baseless claims that the 
2020 election had been stolen from him. Moore tweet-
ed: ‘I do not believe these are days for mincing words. 
I’m 63 1/2 years old & I have never seen anything in 
these United States of America I found more astonish-
ingly seductive & dangerous to the saints of God than 
Trumpism. This Christian nationalism is not of God. 
Move back from it.’ (Wingfield, 3-10-2021)

Influential Tennessee pastor Greg Locke has re-
sponded to Moore by telling her to “SIT DOWN” and 
pastor and author John MacArthur told her to “Go 
home” when some in the church questioned Moore’s 
role as a teacher or as a preacher (Wingfield, 3-10-
2021).

“When Moore spoke out about Trump, the push-
back was fierce. Book sales plummeted as did ticket 
sales to her events. Her criticism of Trump was seen 
as an act of betrayal” (Smietana, 3-9-2021).

Beth Moore is anything but what many West Tex-
ans consider damning words: liberal and woke. 
(Wingfield, 3-10-2021).  While the late Rachel Held 
Evans was able to inspire the progressive Christian 
woman with her Biblical-based writing, Moore has 
maintained the same impact for conservative wom-
en’s voices over the span of thirty years. 

After finding some answers to why Beth Moore left 
the SBC, I was not gleeful or filled with vindication. 
Instead, I aligned with Dr. Gushee, who wrote in his 
blog, “I was mainly sad.”

Sad that divisiveness does not appear to have a vac-
cine.

Sad that scales have not fallen from our eyes.                                                                                  
Sad that there are not more like Moore.

Abbott vows to expand border 
‘barrier’

Gov. Greg Abbott vowed last 
week at a border security summit 
to build a barrier to slow the flow 
of migrants through the state’s 
southern border.

Abbott said details would be 
forthcoming for the wall, which 
would be part of a new enforce-
ment plan administered by sev-
eral state agencies, ranging from 
the governor’s office to the Texas 
Department of Public Safety. He 
said he intends to sign legislation 
appropriating more than $1 bil-
lion for enhanced border security.

“While securing the border is 
the federal government’s respon-
sibility, Texas will not sit idly by 
as this crisis grows,” Abbott said. 
“The state is working collabora-
tively with communities impacted 
by the crisis to arrest and detain 
individuals coming into Texas il-
legally.”

The president of the League of 
United Latin American Citizens 
(LULAC) blasted Abbott’s actions.

“Governor Abbott stated that he 
intends to use Texas state budget 
dollars not for education, improv-
ing our electric grid or for Texas 
roads and highways,” said Do-
mingo Garcia, LULAC president. 
“Instead, he says he will continue 
to build a wall and other barri-
ers along the border with Mexico. 
This is a huge waste of taxpayer 
money, and very likely illegal.”

LULAC plans to take legal ac-
tion on grounds that the federal 
government has authority over 
immigration and borders, not in-
dividual states.

Lumber price surge not affect-
ing timber prices

One economic consequence 
of the pandemic lockdown has 
been a surge in lumber prices of 
more than 300%, according to 
the Texas A&M Forest Service. 
However, landowners who grow 
and harvest timber are still fac-
ing stagnant prices, as they have 
since the housing crash of 2008. 
At $30 a ton in Texas, the price has 
remained about the same for the 

past decade.
The challenge for timber owners 

is an abundance of ready-to-har-
vest timber, according to TFS.

“Landowners have been strug-
gling to get their timber harvested 
for a while,” said Rob Hughes, ex-
ecutive director of the Texas For-
estry Association. “The mills are 
producing more wood than they 
have before, but it’s still not to the 
capacity of how much timber is 
being grown in their areas.”

A consolidation of sawmills is 
partly to blame. In 1997 Texas had 
168 active sawmills, a number 
that has dwindled today to about 
50. Some landowners have opted 
to supplement their forest income 
through carbon markets, which 
are bought by companies or gov-
ernments to offset greenhouse 
gas emissions. One drawback is 
that the credits can only go to tim-
berland owners if the forest is at 
risk of being harvested.

“There are a few contracts now 
that are just a one-year deal,” said 
Hughes. “These seem more toler-
able to the production-minded 
forest landowners that we’ve talk-
ed with. You defer your harvest, 
and you get paid for that amount 
of carbon as you sequester it.”

Landowners can contact a con-
sulting forester or a Texas A&M 
Forest Service office for more in-
formation.

A wet May increases reservoir 
storage

May is historically the state’s 
wettest month. This year was no 
exception, with above-average 
rain in much of the state, accord-
ing to Dr. Mark Wentzel, a hydrol-
ogist with the Texas Water Devel-
opment Board.

By the end of May, drought con-
ditions covered 25% of the state — 
down 45 percentage points from 
the end of April. The La Niña con-
ditions, which are key factors in 
droughts in Texas, have dissipat-
ed and won’t return this summer, 
Wentzel said.

“If you were trying to reduce 
drought in Texas, you couldn’t 
pick a better month to have above-

average rainfall,” Wentzel wrote in 
a press release.

He added that besides greening 
up the landscape, May’s rain in-
creased reservoir storage to 84.6% 
of capacity, about normal for this 
time of year.

New COVID-19 cases rise week-
to-week

The number of new COVID-19 
cases in Texas in the past week 
rose to 17,724, up 46% from the 
previous week, while deaths 
stayed steady at 213, according to 
the Coronavirus Resource Center 
at Johns Hopkins University.

The Texas Department of State 
Health Services reported 1,600 
hospitalizations of lab-confirmed 
cases, up about 100 from the pre-
vious week. Vaccinations con-
tinue to rise, with 10.85 million 
Texans fully vaccinated — 37.2% 
of the state’s population.

PUC lifts moratorium on utility 
disconnections

The moratorium on utility dis-
connections for non-payment will 
be lifted June 18. Last Friday the 
Texas Public Utility Commission 
cited a proliferation of financial 
support and the need for electric-
ity, water and sewer providers to 
resume normal business opera-
tions.

“This is not an easy decision, 
and it was not taken lightly,” PUC 
Chairman Peter Lake said. “But by 
acting now, customers will be able 
to take advantage of deferred pay-
ment plans or federal assistance 
ahead of the summer season.”

There are numerous options 
for ratepayers having difficulties 
paying their utility bills. The PUC 
has created a one-page fact sheet 
that can be accessed at: https://
tinyurl.com/4fdch5dt.

Kendrick Oil Compa-
ny was founded Janu-
ary 1, 1951, in Friona, 
when H.K. (Pudge) and 
wife Deke Kendrick 
bought the local Phil-
lips jobber from Paul 
Fortenberry, who had 
owned the business for 
just about a year. Prior 
to Fortenberry, the job-
ber was operated for 25 
years by HT (Tiny) Mag-
nus. They moved into 
the old adobe building 
southeast of the Santa 
Fe grain elevator (cur-
rently Friona Wheat 
Growers) and began 
work with two employ-
ees – Pudge driving the 
delivery truck and Deke 
managing the books. In 
June 1951 Pudge went 
into the propane busi-
ness, with one truck 
and no storage. They 
loaded their truck at 
Allred Oil Co in Here-
ford, with storage tanks 
installed in Friona in 
August of 1951. They 
were installed just east 
of Hi Pro’s present of-
fices, giving 20,000-gal-
lon storage. In a quote 
from Pudge, “The LPG 
business took off with 
a bang. We had to add 
another truck in August 
to handle the business. 
Pretty well all the irriga-
tion wells were on LPG. 
The LPG business was 
very good to us until 
natural gas started be-
ing put in pipelines and 
farmers formed co-ops 
to bring the gas to their 
wells. The LPG business 
dropped from an aver-
age of 150,000 gallons 
per month to 50,000 
gallons per month.”

In 1954, Kendrick Oil 
moved across the road 
to the west of the ado-
be building and to the 
south about half a mile, 
moving in old barracks 
from Amarillo Air Base. 
Currently, this the loca-
tion of Kendrick Oil’s 
propane storage facili-
ty. Pudge branched out 
into the fertilizer busi-

ness briefly (1956 – mid 
1970s), running Ken-
drick Fertilizer across 
the road to the east of 
the barracks, in the cur-
rent location of Bunker 
Trucking. In 1956, Ken-
drick Oil built a service 
station on Highway 60 
near Highway 214. The 
site was operational as 
a gas station and office 
until 2005. 

By 1971, operations 
had expanded to in-
clude seven employ-
ees - Pudge Kendrick 
(owner), Ruby Barnett 
(Bookkeeping), Charles 
Scales (Manager), 
Clyde Scarborough 
(Transport Driver), 
Tony Reyes (Transport 
Driver), Robert Saiz 
(Transport Driver), and 
Steve Bavousett.

Scales, having been 
employed by Kendrick 
Oil for 17 years in 1971, 
saw many changes to 
the business. In a quote 
to the Friona Star, Scales 
indicated the biggest 
change was that “farm-
ers don’t come around 
like they used to. They 
would come in and visit 
for an hour, maybe two. 
But today, they just call 
you on the telephone.” 
Charles would be hap-
py to know that the cur-
rent Farm Store is still a 
local coffee hangout for 

farmers, mostly retired 
and fewer in number, 
but still going strong. 

By the mid-1970’s, 
Kendrick Oil added 
Diamond Shamrock as 
a brand, in addition to 
Phillips 66. This began 
a long-term relation-
ship today what would 
become Valero Energy 
Corporation.

Danny joined the 
family business in 1976 
as a delivery driver, and 
by the mid 1980’s, Ken-
drick Oil Co. had moved 
to its current location 
on Main Street, pur-
chasing the Friona Con-
sumers building. Fina 
was added to the list 
of jobberships, estab-
lishing another long-
term supply relation-
ship with current Alon 
USA and Delek. Early 
in the 1980’s, Kendrick 
Oil opened its first Fast 
Stop location, in the 
building at the corner 
of Euclid and Highway 
60, previously operated 
as a Conoco station by 
current delivery driver 
Randol Allen. This lo-
cation would be oper-
ated as a Fast Stop until 
the early 2000s, serving 
then briefly as Bobby 
Thompson’s glass busi-
ness, and currently as 
the location of Parmer 
Paws. By the late 1980’s, 

Danny had taken over 
most responsibilities as 
President of Kendrick 
Oil, and the corporate 
office was moved across 
the street to the old 
Ruthie’s Dress Shop. 

In June 1995, a tor-
nado destroyed the old 
barracks south of the 
tracks, and the loca-
tion had to be rebuilt. It 
was operated indepen-
dently through South-
side Fuels, but later re-
verted to Kendrick Oil 
as a bulk storage facil-
ity and warehouse. The 
late 1990’s also saw the 
next generation of the 
Kendrick family join 
the business, with Andy 
and Matthew Kendrick, 
Danny Kendrick’s two 
sons, working summers 
at the farm store dur-
ing high school, and 
with Danny’s daughter 
Jennifer working at the 
Fast Stop later in her 
high school years of the 
mid-2000s.

The retail portion of 
Kendrick Oil took off 
drastically in the mid-
2000s, with the pur-
chase of the old Town 
& Country store in Fri-
ona, located at the cor-
ner of Highway 60 and 
Highway 214. During 
the same time, conve-
nience store expansion 
continued to add over 

20 locations located in 
Eastern New Mexico 
and West Texas. 

In August of 2007, 
retail expansion con-
tinued with purchase 
of Chisum Travel Cen-
ter from Bolton Oil in 
Lubbock, bringing the 
total of convenience 
stores to 22 under the 
brands of ConocoPhil-
lips, Valero and ALON, 
and total employees to 
over 200. 

By the late-2000s, 
Kendrick Oil had ex-
panded to include 
Matthew Kendrick 
as a Marketing Man-
ager for the retail por-
tion, and expanded its 
fuel brokering to in-
clude the San Antonio, 
Houston, Dallas and 
El Paso markets. Andy 
Kendrick would join 
the family business in 
2013, in wholesale fuel 
sales. Jennifer Kendrick 
would rejoin the busi-
ness in 2015, working 
first at the corporate of-
fice in Friona and now 
at the retail office in 
Lubbock.

In 2014, Kendrick Oil 
expanded operations 
into the Permian Basin, 
purchasing a bulk facil-
ity in Mertzon, outside 
of San Angelo. From 
the Fuel Source facility, 
deliveries are made to 

the many oilfield ser-
vice companies operat-
ing from Odessa as far 
south as Eldorado and 
to just west of San An-
tonio and east of Pecos. 

Although all but six 
of the previous stores 
were sold in 2018, Ken-
drick Oil today contin-
ues to operate seven 
stores located in Her-
eford, Amarillo, Lub-
bock, Alto, Ft Sumner 
and Tularosa, with ex-
pansion continuing in 
2021 to include a store 
in Colorado City. Cur-
rent operations include 
over 130 employees, 
including Danny Ken-
drick as President, Pam 
and Matthew Kendrick 
as Vice Presidents and 
Andy Kendrick as Sales 
Director, with whole-
sale fuel operations in 
seven states. This year 
we celebrate 70 years 
of business and wish to 
thank everyone in the 
community for their 
support. The current 
level of success could 
not have been possible 
if not for the vision and 
determination of Pudge 
and Deke, who passed 
away in 2009 and 2020, 
and the continued sup-
port of the local cus-
tomers that form the 
base of our business, 
just as it did in 1951.

Kendrick Started With Phillips as Ballplayer
H.K. (Pudge) Kend-

rick has been connect-
ed with the Phillips Oil 
Company just about all 
of his adult life.

Kendrick has been 
the Phillips 66 jobber in 
Friona since January 1, 
1951, but he worked for 
the company for several 
years prior to coming 
to Friona. He also was 
employed by Phillips 
and played on the Phil-
lips Oilers’ baseball and 
basketball teams for four 
years prior to World War 
II.

Born in East Texas, 
Kendrick’s family moved 
to Amarillo. He attended 
Amarillo High School, 
where he played on the 
state championship 
Sandie team of 1935 his 
senior year. Kendrick 
was a guard on the Sand-
ie basketball team. He 
also played the round-
ball sport for Amarillo 
College.

Following his gradua-
tion from Amarillo Col-
lege, Kendrick was em-
ployed by Phillips. “My 
main job was playing 
basketball and baseball,” 
Pudge says with a smile. 
The Phillips team played 
most of the “town teams” 
in this area, and this was 
his first introduction to 
Friona.

Kendrick says his big-
gest accomplishment 

as a hitter was in going 
all one season with-
out striking out a single 
time, and then just fan-
ning once the following 
year.

In 1941, Kendrick went 
into the Army Signal 
Corps, where he spent 
five years, and attained 
the rank of Master 
Sargeant.

Following his stint in 
the service, Pudge went 
back to work for the 
Phillips Company for a 
time, and also worked 
for Gunn Brothers, and 
Joe Shields. Kendrick’s 
wife, Deke, was an Ama-
rillo girl. They were mar-
ried October 24, 1947.

Kendrick and Shields 
bought out Paul Forten-
berry, who had been the 
Phillips jobber in Friona 
in 1950. At that time the 
company was located in 
the old adobe building 
just southeast of Santa 
Fe Grain, currently hous-
ing Panhandle Concrete 
Company. The company 
moved to its present lo-
cation just south of the 
city limits, in 1954.

Being in the oil busi-
ness more or less runs in 
Kendrick’s family. His fa-
ther, H.C. Kendrick, was 
with the Texas Company 
in Amarillo (Texaco) for 
30 years. After retiring, 
with that company, the 
elder Kendrick came to 

Friona and worked with 
Pudge for about eight 
years.

Kendrick says shortly 
after he moved to Frio-
na, he went into Jack An-
derson’s barber shop for 
a haircut. He remembers 
the late Anderson saying 
“Don’t I know you?...Oh 
yes! You played baseball 
for Phillips and batted 
second!” (Anderson was 
quite an avid baseball 
fan, and coached the 
Friona team for many 
years.)

Among the major 
changes in the wholesale 
oil business, Kendrick 
says perhaps the biggest 
has been the change to 
natural gas for irrigation 
motors. “When I first 
went into business, most 
of them were running on 
either diesel or l.p. gas,” 
he says.

Also, kerosene used 
to be a big item, as this 
fuel was used by area 
residents for everything 
from powering tractors 
to heating their homes. 
Today, the company 
hardly ever has a call for 
kerosene, but they keep 
a small supply on hand.

The company used to 
keep white gas on hand, 
for some of the older 
model tractors. They 
don’t even make this 
particular fuel anymore.

In the 21 years he has 
been a Friona busi-
nessman, Kendrick has 
been called upon for 
just about every one of 
the major civic jobs. He 
served on the Friona 
City Council for two 
years, is currently serv-
ing his second term on 
the Friona Chamber of 
Commerce’s board of 
directors. He has served 
as chairman of Friona’s 
United Fund Drive “two 
or three times.”

Kendrick also has 
served as chairman of 
the Boy Scouts’ board of 
directors, and is a former 
director in the Friona Li-
ons Club.

Also active in church 
work, Kendrick has 
served on the official 
church board for the 
past 12 years. He also 
has served as Sunday 
School superintendent 
at Friona’s United Meth-
odist Church.

Wife Deke also has

been active in civic and 
church affairs, and was 
honored as Friona’s 
Woman of the Year in 
1964. She has been es-
pecially interested in 
King’s Manor Retire-
ment Center, and is 
serving as president of 
the organization’s board 
of directors.

The Kendricks have 
two children. Danny, a 
graduate of Friona High 
School, is a sophomore 
at the University of Texas 
at Arlington. Sally is cur-
rently a senior at FHS, 
where she is active in 
school affairs and activi-
ties.

Kendrick has three em-
ployees in his company 
that have been with the 
firm for over 10 years. 
Manager Charles Scales 
has been with Kendrick 
Oil for 17 years. All six of 
the Scales children have 
graduated from Friona 
High School.

Scales says that about 
the biggest change in the 
business he has noticed 
is that farmers don’t 
come around like they 
used to. “They would 

come in and visit for an 
hour, maybe two. But to-
day, they just call you on 
the telephone,” Scales 
says, indication that ap-
parently people just 
don’t have as much time 
as they used to have, in 
spite of modern conve-
niences.

Clyde Scarborough, 
transport driver, has 
been employed by Ken-
drick Oil Co. for the past 
18 years, and Ruby Bar-
nett has been the book-
keeper for the past 11 
years. Steve Bavousett 
was with the company 
several years ago, and 
has returned after sev-
eral years of farming. 
Other employees are 
Tony Reyes and Robert 
Saiz who are Kendrick 
Oil Company drivers.

Comptroller distributes 
$908 Million in Monthly 

Sales Tax Revenue
Texas Comptrol-

ler Glenn Hegar an-
nounced that he will 
send cities, counties, 
transit systems and 
special purpose taxing 
districts $907.6 million 
in local sales tax allo-
cations for June. These 
allocations are 31.5% 
more than those sent 
out in June 2020. The 
amounts are based on 
sales made in April by 
businesses that report 
tax monthly.

The City of Friona will 

receive $46,878.43 for 
the month of June. This 
amount represents a 
2.56% decrease from the 
$48,113,24 received in 
June 2020. However, the 
2021 year-to-date total 
of $281,845.62 is still 
13.40% higher that the 
$248.537.50 received in 
2020 during the same 
time frame. The Friona 
Economic Development 
Corporation (FEDC) 
will receive $11,719.61 
of the monthly alloca-
tion for its operations.
