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Groundbreaking ceremo-

Del Rio Dairy is owned 
and operated by Rocky & Liz 
Gingg and is located approxi-
mately 10 miles south of Fri-
ona on Highway 214. Other 
companies involved with the 
project include Montrose En-

vironmental, Black Bear En-
vironmental Assets, Atmos 
Energy, and Industrial Ser-
vices Company.

The Invisible Airplane
By John Grimaldi and David Bruce Smith

It was one of the best kept secrets in the history of 
the American military: the creation of the world’s 
first stealth aircraft—a bomber that had a massive 
wingspan of 360 feet but was—for practical purpos-
es—“invisible.” Radar tracking was almost impossi-
ble; it couldn’t be detected by infrared, sound detec-
tors, or seen by the naked eye. It took ten years—of 
working in total secrecy—for Northrop [later known 
as Northrop Grumman] to design and build the B-2 
Spirit a/k/a Stealth Bomber. 

News that America had such an important piece 
of weaponry was divulged at a November 22, 1989, 
news conference at Air Force Plant 42 in Palmdale, 
California.

Native American Heritage Day 
— Riding horseback from state 
to state in 1914, Red Fox James, a 
Blackfoot Indian, sought endorse-
ment from 24 states to support a 
national day recognizing and 
honoring Native Americans. He 
presented these endorsements 
to the White House the following 
year. At the time, the U.S. govern-
ment didn’t proclaim a national 
day. However, the state of New 
York declared the second Satur-
day in May as American Indian 
Day.

In 1986, the 99th Congress 
passed a joint resolution authoriz-
ing the President to proclaim No-
vember 23-30, 1986, as American 
Indian Week. President Ronald 
Reagan declared the first Ameri-
can Indian week that year and 
each year following his presiden-
cy. President George H.W. Bush 
continued the proclamations un-
til 1990, when he approved a joint 
resolution to declare November 
as National American Indian Her-
itage Month. This tradition has 
continued annually. In 2008 the 
Native American Heritage Day 
Act was enacted by Congress and 
signed by President George W. 
Bush on October 8, 2008.

There are 574 federally recog-
nized tribes in the United States. 
There are additional tribes rec-

ognized only at the state level. In 
addition, hundreds of other tribes 
continue to go through the pro-
cess of federal recognition.

Texas gas prices have fell 3.2 cents per gallon 
in the past week, averaging $3.00 per gallon, ac-
cording to GasBuddy’s daily survey of 13,114 sta-
tions in Texas. Gas prices in Texas are 2.9 cents 
per gallon lower than a month ago and stand 
$1.22 per gallon higher than a year ago. 

According to GasBuddy price reports, the 
cheapest station in Texas is priced at $2.59 while 
the most expensive is $3.89 per gallon. The na-
tional average price of gasoline has fallen 1.9 
cents in the last week, averaging $3.39 per gal-
lon. The national average is up 2.8 cents per gal-
lon from a month ago and stands $1.30 per gal-
lon higher than a year ago. 

“With oil prices plunging nearly $10 from the 
recent peak of $85 per barrel, motorists will start 
to see gas prices decline nationwide, just in time 
for Thanksgiving, and the decline could stretch 
for several weeks,” said Patrick De Haan, head of 
petroleum analysis for GasBuddy. 

De Hann continued, “It’s not impossible- so 
long as oil prices hold near these levels or con-
tinue falling- that the national average could 
shed 15 to 30 cents per gallon over the coming 
weeks, while some areas like California could 
see declines of as much as 25 to 40 cents. While 
there’s reason to be optimistic that the peak of 
gas prices will soon be behind us, the decline in 
the price of oil is likely reflecting the possibility 
of a coordinated global release of oil from stra-
tegic reserves. If that doesn’t happen, oil could 
again rally. However, with Covid cases on the 
rise again reducing global demand, it does seem 
the most likely outcome will be a drop in gas 
prices that could last several weeks.”

Four hundred years 
is a really long time!  It 
is almost half a millen-
nia, and it is ten times 
my age.  Four hundred 
years ago the United 
States of America didn’t 
exist, neither did indoor 
plumbing, electricity 
and the modern ameni-
ties we take for granted.  
But, four hundred years 
ago is when the original 
settlers at “Plymouth 
Colony” set aside a feast 
day to give thanks to 
God’s provision and care 
for them since arriving 
in North America.  Their 
journey here was peril-
ous, life in the colony was 
tragic, yet the pilgrims 
knew that unless it was 
for the grace of God, they 
would not have made 
it through the first win-
ter.  Sadly, many of them 
didn’t, as almost half of 

the Pilgrims passed away  
during the first winter in 
the new world.  

The trust in Almighty 
God, who led, sustained 
and provided for the Pil-
grims is a huge reminder 
that true thankfulness 
is not rooted in one’s 
circumstances, but in 
something much greater.   
For the pilgrims, who 
were fleeing religious 
persecution in Europe, 
everything about life 
flowed from their Chris-
tian faith and because of 
their salvation in Jesus 
Christ, they were able to 
give thanks to God, even 
when life had much that 
was less than something 
to be thankful for.

We see this same real-
ity in the Bible in many 
places such as Psalm 
75:1; “We give thanks 
to you, O God; we give 

thanks, for your name is 
near.  We recount your 
wondrous deeds.”  Did 
you notice the heart 
of thankfulness in that 
verse was God is near?  
Of all the things one 
could be thankful for, 
that is one of the big-
gest.  God’s presence in 
your life, whether in trial 
or triumph, is a tremen-
dous blessing because 
you can know that you 
are never alone, and that 
you are under the Lord’s 
care.  Being under the 
Lord’s care, speaks spe-
cifically about having a 
saving relationship with 
God through faith in Je-
sus Christ alone.  When 
you have this, your sins 
are forgiven, your name 
is written in the Lamb’s 
Book of Life, and you are 
able to live abundant and 
Spirit-filled each day.

I have met someone 
here who has a prodigal 
daughter. If you have ever 
had a prodigal, you know 
that as a parent, it can 
be excruciatingly pain-
ful. You want them back, 
behaving like they were 
raised, not today, but 
yesterday!!! This woman 
is praying, praying des-
perately for God to show 
her what she needs to be 
doing to get her daughter 
back, and she is hearing 
nothing.

My heart breaks for her. 
She feels like she needs 
to be doing something to 
get her daughter to an-
swer her phone calls, to 
just let her know some-
thing, anything going on 
in her life, to get any sign 
of hope that things are 
going to get better some 
day soon. And, she is get-
ting nothing from God, 
from her daughter, from 
anyone.

I have told her that the 
best advice I ever received 
was to pray for our prodi-

gals and then turn them 
over to God to let Him 
handle them. She agreed 
that was good advice, but 
I don’t think she actually 
heard what I was saying, 
because she feels like it 
is her responsibility to do 
what God tells her to do 
to bring her child back. In 
the meantime, the situa-
tion with her daughter is 
eating her up!

Why is it so hard for 
us to let God handle our 
problems? He is just wait-
ing for us to ask Him for 
His help. It is so difficult 
for us to turn anything 
over to God, especially 
when we feel like it is 
our responsibility to help 
someone, to solve a prob-
lem, to bring a prodigal 
back home. 

I don’t know if my new 
friend can’t hear God, or 
if He isn’t saying anything 
to her, because He doesn’t 
want her to do anything. 
As I have said before, God 
knows all, sees all, and He 
is working, not only in the 

prodigal, but also in her 
parents, whether we can 
see it or not.

Waiting on a prodigal 
to come home requires 
patience and prayer. I 
just re-read the story of 
the prodigal son in Luke 
15:11-32, and when the 
younger son wanted to 
leave, the Bible did not 
say the father tried to talk 
him out of leaving; he 
didn’t follow him or try 
to find him; he gave him 
his part of his inheritance 
and let life play out, and 
he let God work in the life 
of the prodigal, the older 
brother, and the father. 

The story of the prodi-
gal son ended on a hap-
py note for the son and 
father, but I am not sure 
how it ended for the older 
brother. I am hoping and 
praying the story ends 
well for my friend and 
her daughter. We are en-
tering the Christmas sea-
son, and miracles hap-
pen during this time; I am 
praying for a miracle! 

In Psalm 100 David 
pens these words in 
verse 4. “Enter his gates 
with thanksgiving and 
his courts with praise; 
give thanks to him and 
praise his name.” It is the 
time of year for reflec-
tion, harvest is nearing 
its end and it lends itself 
to a time of thankful-
ness.

It is a simple thing real-
ly. Be thankful. Yet there 
are many who struggle 
with being thankful. The 
attitude of thanksgiving 
should be as natural as 
breathing to a believer, 
for there is much to be 
thankful for in this life 
and the one to come.

From childhood we 
are taught to say, “thank 
you.” Two little words 
used properly can bring 
encouragement to the 
hearer and praise to 
God. I remember as 
Monica and I taught 
Elaina to pray and many 

of those early prayers 
included a lot of thanks-
giving. Even in my own 
childhood I recall pray-
ing with one eye open 
looking around the 
room for things to be 
thankful. 

Redeemed by the 
blood of Christ we re-
joice at the notion of 
all He has done. How 
could we not be thank-
ful? Answering that with 
negativity is to listen to 
all other voices besides 
that of God. Why would 
Paul tell the early church 
to not grumble or com-
plain? Why would he 
tell them “with thanks-
giving make your re-
quests known to God?” 
Because he knew as do, 
we, complaining divides 
and thankfulness lifts 
up.

So, as we enter a sea-
son of thanksgiving re-
solve within yourself to 
be thankful each day. 

Thankful that there is to-
day, thankful for all the 
blessings both physical 
and especially spiritual, 
and while you are filling 
your heart with thanks-
giving, share it! Your list 
will be longer, but here 
are a few to get you start-
ed…

Thank a veteran, thank 
our first responders and 
your neighbor. If you 
see one of your teachers 
from your school years, 
which most of us around 
here still can, thank 
him/her for your edu-
cation and love. Thank 
your families and above 
all give thanks to God for 
your life is unique and 
special to Him. 

David concludes the 
Psalm with a simple re-
minder, “For the Lord 
is good and his love 
endures forever; his 
faithfulness continues 
through all generations.” 
Amen!

Shipping containers 
used to create border 
wall

Abbott directed Na-
tional Guard and De-
partment of Public Safety 
troops to place about 20 
large shipping containers 
along the banks of the Rio 
Grande to form a “steel 
curtain” to prevent illegal 
crossings from Mexico.

The Houston Chronicle 
reported the move came 
while the world is facing 
a shortage in shipping 
containers that is con-
tributing to the supply 
chain disruptions being 
experienced as a result of 
pandemic-related shut-
downs.

The shipping contain-
ers were placed next to 
the international bridge 
at Eagle Pass.

“Large shipping con-
tainers, resources, and 
personnel are being used 
to protect communi-
ties and property own-
ers. Texas is securing the 
border,” Abbott said in a 
tweet.

Winter rainbow trout 
stocking begins

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department 
begins its annual stock-
ing of more than 350,000 
rainbow trout through-
out the state this week, a 
program that continues 
until early March. 

“TPWD stocks catch-

able-sized fish during 
winter months to cre-
ate angling opportuni-
ties throughout Texas,” 
Carl Kittel, rainbow trout 
program director, said. 
“Rainbow trout love cold 
water, can be caught on 
a variety of baits and 
lures and are great to take 
home and eat. Our winter 
rainbow trout program 
has been a favorite with 
anglers for over 40 years.”

TPWD manages 18 
neighborhood fishing 
lakes in the state’s ma-
jor urban areas, as well 
a number of city- and 
county-managed park 
ponds. Anglers are en-
couraged to take their 
daily legal limit, because 
the trout can’t survive in 
the state’s summer heat.

COVID-19 cases 
steady but deaths drop

The number of new 
COVID-19 cases in the 
past week in the state was 
largely unchanged from 
the previous week, with 
22,976 reported by the 
Coronavirus Resource 
Center at Johns Hopkins 
University. A total of 591 
deaths were reported, 
down 30% from the pre-
vious week. The number 
of lab-confirmed CO-
VID-19 hospitalizations 
in Texas stood at 2,663 
as of Sunday, according 
to the Texas Department 
of State Health Services. 
That is down just slightly 
from the previous week.

The number of Texans 
who are fully vaccinat-
ed totals 15.78 million, 
which is 54.1% of the 
state’s population, ac-
cording to DSHS. In addi-
tion, 2.42 million people 
in the state have received 
an additional dose of the 
COVID-19 vaccine.

Extreme weather could 
still threaten grid 

The state’s power grid 
could still be at risk un-
der extreme winter con-
ditions, according to the 
Electric Reliability Coun-
cil of Texas, but should 
operate fine under nor-
mal conditions.

The Seasonal Assess-
ment of Resource Ad-
equacy, issued Friday, 
said the grid can meet 
normal and even moder-
ately challenging weath-
er conditions but could 
break down if the state 
faces winter storms such 
as occurred last Febru-
ary.

During Winter Storm 
Uri, much of the state 
experienced prolonged 
blackouts.

“We expect there’s a 
10% chance that demand 
will exceed what ERCOT 
considers to be their 
extreme peak load sce-
nario,” Andrew Dessler, a 
professor of atmospheric 
sciences at Texas A&M 
who has been research-
ing the grid, told KUT.org. 
“In my opinion that’s not 
a great worst-case sce-
nario. One in 10 things 
happen all the time.”

The assessment from 
ERCOT came just days 
after a similar assessment 
from the North Ameri-
can Electric Reliability 
Corporation, which said 

Texas is under “extreme 
weather risk” if winter 
weather conditions ex-
ceed projections, spawn-
ing rolling blackouts as 
experienced last winter.

KUT reported recently 
that natural gas produc-
ers and suppliers can 
opt out of any mandates 
to winterize their pro-
duction facilities, while 
power plants must do so 
under a bill passed by the 
Texas Legislature during 
the regular session.

Election Audit Division 
funds allocated

Gov. Greg Abbott and 
GOP legislative leaders 
announced Friday that 
$4 million has been shift-
ed from the state prison 
system to the secretary 
of state’s office to pay for 
county election audits as 
required under the state’s 
new elections law.

The Dallas Morning 
News reported the sec-
retary of state’s office, 
which is under the gover-
nor’s control, would cre-
ate an Election Audit Di-
vision that could conduct 
random county audits of 
elections under the new 
law.

“Ensuring the integrity 
of our elections is criti-
cal to our democracy, 
and the Texas Secretary 
of State’s office deserves 
the resources and sup- Sports News

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Check Your Mirrors

From a Nurse, With Love

I was a nursing stu-
dent the first time I saw 
a woman give birth. Even 
though I was young and 
naïve, I was cognizant 
of the weight of the mo-
ment when the baby 
took its first breath: the 
thin space where we see 
the holy and miraculous 
here on earth. I some-
times reminisce about 
the special pleasure I felt 
showing the new dad 
how to bathe his brand-
new baby. I could also 
recount the triumph I’ve 
experienced, as I helped 
patients take their first 
steps following a major 
surgery.  I’ve been there 
when the news was re-
ally good, when the cure 
was pronounced, or 
when they finally got to 
go home. Believe me; we 
celebrated. Those mem-
ories are like buoys. They 
keep me afloat.  

Now, with almost 20 
years of nursing expe-
rience behind me, in 
hospitals, clinics, and 
patients’ homes, you 
might be surprised to 
know, that those bright, 
shiny moments of new 
life, second chances, and 
celebrations are not the 
ones that left the deep-
est impressions. Those 
belong to the patients 
whose stories were full 
of sorrow, not of joy. 
They are the ones for 
whom I kept vigil when 
their families could not 
be there, with whom I 
grieved when the news 
was bad, and sometimes 
my heart broke as they 

faced the terrible con-
sequences of their own 
self-destructive choices. 
I’ve held their hands as 
they breathed their last. 
I ached to bring them 
comfort, even when no 
relief or respite was pos-
sible. Maybe you know 
about those experiences 
too; though in America, 
we are sometimes afford-
ed the luxury of avoiding 
the difficult subjects of 
suffering and death, until 
we can’t avoid them any 
longer.

When I think about the 
766,000 Covid deaths 
in our country, I see the 
faces of those former 
patients and their fami-
lies, not because my pa-
tients died of Covid or 
because they must live 
with its long-term con-
sequences.  No, I think 
of them because I bore 
witness to their suffer-
ing, and sometimes to 
their deaths, and as an 
eyewitness, I know with 
a kind of certainty that is 
heavy, powerful, and dif-
ficult to convey, that they 
were never numbers or 
news stories. These were 
real people; they lived 
in front of me.  I see the 
faces of my nursing col-
leagues and friends, who 
are no more immune 
to their patients’ pain 
than I am.  I know what 
it is like to be weary, for 
the work to feel unend-
ing and fruitless. And I 
see your faces also, and I 
am convinced that if you 
had any idea about those 
things, you would not 

need to be persuaded to 
be vaccinated against a 
deadly virus, a virus that 
has caused tremendous 
suffering and death, 
much of it preventable.

It’s completely rea-
sonable to be hesitant; 
it makes sense to ask 
questions. It’s prudent 
to weigh the evidence 
carefully, to be discern-
ing in decision-making.  
But if I thought the facts 
would convince you, 
that’s where I would have 
started. Although I have 
a good foundation in 
pharmacology (I teach it 
to nursing students), I’ve 
listened to the vaccine 
experts and immunolo-
gists who have far more 
knowledge. Some of my 
nurse colleagues partici-
pated in the vaccine tri-
als. I’ve read the studies 
from Pfizer and Moderna 
myself. The data is abso-
lutely compelling: the 
vaccines work, and they 
are safe. The vast major-
ity of American nurses 
(90%) and physicians 
(96%) have been fully 
vaccinated. I will vacci-
nate my two children at 
the first opportunity.  

If you’re not convinced 
by the science and ur-
gency of our circum-
stances, what would it 
take for you to change 
your mind?  If you’ve 
been waiting, I implore 
you to get vaccinated 
now--not because you’re 
afraid of death but be-
cause you know what a 
beautiful and precious 
gift life is.
