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The Friona Volunteer Fire De-
partment is excited to announce 
the upcoming arrival of a res-
cue truck purchased with funds 
raised by the department through 
fundraising events such as gun 
raffles, as well as the generous do-
nations of the townspeople. We 
greatly appreciate everyone who 
has supported and continues to 
support the fire department. The 

rescue truck will be used when re-
sponding to vehicle crashes, grain 
rescues, and structure fires. Cur-
rently all of the tools necessary for 
rescue are dispersed among sev-
eral vehicles. The rescue truck will 
increase efficiency by consolidat-
ing all of these tools in a single ve-
hicle. We are also in the process of 
obtaining a much needed pump-
er which will be purchased by the 

city and will replace one of our 
older engines. So far the fire de-
partment has responded to 6 calls 
in the month of February with a 
total combined response of 43 
firemen, 12 trucks, and 127 volun-
teer man hours in calls, meetings, 
and training. More information 
on this and other fire department 
news will be coming in later is-
sues of the paper.

Rescue 1 is a 2000 Saulsbury Freightliner Commercial Rescue truck with less than 20,000 miles. It is a dry 
truck (no water tank or pump), which allows extra room for storage. The Friona VFD will take possession 
of Rescue 1 this weekend.

State Capital Highlights By Gary Borders

Early voting ends Friday
Early voting for the March 1 

primary ends Friday. Initial re-
ports indicate turnout has been 
low, as is traditional in midterm 
primary elections, with less than 
a fourth of registered voters go-
ing to the polls most years.

Voters will pick nominees for 
Texas’ governor, lieutenant gov-
ernor, attorney general, land 
commissioner, agriculture com-
missioner, comptroller and rail-
road commissioner, as well as 
legislative and county races.

Texas Secretary of State John. 
B. Scott’s office provides a web-
site that allows voters to see who 
is on the ballots in all races at vo-
tetexas.gov. Texas law allows reg-
istered voters to participate in ei-
ther party primary, but not both. 
In addition, a voter in the Repub-
lican primary cannot participate 
in any runoffs in Democratic 
races, and vice-versa. However, 
in the November general elec-
tion, voters are free to choose 
candidates from both parties.

Wildfire activity increases west 
of I-35

Blustery winds and freeze-
dried vegetation are increasing 
the number of wildfires reported 
west of Interstate 35 and into 
South Texas, according to the 
Texas A&M Forest Service.

“Wildfire activity has increased 
across the state and is driven by 
underlying drought and above-
normal grass production from 
last year’s growing season,” said 
Wes Moorehead, Texas A&M For-
est Service fire chief. “We have 
increased the number of person-
nel, equipment and aircraft in 
state to assist with response as 
we’re concerned about large ar-
eas of the state.”

Since Feb. 14, local and state 
firefighters have responded to 
91 wildfires that burned 7,312 
acres.

Nine out of 10 wildfires in the 
state are caused by humans, ac-
cording to TFS, which has fully 
staffed task forces and fire-sup-
pression equipment staged in 
Victoria, Kingsville, Childress, 
Amarillo, Lubbock, San Angelo, 
Burkburnett, Fredericksburg, 
Smithville, McGregor, San An-
gelo and Mineral Wells.

Number of imprisoned Texans 
stays steady

After a drop last year when 
some inmates were released due 
to COVID-19 concerns, the state’s 
prison population has stayed 
steady, according to the Texas 
Department of Criminal Justice. 
As of January, 118,733 adults 
were in Texas prisons, up about 
1,000 from a year ago.

The state’s total operating ca-
pacity is 129,681 beds, according 
to TDCJ.

More than $112 million in can-
cer prevention grants

The Cancer Prevention and 
Research Institute of Texas an-
nounced 74 new cancer research 
and prevention grants totaling 
more than $112 million.

“The grants awarded today il-
lustrate the broad spectrum 
of CPRIT’s impact in the fight 
against cancer,” said Wayne Rob-
erts, CPRIT’s chief executive of-
ficer. “From recruitment awards 
bringing topflight researchers to 
Texas, continued investment in 
cancer prevention and screen-
ing programs across the state and 
supporting cancer-fighting inno-
vation in early-stage companies, 
Texas just took another major 
step forward in becoming a na-
tional leader in conquering can-
cer.”

The projects approved include 
65 academic research grant 
awards, seven prevention awards, 
and two product development re-
search awards, which were grant-
ed to 16 institutions and compa-
nies across the state. The awards 
are designed to expand access to 
clinical trials, incubate innova-
tive cancer research, support the 
state’s emerging biotechnology 
industry, provide needed cancer 
screenings for underserved Tex-
ans and recruit outstanding can-
cer researchers to Texas, accord-
ing to the news release.

UTSA, Baylor gain Tier One aca-
demic ranking

The University of Texas at San 
Antonio and Baylor University 
have earned the national re-
search ranking of Carnegie Tier 
One, joining nine other Texas 
universities that have been rec-
ognized for academic excellence 

at doctoral universities with “very 
high research activity.”

In addition, Prairie View A&M 
University, Sam Houston State 
University, Tarleton State Univer-
sity and The University of Texas 
at Tyler have earned Tier Two 
research rankings for “high re-
search activity.”

“The Lone Star State is truly 
brimming with promise,” Gov. 
Greg Abbot said. “The 22 Texas 
universities now ranked among 
the best in the nation as Carnegie 
Tier One and Tier Two research 
universities are a reflection of the 
breadth and depth of academic 
excellence at our institutions of 
higher education as they open 
the doors to opportunity for all 
Texas students.”

The Carnegie Classification of 
Institutions of Higher Educa-
tion was developed in 1970. It is 
based on an institution’s annual 
research expenditures and other 
factors.

COVID-19 cases still dropping, 
but deaths up

The number of new cases of 
COVID-19 cases in the past week 
again dropped dramatically to 
65,521, down 40% from the pre-
vious weeks and 85% from the 
record high set the week of Jan. 
17. However, the number of new 
deaths in Texas increased to 1,588, 
according to the Coronavirus Re-
source Center at Johns Hopkins 
University. The Texas Depart-
ment of State Health Services 
reported 5,681 COVID-19 hospi-
talizations in the state, down 30% 
from the previous week.

Since the pandemic began, 
there have been 6.575 million 
confirmed COVID-19 cases in 
Texas with 83,648 deaths report-
ed, according to the Coronavirus 
Resource Center. Meanwhile, the 
number of Texans who are fully 
vaccinated has slowly trickled 
upward to 17.16 million, with 
6.18 million receiving a booster 
dose.

In like a lion, out like a lamb 
— Back in the days of the Julian 

calendar when there were only 
10 months and March started off 
the year, other sayings such as 
“A bushel of March dust is worth 
a King’s ransom,” and “March 
many weathers,” reminded every-
one of the swiftly changing and 
windy weather that March brings. 
The first three days in March were 
once considered bad luck. They 
called them the blind days. No 
one would plant, enter into an 
agreement, or a journey during 
these days.

The March vernal equinox sig-
nals the beginning of spring (ver-
nal means fresh or new like the 
spring). It is one of the two mo-
ments in the year when the Sun 
is exactly above the Equator and 
day and night are of equal length. 
When the Northern Hemisphere 
starts to tilt toward the sun in 
spring, the Southern Hemisphere 
starts to tilt away from the sun, 
signaling the start of fall.

The full moon in March is called 
the Worm Moon. It earns this 
name because of all the insects 
beginning to hatch. Historically, 
planting and war go hand in hand 
in March. Named for the Roman 
god of War, Mars, March became 
a time when armies began to 
march again and farmers tilled 
their soil.

Banana Bread

Texas gas prices rose 4.0 cent in the past week, aver-
aging $3.19 per gallon, according to GasBuddy’s daily 
survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Gas prices in Texas 
are 21.2 cents per gallon higher than a month ago and 
stand 88.3 cents per gallon higher than a year ago. 

According to GasBuddy price reports, the cheapest 
station in Texas is priced at $2.39 while the most ex-
pensive is $3.89 per gallon. 

The national average price of gasoline has risen 3.2 
cents in the last week, averaging $3.52 per gallon. The 
national average is up 20.7 cents per gallon from a 
month ago and stands 88.9 cents per gallon higher 
than a year ago. 

“With tensions still very high that Russia may in-
vade Ukraine, gasoline prices kept moving higher, 
tugged by the rising price of oil as the market concen-
trates on possible outcomes from the situation that 
could affect global oil production amidst recovering 
demand,” said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum 
analysis for GasBuddy. 

De Haan added, “However, with nuclear talks be-
tween Iran and global powers ongoing in Vienna, the 
possibility exists that a new deal could bring Iran’s 
crude oil supply back to legitimate markets, help-
ing to ease a slight portion of supply concerns. While 
the proposition remains in the air for the time being, 
we’re also just a few weeks away from the traditional 
start of the spring surge in gasoline prices, brought 
on by the change to summer gasoline, seasonal 
maintenance at refineries and rising demand. The 
weeks ahead could be rather ugly with rising prices, 
especially if Russia pursues a strong-arm invasion of 
Ukraine.”

Everybody loves a good banana bread, and who doesn’t have some black bananas waiting in the freezer, so 
they don’t go to waste?  Here are a couple of recipes that look promising to use for National Banana Bread Day 
on February 23rd.

Chocolate Banana Bread

Ingredients
3 large ripe bananas 

(easily mashable)
1/3 cup melted butter
3/4 cup brown sugar 

(packed, light or dark)
1 teaspoon salt (1/2 teaspoon 

if using salted butter)
1 large egg, beaten
1 teaspoon vanilla extract
1 1/4 cups all-purpose flour
1/4 cup natural unsweetened 

cocoa powder
1 teaspoon baking soda
1/4 teaspoon ground allspice
1/2 cup semi-sweet 

chocolate chips

Method
Prepare pan and preheat oven:  

Butter or spray with cooking spray 
the inside of a 5x9-inch loaf pan.  
Preheat oven to 350°F (175°C) with 
a rack in the middle.  Purée ba-
nanas:  Using a blender, food pro-
cessor, or a fork, purée the peeled 

ripe bananas until smooth.  You 
should have 1 1/2 to 1 3/4 cups of 
banana purée.  Mix wet ingredi-
ents and sugar:  Place the banana 
purée into a large mixing bowl.  
Stir the melted butter.  Stir in the 
brown sugar and salt.  Whisk to 
break up any clumps of brown 
sugar.  Stir in the beaten egg and 
vanilla extract.  

Mix dry ingredients:  In a sepa-
rate bowl, vigorously whisk to-
gether the flour, cocoa, baking 
soda, and allspice.  Add the flour 
mixture to the banana mixture:  
Stir until just incorporated, then 
stir in the chocolate chips.

Bake:  Pour batter into a but-
tered loaf pan.  Place in a 350°F 
(175°C) oven and bake for 1 hour.  
Note that because of the choco-
late chips that melt in the bread 
as it cooks, it’s hard to check for 
doneness using a tester that you 
insert.  One way to test is to gently 
push the center top of the choco-

late banana bread down with your 
finger.  If it feels relatively firm and 
bounces back when you release 
your finger, that’s a good sign that 
it’s done.  Let cool completely:  
Remove from oven and let cool 
for 10 minutes in the pan.  Gently 
remove the loaf from the pan and 
place on a rack to cool completely.  
Slice with a serrated bread knife 
to serve.

Notes:  
Do not use Dutch processed co-

coa for this recipe, only natural 
unsweetened.

Melted coconut oil can be used 
in place of the butter.  The flavor 
will change a little and you may 
get a hint of coconut in the result.

There is only 1 egg and 1 tea-
spoon of baking soda in this rec-
ipe for leavening, so make sure 
your baking soda is still good!  
(See more info on baking soda 
and baking powder.)

Best Banana Bread

Ingredients
1 Stick (½ Cup) Butter
3 Large Ripe Bananas
2 Large Eggs
1 teaspoon Vanilla Extract
2 Cups All Purpose Flour
1 Cup Granulated Sugar
1 teaspoon Baking Soda
½ teaspoon salt
½ teaspoon cinnamon

Instructions
Preheat oven to 350 degrees.  

Spray a loaf pan with non-stick 
cooking spray or grease with but-
ter and set aside.  Add the stick 
of butter to a large bowl and mi-
crowave for 1 minute, or until 
melted.  Add the bananas to the 
same bowl and mash with a fork.  
Add the vanilla extract and egg to 
the bowl and use the same fork 
to mash and stir until no yellow 

streaks of egg remain.  In a sec-
ond large bowl whisk together the 
flour, sugar, baking soda, salt, and 
cinnamon.  Add the dry ingredi-
ents to the wet ingredients and 
mix together with a spatula just 
until combined.  Pour the batter 
into prepared loaf pan and bake 
for 45-55 minutes until a tooth-
pick inserted in the center of the 
bread comes out clean.

NOTE ON SUBSTITUTIONS:  
I’ve had a couple of questions 
about substituting the vanilla 
extract in this recipe.  As always 
the recipe is best as written!  I 
don’t recommend using almond 
extract, because the flavors just 
don’t seem to pair well and the al-
mond overtakes the banana.  You 
CAN add banana extract if you’d 
like, but, keep in mind it will have 
more of an artificial banana flavor.

NOTES ON STORING THIS 
BREAD:  To keep your bread 
moist, allow it to cool complete-
ly.  Then wrap in a layer of plastic 
wrap and then store in a freezer 
size zip-top bag, or a large plas-
tic container with a tight-fitting 
lid.  It will last on the counter for 
up to 3 days, or in the refrigerator 
for up to 6 days.  Alternately, you 
can wrap and freeze for up to 2 
months.  

NOTE ON LOAF PAN:  For this 
recipe you will use a standard size 
about 9x5 inch loaf pan for one 
loaf of bread.  Alternately, you can 
use a standard sized muffin tin 
and bake for around 25-30 min-
utes.

NOTE ON ADDITIONS:  You 
can add 1 Cup of chopped nuts or 
chocolate chips to the batter be-
fore baking if desired.

For nearly nine years 
of my early existence I 
lived on Cleveland Street 
across from the Jr. High 
tennis courts. There were 
three boys my age that 
lived in the neighbor-
hood. We played a great 
deal together and our 
imaginations would car-
ry us from battling for-
eign invaders to anything 
cowboy. Sometimes we 
would have all out cattle 
drives that would require 
us crossing the great riv-
er known by everyone 
else as 10th St. Everyone 
knows just how hard it is 
crossing a herd of Long-
horns in a fast moving 
river and it took every 
ounce of our ability to get 
them across and into my 
yard. The key is keeping 
‘em moving and togeth-
er. If they ever stopped 
and started doubting 

you could spend half a 
day getting the stragglers 
across 10th St. (I mean 
the great river.)

Once the cattle were 
across and settling into 
grazing, we would ride 
over to Spring Forrest 
for an apple. Mrs. Spring 
had a 100 acre forest for 
a backyard, ok maybe it 
wasn’t that big but we 
sure enjoyed it when 
Mrs. Spring was out and 
would give us an apple 
right off the tree. It was a 
grand reward for us cow-
pokes out on the trail so 
far from…the back door.

People can be a little 
like cattle at times, keep-
ing cattle moving was 
true to form a real good 
piece of advice. It is true: 
Keep them moving and 
focused in the direction 
you want them to go, 
otherwise things can get 

a little “western.” 
When I, as a follower 

of Jesus get distracted, 
lose focus and begin to 
doubt I begin to wander 
and that is only the be-
ginning of my problems. 
The challenge is to keep 
moving. Keep moving 
closer to God, keep fo-
cused on maturing in 
His Word, stay close to 
your church family their 
is safety together, keep 
growing to look more like 
Jesus, keep serving that 
others may see the hope 
that you have in Christ. 

So if you are breath-
ing the dust and going in 
circles spiritually, saddle 
up, grab the Good Book 
and go for a ride. Follow 
the King, Who is leading 
us to a great river and 
crossing it will lead us to 
a grand reward we will 
call Home.

Two weeks ago, while I was watch-
ing the news accounts of the homeless 
and their not accepting offers to spend 
the night in a shelter, I asked God to 
help me understand why they would 
choose the street over a shelter. His 
reply: They have adjusted their lives to 
their circumstances.

I visited Texas Tech for the first time 
in the spring of 1974. While my mother 
and I were walking across the campus, 
I noticed most of the students were 
only wearing a light jacket or sweat-
er, or they were in their short-sleeved 
shirts; I was cold!!! Well, a year later, 
I was one of those students walking 
across campus, not wearing a jacket 
or sweater, because I had adjusted my 
life to the South Plains weather. And, 
that is what the homeless have done, 
adjusted their lives to living on the 
street. I don’t understand their choice, 
but maybe it is what they have gotten 
used to; maybe it is because they feel 
more secure and safe on the street; I 
just don’t know.

Covid has certainly made us adjust 
our lives to our circumstances. Some 
people have adjusted to a life of fear; 
we have noticed that many people 
wear masks in this area; some quit go-
ing to church and haven’t returned, 
because they have found it convenient 
to watch church on social media or 
television; some have quit socializing 
with their friends, hoping to avoid co-
vid. No matter what you have chosen 
to do, or not do, your life has adjusted 
in some way to covid.

Politicians have adjusted their lives 

to their circumstances. I believe most 
politicians go to Austin or Washing-
ton, DC with great intentions of low-
ering our taxes, being tough on crime 
and the border, etc.,  but after they get 
there, things begin to change. You are 
the “new kid on the block,” not the 40+ 
year politician like Republican Mitch 
McConnell and Democrat Joe Biden. 
You want to fit in; you want to get 
things done; you want to get re-elect-
ed, so you start adjusting your life to 
your circumstances. You go along with 
the way things are done in the govern-
ment swamp, and your beliefs and 
your values start changing. It is made 
even easier when you start receiving 
money from political action commit-
tees (PACs), lobbyists, and foreign in-
fluences like China. Before you know 
it, you have adjusted your life so much 
that you aren’t even the person you 
were when you were first elected.

Life is filled with many different 
kinds of swamps, and most of them 
can be labelled as sin. So, when we 
realize we have allowed ourselves to 
sink into a swamp of any kind, how do 
we get out?

On Tuesday nights, Feller and I meet 
with a group of people who are reading 
through the Bible in a year. As a guide, 
we are using The Bible Year, A Jour-
ney Through Scripture in 365 Days. It 
is written by Magrey R. deVega, senior 
pastor at Hyde Park United Methodist 
Church in Tampa, Florida. Before each 
week’s readings, he gives us an intro-
duction to what we will be studying.

Instead of praying to 
make a show that im-
presses men, Jesus says 
in Matthew 6:6, “But 
when you pray, go into 
your room and shut the 
door and pray to your Fa-
ther who is in secret.

On February 27, 2006, 
Effa Manley became the 
first—and only woman– 
inducted into the Base-
ball Hall of Fame as a 
trailblazing, non-player.

Using her 
position with Newark to 
crusade for civil rights, 
Manley made the Eagles 
a social force off the field 
and a baseball force on 
it, as the club was usually 
a top-division team and 
won the Negro League 
World Series in 1946.

Governor Sets Special Election For 
Proposed Constitutional Amendments

Last week Governor Greg Abbott is-
sued a proclamation setting Saturday, 
May 7, 2022 as the special election 
day for two proposed constitutional 
amendments in Texas. The proposed 
amendments were approved by two-
thirds of the members of both the 
Texas Senate and the Texas House 
of Representatives during last year’s 
session. 

The two proposed constitutional 
amendments on the ballot are: 

PROPOSITION 1: The constitution-
al amendment authorizing the legis-
lature to provide for the reduction of 
the amount of a limitation on the total 

amount of ad valorem taxes that may 
be imposed for general elementary 
and secondary public school pur-
poses on the residence homestead of 
a person who is elderly or disabled to 
reflect any statutory reduction from 
the preceding tax year in the maxi-
mum compressed rate of the mainte-
nance and operations taxes imposed 
for those purposes on the homestead. 

PROPOSITION 2: The constitution-
al amendment increasing the amount 
of the residence homestead exemp-
tion from ad valorem taxation for 
public school purposes from $25,000 
to $40,000.

In transitioning from Numbers to 

Deuteronomy, deVega quoted Deu-
teronomy 10: 12, 13: “What does the 
LORD God ask of you? Only this: to 
revere the LORD God by walking in 
all His ways, by loving Him, by serv-
ing the LORD your God with all your 
heart and being, and by keeping the 
LORD’s commandments.”

DeVega points out that Deuteron-
omy says there will be heartaches, 
sufferings and swamps in our future, 
but there is one thing we can control, 
and that is the fact that we can stay 
true to God.”You can remain stead-
fast in your love and trust of God. 
You can choose to remain faithful to 

doing the right thing even when it is 
costly. You can live a life of integrity 
even when it is easier to compromise 
your principles. And you can stay in 
the one-way direction of God’s path, 
even when the other way is wider 
and more popular.”

Our lives are influenced by so many 
things in the world, and it is easy to 
let those worldly influences adjust 
our lives in a way that God does not 
approve of.
