Texas Comptroller Glenn Hegar announced that he
will send cities, counties, transit systems and special
purpose taxing districts $866.5 million in local sales
tax allocations for April. This amount is 27.9% higher
than what was sent out in April 2021. These alloca-
tions are based on sales made in February by busi-
nesses that report tax monthly.

The City of Friona will receive $59,154.98 in sales
tax allocation for the month of April. This amount
is 57.27% higher than the $37,611.66 received in
April of 2021. This will bring the year-to-date total to
$262,962.79 for 2022. This YTD total is 46.32% higher
than the $179,715.16 received last year at this time.
The Friona Economic Development Corporation
(FEDC) will receive $14,788.75 of the allocation for
its operations.

I was
excited to be able to watch some
of the runs and I learned so much.
Jill puts 100% into everything she
does and is amazing to watch. She
had over 100 handlers coming
from Texas, New Mexico, Colo-
rado and Missouri ranging in age
from 15 to 84! There were three
classes of competitions: Open
Class, Open Ranch, and Nursery.
The nursery class is defined by
having a dog younger than 3 years
old doing the same course as old-
er dogs. It was very impressive. Jill
ran her three dogs, Dutch, Mo and
Fae.

Jill has had a huge influence
on 15 year old Brenna Rushing,
daughter of Will and Amy Rush-
ing, with many hours being spent
together. Brenna’s first trial was
lastyear at age 14 and I know Jill is
so proud of her. Brenna’s dog she
has trained is named Cap, who
came from Jill's female dog, Nan.
Jill's determination and patience
is evident to everyone around
her. She goes above and beyond
in everything she does, all while
dealing with major medical is-
sues. Jill's husband Tommy, and
daughter Callie were also there to
help with anything needed. She
gives lots of thanks to the out of
town judges, setout crew, scribes,
course directors, sponsors and
friends who cooked and served
meals.

Tommy and Jill's son, Jake had
a tragic airplane accident a few

We end-
ed up getting a few sheep to train
her (and that led to more and
more sheep!) She turned into a
tremendous working dog. She has
produced talented dogs, includ-
ing my trial dogs, Fae and Mo. I
currently compete with three
dogs, Fae, Mo and Dutch, who I
imported from Holland.

I started competing in sheepdog
trials in 2019, though I only went
to a couple a year until 2021. Most
of the trials I go to are in Texas, but
I've been to South Dakota and to
the Bluegrass Classic in Lexing-
ton, Kentucky. I hope to attend
the Bluegrass again in mid May.

The trial at my house was some-
thing I've wanted to do for a while.
Lots of folks came together to
make this event happen. About
100 teams of handlers and dogs
came, some coming from as far
away as Missouri. All the proceeds
will go to a trust fund I set up for
my grandson, Rex. Someday I'll
need to place my dogs elsewhere
because of my health. All those
proceeds will also go into that
fund. It makes my heart happy to
know that I'm giving something to
Rex that comes from the dogs that
have brought so much joy to my
life”

If you enjoy Eggs Benedict, but don’t want the trouble of individual servings, here is a casserole version of the
popular dish. Just what you need for National Eggs Benedict Day on April 16th.

Ingredients

8 English muffins

6 ounces Canadian bacon chopped, about 1 Y2 cups
2 green onions thinly sliced

Y4 teaspoon cornmeal

1 cup prepared hollandaise sauce or packaged & pre-
pared according to directions

Egg Mixture

8 large eggs

1 % cups milk

% teaspoon onion powder
5 teaspoon dry mustard

Y4 teaspoon paprika

salt & black pepper to taste

Garnish
2 tablespoons chives chopped

Instructions

Open the English muffins and place on a large baking
sheet. Turn the oven on to broil and cook the English
mulffins until lightly toasted on each side. Cool and
cut into %2” cubes. Place English muffins in the bot-
tom of a 9x9 pan. Top with Canadian bacon & green
onions. In a large bowl, combine the egg mixture.
Gently spoon over English muffins. Sprinkle with
cornmeal and cover with foil. Refrigerate at least 4
hours or overnight.

To Bake
Place the pan on the counter while the oven preheats

to 350°F. Bake covered for 30 minutes. Remove foil
and bake an additional 20-25 minutes or until a knife
inserted in the center comes out clean. While the cas-
serole is baking, prepare hollandaise sauce accord-
ing to recipe or package directions. Allow resting 10
minutes before cutting. If desired, poach additional
runny eggs to place on top while the casserole bakes
(see notes below). Cut into squares and serve with
Hollandaise sauce and additional paprika if desired.

Recipe Notes
For extra color and flavor, 2 tablespoons of very finely
diced red bell pepper can be added to the mixture.

Optional Eggs on Top

Poached or fried eggs can be added on top before the
hollandaise sauce if desired.

Poach eggs ahead of time Once poached, add to a
bowl of ice water to stop cooking. Add to boiling wa-
ter for 1 minute before serving.

To Poach Eggs
Bring a large pot of water with 1 teaspoon of vinegar
to a boil. Reduce heat to a gentle simmer.

Break one egg into a small bowl. Slide the egg gen-
tly into the simmering water. Repeat with remaining

eggs.

Cook until whites are set, and yolks are cooked to de-
sired doneness, about 4 minutes for a medium egg.
Use a slotted spoon to remove eggs.

Gas prices headed back towards $3
By GasBuddy

Average gasoline prices in Texas have fallen 9.6
cents in the last week, averaging $3.68 per gallon, ac-
cording to GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in
Texas. Prices in Texas are 32.4 cents per gallon lower
than a month ago and stand $1.08 per gallon higher
than a year ago.

According to GasBuddy price reports, the cheapest
station in Texas was priced at $3.29 while the most
expensive was $4.79 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline has fallen 7.5
cents in the last week, averaging $4.10 per gallon. The
national average is down 23.3 cents per gallon from a
month ago and stands $1.25 per gallon higher than a
year ago, according to GasBuddy data.

“Gas prices have continued to move in the right
direction - down - saving Americans approximate-
ly $100 million every day compared to when prices
peaked about a month ago. And, more good news is
on the horizon: the national average this week will
likely fall back under the critical $4 per gallon mark,”
said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analysis at
GasBuddy.

De Haan noted, “It remains possible that gas prices
may have hit their 2022 peak, barring the typical ca-
veats like the Russia war on Ukraine, the economy,
hurricane season and Covid don't take drastic and
unexpected turns. Diesel prices are also falling and
likely to go back under the $5 per gallon average this
week. The situation for now continues to show signs
of improving, with the national average falling back
into the $3 range as early as this week.”

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas
stations across the country.

Property Tax Protest and Appeal Procedures

Property owners have the right to protest actions concemning their
property tax appraisals. You may follow these appeal procedures
if you have a concern about:

« the appraised (market) value of your property;

the unequal value of your property compared with other
properties;

the inclusion of your property on the appraisal records;

any exemptions that may apply to you;

the qualification for an agricultural or timber appraisal;

the taxing units taxing your property;

the property ownership;

the change of use of land receiving special appraisal;

failure of the chief appraiser or appraisal review board (ARB)
to send a required notice; or

any action taken by the chief appraiser, county appraisal dis-
trict (CAD) or ARB that applies to and adversely affects you.

Review by the ARB

If you cannot resolve your problem informally with the CAD, you
file a notice of protest requesting to have your case heard by the
ARB.

The ARB is an independent board of citizens that hears and de-
termines protests regarding property appraisals or other concerns
listed above. It has the power to order the CAD to make the neces-
sary changes based on evidence heard during the ARB hearing.

If you file a written request for an ARB hearing (notice of protest)
before the deadline, the ARB will set your case for a hearing and
send you written notice of the time, date, place and subject of the
hearing. If necessary, you may request a hearing in the evening or
on a Saturday. You may use Comptroller Form 50-132, Property
Appraisal - Notice of Protest, to file your written request for an
ARB hearing.

Prior to your hearing, you may request a copy of the evidence the
CAD plans to introduce at the hearing to establish any matter at
issue. Before a hearing on a protest or immediately after the hear-
ing begins, you or your agent and the CAD are required to provide
each other with a copy of any materials (evidence) intended to be
offered or submitted to the ARB at the hearing. Evidence may be
submitted for any hearing type either in paper or on a small por-
table electronic device (such as a CD, USB flash drive or thumb
drive) which will be kept by the ARB. Do NOT bring evidence
on a smart phone. The ARB’s hearing procedures regarding all
the requirements to properly submit evidence on a small portable
electronic device must be reviewed.

To the greatest extent practicable, the hearing will be in-
formal. You or your designated agent may appear in per-
son, by telephone conference or videoconference call
or by submission of a written affidavit to present your
evidence, facts and argument. You must indicate the type of hear-

ing you request on your written notice of protest filed with the
ARB not later than the 10th day before the hearing date and pro-
vide your evidence and written affidavit before the ARB hear-
ing begins. You may use Comptroller Form 50-283, Property
Owner s Affidavit of Evidence to the Appraisal Review Board, to
submit evidence for your telephone conference call hearing or for
hearing by affidavit. |

You and the CAD representative have the opportunity to present
evidence about your case. In most cases, the CAD has the burden
of establishing the property’s value by a preponderance of the evi-
dence presented.

In certain protests, the chief appraiser has the burden of prov-
ing the property’s value by clear and convincing evidence. You
should review ARB hearing procedures to learn more about evi-
dence and related matters.

You should not try to contact ARB members outside of the hear-
ing. ARB members are required to sign an affidavit saying that
they have not talked about your case before the ARB hears it.

Review by the District Court, an Arbitrator or SOAH

After it decides your case, the ARB must send you a copy of its
order by certified mail. If you are not satisfied with the ARB’s
decision, you have the right to appeal to district court. As an alter-
native to district court, you may appeal through binding arbitra-
tion or the State Office of Administrative Hearings (SOAH) if you
meet the qualifying criteria.

If you choose to go to district court, you must start the process by
filing a petition with the district court within 60 days of the date
you receive the ARB’s order. If you chose to appeal through bind-
ing arbitration, you must file a request for binding arbitration with
the CAD not later than the 60th day after you receive notice of the
ARB order. If you chose to appeal to the SOAH, you must file an
appeal with the CAD not later than the 30th day after you receive
notice of the ARB’s order. Appeals to district court, binding arbi-
tration or SOAH all require payment of certain fees or deposits.

If you believe that the ARB or chief appraiser failed to comply
with an ARB procedural requirement, you may file a complaint
with the local taxpayer liaison. If it is not resolved by the ARB
or chief appraiser, you can request limited binding arbitration to
compel the ARB or the chief appraiser to comply.

Tax Payment

You must pay the amount of taxes due on the portion of the tax-
able value not in dispute, the amount of taxes due on the property
under the order from which the appeal is taken or the amount of
taxes due in the previous year.

Commissioners discuss ARPA funds

Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met in
regular session on Mon-
day April 11, 2022 at
10:00 a.m. in the County
Courtroom of the Par-
mer County Courthouse
in Farwell, Texas. The
meeting began with
prayer and the Pledge of
Allegiance to the Ameri-
can Flag and Texas Flag.

Minutes from the
March  28th  meet-
ing were read and ap-
proved. Commissioners
approved the payment
of the accounts payables
as presented by County
Treasurer Sharon May.

The Treasurer’s Pay-
roll Report was also ap-
proved.

Commissioners  ap-

proved a motion to
declare the American
Rescue Plan Act (ARPA)
funds as “Lost Revenue”
due to the COVID-19
pandemic. This declara-
tion was made after con-
sultation with represen-
tatives from the Texas
Association of Counties.
The TAC has recom-

mended that counties
follow this strategy as
they budget and dis-
perse the ARPA funds.

Parmer County Sher-
iff Eric Geske reported
that the Parmer County
Law Enforcement Cen-
ter was currently hous-
ing 33 inmates. Of those,
23 are paying customers
from Deaf Smith Coun-
ty. The Court approved
an InterGovernmen-
tal Agreement between
Parmer and Dawson
County regarding hous-
ing of Dawson County
inmates in the Parmer
County jail.

Judge  Trey  Ellis
proclaimed April 24
through May 1, 2022 as
Soil and Water Steward-
ship Week for Parmer
County. “Healthy Soil,
Healthy Life” is the fo-
cusyear to promote land
stewardship in Texas.

In other business,
Commissioners ap-
proved a Bond for new-
ly appointed Justice of
the Peace Precinct 1
Rhonda Wilkins. Also,

the current COVID-19
Administrative = Leave
Policy was approved for
another quarter.
Commissioners also
conducted a workshop
tobeginbudgeting ARPA
monies for the County.
The workshop only in-
volved preliminary dis-
cussions and no expen-
ditures were approved.
Some possibilities are;
$30,000 unfunded man-
date for a cyber security
pre-election survey, up
to $25,000 for the Par-
mer County Museum,
$12,000 for new voting
machines, and $500,000
to replace the HVAC
system at the Parmer
County Law Enforce-
ment Center. The next

Commissioners Court
meeting is scheduled for
April 25th.

All meetings are open
to the public. Informa-
tion in this article is only
a summary.

part of 2022. From these
measurements, about
1,300 were also mea-
sured in 2021, allowing
HPWD to calculate the
average change.

For 2022, the aver-
age saturated thickness
of all observation wells is
about 53 feet. This com-
pares to the average of 54
feetin 2021.

The largest water level
decline was -9.35 feet in
a Castro County obser-
vation well. The largest
water level rise was +5.25
feetin a Lubbock County
observation well.

For the Dockum Aqui-
fer, HPWD measured 30
observation wells. The
average change for the
Dockum Aquifer is -0.71
feet for 2022.

HPWD has updated
all data on its interactive
map with the 2022 mea-
surements. This includes
all of the data found us-
ing the “Aquifer Info”
tool, which provides es-

timates of: (1) saturated
thickness, (2) 5-year
change, and (3) 10-year
change. Last year, HPWD
began providing esti-
mates of saturated thick-
ness, and 5-year and 10-
year water level changes
anywhere within the
service area using the
interactive map. This is a
powerful tool which pro-
vides estimated aquifer
information anywhere
the user clicks.

Created in September
1951 by local residents
and the Texas Legisla-
ture, the High Plains Wa-
ter District works to con-
serve, preserve, protect,
and prevent waste of un-
derground water in aqui-
fers within its 16-county
service area. HPWD is
the first groundwater
conservation district cre-
ated in Texas.

A motion was made
and approved to rezone
the 4.836 acre tract of

land at 1400 U.S. High-
way 60 (old 4-Way Pump
property) recently pur-
chased by the City from
“A” District - Single Fam-
ily Dwelling to “D” Dis-
trict - Local Retail Dis-
trict.

An amendment to an
ordinance to allow for
the regulation of “mo-
bile food units” was ap-
proved. Regulations
would include permits,
yearly/quarterly  fees,
inspections, distance
requirements, hours of
operation, penalties, etc.
A publication of regula-
tions is in the works.

An amendment to an
ordinance was approved
that would provide for
the temporary sale of

fireworks.  Regulations
would include a per-
mit and a $50 fee. The
amendment will be ef-
fective for one year only.
In other business, the
accounts payable for
March 2022 and the fi-
nancial statement for
March 2022 were ap-
proved. The second
quarter (Jan-March) fi-
nancial statement was
also approved. The annu-
al review of the Friona’s
investment policy was
discussed and approved.
