Commissioners approve 
garage for fire department

Parmer County Com-
missioners Court met 
in regular session on 
Monday July 25, 2022 
at 10:00 a.m. in the 
County Courtroom 
of the Parmer County 
Courthouse in Farwell, 
Texas. The meeting be-
gan with prayer and the 
Pledge of Allegiance to 
the American Flag and 
Texas Flag. 

Minutes from the July 
11th and 19th meet-
ings were read and ap-
proved. Commissioners 
approved the payment 
of the accounts payables 
as presented by County 
Treasurer Sharon May. 
The Treasurer’s Payroll 
Report was also ap-
proved. The Treasurer’s 
Quarterly Report was 
also reviewed and ap-
proved. You can view 
the report elsewhere in 
this paper. 

Monty Schueler, a 
member of the Rhea 
Hollene Volunteer Fire 

Department, made 
an official request for 
funds to build a garage 
to house a fire truck. 
Commissioners ap-
proved the $50,000 
project which will be 
paid for with funds from 
the American Rescue 
Plan Act. 

Commissioners heard 
from Chad Lydick con-
cerning the Ironwood 
Subdivision which is 
located west of the 
Farwell Cemetery and 
north of Highway 60 up 
to the golf course and 
consists of approxi-
mately 500 acres. It was 
determined that there 
are no county roads lo-
cated on the property. 

The Parmer County 
burn ban was extended 
for another 90 days. The 
burn ban will now be in 
effect until October 24, 
2022. The Covid-19 Ad-
ministrative Leave poli-
cy was also renewed for 
another quarter. 

Commissioners heard 
an official presentation 
of the CSI Plan from 
Texas Association of 
Counties representative 
Stacey Bruington. The 
plan has a $5000 budget 
to offer incentives (i.e. 
gift cards, extra vaca-
tion) to motivate em-
ployees to utilize more 
preventative medicine 
practices. The CSI Plan 
was approved and will 
begin in November.  

Parmer County Sheriff 
Eric Geske reported that 
the Parmer County Law 
Enforcement Center 
was currently housing 
30 inmates. Of those, 14 
are paying customers 
from Deaf Smith Coun-
ty. 

All meetings are open 
to the public. Informa-
tion in this article is only 
a summary. Any ques-
tions concerning specific 
actions should be direct-
ed to the Commissioners 
Court.

SP4K program, the schools only 
need a recommendation from 
their teacher and a signed form 
from the parents indicating they 
are fine with having their child/
children receive the food. There 
is no income requirement or 
any other requirements. The 
child’s identity is protected and 
only the teachers/school staff 
handing out the bags know their 
names.

People can make donations 
online or by check. Checks 
need to be made out to: Snack 
Pak 4 Kids. If donating to a spe-
cific town, we do ask that peo-
ple include the town’s name 
in the memo/note line of the 
check. Donations can include 
the names of all the towns that 
people wish to support on the 
memo/note line or separate 
checks for each town, with that 
town’s name in the memo/note 
line. As long as the town’s name 
is in the memo/note line, it will 
be deposited into the account 
for that town.

The national average price of gasoline has fallen 
17.4 cents in the last week, averaging $4.33 per gal-
lon. The national average is down 56.7 cents per gal-
lon from a month ago but is $1.19 per gallon higher 
than a year ago. The national average price of die-
sel declined 13 cents in the last week and stands at 
$5.41 per gallon. 

“Gas prices continue falling coast to coast, with 
the national average last week declining for the sixth 
straight week, or 40 days in a row. The national av-
erage is now down an astounding 70 cents in that 
timeframe,” said Patrick De Haan, head of petro-
leum analysis at GasBuddy. “I have no reason yet to 
expect the decline won’t reach seven straight weeks, 
as gas stations still have plenty of room to decline as 
oil prices remain under $100 per barrel. However, 
should the tropics become more active, the decline 
could eventually reverse. In addition, this week we’ll 
see GDP data for the second quarter, and if it’s bet-
ter than expected, we may see oil rally, slowing the 
descent. For now, nine states are seeing average 
prices under $4 per gallon, a number that will rise 
this week, with over 40,000 stations under that level, 
keeping $266 million per day in motorists’ wallets 
versus mid-June.” 

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

Here is a one pot twist on lasagna for National Lasagna Day on July 29th.  It is unique because when you cook 
it in an Instant pot, the lasagna comes out round and you can see the layers.  Hopefully it is also delicious as 
well as pretty to look at.

Ingredients
-8 (160g - 200g) oven-
ready lasagna noodles
-2 cups (150g - 180g) Mozzarella 
cheese , shredded in large pieces
-¼ cup (30g - 40g) Parmesan 
cheese , grated
-2.5 - 3 cups (600g - 
750g) meat sauce
-Salt + pepper to taste
Ricotta Cheese Mixture
-¾ cup (200g) Ricotta cheese
-1 teaspoon (1g) Italian seasoning
-1 large egg
-⅓ teaspoon kosher salt
Equipment
-Instant Pot Pressure Cooker
-Fat Daddio 7 x 3 inch Cake 
Pan (removable bottom)

Instructions 
Create Ricotta Cheese Mixture: In 
a mixing bowl, beat one large egg, 
then add in ¾ cup (200g) Ricotta 
cheese.  Season with 1 tsp (1g) 
Italian seasoning, ground black 
pepper, and ⅓ tsp kosher salt.  As-

semble Instant Pot Lasagna: Line a 
7-inch springform pan with cut-out 
parchment paper (optional).  Break 
the uncooked oven-ready lasagna 
noodles into smaller pieces, then 
layer them at bottom of the pan in a 
single layer.  Layer ⅓ portion of the 
meat sauce on the lasagna noodles.  
Layer Ricotta cheese mixture on 
the meat sauce, then add shredded 
mozzarella cheese on top.  Repeat 
this layering cycle twice.  Add ¼ cup 
(30g - 40g) freshly grated Parmesan 
cheese on the very top.  Then, wrap 
the springform pan tightly with alu-
minum foil.  Pressure Cook Lasa-
gna: Pour 1 cup (250ml) cold water, 
then place a trivet in Instant Pot.  
Create a sling foil, then place spring-
form pan in Instant Pot.  Close lid, 
then pressure cook at High Pressure 
for 24 minutes + 10 minutes Natural 
Release.  *Note: Since some oven-
ready lasagna noodles take longer 
to cook, make sure to check that the 
noodles are properly cooked be-
fore proceeding to the next step.  If 

they’re still a bit firm, cover it with 
the aluminum foil, place it back in 
the Instant Pot, then Pressure Cook 
at High Pressure for another 5 - 6 
minutes + Quick Release.  Option-
al Broil Lasagna: Preheat oven to 
425°F when Instant Pot is natural 
releasing. Place the cooked lasa-
gna in a 425°F oven until the cheese 
is browned on top (~7 - 9 mins).  
Serve: If your meat sauce is rather 
liquidy or thin, let it cool so the lasa-
gna can set and keep in shape.  For 
an easier release, use a paring knife 
to gently release the Lasagna from 
the springform pan. Slice the glori-
ous lasagna and serve immediately. 

Notes:
Meat Sauce: To help the lasagna 

hold its shape, it’s better to use a 
thicker meat sauce for this lasagna 
recipe. Our Umami Meat Sauce is 
great for this recipe.

Note: If using springform pan, 
wrap the bottom of the pan in foil to 
prevent leakage.

No matter how big our hearts 
are when it comes to loving all 
our babies, the truth is that a 
parent’s initial birth experience 
is unparalleled. What happens 
with the firstborn—particularly 
from pregnancy to delivery—
is its own sacred once-in-a-
lifetime moment. My own first 
child’s 40th birthday on July 29 
has been a reminder of just such 
an impact. 

Finding out in late fall 1981 that 
she was on the way explained 
why the Thanksgiving meal did 
not sit right with me. Sharing 
the news with family and college 
friends and co-workers was an-
other level of joy. Experiencing a 
more attentive husband brought 
hope to what was a troubled 
marriage. Eating better, walking 
more, and praying specifically 
for a healthy baby were not daily 

“chores” but instinctive mater-
nal actions. But these were not 
what distinguished my firstborn 
miracle from the other baby that 
I would bring into the world five 
years later. With Emily, I went 
through all of the above, too. 
What then was it that set apart 
my first baby’s arrival?

The revelation came two weeks 
after my labor and delivery in 
Snyder. It would be Mrs. Watkins, 
one of my beloved high school 
English teachers, who verbalized 
what I had been unable to put 
into words. As she sat with me 
near a sleeping Julie, she gently 
whispered, “Now you know.”  

This wise soul then held my 
hands in hers, looked in my eyes, 
and offered her pearl of wisdom.  
“Loving our children is our best 
chance of understanding God’s 
love for us.”

None of what she said was 
meant to say that having chil-
dren was the only way to find 
some sort of nirvana-type love. 
I like to think that Mrs. Watkins 
and I would agree that the Cre-
ator provides many channels to 
unconditional love. 

To this day, I can replay the 
events—almost to the hour—of 
what took place forty years ago 
on July 29. In the days and weeks 
following, each smile made 
us smile; a burp was a victory. 
Nothing was insignificant in the 
eyes of first-time parents. I kept a 
monthly log of Julie’s “firsts” and 
of her height and weight. 

And she wasn’t the only one 
who grew.

My heart expanded, making 
room for the uniquely sacred 
love that exists between a parent 
and a child.

Lures, Temptation and Sin

Last week, I said I would be spending a 
few weeks talking about God’s commands. 
I wanted to start by talking about God com-
manding Creation into existence, and here 
is why.  

For the first time in three weeks, Feller 
and I walked for exercise this morning. We 
have been really busy with a number of 
things, so we used our early-morning walk-
ing time to get things done.

We try to walk as close to 6:30 a.m. as pos-
sible, simply to avoid the heat. I noticed this 
morning that the days are getting shorter, 
and before we know it, we will be walking 
at 7 a.m. rather than 6:30.

On our way back to the house, I noticed 
how the early-morning clouds were mov-
ing quickly across the sky as the sun was just 
starting to come up over the mountains. 
There was a low-hanging cloud on top of a 
mountain and the sun was shining on the 
lower part of the mountain. The color of 
the clouds, the sun, the mountains, and the 
blue sky were simply breathtaking!!! 

Genesis 1:1 says that, “In the beginning 
God created the heavens and the earth.”. 
Then, in verse 3, He commanded, ‘Let 
there be light.’ The next day, verse 6 says He 
commanded, ‘Let there be space between 
the waters, to separate water from water.’ In 
verse 9,we learn that on day 3, God com-
manded the ‘waters beneath the sky be 
gathered into one place so dry ground may 
appear’, and verse 11 tells us that God com-
manded vegetation in the form of grass, 
seed-bearing plants, trees that grow seed-
bearing fruit. 

In verses 14-19, God commanded the 
sun, moon and stars be created to mark 
days and nights, seasons and years on the 
fourth day. Then, on the fifth day, God 
commanded, ‘Let the waters swarm with 
fish and other life. Let the skies be filled 
with birds of every kind.’ in verse 20. “Then 

God blessed them, saying (or command-
ing, my word), ‘Let the fish multiply and fill 
the oceans. Let the birds increase and fill 
the earth.’” 

On the sixth day, God was very busy. He 
commanded the earth to ‘bring forth every 
kind of animal--livestock, small animals, 
and wildlife.’ “Then God commanded, ‘Let 
us make people in our image, to be like 
ourselves.’” And, that is what happened: 
God created each of us, male and female, 
in His image!!!

I love that at the end of each day, “God 
saw that it was good.” Verse 31 says, “Then 
God looked over all He had made, and He 
saw that it was excellent in every way.”

I don’t care where you live, work or play, 
it was all created by God, and it is good; in 
fact, it is AWESOME, even in a drought.

Yes, just like you, we need rain. People 
are struggling because of the economy; 
churches and denominations are strug-
gling for various reasons; many of our 
communities are struggling to survive; our 
country is struggling for many, many rea-
sons. I just listened to the Uvalde school 
board meeting. People want answers; they 
want people fired; people feel like they 
need more training. The district is doing all 
sorts of protective measures. Sadly, noth-
ing will bring back those precious people 
who were murdered May 24th. 

If we think about the bad long enough, it 
does bring you down.I speak from experi-
ence. So, I highly encourage you to take a 
walk or a drive and see what God has com-
manded into creation. I am already look-
ing forward to my walk in the morning, 
because I need to go spend more Creation 
time with God! It did so much good for my 
soul this morning, and I hope it will ener-
gize your soul too. Take care, and enjoy 
God’s Creation; He commanded it just for 
you!!!

I love to fish with lures!  The thrill of a 
fish tugging on your line, setting the hook, 
then reeling it in, is a fun activity enjoyed 
by so many people.  Unfortunately, our 
area is not abundant in fishing holes, but 
it has always perplexed me how so many 
fish will chomp down on a lure that looks 
nothing like anything in their environ-
ment.  Some would say they take the bait 
out of aggression, protectiveness, or an 
alluring vibration or sound draws them 
in, but in any case they find out that the 
lure also has a hook.  

Similarly, temptations are constantly 
seeking to lure us into sin.  James 1:14 
says, “But each person is tempted when 
he is lured and enticed by his own de-
sire.”  Our temptations come from our-
selves, the world and demonic forces, 
and they can be fierce, but the good 
news is that God is faithful to help us 
when we are tempted.  1 Corinthians 
10:13 promises us that “No temptation 
has overtaken you that is not common to 
man.  God is faithful, and he will not let 

you be tempted beyond your ability, but 
with the temptation he will also provide 
the way of escape, that you may be able 
to endure it.”  

When tempted God promises a few 
important things.  First, your tempta-
tion is not a brand new, never seen or 
felt temptation, but it is a temptation that 
others have experienced.  Second, notice 
that God is faithful in the midst of your 
temptations.  We change, the flavors of 
our temptations change, circumstances 
change, but God is faithful, unchanging 
and you can count on him when you are 
tempted.  Finally, when you are tempted 
God will either help you escape or endure 
it.  I personally like the idea of escaping 
from a temptation, but in reality it seems 
like I have to do more enduring and bat-
tling.  Thankfully, though, I know that the 
Lord who is with me is faithful, and that 
any temptation is temporary, because 
one day in eternity there will not even be 
the persistence, power or presence of sin 
when the Lord makes all things new.

I have been a benefactor from “Hand 
Me Downs.” As a child there was always 
someone bigger particularly two cousins 
of whom I would be the recipient of shirts 
they had out grown. This still goes on in 
my family the passing down of clothes 
to a cousin and on and on it goes. Not 
buying clothes for several of those early 
years was a real blessing. But it wasn’t 
just clothes some things are passed on 
because of their value and desire to keep 
things going. I have a great number of 
tools that belonged to both my grandfa-
thers. I have an old pocket knife from the 
same, and yes I still get shirts every now 
and then and love it. I am a huge fan of 
the idea of hand me downs.

When it comes to all the things that 
could and are often passed down to 
someone else, is your faith one of those 
things? Is Jesus someone you share? Is 
the way you live something worthy of 
imitation and thus passed on through 

example, teaching, and encourage-
ment? 

When God sent His Son, I am not sure 
I would call him a “Hand Me Down” 
in the sense He was no longer of use in 
Heaven, but in the sense that God knew 
we had a great need and handed down 
His Son who would be loved by some, 
rejected by most, but would die for all.

Yes, there are some things we pass on 
because we lack the use for them any-
more or have out grown them, but there 
are other things we pass on because they 
are too valuable to be kept to ourselves. 
So go clean out that closet find someone 
who could use a few clothes, or that spe-
cial heirloom that you have been think-
ing needs a new appreciative home pass 
it on. But in all things let the love of Christ 
be seen in your actions, your words and 
your life, for that is one “hand me down” 
worthy of passing on and desperately 
needed today.

Texas Sales Tax Holiday is Aug. 5-7
Texas Comptroller 

Glenn Hegar is remind-
ing shoppers they can 
save money on clothes 
and school supplies dur-
ing the state’s sales tax 
holiday on Friday, Satur-
day and Sunday, August 
5-7, 2022. Texas’ sales 
tax holiday weekend has 
been an annual event 
since 1999. 

State law exempts sales 
tax on qualified items — 
such as clothing, foot-
wear, school supplies 
and backpacks — priced 
below $100, saving 
shoppers about $8 on 
every $100 they spend. 
The dates of the sales tax 
holiday and list of tax-ex-
empt items are set by the 
Texas Legislature. 

“Most Texans won’t 
hear the back-to-school 

bell for another month, 
but it’s never too early to 
take advantage of the op-
portunity to save mon-
ey on everything from 
book bags to ballpoint 
pens,” Hegar said. “With 
inflation driving prices 
higher on just about ev-
erything, this sales tax 
holiday provides Texas 
families some small re-
lief managing the costs 
associated with kids 
heading back to the 
classroom. As the father 
of three school-aged 
children myself, I know 
how these expenses can 
add up.” 

The Comptroller’s of-
fice estimates that shop-
pers will save $112 mil-
lion in state and local 
sales tax during this sales 
tax holiday. Apparel and 

school supplies that may 
be purchased tax-free 
are listed on the Comp-
troller’s website at Tex-
asTaxHoliday.org. 

During the annual 
sales tax holiday, quali-
fying items can be pur-
chased tax free online 
or by telephone, mail, 
custom order or any 
other means (includ-
ing in-store purchases) 
when either: (1) the item 
is both delivered to, and 
paid for by, the customer 
during the exemption 
period; or, (2) the cus-
tomer orders and pays 
for the item, and the 
seller accepts the order 
during the exemption 
period for immediate 
shipment, even if deliv-
ery is made after the ex-
emption period ends.

Roadrunner 
License Plate is 
now available

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department 
(TPWD) has launched 
the long-awaited great-
er roadrunner conser-
vation license plate. 
The plate will raise 
money to help support 
and expand wildlife 
viewing programs and 
habitat conservation 
work in Texas.

“The greater road-
runner is an iconic 
image for Texans that 
can be seen in every 
county of the state and 
is one of the toughest 
birds around—it’s even 
known for eating rat-
tlesnakes,” said Shelly 
Plante, TPWD’s Na-
ture Tourism manager. 
“It’s also one of the few 
birds people recognize 
and remember the first 
time they see it, given 
its unique profile—all 
of which makes it the 
perfect symbol for Tex-
as wildlife viewing and 
nature tourism.” 

Texas wildlife pho-
tographer Hector As-
torga has generously 
donated the image ap-
pearing on the plate. 
In 2020, Hector was 
named one of the “We 
Will Not Be Tamed” 
ambassadors for the 
Texas Parks and Wild-
life Foundation. 

“Wildlife photogra-
phy opens people’s 
eyes to what we need to 
protect,” Astorga says. 
“That leads to conser-
vation and preserving 
the habitat that these 
wild creatures need to 
survive.” 

All TPWD conserva-
tion specialty plates 
cost $30 a year, with 
$22 supporting efforts 
to expand programs 
such as the Great Texas 
Wildlife Trails, Texas 
Paddling Trails and 
Great Texas Birding 
Classic, making it eas-
ier to find great plac-
es for Texans to view 
wildlife and enjoy na-
ture.
