State Sales Tax Revenue 
Totaled $3.9 Billion in July

Texas Comptroller 
Glenn Hegar announced 
that state sales tax rev-
enue totaled $3.88 bil-
lion in July, 14.7 percent 
more than in July 2021, 
and the highest monthly 
collections on record. 
The majority of July sales 
tax revenue is based on 
sales made in June and 
remitted to the agency in 
July. 

“July state sales tax 
collections showed con-
tinued vigorous growth 
from non-retail sectors,” 
Hegar said. “The sharp-
est increase from a year 
ago was once again in 
receipts from oil and gas 
mining, but receipts from 
the construction, manu-
facturing and wholesale 
trade sectors were also 
up by double digits for 
the eighth consecutive 
month.” 

Hegar continued, “Re-
ceipts from retail trade 
and restaurants in-
creased at a moderate 
pace, with some retail 
segments showing no 
growth or declining from 
a year ago as pent-up de-
mand from the pandem-
ic wanes and consumer 
spending priorities shift 
in response to inflation.” 

Hegar added, “Re-
ceipts from auto deal-
ers and parts stores and 
home improvement 
stores exhibited dou-
ble-digit growth, while 
receipts from general 

merchandise and on-
line vendors grew more 
modestly. Receipts from 
clothing and apparel 
stores, home furnish-
ings stores, and sporting 
goods and hobby stores 
were flat compared with 
a year ago, while receipts 
from electronics and ap-
pliance stores declined.” 

Total sales tax revenue 
for the three months 
ending in July 2022 was 
up 13.1 percent com-
pared with the same pe-
riod a year ago. Sales tax 
is the largest source of 
state funding for the state 
budget, accounting for 
59 percent of all tax col-
lections. 

Texas collected the 
following revenue from 
other major taxes: (1) 
motor vehicle sales and 
rental taxes — $605 mil-
lion, up 5 percent from 
July 2021; (2) motor fuel 
taxes — $324 million, up 
3 percent from July 2021; 
(3) oil production tax — 
$694 million, the high-
est monthly collections 
on record, up 84 percent 
from July 2021; (4) natu-
ral gas production tax — 
$532 million, the highest 
monthly collections on 
record, up 185 percent 
from July 2021; (5) ho-
tel occupancy tax — $73 
million, up 22 percent 
from July 2021; and, (6) 
alcoholic beverage taxes 
— $149 million, up 13 
percent from July 2021.

DSHS gets nearly 15,000 mon-
keypox vaccines

The Texas Department of 
State Health Services has re-
ceived and distributed 14,780 
doses of the monkey pox vac-
cine to local health depart-
ments and DSHS regional offic-
es. Another 27,000 doses could 
be made available by the Stra-
tegic National Stockpile.

The disease causes a serious 
skin rash with painful lesions 
and appears to be spreading 
through direct contact with the 
skin or saliva of an infected per-
son. The disease is preventable 
by avoiding skin contact with 
someone who has the disease.

“Risks include having sex, 
kissing or hugging someone 
with monkeypox or sharing 
cups, utensils, bedding or tow-
els with them,” according to 
DSHS.

Through July 29, a total of 
5,189 monkeypox cases have 
been reported nationwide, with 
351 of those in Texas. While 
certainly painful, monkeypox is 
very rarely fatal.

Commuting times show in-
crease in state

When it comes to commut-
ing to work in Texas, two items 
stand out. Nearly 90 percent 
of Texans travel alone to work, 
and it takes longer to get to 
where one’s going these days.

According to census data ana-
lyzed by the Texas Demograph-
ic Center, the number of com-
muters who from 2015-2020 
spent up to an hour on the road 
getting to work stood at 17.2%, 
up from 15.7% from 2010-2015.

More than 95% drove a car, 
truck or van to work, while a 
scant 1.3% used public trans-
portation, excluding taxis. Folks 
who walked to work totaled just 
1.5% of all Texas commuters.

‘Urban heat islands’ exacer-
bate summer temps

It’s been hot out there this 
summer, and cities are record-
ing record temperatures. The 
Texas A&M Forest Service notes 
that developed areas often ex-
perience higher temperatures 
than rural areas. 

“Areas in these microclimates 
of a highly developed city, 

known as urban heat islands, 
can be up to 20 degrees warmer 
than surrounding areas that are 
more rural, according to Cli-
mate Central, a nonprofit news 
organization that analyzes and 
reports on climate science,” ac-
cording to the news release.

Mac Martin, with the forest 
service, noted planting or sav-
ing large expanses of trees in 
urban areas can go a long way 
toward cooling temperatures. 
Mature trees can release hun-
dreds of gallons of water vapor 
daily through their leaves, cool-
ing the air. Shaded areas can be 
between 20 to 45 degrees cooler 
than peak temperatures in un-
shaded expanses of concrete.

Five Texas courthouses get 
restoration grants

The Texas Historical Commis-
sion has announced $22.5 mil-
lion in grants to five counties 
to aid in preservation and res-
toration of their historic court-
houses. Four of the counties — 
Hall, Kimble, Upshur and Wise 
— received construction grants 
for full restoration. Comanche 
County received a planning 
grant that will be used to pre-
pare for a future full restora-
tion.

“We are thrilled to partner 
with these communities on 
these critical historic preser-
vation projects,” said THC Ex-
ecutive Director Mark Wolfe. 
“Their dedication to their his-
toric courthouses will pay eco-
nomic and quality of life divi-
dends for decades.” 

Throughout the state, 104 
counties have received grants 
from the THC program, with 
$350 million allotted to fund 
the full restoration of 78 court-
houses and smaller grants to 
assist with planning and emer-
gency needs given to another 
26 counties.

Despite rain, fire danger re-
mains high

Scattered rain in the up-
per Texas Panhandle, the Up-
per Gulf Coast and East Texas 
have lessened the fire danger 
somewhat in those areas, but 
the risk remains high with tem-
peratures hovering above 100 

degrees. There were 14 active 
wildfires as of Sunday, the larg-
est still being the Chalk Moun-
tain Fire in Somervell County, 
covering 6,746 acres and 53% 
contained, according to the for-
est service.

With 224 counties now under 
burn bans, officials are urging 
landowners to be extra vigi-
lant about preventing fires. The 
Austin American-Statesman re-
ported a spate of fires in Cen-
tral Texas in recent days.

“We just want people to have 
a hyper sense of awareness,” 
Hank Jones, Williamson Coun-
ty Fire Marshal, told the States-
man. “We are so dry just this 
week alone we had a fairly large 
grass fire in Jarrell caused by a 
truck that blew a tire and when 
the rim hit the asphalt it cre-
ated a spark that had 20 to 30 
acres burning.”

Cedar trees can especially 
cause problems in Central Tex-
as because they drop needles 
underneath that can quickly ig-
nite. Homeowners are urged to 
consider limiting the use of ce-
dar trees around their houses.

New COVID-19 cases drop in 
Texas

The number of new cases of 
COVID-19 in Texas dropped in 
the past week to 72,653, with 
154 deaths reported,  about 
even with the previous week, 
according to the Coronavirus 
Resource Center at John Hop-
kins University.

The number of lab-confirmed 
COVID-19 hospitalizations 
rose slightly to 3,624 across 
the state, according to DSHS. 
The BA.5 variant is now preva-
lent in Texas and elsewhere but 
seems to have less serious ef-
fects, especially for people who 
have been fully vaccinated and 
boosted, according to health 
officials.

Going Global

Check Your Mirrors By Sue Jane Sullivan

Average gasoline prices in Texas fell 15.7 cents in 
the last week, averaging $3.66 per gallon according 
to GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. 
Prices in Texas are 76.5 cents per gallon lower than a 
month ago but still 81.8 cents per gallon higher than 
a year ago. According to GasBuddy price reports, the 
cheapest station in Texas is priced at $2.89 while the 
most expensive is $5.25 per gallon. 

The national average price of gasoline has fallen 
15.9 cents in the last week, averaging $4.17 per gal-
lon. The national average is down 65.5 cents per gal-
lon from a month ago and stands $1.02 per gallon 
higher than a year ago. The national average price of 
diesel has declined 14.8 cents in the last week and 
now stands at $5.27 per gallon. 

“We continue to see average gas prices falling in 
every state, with the national average down for the 
seventh straight week. Even better, nearly 20 states 
have also seen their average decline to $3.99 or less, 
with over 70,000 stations now at that level or below,” 
said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analysis at 
GasBuddy. 

De Haan added, ”The outlook is for a continued 
drop in most areas, however, some supply tightness 
in areas of the Northeastern U.S. could push prices up 
slightly until inventories rise, or imports do. For now, 
Americans are seeing prices nearly 90 cents lower 
than their mid-June peak and are spending close to 
$330 million less on gasoline every day as a result. As 
long as oil prices hold at these levels or lower, we’ll 
see another decline in most areas this week.” 

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

We are but a small part of the 
globe. I realized this year while 
teaching high school students a 
section of World Geography that 
many of us are locked into a lim-
ited perspective: seeing events 
and people and issues through 
one set of eyes -- Gail America 
eyes, Texan eyes, American eyes, 
Christian eyes, Republican or 
Democrat or Independent eyes. 
This limits the Creator, who at 
last check, was responsible for 

creating all folks on the face of 
this earth. Will we ever be able to 
see the world through His eyes?

Perspective comes when you 
check your mirrors. Often.

I use that phrase at least fifty 
times a day when teaching driver 
education. It is the number one 
thing those kids forget to do. I 
don’t have to tell you the cause/
effect of neglecting to perform 
those simple glances to the left, 
to the right, and in the middle 

rearview mirror. The same is 
true of our views of issues that 
may go left, right, or down the 
middle. Looking in all directions 
will help generate a decent and 
informed and healthy perspec-
tive of life’s journeys.

So, whether you drive in the 
Metroplex or on Mopac, the 
Autobahn, Loop 289, or FM 
Road 1785, check your mirrors-
-you might see things you have 
missed.

This column is a re-print of my first blog which started in the summer of 2009. The blog’s name (Check Your 
Mirrors) originated from many of my experiences as a summer driver education instructor. But the parallels 
were obvious that checking mirrors is a life skill, even when we are not driving down the road. From June 12, 
2009, here’s a refresher for us all.

Zucchini begins to be in abundant supply during this time of the year, so it is only natural that August 8th  is 
National Zucchini Day.  I came across this recipe last week while watching Lidia’s cooking show on TV.  I like 
the idea of not having to worry with lasagna noodles, and it’s a good way to use up some of your zucchini and 
old bread. There is also a recipe online for Lidia’s homemade tomato sauce if you prefer.

Ingredients
For the zucchini:
2 Pounds firm, unblemished 

zucchini (6 small or 4 medium)
1/2 Teaspoon salt
2 Tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil

For assembling the lasagna:
2 Tablespoons soft butter, 

for the baking pan
12 Or so day-old slices of country 

bread (from a 1-1/2 pound loaf)
6 Cups tomato sauce
2 Cups grated parmigiano-

reggiano or grana padano

Directions
Rinse and dry the zucchini, slice off 
the stem and trim the blossom end.  
With a sharp long bladed knife (or a 
mandolin if you have one) cut very 
thin lengthwise slices, about an 1/8-
inch thick. Put them in large bowl, 
sprinkle over the 1/2 teaspoon of 
salt and the 2 tablespoons of oil and 
toss to coat the slices with the sea-
sonings.

Assembling the Lasagna
Arrange a rack in the center of the 
oven and preheat to 400 degrees. 
Cut the crusts off the bread slices. 
If they are soft and fresh, you can 

dry them briefly in the oven but 
don’t let them get crisp or brown. 
Butter the bottom and sides of the 
baking pan generously. Spread a 
cup of the tomato sauce in a thin 
layer in the bottom of the pan. Cov-
er the bottom with a single layer 
of bread slices. Trim the slices and 
cut them in pieces so they fit close 
together and lie flat (but you don’t 
have to fill every small crack or 
hole). Spoon about 2 cups of sauce 
onto the bread and spread it evenly.  
Make a layer of zucchini (or sautéed 
eggplant), using half the slices. You 
can lay them crosswise or length-
wise in the pan, whichever way 
fits best. Overlap the slices as nec-
essary to make an even layer that 
completely covers the sauce. Press 
down gently to condense the lasa-
gna and make more room in the 
pan, then sprinkle 1 cup of grated 
cheese evenly over the top.  Now re-
peat the layering: Arrange another 
layer of bread slices and trimmed 
pieces. Cover the bread with 2 
more cups of sauce, spread evenly. 
Lay out the rest of the zucchini (or 
eggplant) slices in an overlapping 
layer. Spread the remaining tomato 
sauce, about a cup, in a thin layer. 
Sprinkle another cup of cheese (or 

more!) in a generous layer over the 
top of the lasagna.

Baking the Lasagna:
Cut a sheet of aluminum foil about 
2 feet long—preferably from a wide 
roll of heavy-duty foil. Press the foil 
so it hugs the sides of the pan and 
bend it to make a “tent” over the la-
sagna that doesn’t touch the surface 
anywhere.  Bake the lasagna cov-
ered for about 45 minutes, giving 
the zucchini plenty of time to cook. 
Remove the pan from the oven and 
carefully unfold the foil from the 
sides of the pan and lift it off com-
pletely. Don’t get burned by the 
pan or the steam that is released—
keep your face and hands out of the 
way. And don’t let the foil mess up 
the cheesy topping! (In a glass cas-
serole, you should be able to see the 
sauce bubbling up around the sides 
of the pan.)  Return the lasagna to 
the oven and bake for another 15 
to 20 minutes, or until the top is 
deep golden-brown. Let the casse-
role settle for a few minutes before 
serving (it will stay hot for some 
time). Cut in squares or rectangles 
of whatever size you like and lift out 
individual pieces with an angled 
spatula.

Careless Weeds

What are you Growing?
The rains last week 

were such a much need-
ed blessing in our area 
and we thank God for 
the rain we got.  I had 
around 2.5” at my house, 
and those north had 
more, while those south 
had less to none.  The 
ground licked up each 
and every drop that fell 
and we can now expect 
the natural effect of the 
rain to allow for plants to 
grow.  The natural effect 
of the rain gives growth 
and life in an apparent 
way.  

In a similar manner,

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Sheridan turns the tide

On August 1, 1864, 
General Ulysses S. Grant 
appointed General Phil-
ip Sheridan to command 
the Army of the Shenan-
doah, just as Jubal Early’s 
Confederate troops were 
nearing the U.S. capital 
for a likely capture. 

According to History.
com, Grant was “frus-
trated by the inability of 
Generals Franz Sigel and 
David Hunter to effec-
tively deal with Early’s 
force in the Shenandoah 
[so he] turned to General 
Philip Sheridan, a skilled 
general who served with 
him in the west before 

Grant became the over-
all commander of Union 
forces in early 1864.” 
Sheridan decimated 
Early’s Confederate 

army, “nearly all possi-
ble sources of Rebel sup-
plies,” and hastened the 
finish of the War.

Risk Protection Coverage Before Crop Sales Deadlines

The USDA Farm Ser-
vice Agency (FSA) en-
courages Parmer Coun-
ty producers to review 
available USDA crop 
risk protection options, 
including federal crop 
insurance and Non-
insured Crop Disaster 
Assistance Program 
(NAP) coverage, before 
the crop deadline of 
September 1, 2022. 

Federal crop insur-
ance covers crop losses 
from natural adversities 
such as drought, hail 
and excessive mois-
ture. NAP covers losses 
from natural disasters 
on crops for which no 
permanent federal crop 
insurance program is 
available. 

The following crops in 
Parmer County have a 
NAP application dead-
line of August 31st: 
Small Grains for graz-
ing and forage. The fol-
lowing crops in Parmer 
County have a NAP ap-
plication deadline of 
December 15th: Native 
and Improved Grass for 
grazing. 

NAP offers higher lev-
els of coverage, from 
50 to 65 percent of ex-
pected production in 5 
percent increments, at 
100 percent of the aver-
age market price. Pro-
ducers of organics and 
crops marketed directly 

to consumers also may 
exercise the “buy-up” 
option to obtain NAP 
coverage of 100 percent 
of the average market 
price at the coverage 
levels of between 50 and 
65 percent of expected 
production. NAP basic 
coverage is available 
at 55 percent of the av-
erage market price for 
crop losses that exceed 
50 percent of expected 
production.
