The building 
would them be remod-
eled for future use and 
eventually be deeded 
to the City of Friona. 
The clubhouse was 
Friona’s first commu-
nity center. 

Gayla Fullerton CPA, 
from Fullerton & Asso-
ciates PLLC presented 
the audit report for fis-

cal year 2020-21. The 
City of Friona received 
a “clean” audit with 
no material misstate-
ments. 

The Council voted 
unanimously, with one 
abstention, to award 
TW&M, LLC the con-
tract for the downtown 
revitalization project.

amendment. 

Council members 
unanimously ap-
proved setting the tax 
rate for 2022 at .4657 
per $100.

On September 13, 
the High Plains Un-
derground Water 
Conservation District 
(HPWD) Board of Di-

This Week’s Shout Outs

Average gasoline prices in Texas have rose 5.1 cents 
per gallon in the last week, averaging $3.15 per gallon, 
according to GasBuddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in 
Texas. Prices in Texas are 27.1 cents per gallon lower 
than a month ago and stand 33.0 cents per gallon 
higher than a year ago. According to GasBuddy price 
reports, the cheapest station in Texas was priced at 
$2.49 while the most expensive was $4.69 per gallon. 

The national average price of gasoline has fallen 3.9 
cents in the last week, averaging $3.64 per gallon. The 
national average is down 25.7 cents per gallon from 
a month ago and stands 45.9 cents per gallon higher 
than a year ago. The national average price of diesel 
has declined 7.0 cents in the last week and stands at 
$4.93 per gallon. 

“With a 14th consecutive weekly decline, the na-
tional average price of gasoline has now surpassed 
2018’s record decline, seeing its longest downward 
streak since 2015,” said Patrick De Haan, head of pe-
troleum analysis at GasBuddy. 

De Haan added, “While some states continue to 
see gas prices trend higher, the majority have contin-
ued to decline. However, this week could change the 
downward trend. With some issues arising in Plains 
and Great Lakes states as the transition to winter 
gasoline begins, I think we have the best potential 
to see the weekly trend of falling prices snapped. 
West Coast states also continue to see increases as 
unexpected refinery issues continue to percolate, 
preventing a downward move. While gasoline could 
nudge higher, diesel prices should continue to ease 
after a much-needed jump in inventories last week.” 

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 mil-
lion weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas 
stations across the country.

It is National Quesadilla Day once again on September 25th.  Even though the name implies there is only 
cheese on a quesadilla, I like to add some protein to mine.  Here is a delicious recipe to try at home to celebrate 
the quesadilla.

INGREDIENTS
3 tablespoons olive oil
1 large red onion, chopped (about 1½ cups)
4 garlic cloves, minced
⅓ cup minced chipotle peppers in adobo sauce 

(you’ll need about 6 chilis)
4 vine-ripened tomatoes (about 1¼ pounds), seeded 

and diced
3 scallions, thinly sliced
2 tablespoons honey
2½ cups cooked shredded chicken (white and/or 

dark meat)
1 teaspoon salt
½ cup chopped cilantro
6 10-inch diameter flour tortillas
4 cups shredded sharp cheddar cheese
Sour cream, for serving (optional)
Lime wedges, for serving (optional)

INSTRUCTIONS
In a large sauté pan, heat the olive oil over medi-

um heat.  Add the onion and sauté until soft, about 
5 minutes.  Add the garlic and cook 1 minute more.  
Stir in the chipotle peppers and tomatoes. Cook until 
most of the liquid from the tomatoes has evaporated 
and the mixture is thickened, stirring often, about 
20 minutes. Stir in the scallions, honey, chicken, salt 
and cilantro. Keep warm.  Heat a sauté pan over me-

dium heat and spray lightly with nonstick cooking 
spray.  Lay a tortilla in the pan and heat until hot to 
the touch but not crisp (air pockets may form).  Flip 
the tortilla over, then sprinkle ⅔ cup of the cheese 
evenly overtop, being careful to keep it off the pan.  
Spread a generous ½ cup of the chicken mixture 
over half of the tortilla.  When the cheese is mostly 
melted, fold the tortilla over to cover the filling and 
form a half-moon shape.  Cook until the tortilla is 
crisp and golden and the cheese is melted, adjusting 
the heat as necessary, a few minutes per side. Repeat 
with the remaining tortillas.  Let the quesadillas rest 
a few minutes to allow the filling to set, then cut into 
wedges.  Serve with sour cream and lime wedges, if 
desired.  

Note: If you have a large griddle, use that to make 
the quesadillas so you can make a few at a time. Also, 
be sure to serve your quesadillas hot of the pan (or 
off the griddle), otherwise, they’ll get soggy and the 
cheese will harden. If this does happen, you can pop 
them in a 350 F degree oven to heat them up, but 
they won’t be as crisp and gooey as they are fresh. 
The chicken mixture can be made up to 2 days ahead, 
cooled, covered, and refrigerated.  Freezer-Friendly 
Instructions: The cooked quesadillas can be frozen 
for up to 3 months. After defrosting in the refrigera-
tor, reheat them, wrapped in foil, in a 325°F oven un-
til hot, 20 – 30 minutes.

An Eternal Mistake

Focus On Jesus

It is an eternal privi-
lege to know Jesus 
Christ through saving 
faith in him, and after 
salvation, it is a great 
responsibility to serve 
him in a way that is good 
and faithful.  Salvation 
comes first, followed 
by surrendered service.  
This progression is 
clear in Ephesians 2:8-
10, but sadly our hu-
man heart will cling to 
the idea that there may 
be something one can 
do to earn salvation, in-
stead of receive it as the 
free gift of God in Christ 
Jesus (Romans 6:23).  
Sin has bankrupted 
each individual, that 

our only hope for salva-
tion is completely and 
fully in Jesus Christ.  
In fact, Acts 4:12 says, 
“And there is salvation 
in no one else, for there 
is no other name under 
heaven given among 
men by which we must 
be saved.” 

Sadly, when people 
believe they can be 
saved through some-
thing or somone oth-
er than Jesus they are 
making an eternal mis-
take.  Although they 
may have been a nice 
person, had a big bank 
account, not been near 
as evil as Hitler, given 
money to the church, 

stayed active in the 
community, or even 
had some positions in 
the Church, if they are 
hoping these things 
plus Jesus will get them 
to heaven, they are 
making an eternal mis-
take.  The consequenc-
es of such misplaced 
faith would haunt you 
in hell forever if you 
are leaning on anything 
other than Jesus for sal-
vation.  As you examine 
your heart, ensure that 
it truly is Christ alone 
whom you are trusting 
for salvation, then go 
forth and make much of 
Jesus in your life and to 
those around you.

I must confess, I have 
a real weakness for 
tools. I have loved tools 
since I was a kid. I have 
many of the basics, 
you know the box end 
wrenches in standard 
and metric large assort-
ment of sockets, cres-
cent wrenches, screw 
drivers, pliers and then 
there are those that you 
get to plug in known as 
“power tools.” I get ex-
cited when the Harbor 
Freight catalog comes 
each month because 
then you can imag-
ine needing all sorts of 
tools you have never 
even heard of before.

Tools allow you to 
do things that without 
them you could not do. 
You can repair, loosen, 
tighten and adjust just 
about anything, and 
if you have the right 

tool, all the better. I 
have learned there are 
times not just any tool 
will do, but it requires a 
specialty tool and with 
that specific tool the 
job goes much easier.  I 
have also had the help-
less feeling of not hav-
ing any tools to do what 
needed to be done, talk 
about a hopeless feel-
ing…

God’s Word has been 
described as many 
things and I think we 
can add to the list the 
term “tool box.” The 
Bible itself is a tool, 
one that shows us the 
Savior. God’s Word is 
fascinating; if you are 
struggling you can go 
there and find encour-
agement. There are an-
swers to many of life’s 
questions, challenges, 
trials and yes sins. His 

Word equips us for ev-
eryday living. There is 
even a power tool or 
two once we are intro-
duced to His Spirit and 
its workings in our lives. 

The problem for many 
is in knowing what tools 
are in the box. Many of 
us spend a lot of time 
digging and not find-
ing the tools we need 
because it is only an 
occasional pursuit not 
an everyday one. This 
becomes discourag-
ing because we can’t 
find what we are look-
ing for and Satan sure 
hates an open Bible so 
he doesn’t want you 
to find the tool either. 
Many give up never re-
ally digging very deep. 
Maybe it’s time to read 
it and see for yourself, 
go open the box and see 
what tools are there.

To get to our house, 
you have to drive 
through water running 
over a low-water cross-
ing at Pulliam Creek. 
About this time of year, 
it gets tough to cross 
Pulliam because the 
sun creates a bad glare 
on the water in the late 
afternoon.

One time about five 
years ago, my mother 
drove off the crossing. 
When Mother told me 
what happened, I as-
sumed she did some-
thing wrong, like she 
wasn’t paying atten-
tion. Well,  the next 
day, a feed truck drove 
off the same crossing at 
the same time of day.

I just couldn’t see 
how either of these ac-
cidents happened, un-
til last fall when I had 
a hard time seeing as I 
tried to cross Pulliam. 
That blinding glare was 
worse than I ever re-
membered, and I had 
to keep my eyes on the 
other side, or the end, 
of the crossing, and just 
drive very slowly to-
ward it.

I was reminded of 
this today when Mickey 
Harrelson posted this 
Scripture from Prov-

erbs 4:25-27: “Let your 
eyes look directly for-
ward, and your gaze 
be straight before you. 
Keep straight the path 
of your feet, and all 
your ways will be sure. 
Do not swerve to the 
right or the left; turn 
your foot away from 
evil.”

Whether you are 
crossing a creek or go-
ing through life, this 
is sound advice. Jesus 
should always be where 
our focus is; He is where 
our gaze should always 
be; He should be what 
I am looking at at the 
end of the crossing. 

When you take your 
eyes off what is directly 
in front of you, you take 
your eyes off what you 
are focusing on. You 
get distracted by things 
in the world, and that is 
when you drive, walk, 
or swerve off the cross-
ing; that is when you get 
into trouble. Remem-
ber when Peter was 
walking on water (Mat-
thew 14:22-33)? He be-
came distracted by the 
wind and his fear, and 
he started sinking, only 
to be saved by Jesus! We 
have to keep our focus 
on the One who saves 

us at all times!
For the first time 

in several years, our 
county roads are being 
worked on. The crew is 
doing a great job, when 
they work. Last week, I 
had the opportunity to 
thank and compliment 
one of the road crew 
for the great job they 
are doing. I also asked 
a favor. I asked him to 
clean out all the rocks 
and gravel in the cul-
verts so water can run 
through the culverts, 
not on top of the cross-
ing, thus eliminating 
the glare that makes it 
a problem to stay fo-
cused as we cross Pul-
liam!

Sometimes it is neces-
sary to clean out things 
in our lives so we can 
remain focused on the 
prize at the end of the 
crossing, our beloved 
Jesus Christ! It is worth 
the effort to clean out 
ourselves so we can al-
ways keep our focus on 
Him. Just like getting 
rid of the gravel and 
rocks makes it easier to 
cross Pulliam, getting 
rid of the obstacles so 
you can focus on Jesus 
makes your life easier 
and better!

We have liftoff!

On September 17, 1976, America’s inaugural space 
shuttle, the Constitution, was scheduled for lift off, 
but then according to the National Air and Space 
Museum—it was “rebranded” the USS Enterprise 
after “President Ford reportedly received thousands 
of petition signatures from avid Star Trek fans across 
the country.” 

Subsequently, regular exploration of the heavens 
did not resume until the USS Columbia took off in 
April of 1981 from Cape Canaveral, FL. Its two solid-
rocket boosters put the capsule into orbit for a two-
day shakedown mission, and a “glider-like” return to 
Edwards Air Force in California.
