GRAIN CAR SHORT-
AGE GROWS ACUTE

Lack of Cars Suitable for Grain
Grows more Pronounced at
Floydada.

At no point on the Santa Fe
has the need of grain cars since
the opening of the grain season
been more acute than at Floyd-
ada. Good production in most
every section of the Middle
West has made the demand for
cars greater than could be sup-
plied by the railroads, with re-
sultant shortage and congestion
at distributing points. Last
year’s crop of maize and grain
products was practically on a par
with this year’s oroduction, but
cars were more easily available.

Since the opening of the sea-
son the demand by local dealers
has been tor about 60 cars a
week. Though the Santa Fe
has commandeered hundreds of
refrigerator cars from their
transcontinental traffic and are
using grain cars from other rail-
roads they have been able to
turnish only about 20 to 30 per
week.

Local grain dealers had 21 ears
available Monday morning, fol-
lowing the arrival Sunday after-
noon of 16 empties. These, how-
ever, were filled Tuesday after-
noon. At times last week with
elevators and yards full to
capacity dealers were forced to
cease threshing operations to
wait the arrival of cars.

MAKES GAS STRIKE

Drilling for Water Whiteflat Far-
mer Finds Gas Flow at 250
Feet Depth.

Saturday, November 20th, a
strong flow of natural gas was
struck by drillecs on the farm of
R. L. Jameson, in Motley Coun-
ty, 8 miles north of Matador, and

3 miles east of Whiteflat. The
flow of gas was strong enough
to blow mud and water more
than 50 feet high when first
struck.

Quite a bit of excitement pre
vailed when the announcement
of the gas flow was made, and
automobile parties from various
points made the trip to the well.

Mr. Jameson had recenily
bought the place and was im-
vroving it. The drill had reach~
ed a strata of forty feet of salt
water and the driller was going
deeper in search of goqd water.
The drill had just passed the 250
toot mark when the gas was
struck.

Citizens of Whiteflat and ad-
jacent country are forming a
stock company and will enlarge
the holeand drill five hundred
feet deeper in search of oil. The
earth formations are said to be
|good indications of oil at lower
'depths.

Efforts to cap the well have
been fruitless. The wellis only
35 miles east of Floydada.

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SUNSHINE A GERMICIDE.

| Tests Show That Germs of Disease
1~ ‘Can Not Survive When Expos- * |-
b ed to the Sun.

Sunshine is an amazingly po-
tent germicide for the farm
housekeeper and in the dairy
and stables. Thepractice of ex-
posing cooking and other uten-
sils used in connegction with food
to direct sunlight makes use of
this fact, although comparative-
ly few appreciate exactly the
work done by the sun in this re-
gard. Probably only those who
are actually acquainted with
tests that have been made real-
ize how quickly sunshine kills
disease germs exposed to 1t.
Hence the following tests may
be generally instructive and in-
teresting.

A pasty, creamy mass of tu-
berculous material, which was
proved to enontain countless num-
bers of virulent tubercle baecilli,
obtainea from a tuberculous cow
and spread in thin, smooth,
translucent layers on sheets of
glass, pieces of wood and strips
of muslin. Some of the sheet
of glass, pieces of wood and
strips of mushin were then placed
outdoors on a moderately warm,
clear, calm day, where the sun
could shine on them and an eq1al
number were placed in a dark
room.» After 15 minutes expos-
ure to the sun, the tuberculous
material on the glass, wood and
thuslin still contained large num-
bers of living, virulent tubercle
bacilli, which were proved to be
fully capable of causing tubercu-
losis, but after 30 minutes ex-
posure to the sun no living tu-
bercle bacilli could b e found;
every test that could be made
proved that they were all d ad.

Similar tests with quite large,
opaque masses of tuberculous
material, larger and denser than
any tuberculous person is apt to
expectorate, proved that the ba-
cilli in such masses on glass are
still alive after 4, but entirely
dead in less than 8 Lkours, and
still alive 1m the materal on wood
and muslin after 8, but dead in
less than 16 hours.

The- tuberculous material in
thin layers on glass, wood and
muslin, keptin a dark room, was
proved to contain fully virulent,
living tubercle bacilli _.after 30
days. The contrast is remarka-
ble, tubercle bacilli of the same
kind afid on the same kind of
material, dying in a smaller
number of minutes in the sun-
shine than the numdber of days
they remained alive in a dark
room,

As most varieties of disease
germs are more easily destroyed
by germicides than tubercle ba-
-cilli, and as tubercle bacilli, in
the thin layers in which they are
likely to adhere t o clothing,
blankets, rugs, draperies, furni-
tures, walls, , floors, etc., are
killed by the rays of the sun in
less than half an hour, though
they remain-salive a month and
longér in dark places, it 1s reas-
onable to draw the following
conclusions

(a) Asa generalsanitary prin-
ciple it 1is . desirable that all
dwellings, stables, etc., should
be so constructed that an abun-
dance- of sunshine can rezch
their interiors.

(b) As a general protective
measure against disease germs,
it is an excellent practice to ex-
pose utensils for handling milk,
and milk cans after they have
been cleaned, to direct sunlight,
and to hang or spread wearing
apparel, blankets, bedding, rugs,
horse blankets. ete., periodically

“JOVIAL, Christmas was “that
"~ spent by Admiral Peary on
his last expedition to the
arctic, from which he return-
ed with the report of the discovery of
the north pole. At Cape York, Green-
land, the Roosevelt picked up Eskimos
and dogs and by way of Etah and
Cape Sheridan made her way to
Grant Land, where she had to halt in
the ice locked waters of the Arctic
ocean, only 600 miles from the pole,
when Christmas day came. The story
of the party’s celebration of this Christ-
mas, one of the ‘“farthest north” ever
enjoyed by white men, was told inter-
estingly by the explorer when he re-
turned to the United States.

“It was not very cold,” wrote Peary,
“only minus 23 degrees F. In.the
morning we greeted each other with
the ‘Merry Christmas’ of  civilization.
At breakfast we all had letters from
home and Christmas presents which
had been kept unopened. MacMillan
was master of ceremonies and arrang-
ed the program of sports. At 2 o’cloek
there were races on the ice foot. A
seventy-five yard course was laid out,
and the ship’s lanterns, about fifty of
them, were arranged in two parallel
rows twenty feet apart. These lan-
terns are similar to a railway brake-
man's lantern, only larger. It was a
strange sight—that illuminated race
course within 7% degrees of the earth’s
end.

“The first race was for Eskimo chil-
dren, the second for Eskimo men, the
third for Eskimo matrons with bables
in their hoods, the fourth for unen-
cumbered women. : There were four
entries for the matrons’ race, and no
one could have guessed from watch-
ing them that it was a running race.
They came along four abreast, dressed
in furs, their eyes rolling, puffing like
four excited walruses, their babies in
their hoods gazing with wide and half
bewildered eyes at the glittering lan-
terns. There was no question of cruel-
ty to children, as the mothers were not
moving fast enough to spill their ba-
‘bies. Then there were races for the

ship’s men and the members of the
expedition  and a tug-of-war between
the men aft and forward.

“Nature herself participated in our
Christmas celebrations by providing an
aurora of considerable brilliancy.
While the races on the ice fqot were
in progress the northern sky was filled
with streamers and lances of pale
white light.

“Between the races and the dinner
hour, which was at 4 o'clock, I gave a
concert on the piano in my cabin,
choosing the merriest music in the
rack. Then we separated to dress for
dinner. This ceremony consisted of
putting on clean flannel shirts and
neckties. The doctor was even| so am-
bitious as to don a linen collar.

“Percy, the steward, wore a chef’s
cap and a large white apron in honor
of the occaron, and he laid the table
with a fine linen cloth and our best
silver. The wall of the mess room was
decorated with the Anterican flag. We
had musk ox meat, an English plum
pudding, sponge cake covered with
chocolate, and at each plate was a
package containing nuts, cake and can-
dies, with a ecard attached, ‘Merry
Christmas From Mrs. Peary.’

“After dinner came the dice throw-
ing contests and the wrestling and
pulling contests in the fo’castle. The
celebration ended with a phonograph
concert given by Percy.

“But perhaps the most interesting
part of our day was the distribution
of prizes to the winners in the various
contests. In order to afford a study in
Eskimo psychology there was in each
case a choice between prizes. Tookoo-
‘mah, for instance, who won in the
women’s race, had a choice between
three prizes—a box of three cakes of
scented soap, a sewing outfit contain-
ing a paper of needles, two or three
_thimbles and several spools of differ-
ent sized thread and a round cake cov-
ered with sugar and candy.

One of their
favorite combinations is that of eels,
periwinkles and vermicelll, while the
inevitable macaroni and spaghetti form,
of course, the principal articles of food
at all times. ¢

The German Chnbtmas dinner offers
as its principal attraction the goose,
without which your true German
would feel that he had not had a real
holiday feast. Germans, like Aus-
trians and Italians, have a very sweet
taste, as evidenced by their numerous
varieties of cake.

The forbears of modern Englishmen
must have possessed magnificent ap-
petites. Their ‘hospitality was con-
ducted on a scale that would make the
housekeeper of today shudder. The
meal with which they commenced
their Christmas day, a mere appetizer
té them, was ample enough to rob the
modern, gourmet of al) zest for food
for several days. Thesideboard of the
old English mansion groaned under its
leviathan round of beef, its corpulent
pork pre, the Yorkshire ham, the brawn
and chine, whfle on the table itself
deviled turkevs' legs, homemade sau-
sages, cutlet: :nd kidneys sent up a
mingled and :-ateful incense from an
environment <t piles of hot buttered
toast, new laid eggs, honey and fru-
menti.

But this repast, substantial as it was,
was trifling as compared with the din-
ner—the real dinner—that followed not
many hours after. The feast was her-
alded by the boar's head, preceded by
servitors who blew resounding flour-
ishes on their trumpets. The boar’s
head itself was carried, sometimes on
a dish of gold or silver, into the ban-
queting hall at the head of a stately
procession of guests.

Then came the peacock, which was
served even more sumptuously than the
boar’s head, with its garnishing of rose-
mary and bays and its tusks orna-
mented with large apples. This is how
they used to prepare the peacock for
the feast: When it had been roasted and
dressed with a stuffing of sweet herbs
and spices and basted with the yolks
of eggs it was sewed into its feathers,
its beak was gilded. and it was borne
to the dining hall by dames of high de-
gree, accompanied by the strains of
minstrelsy.

Other features of the old time Christ-
mas dinner included geese, turkeys,
capons, pheasants, sirloins of beef anA
haunches of venison. That these were
washed down with gallons of ale and
wine goes without saying. Indeed, an-
other story might be writfen of the
liquid element of the old English din-

VERY year the little green bay-
berry candles are sent as luck
bringing gifts to an even
greater extent than during

the past few holiday seasons. The rea-
son for this is that the people who re-
ceived them the past year or two—and
who did not?—thought that they really
did seem to bring them good fortune;
hence this increasingly rapid growth of
the candle's popularity as a substitute
for the conventional Christmas card
or as constituting in itself an unpre-
tentious little gift symbo]mng every
good wish.

But, while a great many people both
send and receive bayberry candles as
gifts, there afe but few who know
whence they come or why the luck su-
perstition is inseparable from them.

The candles, or “dips,” as they were
first called, are the product of a re-
vived industry started a few years ago
{ M the old Massachusetts towns of Deer-
field and Hingham and in the kitchens
of the Cape Cod people, all of them
using the old pewter or tin molds that
have descended in the famnlies from
colonlal times. Old southern villages
have not as yet realized the opportuni-
ty offered its women in this revived in-
dustry, although the bayberry candiles
were made by the early settlers in all
the coast colonies where the berries
grew, never being found inland.

Ag to the origin of the good luck
idea, we seek it in vain among colonial
chronicles -as. - applied  to  the . candle
itself. Yet from times far earlier the
bay tree and the laurel were consider-
ed sacred to good fortune, and it is

from this immemorial belief that we
must trace the present day faith in the
virtues of the bayberry candle.

The bay is a species of laurel, and as
poets and victors were crowned with
the laurel or the bay, wishing them long
life and happiness, so is the same wish
conveyed in the bestowal of a candle
made of the waxen berries borne by
the sacred tree.

. Bayberry dips are also made as well
as the molded candles. These dips are
smaller and less even In shape and
show us how candles were made by re-
peatedly dipping the wicks in the melt-
ed wax of the bayberries and drying
each layer till the dip was of proper

To accompany a bayberry candle one
should send in the little box in which
it is daintily wrapped a card on which
is printed, in red and green leitering,
the legend:

ON CHRISTMAS EVE.

A bayberry candle burnt to the socket

Brings luck to the house,

Food to the larder /

And gold to the pocket.

When these cards are not to be found
the luck rime may be written on the
back of one’s visiting card and wrap-
ped with a candle, but in that case it
must not be forgotten that the in-
closure of w rmnw necessitates extra
| postage.

Their color, a soft olive green, blends
beautifully with other Christmas
decorations, and they burn with a
steady flame, emitting a delightfully
pungent fragrance, and they are con-
sumed evenly all around without mak-
ing uwpsightly gutters or ridges of wax
down the sides as ordinary candles do.
i From New England comes the tradi-
tion that if lovers separated by dis-
tance each lights a bayberry candle in
honor of the other at the same hour
the aroma or incense arising from the
| burning wick will drift in the direc-
| tion of the absent one; hence the
I candles make a strong appeal to young

people of romantic temperament.

! A candle must be presented to you,
i not bought by yourself, in order to in-
sure good luck, and you must not light
your cwn; that must be done for you
by some other person, not necessauly
the donor.

Christmas eve is the time for burn-
ing, either at dinner or later, and to
follow out the old idea of the laurels
and the bays to the victor a candle
should surely be bestowed on the rela-
tive or friend who has Trecently
achieved some success or won a dis-
tizetion.—Philadelphia Press.

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[ CURING MEAT ON THE FARM

Hog killing time is at hand.
More hogs have been raised in
Téxas this year than ever before,
1f the home supply of hams and
bacon is properly cured 1t should
not be necessary for farmers to

buy meat next summer and fall. |

Home cured meat can be kept
fresh and sweet twelve mouths
and longer, The Extension De-
partment of the Texas Agricul-
tural and Mechanical Ccllege has
collected a large number of: re-*
cipes used by Texas tarmers who
iever buy meat. We present a
‘ew of them below. *If you
know a better way wrice us a
bout it. . 1

The Morrow Method,—County
Agent Tom Markes of Jacksboro
vouches for the following recipe
used by J. N. Morrow cf Jacks-
boro who has meat that was
cured in 1913 and is still sweet
and good.

Kill hogs on cold evening and
put meat on secaffold until morn-
ing.
salt on all parts and packin salt
‘nbox. Keep in salt 21 days
but takeup twice during that
time on clear, cool nights and
put on scaffold during night and
repack in morning. At end of
21 days dip-eéach piece in boiling
water and wash off with cloths.

- Hang without smoking until Ap-
ril 1st. Then pack each piece
securely in heavy brown paper,
slip in starched cotton sack (us-
ually unused flour sack) stand on
end in barrels and cover with
wood ashes until used.

Mr. Morrow uses a packing
box the frame of which is made
of 2 x 4 lumber laid ‘“‘flatwise’’.
It is boxed on outer side and seal-
ed inside, the space between
walls being packed with char-
coal. A grooved top is made to
fit airtight. Heleaves box open
on cold, clear nights, but tightly
closed on warm or,damp nights.

The Eudaly Method.—County
Agent G. W. Eudaly of Fort
Worth, has used the following
recipe for 20 years with success:

Cut up hogs as soon as cleaned
and salted down ifi bulk while
meat is still warm. Let lie in
salt 3 or 4 hours and then spread
out until® thoroughly cooled.
Then salt down with a good lay-
er of salt on bottom of box. Dp
not let peices of meat touch sides
of box or each other. Fill all
spaces with salt and cover top
with good layer salt. It will
keep meat cool and flies out.
Use plenty of salt, it is cheaper
‘har. meat. Let meat remain 15

Longly Method.—By 0. P.
Longly, Goldthwaite, Texas:

In dressing thé hog ;nstead of
washing down 1n31de with water,
wipe it out very carefully . with
a dry, clean cloth. Cut up im-

mediately and rub both sides of
each piece with salt and sprea?
out for the night., Next morn|
pack in a tight box by separatmg,
each piece with plenty of salt in-
to which has been mixed 2oz. of
saltpetre to 100 Ibs. of meat.
Let remain in box about 20
days, depending upon weather
conditions. Take up, scala for

one minute in very hot water,

sprinkle with borax and black
pepper, hang up for a- week and
smoke well with cobs. When
this process is complete, take
meat down, wrap each piece
carefully with clean paper,

wrap this again with cheese
cloth and cover liberally with a
lime whitewash. This meat
should have Feen well trimmed
and the loin bone removed.

Ernst Method. —By F. C. Ernst
Route 3, Kaufman, Texas:

Kill hogs in evening. 3Salt
meat lightly 1mmediately after
it is cut up. Apply small quan-
tity of saltpetre to joints. Spread
meat and let remain our all night
so as to coo! thoroughly. Next
morning pack meat closely in
barrel, molasses barrel preferred.
Put hams and shouldersin barrel
first and middlings on top. To
20 gallons water add saltpetre 2
0z, sugar 16 Ibs. and salt to make
brine strong enough to float an
egg. Stir well and boil thorough-
ly. When cool pour brine into
barrel, completely covering the
meat, which should be weighted
to przvent flloatineg. In about
10 or 12 days take meat out of
barrel on cold day. Pour brine
into pot and bring rearly to boil
ing puint, remove seum and let
cool. Repack meat in barrel as
before and cover with brine when
cool. The middlings should re-
main in brine 4 weeks, the joints
about six weeks. When meat is
removed from barrel in boiling
water 4 or 5 minutes, then hang

A Hot Water Method.—W. H.
Benson, county agent, Lovelady,
Texas, furnishes the following
receipts for curing meat 1n hot
weather, which is used by Bo-
hemian farmers of that section
with muech success:

Im-
mediately after slaughter dip
each piece in boiling brine twice,
keeping it in water five minutes
each time. Allow meat to dry
between dips. Salt down and
allow to remain four days. Take|

up and smoke  carefully for
several days.

Quick Curing Method. —Cant.
J. H. Holman, Comanche, Texas,
sends the tollowing recipe which
is'a time and labor saver and
has heen successfully used by
himself and others for many
years:

Rub the meat while hot with

always strip out the leaf }axd
while hot and split the carcass.
After chilling until the meat is
about like cheese to cut and
parts from the knife like it, vou
can cut up the meat in the way
that suits you best. Rub it very
slightly with salt and pile it on a
table in the smokehouse for the
purpose of drawing out the last
bit of blcod from the meat. The
salt appears to do this very thor-
oughly in about ten hours.

Up to this point there is ng
difference 1n handling for sugar
curing or dry salting. If you
wish tc use the sugar cure, have
ready a good, water-tight barrel,
clean sweet, one that has held
molasses is ‘best. Barrels thaty
have held coal oil, vinegar or
liquors cannot, be used. Into
this barrel sprinkle enough salt
to cover the bottom one quarter
inch thich. On this lay a piece

mixture of one tablespoonful )of meat, flesh side up, and throw

pulverized' black pepper, one
tablespoonful saltpetre and one
gallon fine-table salt to each 100
lbs. of meat. Pack in salt im-

mediately. After three or four
hours spread out so that it may
get thoroughly eold, Next
morning hang it up and after it
has dripped a few. days give it
a coat of liquid smoke to keep
the flies away. Keep hanging
until used.

. The Glithero Method.=0. G.
Kolberg, county Agent, Colum-
bus, Texas, sends the  following
recipe furnished by W. H. Gli-
thero, a Colorado county stock-
man, =

Experience shows that as much
or more depends on the prepara-
tion and eare "taken beforehand
and vigilance and care after the
butechering than upon the method
of preserving. A careful man
can put up edible meat by the
dry salt process if the ‘hogs are
young fat, while no one on earth
can make a gilt edged piece of
meat of an old, staggy, .poorly
bred gob of lard, no matter what
recipe he uses. So first get your
hog, young, thrifty and saucy. |
Feed him until he weighs 175
lbs. Then foreclose on him for
his feed bill, disregard his pro-
tests, refuse habeas corpus and
hang him in the cool air over!
night to chill but not to freeze. |
Do not disregard this precaution. |
Meat must be devoid »f animal
heat and drained clear of blood
to preserve by any method in a
clean and sanitary manner, or to
make a wholesome product. !
This was known centuries ago
and was incorporated in the san-
itary laws of Leviticus.

In killing I do not shoot or
stun the animal, but just cut hls\
throat and drain his bloood to the |
last drop.

To chill throughly, I|gas and service station.

a small handful ot salt on it.

T make brine, measure 10 gal-
lons of rain water into a tub and
put a fresh egg in it.

have a brine strong enough to
float the egg till it shows about
the size of a twenty-five cent
piece above the water. Take
out the egg. Put four ounces of
saltpetre in a pint of hot water
and dissolve.

Then
pour into the tub of brine and
stir carefully until it is of even
color, about like coffee.

Then take out
of brine and dust the ends of
shanks with a litt'e cayenne pep-
per and hang in smokehouse
| from nine to fifteen days, as you
prefer it light or dark, 1f you
desire to keep it until the follow-
ing Christmas, canvas and dip in
whitewash, but for summer use,
wrapping in paper will answer.

3mcxu 'PEARS FOR COWS.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 24. —

The prickly-pear,
the United States Department
of Agriculture say, has now been

demonstrated to be a good and||j

palatable feed for dairy cows.
Prickly-pears have been fed to
cattle to some eXtent in Texas
and Mexico for many years, but
their value as feed has not been
fully appreciated. Recent ex-
periments by the department of
Agriculture has shown, however
that this feed can be usea much
more extensively and can form
a much larger proportion of the

ration than was believed possi-:

bie heretofore.

The results of these experi-
ments, says an article in the
August issue of the Journal of
Agricultural Research, indicate
that there i1s no reason why
prickly-pears should not come
into general use for feed in all
sections where thev can be read-
ily grown.. Under proper cli-
matic and soil conditions the
prickly pear is a perfectly prac-
ticable farm crop. At Browns-
ville, Texas the average annual
yvield for the first two year’s
growth trom cuttings was about
40 tons, and at San Antonio
abou’ 25 tons an acre. After
the first two years a yield of 50
to 100 per cent more can be ex-
pected. Irrigation i s unneces
sary and the cost of growing the
crop is therefore small in com-
parison with the tonnage pro-
duced.

The prickly-pear, it is found,
contains approximately 10 per
cent of dry matter, the remain-
der being water. If iti1s assum-
ed that nutritive values of differ-
ent kinds of feed vary in direct
proportion to their eontent of
dry matter, one pound of sorg-
hum hay equals 15.9 pounds of
prickly-pear when the latter is
feed in large quanities, and 10 .1
pounds when fed moderate!y.
One pound of sorghum silage
was found to equal 2.6 pounds
of prickly-pear, and one pound
of cotton seed hulls eyuals 5 .%.

reaction which would guarantee
peace. Alfred Nobel, the found-
er of the world’s peace prize,
was a manufacturer of dynamite
and high explcsives, He fondly

hoped that these high explosives |

would make war so destructive
as to put an end to it forever,
The old Romans had a maxim
that from the abuse of a thing
no argumentwas valid against
the use of it. Chemistry has
been an immense boon to the
human race, even though at
times its misuse has led to some
of the worst calamities of human
history.
