Christmas has come early for 
Vona Fisher of Snyder. Her 
brother — Ron Dwight Webster 
of Champagne, 111. — was releas­
ed from captivity in Kuwait 
earlier this week when he and a 
planeload of other just-freed 
hostages were allowed to leave 
the country.

News of her brother’s impen­
ding arrival in Wash^igton, D.C. 
was a great joy to Fisher and it 
increased tenfold when Webster 
called her Wednesday morning to 
say that he was okay and would 
be traveling by car to his home in 
Illinois.

“He sounded good. I think he is 
in great shape,” Fisher told the 
Snyder Daily News this morning. 
“He came through okay. His per­
sonal well-being is all that mat­
ters.”

Fisher said her brother intends 
to “ rest up” now, but that 
sometime in the future he will 
visit her because he “wants to 
see some southerners. ”

Webster, a computer consul­
tant, had gone to Kuwait on 
business, but was caught up in 
the Iraqi invasion on Aug. 2 
before he could depart.

He took refuge in the U.S. Em­
bassy in Kuwait and remained 
their until Saddam Hussein 
released all of the hostages.

The Associated Press reported 
tcxlay that U.S. Embassy staff in 
Kuwait, including Ambassador 
Nathaniel Howell, left Baghdad 
for home on a chartered flight

that reportedly carried 25 other 
Americans
. Officials said the last five U.S. 
diplomats from Kuwait were 
among 94 passengers on an Iraqi 
Airways flight to Frankfurt, Ger­
many. It was said to be the last 
c h a r t e r  p la n e  c a r r y in g  
foreigners from Iraq and oc­

cupied Kuwait.
The exit of the American 

diplomats ended a four-month 
diplomatic' standoff between the 
United States and Iraq. Howell 
and his colleagues had defied Ira­
qi orders to close the U.S. Em- 
tossy in August Eventually, all

DEAR DR GOTT My husband has 
been diagnosed as having mononeuri­
tis affecting his left leg. Treatment 
involves exercise, walking and time. 
Do you agree’

DEAR RE^ADER Mononeuritis 
means that a single nerve in your hus­
band's leg is not functioning properly 
Although in unusual instances this can 
be caused by a virus infection (which 
will eventually heal with exercise and 
patience), mononeuritis has other 
causes that should be more aggres­
sively addressed. For example, a 
neurinoma (a growth on nerves) will 
lead to malfunction (pain and weak­
ness). as will a nerve that is pinched 
by a herniated disc in the back.

To diagnose these conditions, physi­
cians usually use either a CT scan 
(computed tomography, a type of spe­
cial X-ray) or MRI (magnetic reso­
nance imaging, a type of non-X-ray 
picture using powerfiU magnets). One 
further test, which should be under­
taken only after a neurological exam, 
is electromyography, an electrical 
test that identifies which specific 
nerve is malfunctioning.

Judging from your question, the 
cause of your husband’s symptoms

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has not been discovered, only named 
Therefore. I suggest that he be exam­
ined by a neurologist, a specialist in
nerve disorders, who will attempt to 
find the cause of the mononeuritis — 
and recommend appropriate therapy

DEAR DR GOTT I ve been told 
from CT scan results that I have duo­
denal diverticulum My stomach acid 
goes wild, my entire body seems to 
burn and m ^ication is not always 
fast acting. To complicate the issue, 
my arthritis of the spine seems to 
flare up during these episodes. Do you 
agree with my doctor’s ‘live with it 
since it's not life-threatening' 
theory?

DEAR READER I alway-s look 
askance at doctors who retreat behind 
this theory because the patient may 
have a treatable condition that the 
physician has missed Therefore, 
when I'm in a similar situation and 
experience frustration at being un­

able to help a patient. I usually refer 
to a specialist. In your case, I believe 
this approach is appropriate.

A duodenal diverticulum is a saccu­
lar protrusion — sometimes a large 
protrusion — from the wall of the up­
per small intestine. It can cause 
symptoms — such as heartburn, 
bloating and chest pain — that mimic 
peptic ulcer. If antacids don't help, I 
ordinarily use medicine, such as IVi- 
gamet or Zantac, that reduces the 
pn^uction of gastric acid and thereby 
relieves symptoms. Ask your doctor 
about this.

If he or she is unable or unwilling to 
try different preparations, ask for a 
referral to a gastroenterologist. You , 
can be helped, but it may take some 
experimentation with medication to 
find the right combination. On occa­
sion, if the diverticulum is very large, 
surgery may be necessary to remove 
it. The specialist can advise you.

The Southwest Conference says the Sun Belt Conference was 
told twice that its officials would work the game.

And when no officials showed up. Alabama administrators turn­
ed to a bigh school referee and a local umpire who had planned to 
have the night off.

The start of Tuesday’s game was delayed an hour before No. 2 
Arkansas (8-1) d e fea t^  tlw Jaguars (4-1) 101-91.

In a telephone interview on We<kMsday. Charhe Bloodworth of 
Atlanta, the head of officials for the Sun Belt Conference, said that 
a list he received from South Alabama showed that the Southwest 
Conference would provide officials for the game

“We work with the schools; they send us what's on their con­
tract.” Bloodworth said. ‘T m  not really sure who's-at fault”  He 
said it should be up to the schools, not the conference ofTicials. to 
resolve the situation.

But the head of officiab for the Southwest Conference said 
Wednesday the Sun Belt Conference was told twice that its of­
ficials were to work the game.

“They came back and said it was supposed to be Southwest Con­
ference officials.” Paul Galvan said. “ I contacted (Arkansas) 
Coach (Nolan) Richardson and he said, no. it was supposed to be 
Sun Belt officials.”

Galvan said he called the Sun Belt Conference a second time to 
inform the league that it was to assign officials.

“The contract from the University of Arkansas said there 
should have been Sim Belt officials.” Galvan said.

He said when he got Arkansas’ schedule he called the Sun Belt 
Conference to inform the league it was to provide officials for the 
South Alabama Arkansas game.

South .Alabama coach Ronnie Arrow could not be reached for 
comment Wednesday evening.

Rick Schaeffer, sports information director at Arkansas, con­
firmed the contract called for Sun Belt officials this year and of­
ficials from Arkansas’ conference in a return match ne.xt year at 
Mobile. Ala.

Arkansas joins the Southeastern Conference next season.
Billy Rogers, assistant SID at Arkansas, said when assistant 

coach Wayne Stehlik discovered that no officials were assigned to 
the game, the two of them hit the phones.

“1 was able to reach Mike Fox, a (NCAA) Division 1 college 
basketball official who lives in Rogers.” Rogers said. The other 
official was Johnny Gabbard of Springdale, who was at the game. 
Rogers said they were standing around discussing the situation 
when they saw Gabbard walk in.

“I told him to have someone bring his gear to the game.” 
Rogers said.

Bloodworth called the situation unfortunate, but said it was a 
stroke of luck that Fox was located and was able to officiate the 
game.

“ It l(xiks like the team that played the best won the game, and 
that's what it’s all about.” Bloodworth said.

DALLAS (AP) — Atlanta 
Falcons quarterbacks coach Tom 
Rossley, a former offensive coor­
dinator at SMU, is expected to be 
recommended for the SMU head 
coaching positfon, according to 
published reports.

Florida A&M coach Ken Riley 
had been a candidate for the SMU 
position but removed himself 
from consideration Wednesday.

The search committee inter­
viewed a fourth candidate 
Wednesday, but a source told the 
Houston Chronicle that SMU 
athletic director Forrest Gregg 
would recommend Rossley to 
SMU president A. Kenneth Pye 
today.

SMU spokesman Ed Wisneski 
c o n f irm ^  Wednesday that 
Gregg is likely to make a decision 
today, with an announcement ex­
pected by Friday.

It would be a great 
challenge to lead them back.

“ But I would not want to come 
back if the admission standards 
are too tough,” Rossley said. “ I 
would not be interested if the 
standards were such that you 
couldn’t compete.”

Although Rossley said he 
doesn’t want SMU to lower its 
academic s tan d a rd  for athletes, 
he wants fair admission pro­
cedures that would allow the 
Mustangs to compete in the 
Southwest Conference.

‘“They never told me what their 
Standards are. if they've decided 
to change it,” Rossley said. “ I 
just don’t know.

VIENNA. Austria (AP) — 

OPEC ministers today endorsed 
continued high crude production 
to ease any oil shortages caused 
by the Persian Gulf crisis, and 
pledged to sharply reduce their 
output once it is re e v e d .

Nigerian Oil Minister Jibril 
Aminu said the statement was 
signed by ail 13 members of the 
Organization of Petroleum Ex­
porting Coun^es.

Iraq and Libya had opposed 
earlier moves to produce excess 
crude.

.Aminu said the accord, which 
quickly wrapped up the cartel's 
winter meeting that began 
W ednesday, “ should  firm  
(prices) up and send a signal 
(that people) need to relax in a 
time of worry.”

The ministers’ action reaffirms 
an earlier decision to suspend the 
cartel’s production quota system 
and allow countries to produce to 
their utmost.

The suspension, first approved 
in late August, was desi^ied to 
help offset shortages caused by 
Iraq’s Aug. 2 invasion of fellow 
OPEC member Kuwait.

The countries wanted to make 
up for the shortfall of about 4 
million barrels a day resulting 
from the U.N-ordered embargo 
on trade that has cut the export of 
Kuwaiti and Iraqi crude.

Indonesian Oil Minister Ginan- 
djar Kartasasmita said Wednes­
day that the ministers had 
agreed to meet again in early 
March to take a f r ^  look at the 
situation.

With super-producer Saudi 
Arabia in the lead, the cartel has 
boosted production to around 23 
million to rrels  of oil a day^ in­
cluding only small amounts from 
Iraq and Kuwait.

Saudi Arabia alone was close to 
pumping 8.5 million barrels a 
day, according to sources.

Under the new arrangement, 
Saudi Arabia and other over­
producers would be required — 
after the gulf crisis is over — to 
restrain production to the level 
set in late July.

That accord placed an overall 
supply cap of 22.5 million barrels 
a day on all 13 nations in an effwt 
to lift prices to a new target (rf $21 
a barrel.

Saudi Arabia’s output limit was 
put at 5.4 million barrels under 
that agreement.

Speculation about prospects — 
good or bad — for war in the Per­
sian Gulf region has sent oil 
prices rising or falling since the 
invasion.

Prices for light sweet crude 
peaked in October at $41 a barrel. 
They have since tumbled to 
under $30 a barrel on hints of

peace and concern about an im­
pending oil glut

The average price of a basket 
of crudes momtored by OPEC

was $26.25 a barrel Monday, well 
above its target price of $21.

Bush to go to Moscow,..

Price tag for Soviet food aid 
may go as high as $1 billion
WASHINGTON (AP> — Presi­

dent Bush will go to Moscow for 
his fourth summit with Mikhail S. 
Gorbachev in Eebruary and is 
helping the Soviet leader feed his 
people with up to $1 billion in 
c re ^ t to purchase food.

The deliveries could be on their 
way writhin two months, even as 
bitter winter deepens the hard­
ships the Soviets are experienc­
ing as Gorbachev tries to lead 
them from communism to a 
market economy.

“ I want perestroika (restruc­
turing) to succeed.” Bush said 
W edM sday^as he announced 
what the White House described 
as the largest initial'assistance 
package the United States has 
jver offered any country.

Standing at the president’s 
side, Soviet Foreign Minister 
E d u a rd  A. S hev ard n ad ze  
acknowledged his nation is going 
through rough times. But. he 
said. ” the Soviet people will cope 
with the problems. ”

The package includes technical 
help in reforming a stagnant 
t r a n s p o r ta t io n  s y s te m , 
medicines and support in access 
to international lending in­
stitutions.

The summit, meanwhile, was 
scheduled for Feb. 11-13 in 
Moscow even though the nuclear 
arms reduction treaty that is its 
projected centerpiece is not 
finished.

Bush had vowed not to hold the 
summit unless the accord was 
ready.

HOUSTON (AP) — Rising 
prices at the gas pump, although 
unsettling, are not as steep as 
they were in the oil shocks of 1979 
and I960, an oil industry historian 
and energy analyst says.

“Obviously, inflation has erod­
ed so much of the value of the 
dollar,” Daniel Yergin, president 
of Cambridge Energy Research 
Associates, said Wednesday at an 
energy symposium.

In 1990, prices have gone up 
about 30 cents at the pump and 
now average $1.42, Cambridge 
Energy said.

“What we did is to calculate 
and compute gasoline prices over 
time in 1990 prices.” Yergin said. 
"What it showed was the reality 
is quite different from ap­
pearances.”

Until August, when Iraq invad­
ed Kuwait and set off the latest 
round of price boosts, the cost of 
gasoline in real terms had not 
been so cheap since World War 
II.

"Gasoline was never as cheap 
as people recollected it as having 
been in ’the good old days,” ’ 
Yergin said. "What Saddam Hus­
sein did with the invasion of 
Kuwait was to raise gasoline 
prices back to levels that the 
American people had known in 
the 1960s b^ore  the oil shocks of 
the 1970s.

"This is one of the subjects (tf 
great rancor in this country,” 
Yergin said. "There’s a special 
place for gasoline not only in our 
pocketbooks but in our hearts.

"It is the price (consumers) 
see every day several times a 
day. They shell out money a cou­
ple of times a week. And when 
price go up, they get mad.”

Yergin said Americans in 1947 
spent 2.5 percent of their 
household income on gasoline. By 
1973 to 1978, it rose to 3.4 to 4 per­
cent. In I960, it was nearly 5 per­
cent.

By 1969, it was down to 2.4 per­
cent, he said.

The gasoline that was 23 cents 
per gallon in 1947 would be $1.46 
in 1990 dollars, according to 
Yergin. The 27- to 35-cent 
gasoline in the 1960s would be the 
equivalent of $1.34 to$1.57 today.

"I think what we have is really 
quite a different view than what 
we think,” he said.

He noted that efficiency im­
provements were responsible for 
much of the savings. In 1973, the 
typical car got 13.1 miles per 
^Uon. Today, that car gets 21 
mpg.

Yeigin said that until the Iraqi 
invasion, energy was far down on 
the list of concerns of Americans.

"We’ve had another lesson and 
in a sense it could have been a 
worse lesson,” he said. "We are 
an oil civilization. It’s what 
makes the world go around. It’s 
what makes our country go 
around.

W rit is denied 
in appeals court

Texas Court of O im inal Ap­
peals denied a writ of habeas cor­
pus for Carol Johnene Morris 
Wednesday.

The findings came as no sur­
prise to health experts who have 
been urging reckiced red meat 
consumption for years because of 
its links to heart disease and 
cancer, but the new study 
solidifies beliefs about its cancer 
effects.

“Moderate red meat intake is 
certainly better than large 
amounts, but it’s quite possible 
that no red meat intake is even 
better,” said Dr. Walter C. 
WiUett, who directed the study at 
Brigham and Women’s Hospital 
in Boston.

Another n9n-surprise in the 
study of 88,751 nurses from I960 
to 1966 was the finding that swit-' 
ching to fish and chicken helped 
reduce the risk of colon cancer.

“That has practical implica­
tions, because it will be easier for 
people to increase chicken and 
fish consumption rather than 
becoming strict vegetarians,” 
Willett said.

Colon cancer is (he second- 
leading cancer killer after lung 
cancer. An estimated 110,000 new
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cases will be diagnosed in .the 
United States this year.

In the study. ISO of the women 
studied got colon cancer.

were women, the researchers 
said their conclusions probably 
apply to men, too.

The study “provides some of 
the most direct evidence that 
there is likely to be a payoff in 
cancer risk by reducing our con­
sumption of animal fat.” Willett 
said.

The eating recommendations 
of major hralth organizations 
already emphasize cutting down 
on red meat and other sources of 
saturated fat.

Dr Peter (ireenwaki of the Na­
tional Cancer Institute cautioned 
against interpreting the report to 
mean people should stop eating 
red meat entirely.

“Meat has important nutrient 
value.” he said. “’The message 
should be to cut down, not to cut 
out.”
