The Webb Liquor Law.

The following statement has
been issued from the Anti-Sa-
loon League headquarters by
State Superintendent, o
Gambrell:

‘“As a matter of information,
the press of Texas, is asked to
print the Webb liquor law, pass-
ed by Congress over ex-presi-
dent Taft’s veto, which is now

““A bill (S. 4043) Divesting in-
toxicating liquors of their inter-
state character in certain cases.

‘“‘Be it enacted, ete., that the
shipment or transportation in
any manner or by any means
whatsoever of any spirituous,
vinous, malted, fermented, or
other intoxicating liquor of any
kind from one state, territory,

- WHAT THE LAw DOES.

““It will be seen that the pur-
pose and effect of this law is
to take liquor out of interstate
commerce, so far as prohibition

states free to enforce their own
laws prohibiting the sale of li-
quor. Under the law, liquor be-
comes subject to state.laws, im-
mediately it crosses the state
line, and neither the consignor
nor consignee will be protected
by inter-state commerce. The
law guarantees that the Federal

states are concerned1eaving the|

government will not interfere
with the enforcement of state
laws, and is exactly what prohi-
bitionists have been working
for, for the past 12 or 15 years.

STATE PROHIBITION CONFERENCE

‘“There is a wide spread feel-
ing among prohibitionists, that
there ought to be held some time
in the near future, a state-wide
conference to consider the whole
situation, as it exists today. The
conviction is that there ought to
bea thourough understanding
among prohibition forces, with
the view of united action with
reference to the political aspects
of the . prohibition movement.
Itis altogether probable that
such a conference will be called
within the next 80 or 40 days,

and every feature of the situa-

tion, bearing on the liquor ques-

i

ed. At the proper time, a call
for sucha conference, will, no
doubt, be 1ssued, and prohibi-
tion forces from all over the
State, ought to make it a point
of duty to attend the meeting.”’

Out of sight, inthe upper part
of the throat, just behind the
entrance of the nose passages,
is a little mass of tissue, which
has the same structure as the
tonsils, and is known as the
third or pharyngeal tonsil. En-
largement ‘of this third tonsil is
called ‘‘Adenoids.”” Adexnoids
obstruct the’ opemngs of the
nose passages into the throat,
consequently the child breathes
through his mouth, instead of
through his nose.
