lasts only about three years on
an average.”’

However, Mr. Haynes empha-

on insurance are materially de-
creased by an efficient water
works system but the hazard is
very little decreased by many of |
the poorly installed systems.

These are things which are
very essential camponents of a
well-protected city. Carefulness
on the part of the citizenship,
and throughness in municipzal
protection will do much to reduce
the fire hazard and put premium
money in the merchants pocket.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION.
House Joint Resolution proposing an
amendment to Section 5, of Article
. II, of the Constitution of the State
of Texas, providing for cities of
more than five thousand (5000) in-
kabitants to adopt their charters by

a vote of the peopls.

Be it resolved hy the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

SECTION 1. That Section 5 of Ar-
ticle II of the Constitution of the
State of Texas be amended so as to
hereafter read as follows:

Section 5. Cities having more than
five thousand (5000) inhabitants may,
by a majority vote of the qualified
voters of said city, at an election held
for that purpose, adopt or amend their
«harters, -subject to" such: limitations:
&s may be prescribed by the Legisla-
ture, and providing that no charter or
any ordinance - passed under said
9harter shall contain any provisions
inconsistent with the Constitution of
the State, or of the general laws en-

said city may levy, assess and collect
such taxes as may be authorized by
law or by their charters; but no tax
for any parpose shall ever be lawful
for any one year, which shall exceed
two and one-half per cent. of the tax-
able property of such city, and no
debt shall ever he created by any city,
unless at the same time provision be
made to assess and collect annually a

thereon and creating a sinking fund
of at least two per cent thereon; and
provided further that no city charter
shall be altered, aménded or repealed
oftener than every tw. years.

SEC. 2. The Governci of this State
is herfly directed to,issue the neces-
sary proclamafion, submitting this
amendment to the qualified voters of
Texas at the next general election
held in this State, or in case any pre-
vious election shall be held in this
State for other purposes, then this
proposed amendment shall be sub-
mitted to the qualified voters of the
State. At such election, those favor-
ing the amendment shall have written
or printed on their ballots the words:

PROPOSED AMENDMENT '

Te the State Constitution Creating
the Office of Prison Commissioner
and Making the Term of Qffice of
-the Board of Prison Commissioners
Six Years.

(H. J. R. No. 22))
HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION.
A Joint Resolution proposing to amend
Article XVI of the State Constitu-
tion by adding thereto Section 58,
creating the office of Prison Com-
missioners, and making the term of
office of the members of the Board
of Prison Commissioners six years,
and making an appropriation.
Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:
‘SECTION 1. That Article XVI of
the Constitution of the State of Texas
be amended by adding thereto a new
section which shall be known as Sec-
tion 58 dnd shall read as follows:
Section 58. (Article XVI.) The
Board of Prison Commissioners
charged by law with the control and
management of the State prisons,
shall be composed of three members
appointed by the Governor, by and
with the consent of the Senate, and
whose terms of office shall bhe six
years, or until their successors are
appointed and qualified; provided that
the terms of office of the Board cf
Prison Cominissioners first appointed
after the adoption of this amendment
shall begin on January 20th of the
vear following the adoptior of this
amendment, and shall hold office as
follows: One shall serve two years,
one four years, and one six years.
Their terms to be decided by lot after
they shall have qualified, and one
Prison Commissioner shall be ap-
pointed every two years thereafter.
In case of a vacancy in said office the
Governor of this State shall fill said
vacancy by appointment for the unex-
pired term thereof.

SEC. 2. The Governor of this State
is hereby directed to issue and have
published the necessary proclamation
for the submission of this proposed
amendment to the Constitution of the
State of Texas to the qualified voters
for members of the Legislature of the
State of Tegas at the next general
election to,be held in this State. All
persons favoring said amendment shall
have written or printed on their bhal-
lots “For a six years’ term of Prison
Commissioners” #nd those opposed to
the adoption of this amegdment-shall
have written or printed on their  bal-
lots ‘;Against a six years’ term for
Prison Commissioners.”

SEC. 3. The sum of three thousand
dollars ($3,000), or so much thereof
as may be necessary, is herehy appro-
priated out of any funds of the State
Treasury not otherwise appropriated
to defray the expenses of publication
of the Governor’s proclamation sub-
mitting this proposed amendment.
