Wisconsin Sells Life Insurance.

"Last week Wisconsin put into
force its new insurance law, by
which will sell life Insurance
to its citizens For some years
the state has been nassing laws
on life insurance, which have so
hedged about the old line com-
panies that all but two have given
up doing business in the state.
One of the largest in the country
ilccated at Milwaukee. As the
people compiained that they were

.restricted in getting insurance

-the state has come forward with
plans which are to be tested.

The state will sell insurance of
$500 and any multitude therefore,
‘up to $3,000 (straight line, or
payable 4t a ‘given time, or with

~a certain number of payments,

as in the old line companies), and

'all county and township clerks

are to be agents. They are to'get
25cents for forwardingan applica-
tion, and the State does the rest
by means of its existing bureau,
to which in time some officers will
be added. The expectation is
that insurance will be sold at a
very low rate but payment will be
guaranteed only up to the assets
of the department.—Plainview

Farmers Union Financing 1912
Cotton Crop.

San Antonio, Texas, August—
Mr. Peter Radford, President of
Farmers’ Union and Mr. B. B.
Cain, President of the Commer-
cial Secretaries and Business
Men’s Association, were in con-
ference with San Antonio bank-
ers 1ecently in the interest of
financing the Texas cotton crop
at six per cent. Financial ar-
rangements were made to take
care ot the cotton in the San An-
tonio territory by the financial
interests in this oity. Mr. Rad-
ford and Mr. Cain will spend
spend several days in this sec-
tion of the state visiting bank-
ers and leading farmers.

The Farmers Union has 312
warehouses in Texas with a cap-
acity sufficient to take care of
20 per cent of the cotton crop,
warehouses will be buit to take
care of the distress cotton and
the bankers will be asked to
lend money on this cotton at 6
per cent. It is estimated it will
require approximately $40,000,-
000 to finance the farmers .who
desire to borrow money on this
cotton- The financing in the cot-
