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Concrete Crossings|
1800 Feet of Crossings Being put

down by City Council—L. R.
Wright & Co., have the job.

At the last regular meeting 
of the City Council last week a 
contract was let to L. R. Wright 
& Company, of Dallas, for the 
construction of 1800 feet of 
crossings on Main street, and 
Monday G. A. Lider set the 
stakes and the grade level for 
the actual 'construction work. 
The crossings will be 6 feet wide 
with sloping sides and “ toe 
holds’ ’ into the ground—the re­
gular way for such work in all 
cities. They will run from the 
center of the square on the west, 
south and north connecting with 
the court house lawn walks on 
these sides.

The city was especially for­
tunate in securing a very cheap 
price for the highest grade of 
work—17c per foot. The esti­
mated price of this work under 
other circumstances is about 
$500, whereas the contract will 
run about $300.

Announcement is also made 
that as soon as carpenters can 
be secured plank or boardj walks 
will also be laid at the three 
principal corners of the square, 
thus facilitating travel at these 
thoroughfares. In speaking of 
the fact that the heavy lumber 
crossings are more desirable at 
the corners of the street in the 
eyes of the council, Mayor Mont­
gomery said: “ In the course 
of two or three years ‘the citi­
zens will desire to vote bonds 
for paving and sewerage system, 
and the construction of concrete 
walks at these places would be 
money wasted in the course of 
three years.”  The crossings 
at the center of the square will 
be so arranged that permanent 
gutters and pavements can be 
laid without affecting the cross­
ings.

Texas Has No Posting Law.
Austin, Texas, Nov. 11.—Ac­

cording, to a* ruling announced 
today by Assistant Attorney Gen­
eral Funderburk there is no such 
thing a« a ‘posting Jaw”  in Tex­
as and that wheVe inclosures in­
clude 2,000 ox more acres there 
is no law inforce in this State 
making,it unlawful to hunt or 
fish therein. On ..tracts under 
2,000 acres the consent ot the 
owner is necessary.

Judge’ Funderburk made the 
ruling at the request of Mat 
Cramer, acting County Attorney 
of Frio county. It is as follows:

“ We are in receipt of your let­
ter of Oct. 21, inst., in which 
3 ou asked to be advised as to our 
opinion of the present status of 
the law relating to hunting and 
fishing on inclosed lands and the 
law of posting lands. Your ques 
tion arises, mainly, on the effect 
if any of the late codification of 
the Criminal Statutes.

“ In reply, I respectfully ad­
vise that, in my opinion, the 
1911 codification of the Criminal 
Statues very much simplifies the 
law relating t  ̂ the provisions 
mentioned. The whole of the 
law on the subject named, so 
far as I can ascertain, is com­
prised in Artsv 1255 and 1256, 
as the latter article was amended 
by Chap. 50, General Laws of

1911. 1 understand the law now
to be that it is unlawful for any­
one to enter upon the inclosed 
land of another without the con­
sent of the owner, proprietor, 
or agent in charge, and • therein 
hunt with firearms, or therein 
catch or take any fish from any 
fiond, lake, tank or stream, or in 
any other manner depredate 
upon the same. The penalty is 
not less than $10 nor more than 
$100. The inciosures mentioned 
are inciosures including less than 
2,000 acres, and there is no re-* 
quirement that such inclosed 
lands be posted for the penalty 
to apply. This law is effective 
in every county in Texas except 
Upton county. Where incios­
ures include 2,000 acres or more 
there is no law in force in this 
State, in my opinion, making it 
unlawful to hum or fish therein, 
without the consent of the own­
er, proprietor or agent in charge. 
There is no law providing for 
the posting for such inciosures 
and thereby making it unlawful 
to hunt or fish therein.”

Crosbyton Wins m County Seal 
Fight.

Crosbyton scored another vita 
point in the contest for the coun­
ty seat of Crosby County yester­
day, when an opinion, signed b> 
Chief Justice Huff, was handed 
down in the Court of Civil Ap­
peals, affirming judgment of the 
lower court.

The law allows a specified 
time in which motion for re­
hearing may be filed. Should 
this period elapse before the 
necessary action is taken, the 
final chapter in this interesting 
litigation will doubtless have 
bee» written. -

The<case which was appealed 
to the Court of Civil Appeals 
was reversed and rendered dur­
ing the last term. Questions 
wererthen certified to the Sup­
reme Courtr’of Texas, which 
handed down an opinion revers­
ing and remanding the case.

Peculiar features, centering 
about the exact central point of 
the county, made the contestan 
unusual one, and presented 
technical points for considera­
tion of the higher courts.

The citizens of Crosby County 
by a heavy vote decided tha 
the seat of the county should be 
removed to Crosbyton from

has been keenly waged, grew 
out of that result.—Amarillo 
News.

The Fort 
Worth Record says:

‘ ‘Owing to the çongested con­
dition of freight traffic through­
out the country, the interstate 
commerce commission may be 
forced to declare a higher rate 
of demurrage, to remain effective 
until -the busy season has past. 
This announcement was receiv­
ed yesterday by railroad men 
from John H. Marble of Wash­
ington, secretary of the commis­
sion.

Under existing regulations 
shippers are allowed two days to 
load or unload, after which a 
charge of $1 a day is made. It 
is possible this rate will be rais­
ed to $2 or $3 daily.

“ There have come to the com­
mission,”  continues the an­
nouncement, no general com­
plaints that the shippers are not 
acting with reasonable energy 
in loading and unloading cars, 
but in a situation such as the one 
now existing the commission 
feels justified in urging upon 
the shippers that they shall not 
avail themselves of the full limit 
of time allowed by the carriers, 
but will do their utmost to aid 
themselves and the country at 
large by releasing the equipment 
as soon as possible.”

Of course, our readers will 
understand that if this comes it 
will be the work of the Inter­
state commission working in the 
interest of the shipper, consig­
nee and the railroads, and that 
fhe roads will have only the 
obeying of the orders of the 
commission in carrying out the 
provisions of the act.

Whether this order comes or 
not all shippers and consignees

Presidents, it might be worth 
while to consider what means 
could be employed to utilize their 
experience and accumulated in­
formation.

ESTABLISHMENT OF 
COTTON MILLS IN TEXAS

E . O. Dunlap of W axahachie Has Re­
cently Made an Investigation, on 

the Fabrication  of Cotton 
Into Cloth in Texas.

Waxahachie, Texas: O. E. Dunlap 
of this city, chairman of the sub-com­
mittee on the Fabrication of Cotton 
into cloth and the establishment of 
cotton mills, of the Texas Welfare 
Commission, has completed his in­
vestigation and his report on .this im­
portant industry is very interesting 
and instructive. The report in part 
follows:

The value of the average cotton crop 
of Texas is, approximately, $225,000,- 
000. The crop last year was 4,297,000 
bales. Of this enormous crop we only 
consume about 40,000 bales, in value, 
say, $2,250,000. This consumption Is 
through fifteen cotton mills in Texas. 
The location, capital, and capacity of 
these mills are as follows:

While Texas produces about one-

fourth of the cotton crop of the
United States, an exceedingly small
per cent of the Texas crop is con-
sumed in the State. The amount
manufactured into cloth within the
State averages annually only 40,000
bales. If we estimate the average an­
nual crop of Texas at 3,000,000 bales, 
we find that we consume only three- 
fourths of one per cent of the crop. 
Let us compare this consumption with 
some of the other Southern States. 
North Carolina produces annually 
about 700,000 bales of cotton, and 
practically consumes the whole of the 
crop. South Carolina’s average annual 
crop is about 1,000,000 bales, of which 
approximately 65 per cent is consumed. 
Georgia produces annually about 1,- 
750,000 bales of cotton, of which about 
30 per cent is consumed. Alabama’s 
annual crop is about L250/000 bales, 
of which practically 25 per cent is 
consumed. This clearly reveals the 
truth that we are far behind the States 
mentioned in the manufacture of cot­
ton goods. There are several reasons 
responsible for this condition. The 
tluyee principal ones, I think, are the 
advantages they possess, in cheaper 
labor, money and fuel. These three 
factors play an important part in all 
industries of this class. And a fourth 
factor is in their favor, and that is 
transportation from the mill to the 
consumer. That these inequalities 
will be equalised in the near future, 
we may reasonably expect. When 
conditions become normal, which is 
bound to occur, I anticipate an active 
period in cotton mill building. The 
completion of the Panama Canal will,
I think, greatly benefit the cotton mill 
industry; provided our government, in 
some way, will procure ships to com­
pete with other governments in trans­
porting our products to foreign ports 

An analysis of the production, con­
sumption and values of cotton for the 
past twenty-five years, indicates that 
the consumption increases more rapid­
ly than the production. The limited 
area of country in which cotton can be 
grown successfully has been a potent 
factor in increasing the value of cot- 
ton-producing lands. While the lint, 
or fibre, has increased greatly in value, 
the seeds and the products from the 
seed, in value, have kept pace with 
the staple. The seed from an acre is 
about equal in value to the average 
value of grain grown on an acre.

In conclusion, I will recommend the 
establishment, at suitable locations, of 
ootton mills with a minimum spindle 
capacity of not less than 10,000 spin­
dles, and with ample capital to fully 
oonstruct and complete the plant, 
leaving it, when finished, free from all 
debt In truth, it would be best to 
pay In a surplus not less than ten per 
cent of the capital, so as to have a 
working fund to begin with. I mean 
by a suitable location some point 
where water and fuel can be easily 
and cheaply obtained.

And, moreover, it is very essential 
to have among the list of stockholders 
men of wealth and credit, and who are 
loyal enough to endorse the mill’s pa­
per when it has to borrow money. 
This is a matter of vital importance 
to the success of a cotton mill, espec­
ially before it becomes established as 
a successful institution.

Trumbull have directed atten­
tion to his statement before the 
Texas Welfare Commission in 
session at Houston on April 30th, 
in which he said in part:

‘ ’My own conviction about this 
stock and bond law is that it 
would be a great mistake to re­
peal it. I think the good in it 
ought to be preserved. I  thi nk 
it oughrito be supplemented with 
permissive clauses; first, so that 
there would be no difficulty 
whatever about getting securi­
ties for improvements. If we 
should announce, for instance, 
that we wanted to spend $5,000,- 
000 on the M. K. & T. lines in 
Texas, I think that your laws 
should be such that we can get a 
mortgage lien for that five mil­
lion dollars regardless of what 
the previous capitalization of 
the railroad was.”

Mr. Trumbull also suggested 
that any company which had ob­
ligations outstanding prior to 
this law, should be permitted to 
issue new obligations to take 
their place as they matured, and 
a third amendment suggested by 
Mr. Trumbull was that new lines 
be permitted to issue bonds 
prior to completion of construc­
tion.

Mr. Trumbull commended 
many of the good features of 
the law.
