The farmer who grows a certain 
number or mule colts each year 
to replace the old worn-out farm 
teams is practicing farm manage­
ment.

The farmer who saves all the 
waste on the farm, converting 
it into usable or salable form, is 
practicing farm management. 
Some of our most successful 
farmers are our shrewdest farm 
managers, and although they 
may not term it such they are 
simply applying business princi­
ples to their farms, or in other 
words, practicing farm manage- 

nt. " A study of the manage­
ment of such farms will reveal 
the fact that these men grow a 
sufficient number of hogs tc 
furnish their home meat supply, 
with perhaps some to spare. 
These men are also found to be 
utilizing all the waste products 
of their farms. The number ol 
hogs carried will depend alto­
gether on the number of othei 
livestock kept, the amount of 
waste grain, and the amount oi 
pasture available for grazing 
these animals.

The man who grows his home 
meat supply in a. 6x8-foot pen, 
not allowing the porkers oppor­
tunity to pick up waste grair 
and droppings from other farm 
animals, is showing poor man­
agement, and' his home meat 
will cost him a good round price. 
No better place can be found tc 
grow the home meat supply than 
the horse lot. Of course this 
should be supplemented by pas­
tures of alfalfa, barley or rape 
conveniently located.

Electric Restaurant.

An electric restaurant, which 
does away with the services of 
waiters, has been installed in 
Paris. It is fitted with tables 
for one, two, three, four and 
larger numbers of guests. Be­
neath the dining room is the 
kitchen and dishes prepared be­
low are sent straight up to the 
tables through the floor.

A guest gives his order through 
an electrophone carries the voice 
to the kitchen below without any 
special effort of the diner to 
speak into it. The dish ordered 
comes up through a moderate­
sized hole in the table. When 
the diner wishes to get rid of 
dishes or glasses he merely says 
so and they disappear silently 
through the hole by which they 
came.

No waiter or human assistant 
appears at the table from the 
moment .the diner sits down un­
til he goes out. When he wishes 
to pay his check he says so. It 
comes up through the table; he 
leaves the money and goes away.

Facts About Gasoline.
The folllowing are extract 

from a Gasoline Bulletin .issued 
by the Fire Prevention Commit­
tee, Chamber of Commerce, 
Rochester, N. Y.The suggestions 
advanced should be of interest:

A pint of gasoline left open in 
a basin in a room at a normal or 
average temperature will entire­
ly evaporate in twenty-four 
hours. The gasoline vapor is 
heavier than the air and sinks 
immediately to the floor, and un 
less it is disturbed by active air 
currents will remain in the room 
for many hours. One pint of 
gasoline will make two hundred 
cubic feet of explosive mixture. 
Without becoming too scientific, 
it may be said that this gasoline 
vapor is seven times more pow­
erful than gunpowder.

Every gasoline explosion and 
fire that occurs in the home is 
due to ignorance and careless­
ness on the part of the user. 
Gloves must be cleaned, fabrics 
must be dipped in gasoline or 
alcohol. For that reason it is 
vitally important that the user 
should have all the informtaion 
possible about the danger in­
curred.

Gasoline should be used in 
open air where-ever possible, 
but if it must be used in the 
house, all the windows should 
be opened wide and a sufficient 
draft created to drive ail the 
vapor from the room. It is al­
most criminal to use gasoline in 
the kitchen or other rooms where 
it is exposed to fire. The vapor

has been known to jump thirty 
feet from a tank in the open air 
and explode with such violence 
as to wreck the tank-car and 
burn all the buildings in the 
immediate neighborhood.

It is not necessary to touch a 
match to it. A spark from the 
heel of a shoe striking a tack or 
nail will explode the vapor. A 
lighted gas jet will produce the 
same result. Keep gasoline 
away from every kind of flame, 
even if that flame is enclosed as 
in a stove or furnace.

Articles dipped, washed or 
soaked in gasoline give off an 
explosive vapor for hours after. 
They should be thoroughly aired 
before being used and always 
kept away from exposed flame.

New Drinking Law.
The anti-treating law recently 

enacted by the city of Tacoma 
has been held valid by the Su­
preme Court. In that city no 
man can buy a drink of beer or 
whiskey for another man, but 
no matter how large the com­
pany of drinkers, every man 
must lay his money on the 
counter. This law will do more 
to decrease drinking than many 
laws from which much was ex­
pected. There’s rio more fun in 
drinking where the treating 
privilege does not prevail than 
there is in a boy going in swim­
ming by himself. —Honey Grove 
Signal.

THE REFINING INFLUENCE OF LITERATURE.
All nations that have mad^ great advancement in civili­

zation had great literature. The greatest peoples of past ages 
all boasted of the superiority of their literature. From all the 
accumulated literature of past qges the remarkable advance­
ment of our own age has sprung.

Literature has refining influences. The first literature of 
any nation is poetry. The earliest poetry sought to impress its 
readers with high and noble deeds both in war and in peace 
It always pointed out the noblest qualities of man and estab­
lished high ideals. This early poetry appealed strongly to the 
love of the beautiful and grand in nature. That of the northern 
nations, such as the Danes, Saxons, Norsemen, and others, was 
filled with love of*nature, especially of the sea. But it was all 
in the language of the strongest possible emotion.

All the early poetry of England was sung and told of the 
deeds of great heroes, such as Beowulph, King Arthur, and 
numerous others. The bards of Europe sang poems in behalf 
of knights and ladies who befriended them. A  bard was per­
mitted to remain in any castle as long as he desired to, and in 
return would sing poems for its owners. He always pointed 
out the noblest qualities of these heroes, stimulating men to 
choose as their ideals these heroes. There is a story that, ac­
cording to an oracle, the Spartans once sent to Athens for a 
leader. The Athenians, in jealous irony, sent a deformed poet, 
^yrtaeus. But he proved to b.e just what was necessary, for 
is wise advice and stirring war songs incited the Spartans to 
ictory.

All the sweeter and purer thoughts of a poet come out 
m his writings and we are prompted to imitate his characters. 
In Homer’s Iliad and Odyssey are such characters as Achilles, 
Hector, Ajax, Ulysses, and numerous others. I think it would 
h>e safe to say that there are none of these famous characters 
who have not been imitated to some extent. The historians 
say of Homer poetry: “ It abounds in sublime descriptions, 
delicate pathos, pure domestic sentiment, and noble concep­
tions of character.”  An old Greek epigram says:

“ Seven rival towns contend for Homer dead.
Thru which the living Homer begged his bread.”

All the famous characters in Greek and Roman mythology 
have also been held up as ideals by many.

By means of literature we are taught all the quieter, great­
er virtues; such as love, pity, sympathy, reverence, unselfish­
ness, and truthfulness. All great men, and also women, have 
at least some of these virtues and in comparing their charac­
ters with our own, our deficiencies become apparent imme­
diately. Then we begin trying to emulate their deeds.

Again, it teaches the omnipotence, omniscience, and om­
nipresence of God, his-.goodness, mercy, etc., and both in the 
Bible and in other literature we afe told exactly what our re­
lations to God are. Milton’s great epic, Paradise Lost, shows 
how God treats men and tries to show the justice and wisdom 
of his judgments. In contrast to this is Byrpn’s best drama, 
Manfred and Cainf His object seems to be to justify the acts 
of men toward God.

Literature of any kind that shows the feeling of God and 
of men holds up ideals, which if followed, will refine any per­
son in the world. The very fact that it holds up ideals to the 
vision of men, constitutes one of the most refining parts of any 
literature. By the contrast of the good and bad characters in 
literature we see how a man with bad character is lobked upon 
by refined people. This is often enough to cause a change for 
the better.

In modern times prose has taken the lead and is much 
more widely read . The chief prose writings are:' History, 
Fiction, and Oratory. These contribute to our uplift.

History, recording past events, shows what can be achieved 
in every line of human effort. All the greatest deeds of peace 
and of war of the ancient heroes and heroines are faithfully 
told and held up as ideals. As a result of all this history of 
ancient glory, the present age, the most remarkable of all, has 
sprung.

Biography, which is life history, stirs us to emulate and 
imitate. Julius Caesar was greatly influenced in his military tac­
tics by the life of Alexander the Great. By the reading of 
that great general’s conquests Caesar was prompted to at­
tempt the emulation of them. Frederick the Great was the 
model for Napoleon. Napoleon’s military career was suggested 
to him by reading of Frederick’s great deedsi The civiliza­
tion of the great Chinese nation has for centuries been shaped 
by the writings of Confucius. The Orient has been influenced 
by Mohammed’s writings for nearly fifteen centuries. But 
the writing which has influenced more people than all others 
is the biography of Jesus Christ.

Oratory exalts men Snd measures and stirs our feelings 
of patriotism and duty. Cicero’s orations hold up the high­
est ideals in patriotism, duty, and honor. All the Crusades 
were made because the oratory of hermits and other churchmen 
roused them to fury against the Saracens. Burke’s speech on 
“ Conciliation with the Colonies”  almost altogether exhorts the 
Parliament to do its duty, and give the colonies justice. Pat­
riotism was also one of its strong characteristics. In fact near­
ly all oratodical votings place strong emphasis on patriotism, 
justice, and duty. If we would only try to imitate men who 
have these virtues we would improve our characters.

Fiction, as a rule, tells about some hero and stirs our ad­
miration and emulation. Almost every novel printed contrasts 
the good and evil in the characters of both men and women. 
By means of these novels we see just how people of evil char­
acter are looked upon by the rfefined and cultured.

A fair example of what incen­

tive will do, is Memphis, the 
metropolis of the Red River 
Country in Hall County on the 
Fort Worth and Denver. As is 
veil-known this enterprising 
little city entered the Holland’s 
Magazine Contest for the clean­
est city in the state in its class. 
Following a trip of inspection 
of the towns entered a tie was 
reported between McGregor, 
Hico and Memphis. Having the 
worthy incentive of a $200 cash 
prize in view as well as the 
healthful and cleanly condition 
of their little city the citizens 
of Memphis took'a holiday off 
and cleaned the old town up, so 
that a tin .can in a back alley 
look ed like an elephant. Report­
ing the movement under the 
heading “ Spotless Town,”  the 
Hall County Herald said:

“ Following the mass meeting 
Sunday night it was decided to 
make Monday a hoiidav for the 
purpose of cleaning up the 
town. The school also took a 
half holiday and went heartily 
into the work in the afternoon. 
As a result the day was given 
over to this work. Men, women 
and children were to be seen 
everywhere with hoes and rakes 
and some very effective work 
was done. Every vacant lot 
was gone over and every inclos­
ure raked fore and aft. As a 
result the wagons were kept 
busy all day and the , trash was 
carted off to the dump. Every 
part of the city was enveloped 
with smoke from the burning 
trash. As a result Memphis 
was made a spotless town in 
deed. Never in the existence of 
the town has there been such a 
general interest in a sanitary 
Memphis, The people are arous­
ed and their vision has broaden­
ed until they can see a can a 
block away and a weed paten 
anywhere is promptly condemn­
ed. The shops and stores have 
taken on a different appearance 
and the sidewalks have' in many 
places been scrubbed. Every­
body says the result is worth 
the effort whether we ever get 
a prize or not, and that is a 
fact.”

That the suggestive effect of 
reading details of suicides is a 
powerful factor in the causation 
of suicide among susceptible 
persons is recognized. The sug­
gestion is more likely to ,have 
influence when in the account 
of the suicide some poisonous 
article commonly found in house­
holds, such as phenol, Lysol and 
Rough on Rats, is named as the 
agent employed by the, suicide. 
In New South Wales newspapers 
have been asked by the phar­
maceutical board not to publish 
the names of poisons used by 
suicides. In several instances 
leading newspapers have heed­
ed this request, particularly in 
connection with Lysol poisoning 
cases, which are numerous in all 
the states of the commonwealth. 
The American Medical Associa­
tion, in 1910, adopted resolutions 
to the effect that the publication 
of details of suicides in news­
papers is one of the potent causes 
of other suicides through sug­
gestion, and it was recommend 
ed to‘ the public press that the 
details of suicides be omitted 
from publication. While it is 
the consensus of opinion that 
the publication of details of 
suicides does promote further 
similar acts, the newspapers as­
sert that it is their duty to pub­
lish the news. In adoping this 
attitude, says The Journal of the 
American Medical Association, 
the newspapers are assuming a 
serious responsibility. A defin­
ite and strong expression of 
public opinion against this prac­
tice would no doubt have a better 
effect even than legal enact­
ments.

There in no valid reason why there 
should he a pound oi meat shipped 
iota Texas, and the continued pros­
perity of agriculture demands that we 
raise more live stock— and especially 
hags, ef which we are «adly deficient, 
ft* fteot, we should become heavy ex­
porters e f ah kinds of meats. The 
geographical location of oar packing 
honees gives thee* command ef the 
trade of the Southern Hemisphere, and 
the opening of the Panama tfanal wit] 
bring the driest within their trade 
territory, yet I am informed that the 
Texas packing houses are able to sup­
ply «only 2 per sent of the cured meats 
and kurd shipped into Southern United 
States which transportation advant­
ages* due to location, entitle them te 
tarnish.

Of equal importance te an analysis 
of o w  visible supply of live stock is 
the relation of our meat supply to our 
population compared with the last cen­
sus report of'the past decade as shown 
in the following table:

DtfHng the past decade the popula­
tion of Texas has Increased 847,832. 
Our cattle have decreased 2,047,499 
head, sheep 32,960 head, and hogs 
show an increase of 8,000 head. In 
Continental United States our popula­
tion has increased 15,977,691, while 
our cattle have decreased 2,332,000; 
sheep have decreased 6,124,000, and 
hogs have increased 8,638,000 head.

The situation becomes all the more 
alarming when we consider that Texas 
supplied the decrease in number of 
cattle for the entire United States and 
contributed heavily toward the loss in 
sheep and yet scarcely more than 
broke v-ven on hogs.

Texas Cotton Mills Compare Fav
orably with Those of Other 

States.
Waxahachie, Tex., Dec;—In 

his recent report to the Texas 
Welfare Commission, Mr. O. E.. 
Dunlap of this city, Chairman 
of the Committee on the. Estab­
lishment of Cotton Mills,.strong­
ly commends the establishment 
of these mills throughout the 
State and cities the local mills 
as evidence of what can be ac­
complished in this line of indus­
try.. The Waxahachie mills be­
gan operation in April. 1901, 
with; a capital stock of $100,000, 
since which time they have 
steadily increased their output 
until today they compare favor­
ably with mills in North Caro­
lina and other eastern and nor­
thern States. Since the mill be­
gan operation, the fires have 
never cooled down, and the 
number of spindles has increas­
ed from 5,000 to 10,000. The 
mill consumes, annually 5,000 
bales of cotton, which, at the 
present price o f cotton, will cost 
$275,000. Little or no difficulty 
has been experienced in procur­
ing and keeping mill operatives, 
and the mill erects and owns its 
employes’ dwellings. They are 
neat and comfortably located on 
the large grounds surrounding 
the mill. Fine artesian wells 
supply the employes with water, 
and a good system of sewerage 
connects with the city sewer. 
A neat and comfortable church 
has also been erected by the 
company for the use of its em­
ployes. Taken altogether, the 
mill is considered a success in 
every respect and its operatives 
are prosperous and happy. Mr. 
Dunlap thinks the success of the 
Waxahachie mills can be dupli­
cated elsewhere.

How a Rural Route may Be Se­
cured.

In a fast settling section like 
Floyd County the need and the 
eminent necessity of rural routes 
over the entire county in the 
near future, makes the know- 
ledge'-of how' to go after secur­
ing one of these much-to-be-de­
sired routes useful and interest­
ing. We have the following 
reliable information:

“ A petition for rural delivery 
nfust be made on the forms fur­
nished by the department. 
These are supplied on applica­
tion to the Fourth Assistant 
Postmaster General, (Division 
of Rural Mail.) Request for 
two or more routes should not 
be included in one petition, a 
separate petition for each route 
being requited. A petition for 
a route 24 miles or more in leng­
th giving six-times-a-week ser­
vice must designed by at least 
100 heads of families and for a 
shorter route by a proportionate 
number.

When a petition for rural mail 
service is filed and accepted it is 
referred for investigation by a 
post office inspector who visits 
the locality and rides over the 
proposed route, preparing a 
a sketch map showing the gen­
eral condition of the country 
and people.

His report is transmitted to 
the Fourth Assistant Postmas­
ter General (Division of Rural 
Mail) and such action taken as 
the facts and circumstances 
warrant.

Persons desiring the benefits 
of service on a rural delivery 
route are required to furnish at 
their own cost boxes for the re­
ception of mail to be delivered 
or collected by the carrier. 
More than one family but not 
more than five families maj use 
the same box, provided written 
notice of such agreement be 
filed with the postmaster at the 
initial postoffice. Each box 
must be erected by the roads de 
so that the ca can easily

Isaac w . Hill.
Isaac W. Hill, Special Agent of the 

United States Department of Agricul­
ture, Washington, D. C., attended, the 
annual meeting of farm demonstrators 
held in Fort Worth during October, 
and addressed the convention on Boys’ 
and Girls’ Clubs, Mr. 'Hill has jurk*- 
diction over Continental United States, 
andi in discussing his work with a rep­
resentative of the Commercial Secre­
taries’ Association, said, in part:

“My department organizes boys’ corn 
hog and beef c^(bs, etc., and the girflk’ 
tomato, poultry and canning clubs, etc. 
With the boys’ the corn club is the 
unit of organization and with the girls 
the tomato club is the unit o f organ* 
zation.

When asked for his views on Texas*1 
situation, Mr. Hill said: "We are go­
ing to push boys’ hog clubs to> supply 
the State with pork for its own con­
sumption, and we will encourage girls’ 
canning cluhs to can the fruits and 
vegetables that annually go to waste 
for want of a market and offset the 
many car load shipments of canned 
goods to your State. Last year In 
Oklahoma it is estimated, that the 
girls' canning clubs saved the State 
$10,000,000, and we hope to have 
Texas equally as well organized for 
next season. We stand ready to co­
operate vdth Commercial Clubs.”

Houston: The American Powder
Mills of Massachusetts has been grant­
ed a permit to do business in this city 
with a capital stock of $300,000.

Brownsville: At a cost of $20,000, 
Martin Besteiro is  erecting a grain 
elevator at this place.

San Angelo: Tom Green County 
has recently closed a contract with 
the United States Department of Ag­
riculture for the continuance gf dem­
onstration work in this county for tha 
ensuing year.

J. T. Tucker, secretary. The firat 
problem to he solved by the new or­
ganization is the completion of the 
highway between this city and Briery, 
which was started several years agp 
and never finished. ,

Temple: Bell County’s cotton crop 
is expected to exceed last year’s crop 
by 24,000 bales, the estimate for this 
year is 100,000 bales, compared with 
76,000 for last year.
