cotton and that the commission
set a week, if necessary, and
hear this important question
horoughly discussed.

were ‘present at the Dallas
meeting men who presented
plans of marketing -and they
were notified that the meeting
would be called and a full and
free discussion heard of all plans.
It seems from the report that

the executive committee or com-
mission indorsed the plan of the
Farmerg’ union and adjourne
without making the call to have
marketing discussed. ' The far-
mers of the state would like to
konw what the plan is. Presi-
dent Radford stated at  the
Dallas meeting that the plan
had been in successful opera-
tion for nine years and had
successfully marketed seven
crops out of the nine. I cannot
find any farmers, union or non-
union, that are acquainted with
the plan. The cotton of Texas
has soid at a loss of $75,000,000
a year for the ten years from
1900 to 1910 and 1911 was the
heaviest loss of any previous to
it. The farmers over the state
8ay they want a plan that will
save this loss. The seven suc-
cessful years were embraced in

these years of heavy loss.

Proposes The Emancipation of
The Red Man.

By C. H. Tavenner.

Washington,D. C., June 14.—
Congressman John H. Stephens
of Texas, Chairman of the House
Committee on Indian’ Affairs,
has introduced a bill granting to
the Indian people of the country
the right to nominate their own
agents and giving the agents,
when elected or nominated, the
authority to appoint his own
corps of assistants, and making
him responsible to tne depart-
ment for their efficiency and
conduct.

This innovation seems to in-
dicate that Congressman Steph-
ens has found a just, humane,
and strictly American plan for
the uplift of the Indian, and
one granting him the constitu-
tional right that is aecorded to
all other races and colors of men
living within Uncle Sam’s free
domain. -

It is said that the recent dis-
closures showing that the gratui-
ty appropriations annually made
by Congress for the support
and uplift of the Indian, were
~ being paid out in salaries and
useless superwsmn and that
the Indians were bemg tyran+
nized over by persons paid out
of their money and without
their consent, has prompted the
Chairman of the Committee to
suggest legislation that would
be more in- keeping with the
time-honored customs of our
government, and that would
tend to /inspire the Indian to
‘ake an interestin his own_ af-

‘rs and to feel that he was

rather than a prisoner,

and as in. many instances* here-
tofore, worse than a slave.

Mr. Stephens is one of the
strongest advocates in our Con-
gress against the further en-
croachment of paternalism af-
fecting the rights of the people

| of the States, and also of the

theory of government by volun-
tary consent' of the governed,
thus adhering to the Jefferson-
ian ideas and principles embod-
ied in true democracy. -

The announcement' of the
stand taken by the Chairman of
this Committee will be glad
-tidings to the corps of paternals
ism-ridden Indians, particular-
ly those of the State of Oklaho-
ma. During the ' years _that
Oklahoma had no congressman,
Mr. Stephens was their staunch-
est friend, and it is to his fore-
thought and labor:that the Com-
anches and Kiowas owe their
millions, because instead of
getting the pittance of one
dollar and a half 'an acre for
their surplus land, under the
Stephens plan they are receiving
twenty dollars per acre.

During this session of Con-
gress a very determined effort
has been put forth for the en-
rollmeat of the homeless Choc-
taws and Chickasaws who,
through faithless paternalism
have been left landless, and
their funds paid to lawyers and
speculators to defeat them in
securing their pro rata propor-
tion of these great tribal es-
tates. Mr. Stephens says that
while the lands are gone, there
are still emple funds in the
Treasury and that which will be
forthcoming from the sale of

the coal; to pay those who have
been left out, when Congress
shall finally act.

Five Southwestern States Need
27,500 Miles of New Rail-
road.

A railroad president remarked

the Southwest had increased
50 per cent faster than the popu-
lation. A study of mileage of
railroads™ in five ‘southwestern
states, together with population,
as “compared with five typical
middle westers states, conﬁrms
this view.

line. has about 62 miles for each
10,000 inhabitants, while the
most sparsely settled of middle
westert states. have about 38
miles of line per 10,000 popula
tion. The average for the five
southwestern states—Arkansas,
Missouri, Kansas, Oklahoma and
10,000 population while the five
middle western states—Illinois,
Towa, Michigan, Wisconsin and
Indiana—have an average of
less than 30 miles of line per
'group of 10,000 Inhabitants.
Nevertheless, the southwest-
ern group’s territory is nowhere
nearly so well covered by rail-
roads as is the case in the mid-
dle West. Side by side the
average number of square miles
of territory served by one mile
of railroad is more than twice as
large in the Southwest as in the
ilonger settled region of the
middle West. The average num-
ber of square miles of territory
to 1 mile of railroad in - the five
southwestern statesi 11.7 while
lm corresponding p o w-~+

Oklahoma with 6,000 miles of

ern states the average is less
than six.

Illinois has about 100 people to
the square mile, while Texas
less than 15: Arkansas has 30
and Iowa 40;—Wall St. Journal.

About Texas.

Texas is the William H. Taft
of the commonwealth. It is the
largest State'in the .Union, and
has by far the greatest waist
measure. It has four million
citizens, and yet are not enough
of them in any one spot to make
a city of 100,000 people. All
the people in the world could
gather in Texas and there would
still be room for the gentlemen-
ly usher to pass between the
rows selling tickets for the big
concert to take place after the
show. Texas is a thousand
miles long each way, in places,
and contains 262,000 square
miles. Passenger trains fre-
quently lose two day’s time in
passing through the State, and
Texans die of sunstroks and
freezing in the same afternoon.
Ten thousand land agents have
been selling farms in Texas for
thirty years, and there are still
places in the State one hundred
miles from the nearest drug
store. There are 13,000 miles
of railroad in the Stateand yet
in some sections & man has to
get up early and run for nearly
three weeks in order to. catch
the train to town.

When first discovered, Texas
consisted mostly of comic junk,
including cactus,
horned toads, tarantulas and
four kinds of climate. Later
a species of human

......

rattlesnakes,

invented by the Spaniards,
moved in, and the rattlesnakes
moved north, in search of better|*
society. In the past seventy
years, however, great improve-
ments have been made. The
cactus, which formerly grew
overthe State so thickly that
it was impossible for a citizen to
fall off his horse without punec-
turing himself in 11,000 places,
is now being replaced by onion
beds, cattle ranches and corner
lots, and horned toads and *oth-
er horrors have been used to
promote prohibition campaigns,
with marked success.

Texas raises cotton, rice, steers
and Democratic majorities in
tremendous quanities. Itis as
natural for a Texan to be a
Democrat as it is for a Japanese
to be slanteyed. Republicans
are so scarce in the ‘State that
it is sometimes necessary to
appoint Democratic postmasters.
The State is governed by a Leg-
islature of great firmness and
industry, whose greatest diver-
son is regulating corporations
and railroads. It has regulated
the latter so carefully that it
now takes three corporation
counsels to run freight train
across the State without incur-
ring $1,000,000 in fines.

The society for the prevention
of cruelty to railroad presidents
is rapidly gorwmg throughout
the State.

The metropolis of Texas is

San Antonio, the most interest-

ing foreign city in the United
States. It is being pushed

On last Sunday afternoon at
his home, seven miles north of
Georgetown, Mr. Fielding N.
Ralyer, anold and highly respect-
ed citizen of Williamson county,
passed away. Mr. Salyer had
been in ill health tor some time
but had been up attending to
business until about two weeks
ago when he took his bed and
steadily grew worse, despite all
that loving hands and skllled
physicians could do for him, un-
til Sunday afternoon when he
passed peacefully away and his
tired body fell asleep in death.

Fielding N. Salyer was 83
years and four months of age,
being born in Floyd county,
Kentucky. February 18, 1829.
He moved to Arkansas in 1852;
wag-married to Miss Rhoda Pa-
trick,»who preceded him to the
grave by about one year. From
there he mcoved his family to
Texasin 1862 and settled on the
old home place where he lived
eontinuously until his death. A
short time after moving, to
Williamson county the war of
the rebellion broke out and Mr.
Salyer left his young wife and
family and joined the Confede-
rate army under Capt. Stray-
horn, and served with valor dur-
ing all the years of that dark
and bloody-confiict in Gurley’s

regiment and Gann’s brigade,
fighting his first battle at Fort
Smith; Arkansase After the
war was over he, with many
others of our old citizens, re-
turned and bravely took up the
superbuman task awaiting them
and worked and waited through
the dark and cruel days of recon-
struction for the smile of pros-
perity to return to the desolate
land. How well he discharged
these duties to his country and
to his family is well known, he
having at all times stood bravely
and with fidelity for the things
that were right and for the best

Much time and space are be-
ing devoted these days to edu-
cating the people on the preven-
tion of disease and the reduc-
tion of the death-rate trom con-
tagious disease. On many of
these subjects the public cer-
tainly needs to be instructed for
its own protection.

Poison For English Sparrows.

J. W. Neill, Director of Farm-| .
ers’ Institutes, ‘recommends the
following:

" One haif ounce sulphate stry-
chnine in3 gallons hot water and
boil until thoroughly dissolved;
moisten six teaspoonfuls of
starch and add it to the poison
and heat until the starch thick-
ens, then pour it over two gal-
lons small grain wheat and stir
coated.
Bait a small enclosed plat for
several days and then put out
poison. This should be repeat-
ed in three or four weeks,

Dissolve one ounce arsenate of
soda in a pint of warm water,
pour into a half gallon fruit jar.
pour in small grain, until near
the top of the water, seal up air
tight for 24 hours, let it dry,
sprinkle in gutters (if not con-
nected to a cistern or tank,) on
flat top huilding, and near horse
droppings in the streets; destroy
nests; encourage everybody
to keep their premises free.
These birds destroy gardens,
turnip crops, peanut blooms,
young peas and beans, fruit buds
and secatter lice, mites, fleas and
blue bugs among the poultry.
