$10 per acre. The greater num-
ber of these are in the western
and southwestern parts of the
State, but a few arein the ex-
treme eastern part. Higher
average values of farm land,
ranging between $25 and $50,
are found in 28 counties, nearly
all' 'of which are located in
the eastern part of the State
"Twenty of these [iein whole or
in part in the belt of the Black
and Grand Prairie sections of
the State, where there are also
six éounties with average'values
between $50 and $75 per acre.

A report issued by the War Depart.
ment shows that /Texas takes her place
well up among her sister States in fur
nishing officers and enlisted men for
service in the United States Army.
During the year 1911 there were 215
native sons of Texas commissioned in
the army, while 2,510 men enlisted in
the various branches of the service.

That the manufacturing of jewelry
is fast becoming an important indus-
try in the United States is shown by
a bulletin recently issued by the Secre-
tary of the Department of Commerce
and Labor, which shows that the num-
ber of eStablishments increased from
1,023 in 1904 to 1,537 in 1909, an in-
crease of 514 factories. The capital
invested in 1909 was $53,811,000, a
gain of $24,132,000 or 61 per cent. The
average capital invested per establish-
ment was approximately $42 000 in
1909 and $39,000 in 1904.

The Bureau of Echation reports
for 1911 show Texas has seventeen
Universities, Colleges and Technology
Schools employing 407 male and 97
female professors: and instructors.
/The report also shows thdt there
were 985 _.male amd 607 female stu-
dents in the preparatory classes of
these instifiitions and 3,001 male and
1,470 female students in the collegi-
ate classes durmg the year 1911,

Texas farm préperty was valued at
$2,218,645,164.00 by the lemt report of
the Census Bureau of 1911, which mark
is padsed only by the value of farm
property of Illinois and Iowa. The
same report valued the live stock in
Texas at $318,64%509.00, which was the
highest of any state in the Union.

. The United States came second in
the world’s gold production in 1911,
according to the figures of the United
States Geological Survey, with an out-
put estimated at $96,233,500. Africa
was the greatest produces with $192,.

972,100, while Australia was third with
'$59,187,900. Despite the unsettled
‘conditions which prevailed in Mexico,
‘that country was fourth with an esti
‘mated output of $29,196,000, The
world’s production was estimated af
$467 449,600.

i The estimate of the coal area of
/Tekas by the United States Geologi:
‘cal Survey shows that the bituminoug
ifields, known to coxtajn workable coal;
‘cover 8,200 square miles or an area
:nearly five times as large as the State
'ot Rhode Island and that 5,300 square
’mlles not so well known, may eon-
’t.’ain workable coal. The known lignite
‘area covers 2,000 square miles, and
‘there are 53,000 square miles, extend-
ing from the Sabine and Red rivers on
the east and north to the Rio Grande
‘on the southwest, which may contain
‘workable beds of lignite. In 1910 Texag
mined 3,141,945 tons of coal and lig-
nite, all of which was consumed at
home.

According to the latest reports is-
sued by the Secretary of the Depart-
ment of Commerce and Labor, in 1910,
the number of children of the age 10
to 14 years, who were unable to read
and write, was 370,120, of whom 144,
669 were white and 218,355 negroes,
leaving 7,106 among Indians, Chinese
and Japanese. Illiteracy among the
native white children has fallen to 1.7
per cent, and among those of foreign
or mixed parentage, who for the most
part live in cities, the proportion is
as low as 0.6 per cent. On the other

gro children are illiterate. These fig-
ures show that illiteracy in the United
States® is being gradually eliminated,
and that when the present generation
of children grows up to manhvod and
womanhood illiteracy in the United
States, especially among the white pop-
| ulation, will be no greater than in the
most advanced countries of Hurope.

Whyis A Money Trust?
Samuel Untermyer, counsel
for the ‘““Money Trust’’ investi-

‘gators, has been proceedlng on

theassumption that the country’s
surplus funds are gathered in
New York as the result of a
kind of conspiracy on the part
No de-
fense of the so.called Money
Trust is necessary. Wall Street
has made vicious use of the
power lent by the accumulation
of the country’s surplus funds.
The money of commerce should
be kept out of speculators’
hands. But the rate for eall
money is not raised, as Mr. Un-
termyer would have the country
believe, to attract money to New

York for the use of stock gam-
blers; it is raised to check spe-
culation, and it dces the work
effectually.

The reason money accumulates
in New York is because the only
banking collateral for which
there is an instant market is
securities listed on the New
York Stock Exchange. Com-
mercial paper is adead asset in
the hands of alending bank un-
til its maturity. By making a
market for commercial paper
through the establishment of a
rediscount instituticn commer-
cial paper will become a liquid
asset, as readily convertible
into cash or an equivalent as
listed stocks and bonds. Until
commercial paper is made liquid
money will flow to the New

York market and be fused for

speculation. i What stronger in-
dictment of our banking system
than that it forces the flow of
money to Wall Street? It is not
drawn there by the machinations
of any Money Trust; it is drawn
there by the system.—Banking
Reform Bulletin,

The Texas Industrial Con-
gress paid $10,000 in gold as
prizes for better agricultural re-
sults in 1911. The contestants
represented 161 counties; far-
mers and farmer boys from 161
counties contested. On account
of the extremely dry season in
the corn contest we only averag-
ed to raise 31-1-5 bushels to the
acre. The average of the state
was but 9.6 bushele to the acre.
Our cotton average was 5-8 of a
bale to the acre, while the
state’s average was less than
% of a bale to the acre. All of
the prizes were won in 17 coun-
ties.

In the $10,000 contest for
1912 there were 4,030 contest-
ants from 205 counties. Qur
best yield of corn was 167%

bushels to the acre; our lowest

prize winning yield of corn was
16215 bushels to the -acre.: The
average of all our contestants
was 51 bushels to the acre.
The ten year average of the
state isonly 19 bushels to the
acre,

Our best prize cotton yield was
2.38 bales per acre; our lowest
prize yield was 1.06 bales to the
acre, and the average of all of
our contestants was 1.04 bales
to the acre.
