Keeps Cow m Town;
V Knows the Cost.

W. A. Gound is another re­
sident of town who keeps a 
good milk cow and profits by it. 
He bought the cow he has, two 
and one-half years agOy. and has 
kept books on the cost of keep­
ing her as well as the receipts, 
and finds that, he is making a 
nice little sum each year. Be­
sides the milk and butter which 
they use at home they have sold 
a little over $100 worth and 
during the time the cow has 
brought three calves, one of 
which he has sold for $75, and 
has the other two on hand now, 
one about one week old,

Mr. Gound has found that 
during the six winter months 
her “ keep”  costs him an aver­
age of $6 per month, and in the 
summer $2 per month. He also 
figures the time of caring for 
and milking the cow, and that 
the expense items and the home 
consumption balance.

Hence, his profit is over $100 
worth of milk and butter sold 
and three jersey calves or $250, 
or a profit of 100 per cent per
year on his invas&yrefrr:----— ‘
' T h i s  example is also a good 
argument for keeping the best. 
His cow is now giving four gal­
lons of milk^per day besides 
enough for a suckling calf which 
runs in the lot witli hernaofilg- 
idea of breeding so that the calf 
is young and the cow “ fresh”  
during the winter months when 
milk and butter is highest is 
also worthy of attention, esDe- 
cially to the man in town with 
one cow.

TAX INVESTIGATION DE. 
VELOPS STARTLING 

INEQUALITIES.
Welfare Commission Recom­

mends Remedial 
Legislation.

Tyler, Texas.—The report of S. 
A. Lindsey, of the Texas Welfari 
Commission, is now off the press 
and ready for distribution. Th« 
investigation developed startling in­
equalities in aseesment of property, 
Real estate was found to be under­
assessed from 10 to 80 per cent and 
not mare than 2 1-2 per cent oi the 
intangible personal property goes on 
the payroll The intangible proper­
ty of railroads amounting to $174,* 
645,044 is of course assessed by the 
state tax board at full value.

In discussing the effect of our tax
...securities, Mr.

R. S. Lovett̂ execi?CT̂ i<teh£ad of the 
Hairiman lines, said 

“It is almost universally true 
no property is asses-:-! : ::  :t
at its full value and of tears-; 
road owners know that fact. I 
road investors know of excessive an; 
unreasonable assessments again?: 
railroads wherever they occur. It i? 
their business to keep posted about 
such things. The financial world 
know* that the railroads of Texas 
are assessed for the purpose of tax­
ation at about twice what they are 
valued by the Railroad Commission 
of Texas. It does not stop to see 
whether they are under-valued foi 
the purpose of taxation. But the 
idea that the state of Texas will as­
sess for the purposes of taxation rail­
road property for twice what it val­
ues it at for rate-making and stock 
and bond purposes is so utterly un­
reasonable that nothing more is 
needed to foreclose almost any dis­
cussion of Texas railroad securities 
in an eastern financial center.”

Mt. Frank Trumbull, head of the 
Katy system, said:

“My general attitude on the mat­
ter of taxation has always been that 
we are not only willing, but we want 
to pay our just share of supporting 
the government. We are, however, 
very reluctant to pay other peoples’ 
taxes, and if the basis of assessing 
us fa higher than it is to a man 
who owns real estate, we are paying a 
pert of his taxes and so far aa 
we an concerned we are too proud 
to ask anybody to pay a part of our 
taores.*’

The commission recommends 
remedial legislation and urges the 
Thirty-third Legislature to appoint 
a capable and non-partisan Special 
Tax Commission.

10 States Furnish all the Presi­
dents.

In only one respect can Vir­
ginia still be properly called the 
Mother of Presidents—only as 
to the number of years Virgin­
ians occupied the executive 
office, not as to the number of 
residents of Virginia elected to 
the presidency or succeeding to 
the presidency.

Since the beginning of the 
government presidents have 
been taken from only 10 states 
—Virginia, Massachusetts, Ten­
nessee, New York, Ohio, Louis­
iana, New Hampshire, Pennsyl­
vania, Illinois and Indiana.

There have been five from
Virginia—Washington, Jeffer­
son, Madison, Monroe and Ty­
ler.

There have been five from
New York—Van Buren, Fill­
more, Arthur, Cleveland and 
Roosevelt.

There have been five from
Ohio—William Henry Harrison, 
Hayes, Garfield, McKinley and 
Taft.

There have been three from 
Tennessee—Jackson, Polk and 
Johnson; two from Massachus- 
~:ts—J^hn Adams and John 
Quincy Adams; two from Illi­
nois—Lincoln and Grant; one 
from New Hampshire—Pierce; 
:r.r from Pennsylvania—Buch­
anan: one from Indiana—Benja­
min Harrison.

It was a remarkable fact that 
at the end of President Roose­
velt’s term March 4, 1909, New 
York had had the presidency 
about 19 years out of the 28 
since the inauguration of Presi­
dent Garfield in 1881—the per­
iod covered by the White House 
service of Arthur, Cleveland 
and Roosevelt.

Still more remarkable is the 
fact that at the end of Presi­
dent Taft’s present term, March 
4,1913, New York and Ohio will 
have had the presidency 32 out 
of the 36 years since the inaugu­
ration of Hayes.

Probably most remarkable of 
all is the fact that Virginia, 
New York and Ohio have held 
the presidency 73 years of the 
124 since the beginning of the 
government.

The above paragraph which is 
goi ng the rounds of the weekly 
papers of the state, is erroneous 
in its deducations to an extent. 
We take the statement of fact as 
to the price the producer receives 
and the consumer pays, as being 
correct. That “ profit of $65.50 
per crate for the middleman,”  
is where the rub comes in. If 
the middleman actually received 
$65.50 profit everybody who 
touched these crates of berrieson 
their course from the producer 
to the consumer would be im- 
men sely rich shortly. We Know 
however, that the retailer who 

»ceived the consumer’s money 
not gettingrich, and therefore, 
,is reasonable to suppose that 

the added figure he gets over 
“ cost”  to him is not all profit. 
So with the carriers who claim 
they are not making over 8 per 
cent, so with the wholesaler, and 
so ad infinitum. Therefore, it 
is reasonable to suppose that 
something is wrong with the way 
the transaction was handled. 
More than likely by a 
manner of co-operation between 
the producer and retailer some 
the “ middle-man’s profits”  could 
be reduced and the middle-man 
wouldn’ t miss the “ profit”  very 
much, either. There are other 
ways to remedy the selling sys- 
ter than to cuss the middle man 
and his “ profit.”

The Apple.
We now come to the discussion 

of the greatest of all fruits. 
More apples are eaten by more 
people in the temperate zones 
than all other fruits together.

The apple is relished by most 
every one and has great medi­
cinal pronerties. There is but a 
small portion of Texas that can 
grow the apple. North East 
Texas from Texaskana along 
Red River to Henrietta, the 
cross timbers from Bowie to 
Dublin and the Staked Plains 
covers the apple growing part 
of this great State of our3.

The plains of Texas are des­
tined to become a great apple 
country and under irrigation in 
a few years there will be apple 
orchards that will rival the 
famous Roswell Orchards. Even 
now there are orchards of a few 
acres that are producing an 
abundance of apples that exceed 
the Peacos Valley apples, as to 
quality. Our home grown 
apples have none of that dry, 
woody alkali flavor that is found 
in these New Mexico apples but 
rather have that sharp spicy 
mealy juiciness that is found in 
the apples of the famous Pied­
mont section of Virginia.

ples would sell for, and while I 
have not been in this orchard 
for nearly ten years, I suppose 
jt is still bearing good crops,
■ It takes more time, work and 
patieneSTo get an apple orch­
ard into bearing than any other 
of our fruits. Statistics show 
that onlyabout 10 per cent of the 
apple trees sent out by the nur­
sery ever come to a bearing age, 
because of neglect and careless­
ness. From the time they are 
set out until they are large trees, 
there are various agencies seek­
ing to destroy them. Stock and 
any kind of an orchard do not 
do well together but the apple 
ŝepms to suffer most of all. Rab­

bits have destroyed thousands 
of trees in Floyd county. There 
are times when we may seem­
ingly, do all we can, yet they 
will get in their deadly work. 
When ever a rabbit gnaws a 
tree it seems to be poison to the 
wood and causes a bad scar if 
not death.

We can often wrap trees with 
old rags or paper and save the 
trees. Some white-wash or rub 
with blood. Any or all of these 
and many other preventatives 
can be used where one has a 
few trees but where one has 
thousands to look after it be­
comes quite a job. The best 
remedy I have found is to keep 
the orchard free of weeds and 
then a pair of grey hounds to 
chase and catch the rabbits. 
An orchard of good sized trees 
is not inmune from these pests 
if allowed to grow up in weeds. 
As an example look at the old 
Nursery orchard of D. J. Muncy 
4 miles north of Floydada. 
These trees had come into bear­
ing but were allowed to grow 
up in weeds and fieth. Last 
winter the rabbits gnawed every 
every apple tree in that orchard 
and they are all now dead. Other 
trees seem to be nearly inmune

from this pest. Yet with all 
these drawbacks, no farmer who 
owns his home, can afford o 
neglect this the greatest of all 
fruits. The apple like other 
fruits can be set out either in 
the fall or spring.

Get good trees from some reli­
able Nurseryman, for apple 
trees are grown upon French 
crab seedlings as a stock as a 
usual thing and if >ou fail to get 
what you bought you will have 
to wait on some varieties 8 to 10 
years to see your mistake and 
that you have been humbugged. 
I prefer a number one yearling 
tree and some of our great fruit 
growers have said “ no other 
kind was worth planting. ”  The 
first cost of the tree is small 
compared to the work and time 
of waiting, so get the best, and 
do not take poor stock or poor 
varieties. The apple should be 
pruned for setting about like 
directions for pruning plums 
and set in rows 40 to 60 feet 
apart and 30 to 40 feet in the 
row. Avoid crowding the apple.
I have made some great mistakes 
along this line. Many varieties 
do well on the plains and some! 
are not worth planting. When I 
it comes to flavor, colors, etc., > 
there are some choice varieties.
I will describe some of the bet- 
ter known varieties. For early ] 
apples as to tim e of ripening, 
Red June does very well; it is 
rather small, inclined to be hard. 
Yellow Transparent is a very 
gddft" i||ijql(j Ja-eeau) right grower, 
poor drouth resisteT'and easily

Cluster is of plains or: 
name but seems to be identical 
with Tetofskey. It commences 
bearing at a two year old and by 
the time tree is 6 or 7 years old 
i's bearing heavy crops. Very 
prolific, fine for cooking and 
should be in every orchard on 
the plains. Maiden Blush ripens 
September is an old favorite, 
flesh tender with a sub acid 
flavor and is fine for eating or 
cooking. Longfield is another 
early bearer beginning to bear 
at 3 years old, quality very good.

Jonathan represents the high­
est quality, tender, juicy, high­
ly flavored, good keeper, deli­
cious and should be in every 
orchard. Grimes Golden is a 
yellow fall apple and when ripe 
will melt in your mouth it is so 
good. Kinnards Choice is the 
best of all the winesap seedlings 
tree fine grower, fruit of the 
best. M. B. Twig is a very 
vigorous tree in growth but 
longer than some varieties com­
ing into bearing, fruit is of good 
quality, excellent keeper. Ar- 
kansaw Black is a fine vigerous 
growing tree, fruit dark red on 
outside with very yellow, firm, 
fine grained, juicy and quality 
of best on inside.

Wagoner is another variety 
that bears very young, my little 
two year trees bending to the 
ground the past year. Time 
and space does not permit me to 
describe all the good varieties. 
I have left off what I consider 
the most important until now. 
The Missouri Pippin, while not 
the very best of quality, seems 
to be especially adapted to the 
plains. Some of our best known 
Nurserymen in Texas recom- 
mened Hie planting of it very 
extensively. It begins to bear 
heavy crops very early and 
seems to stand most any kind 
of treatment, a good keeper and 
good to eat, % of all my apple 
trees are of this variety. There 
are many other fine varieties 
and with proper care in select­
ing we can have home raised 
apples 8 months in the year.

Apple trees will need more or 
less pruning each year. Be 
careful and keep them well 
balanced if you can, encouraging 
growth to the Southwest, for all 
apple trees are inclined to grow 
heaviest to the Northeast.

They should not be pruned too 
high in this country but allowed 
to shade the body of the tree 
for they are inclined to sun 
scald in this country more espe­
cially in dry summers. There 
are many other things I might 
say but this article is becoming 
too long, so I close.

Finding the Cost.

In last week’s paper Mr. Low­
ry expresses the popular view 
of the subject, but I have to 
differ with him on some points. 
For instance, he says that hens 
eat only what would be absolute­
ly wasted; some people say the 
same about hogs, and it makes 
me think of a Yankee invention 
I heard of once.

A Y ankee farmer got tired of 
feeding chickens and pigs, so he 
devised a way to save the feed 
he had been giving ¿them. He 
i imply allowed the hens to eat 
n the trough with the horses, 

but he still had to feed the pigs, 
so he punched a hole in the bot­
tom of the trough and the corn 
that leaked through was enough 
for the pig. Then he .went a 
step further and made a sliding 
opening in the bottom of the 
trough fixing it so he could set 
the slide at any place, and mark­
ed it one pig,- two pigs, etc. 
Then he applied for a patent on 
his invention, urging that by 
this invention at least six hens 
and two pigs could be raised on 
the grain that one horse wasted.

Three years ago when I first 
came here eggs sold nearly all 
winter at 40 to 50 cents per doz­
en, This winter they sell at 15 
to 20 cents. Why? Because 
there is more waste this year, 
and they have more to eat. It 
might be well to save the waste 
and to feed when needed. 
Speaking of cows Mr. Lowry 
says “ If any one counts his time 
put in on anything he will not 
make very much profit

to keep account of their time 
and interest on money invested 
—and my conclusion is that it is 
about all profit.”

Now this idea, if held, is not 
publicly expressed in regard to 
any other occupation,. and it is 
beginning to be questioned even 
in farming owing to results of 
some radical examples of the 
other kind of boo kkeeping.

An account was published last 
week in The Gentleman Farmer 
of a man who was educated for 
an architect. He graduated, 
and then took a post graduate 
course in mathematics, then he 
became attracted to the possibi­
lities of the farm, and he visited 
the rice fields of Arkansas. He 
bought 1000 acres of lancl 
had enough money left to outfit 
it. He then spent one year 
studying farming, reading, trav­
eling, asking questions about ft, 
etc. That was 5 years ago.

Today he has 25,000 acres in 
cultivation bought from the pro­
fits of the farm.

He works it largely with stea 
plows, and he knows exactly how 
much it costs to run a big trac­
tor, and he knows to a cent the 
difference in the cost of that 
and mule power. He found that 
it cost him 8 cents an hour fop 
each mule, and he found the4* 
cost of everything that was done 
on the farm. He knows to a 
cent what it costs to make any 
kind of a crop, and he is making 
money faster than he could in 
any other business.

sold to the local butcner at a 
good price.”  Does it pay to 
sell calves?

Baby beef is the highest priced 
beef in the world, but the local 
butcher can get only common 
beef prices so cannot pay the 
fancy city prices.

Another item mentioned is 
skim milk for the pigs. It is of 
value of course but it is overrat­
ed sometimes. I have known of 
people milking cows just to get 
milkl to feed the pigs, and 
heard of one who refused to sell 
sweet milk at 10 cents per quart 
to their neighbor because they 
wanted it for the pigs. The 
experiment station says that 
skim milk is worth 34 cents per 
gallon as pig feed when wheat 
bran sells at $1.50 per hundred 
pounds, and a pound of butter 
has no more growth in it than 
l lA  lbs cotton seed meal.

I have lived on a farm, and I 
did not find it all profit.

I expect to live there again 
some time and I intend to cut 
out everything except those that 
pay best, counting of course 
satisfaction as well as cash.
