Senator Roger Q. Mills, who 
is a candidate for reelection to 
the United States Senate, issued 
an address to the people of 
Texas last -week in which he sets 
forth his views on some import­
ant questions of the day. He is 
rather brief on the money ques­
tion, but promises that he will 
vote with the party on the ques­
tion. Ho reviews his record on 
the money question since 1873, 
stating that he has always op­
posed the demonetization of sil­
ver and had advocated its coin­
age at the ratio of 151 or 16 to 1 
until 1893 when he thought sil­
ver had been abandoned by so 
many nations until its consequent 
depreciation had rendered unsafe 
to the country its coinage at 
such a ratio.

He reviews his record during 
the past 25 years in Congress and 
the part he has taken on the 
1 ariff question. His views on 
this question are well known by 
all who have taken any interest 
in public affairs. Mr. Mills ad­
vocates unmanufactured pro­
ducts being placed on tne free 
list and quotes a number of au­
thorities including Judge Reagan 
corroborating his position, and 
shows from the speeches of Gov. 
Culberson that there is an issue 
between the two candidates for 
the Senate.

Mr. Mills, it seems, has pitched 
the campaign on the Tariff ques­
tion, while the Silver question is 
considered by the people'as the 
paramount and overshadowing 
issue. If Gov. Culberson sus­
tains his position on the Tariff 
question Mr. Mills will make it 
lively for him, while Gov. Cul­
berson can make Mr. Mills 
squirm over the fact that he 
voted with the Cleveland admin­
istration for *the repeal of the 
Sherman Act.

Mr. Mills is going to thorough­
ly canvass the State and will 
doubtless draw to himself a 
largo support among the people, 
and Gov. Culberson will not 
have such an easy walkover in 
the contest as many at this time 
are predicting. It will certainly 
be a fight and the man who is 
successful will appreciate it.

Col. Henry Watterson, editor 
of the Louisville Courrier-Jour- 
nal and one of the Hesperian Ga­
zette’s erstwhile political idols, 
has recently lectured at San An­
tonia and Houston on his famous 
subject, “ Money and Morals.”
