Indeed almost any
disease the hog is subject to is likely
to be encouraged by that system of
breeding. And yet we never write
on this subject that we do notdeem it
wise to say that if both parents are
without fault or blemish, there is no
harm in in-breeding. The wild
beasts in-breed, and while we have
no means of knowing justhow many
of their offsprirg are imperfect—for
in nature the law of the survival of
the fittest operates to perfection—yet
we do know that a large number of
their offspring isstrong and healthy.
The trouble with in-breeding is that
there may be defects in the breeders
that we cannot detect, and family
welknesses are prefty apt to exist in
both male and female. and these
weaknesses are intensified in the off-
spring. In view of this it is better to
avoid in-and-in- bree<L 1g. —Farmers’
Voice.

Gardening £ Jilt. &

Just like a garden, as rich as a
garden, are common ways of express-
ing the idea of well prepared soil
And now why should a garden be ex-
ceedingly well prepared? Answer:
It pays. Spade or plow deep for gar-
den, enrich the soil fcr garden, make
it pay like a garden. Fall of the year
is the proper season for the preparing
and enriching the garden. Slow ways
do well for enriching the fields gen-
erally, by clovering and a rotation of
crops, and occasionally
plowing; but for gardening to pay
quick, 1t is best to enrich in the fall;
first, to move the soil very deeply.
and at the same time add enriching
properties in proper quantities;

plaster, guano, leaf mold, decomposed

sod, old manure, any ard all such,
are valuable to enrich he garden.
Sand in sufficient quantity, is a great

desideratum incompleting the enrich-
ing of the garden; do the work of pre-
paring the garden before frost —
Coleman's Rural World.

SPECIMENS OF PIPES.

0dd Ways in Which All Classes —ot
People Make Them.

A long and slender stemmed plpo
was brought from Central Africa
some years ago, from the neighbor-
hood of Albert Nyanza, by the Stanley
expedition, and was obtained from
the. dwarf tribes inhabiting the Ar-
wem and Ituri forests, near the
equator. To make the pipe the little
people take the midrib of the banana
leaf, which is-cellular, and, by push-
ing a long, hard river reed through
the rib, they are enablea to get the
bore required for the pipe stem.
They -plug the lower end with clay.
and, rolling up a section of banana
leafl into a tiny cornucc,.ia, cut a hole
in the stem and insert it for a bowl,
the sap in the green leaf preventing
its combustion as the tobacco burns.
This pipe recalls the bow! made from
a potato and the stem made out of a
piece of twig from which the pith had
been driven, which was employed Dby
many American soldiers during the
great war.

Auother curious pipe is made from
a shell which comes from New Guinea.
i While the pipes used in the interior
| are more generally made of bamboo,
i those smoked in the ne’ghborhood of
the coast. and especially in Savo and
the Solomon islands, are made of
shells which are picked up on the
seashore. At present the principal
pipe used in the southern gortion of

New .Guinea and the adi .t islands
1 6 e b CLANVG . PGiox . ~upse -of
this description is gener y accepta-

ble as a part of the payment for a
~day's labor in that district.

Quite recently some curious pipes
were found in the vast guano deposits

WATER CLOCKS. %%
Invented by the Assyrians—How They
Were Made.

It appears that the Assyrians were
the first people to divide the day into
portions of time; also, they were the
inventors of the clepsydra, or water
clock, the division of time and thein-
vention both belonging to a period
too remote for precise calculation.

All that we know of *he history of
the clepsydra is. that :he apparatus
was in use at the time of the over-
|throw of the first Assyrian empire, B.
C. #59.

This water clock, = the first of the
timme keepers, was nothing more than
a cylindrical brass vessel capable of
holding several gallons of water. At
one side there was a very small hole
through which the water was allowed
to trickle, something after the fash-
ion of the emptying of an hourglass.
From experiments made on recently
discovered clepsydra it is calculated
jthat one would empty itself about

OUR ST, LOUIS LETTER.

A Mammoth Street Raflway Preépor¥
‘tlon—Activity In the Local Apple and'
Pecan ‘frades. o
St. Lovis, Nov. 24.—If a bill now’

pending before the municipal assem-

bly is passed St. Louis will have the
cheapest system of railroad fares in
the country. The bill is pushed by
the projectors of a new road which is
intended to connect all the other lines
in the city, giving the passenger trans-

{fer tickets from the one to the other.
If the franchise is obtained the road

will be built in time to carry the peo-
ple who flock inte the city for the fall
festivities next year. A passenger
then who starts from Carondelet, th-
extreme southern end of the city, will
be able to ride to Baden, the northern
boundary, and there transfer to other
lines that will take him to the west-
ern limits, getting a frip of over
twenty-five miles for 5 cents. The
scheme is simple cnough, but if it is
carried out it will provide the city
with a gigantic plan of passenger
transportation, that is unapproached
ia any other of our large cities.

It has been found by several years’
experience that the attempt to edu-
cate the Chinese here through instrue-
tion in Sunday schools is unsstisfac~
tory.

FLOYD COUNTY.

The County which has the greatest
amount of the richest land, an
Inexaustable supply of
the purest water
and the least
numberof
deaths,

Floyd county is situatedin north-west
! Texas on the edge of what is generally
| known as thke staked plains. Isone of
the most southern of the counties com-
prising the panhandle of Texas, and
was named in honor of D. Floyd whose
| name is inscribed on the monumental
|stone of the Alamo. This county is
bounded on the north by Brisco county,
on the east by Motley, on the south by
Crosby, and on the west by Hale. In
| size it is thirty miles from cast to west
. by about thirty-three from north to

' south.
| Mha altitnda e eamathine aver 3600
feet above sea level and as a result the

air is pure, the climate exceptionally
fine and though the summers are long
the heat is never oppressive and the pure
air and absence of malaria, make it a
i splendid place for invalids especially
! those affected with pulmonary diseases.
| Instead of being a dry sandy desertas
| one might suppose “from reading the
!many descriptions of this country (as
given by writers who have never seen it)
the staked plains is a beautiful prairie
country covered with a thick,growth of

grasses, with wild flowers in abundance
and with numergus depressions called
basins, that are thickly covered with a
kind of a grass noted as making a most
excelent quality of hay.

During a large part of the year many
of these basins are filled with water and
form beautiful lakes which form bread-
ing places for large flocks of ducks and
other wild foul as well as an abundance
of good stock water. One pecularity of
these lakes is that while there is’no per
ceptible outlet, the water neyver stag-
nates in them. and one may live quite
close to these lakes without danger to
health.

The principle watersapply is obtained
from wells, which furnish an inexausta-
ble supply of the very best water.
These wells very in depth according to
location. In the western part of the
county, an abundance of water can
usually be obtained at a depth of from
thirty to fifty feet though nearer the
brakes the depth is usually greater.
One well will generally furnish as much
water as a windmill ean pump if kept
running all the time and many persons
use the supply thus obtaived for irri-
gating gardens, orchards &c., though
| this use is not usually necessary asmost
;‘ crops will do well here without such as-
| sistance.
| The soil in Floyd county is a very
{ rich loam which varies in color from a
light chocolate to black. Its depth var-
ies from two to ten feet and its fertility
is proven by the production of fine crops
of wheat, oats, barley, rice-corn, sorgum,
milo-maize, milletand othersmall grains]
besides cabbage, beets, turnips, pump-
kins, mellons, potatees, beans, peas and
in fact almost every kind of vegetables

usually produced in the garden.

Cotton is seldom raised here. Indian
corn does not seem to be a favorite crop
although it will yield about twenty five
or thirty bushels of a very superior
quality of grain, per acre.

There are no grubs, stones or stumps
to annoy the farmer in Floyd county
and as the ground is free from breaks
or gullies, laborsaving machinery can be
used under the most favorable circum-
stances. :

In the eastern part of the county
there is a strip of country called the
breaks, which is very rugged and is
covered with timber. Cedar isthe mnost
abundant and is used for fuel, feneing,
&e., by the settlers on the plains. The
breaks are not suitable for ordinary ag-
ricultural purposes, though they are
greatly appreciated by the stockman on
account of the splendid shelter which
they afford in winter, ag well as for their

fine streams of pure water, and good
