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Arctic cold front
arrives here with
10 degree reading

From Lecal, Wire Reperts

As expected, the coldest
readings of winter to date were
recorded in Snyder early Friday
morning with the mercury dropp-
ing to 10 degrees.

Wind gusts created a wind chill
of zero or below, but relatively
dry conditions kept city and area
streets and highways ice free.

The Arctic cold front which had
temporarily stalled north of Lub-
bock Thursday struck locally
after nightfall. It is expected to
linger through the weekend with
Saturday here predicted to be
cloudy and cold.

The mercury is not expected to
rise above the mid 30s on Satur-
day with winds of from 10 to 20
mph and gusty.

The dry conditions Friday had
Snyder school buses running on
schedule. A! mid-morning, the
only school trip cancelation
reported involved a junior high
girl’'s basketball tournament in
Andrews.

Friday morning, bitterly cold
air spread across Texas from the
Red River to the Rio Grande,
leaving much of North Texas
coated with 1-2 inches of ice.

In the Valley regions of the
state, Texans were scrambling to
protect their property from a
hard freeze that threatened the
fruit crop.

A freeze warning is in effect
Friday night for the Lower Rio
Grande Valley and middle and
upper-sections of the Texas coast
as well as in Southeast Texas and
South Central Texas and
temperatures will be in the teens
to single digits across North
Texas Friday night.

Lows in the Valley Friday night
will range from the lower 30s in
western portions to the 40s along
the immediate coast. Those
temperatures would not be cold
enough to cause severe damage
to the apea’s multi-million dollar
citrus crop.

A sleet storm that moved
across North Texas Thursday
night left streets and highways
covered with ice, making travel
treacherous and forcing
widespread closures of schools
and businesses across the area.

Schools at Dallas and Fort
Worth as well as many others in
the area were closed Friday.
Many businesses closed or an-
nounced they would open late.

Forecasts called for bitter
cold through Friday night over
North Texas and West Texas. It
will be cloudy with generally
declining temperatures
statewide through Friday night.
Some snow flurries are expected
through Friday night over West
Texas north of a Midland to San
Angelo line.

A strong north wind ‘at 10-20

mph was commeon across the

state with much higher gusts
reported across North Texas.
The wind combined with the low
temperatures to produce wind

chill factors in the minus 30s over

Vote set next week...

Pay raise spotlight on House

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate’s rejection of a 51 percent
congressional pay raise places
the spotlight on a House leader-
ship plan to legalize the increase
next week but scale it back to 30
percent a day later.

The Senate’'s 95-5 vote
Thursday against the raise sent
the two houses in different direc-
tions, and ‘‘no one knows’ how
the controversy will be resolved,
said Senate Minority Leader Bob
Dole, R-Kan., “I don’t believe

we’ll know that for a matter of
weeks or months.”’

The Senate resolution included
language to roll back the raise if
it becomes law and end the
system allowing congressional
increases, along with those for
top federal executives and
judges, to become law
automatically unless rejected by
both houses.

The chief sponsors were
Republican Sens. Larry Pressler
of South Dakota and Charles E

Also approved, by unanimous
voice vote, was a Senate rules
change that would ban senators
from keeping fees for speeches,
articles and appearances. But
the ban on such fees, typically
paid by special-interest groups,
would only remain in effect while
senators were receiving the
raise.

The Senate action has strong
political appeal to a public angry

automatically next Wednesday .

Wright plans to use a risky
parliamentary that re-
quires a two-thirds majority to
scale back the raise to 30 percent,
and to pass a House ban on
speaking fees along with other
outside income restrictions.

Even if the Wright plan passed,
the Senate would be unlikely to go
along.

sculpture

unveiled

PORT ARTHUR, Texas (AP)
— An unveiling of life-size
sculntures  of rock’n'roll stars
Buddy Holly, Ritchie Valens and
J P. “Big Bopper” Richardson
overwhelmed some family
members, who say the trio would
have been honored by the art-
work.

On Thursday — the eve of the
30th anniversary of the men’s
deaths — the singers’ relatives
gathered here for a private show-
ing of the sculptures. Later to-
day, there will be a public unveil-
ing and concert in nearby Beau-
mont, where Richardson once
worked as a disc jockey.

All three were killed Feb. 3,
1959, when their small plane
crashed in bad weather near
Clear Lake, lowa, en route to a
concert date in Fargo, N.D.

At the time, Holly was a giant
on the fledgling rock’n’'roll scene
and his death became known as
“The day the music died.”
Valens was a budding star
famous for his hit ‘La Bamba.”

Richardson’s disc jockey
character was known as “The
Big Bopper,'’ and he recently had
earned a gold record for his hit
song ‘‘Chantilly Lace.”” The song,
still a favorite on oldies rock sta-
tions, begins with the Bopper
booming out his trademark
“HELLOBAYYYYYYY-BEE!'"

Thursday night's unveiling
overwhelmed some of the family
members who had gathered for
the ceremony.

‘““This is really an honor,”’ said
Maria Elena Holly, Holly's
widow. ‘I have no words to ex-
press. It is very touching. He
would be so proud. He would be
crying to be in such good com-
pany.”

‘“There’s no way | can ex-
press,”’ said Bob Morales of Wat-
sonville, Calif , Valens’ brother.
“He'd love it. It's the most
beautiful thing he could see.”

Two sisters, two brothers and
13 other relatives of Valens made
the trip from central California to
Port Arthur for the dedication.

“This is really wonderful,”
said Irma Padilla, who was 6%
when her brother, Valens, was
killed. “We live for my brother.
At the beginning we didn’t want
to do things like this. It was too
difficult. But the time now has
come.”

Another sister, Connie Alvarez,
38, said the family still cries
when they hear his music. “We
miss him,"’ she said.

J.P. Richardson III, son of the
Bopper, was unable to make the
family ceremony. Richardson,
who lives in Houston, has been
researching his father’s life for
the past 14 months.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Three
men were arrested in connection
with what federal agents describ-
ed as the largest bank fraud case
in South Texas history.

A federal grand jury indict-
ment, made public on Thursday,
alleged that the men defrauded
San Antonio-based Suburban
Savings Association of more than
$5 million in an elaborate “‘land
flip” scheme that financed a
takeover of the thrift with the
thrift’s own money.

Investigators said Leo A.
Ladouceur, 35; David D. Gon-
zalez, 34; and James L. Eakins,
43, hid the takeover from
regulators by listing the shares

they under the names
of old schoolmates and others.

Eakins, who was identified as
the former vice president of the
thrift, claimed poverty and re-
quested a court-appointed at-
torney.

The arrests are the first of
what federal investigators say

will be many throughout the spr-
ing.

Ladouceur and Gonzalez were
charged in the indictment with 23
counts of bank fraud, misapplica-
tion of funds and making false en-
tries in financial records. Eakins
was indicted on 18 of the counts.
Each count carries a maximum

sentence of five years imprison-

Elderly woman who loves

cats is fined fifty dollars

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) —
A lawyer for an 80-year-old
woman has vowed to appeal the
widow's $50 fine for not keeping
her cat under control.

Meanwhile, Nan Farris has
promised to keep better watch
overherfehne friends.

“If they get out, I can’t help it,”
she said after being fined
Thursday. “‘But I'm going to do
my best tokeepthemonmyown
property,’’ she added.

A Municipal Court jury found
Ms. Farris violated the city's
leash law for cats and had failed
to immunize the animal against
rabies.

She could have been fined up to
$900 for the escapades of her cat,
which a neighbor claimed used
his property as a litter box.

Charges against Ms. Farris in-
volved two of six citations she has
received since July, resulting
from complaints filed with the
city’s Animal Control Depart-

ment by neighbor Ralph Neal.

Neal, in testimony Wednesday,
described a neighborhood scene
in which Ms. Farris’ penchant for
feeding stray animals had
created an “unbearable” pro-
blem for him, with cats invading
and defecating upon his property
on the city’s west side.

He testified he noticed cat feces
on his van’s sunroof “and I just
came unglued. It was the third
time it had happened, and I went
over there and said, ‘Nan, you've
got to do something about those
cats.” She told me her cats
wouldn’t do anything like that.

“I had piles — mounds — of
dung in my flower bed,’’ Neal, 56,
testified. ‘““The stench was
unbearable. I couldn’t even open
my windows."’

But further testimony revealed
that one of the cats Ms. Farris
had fed came from Neal's son
and daughter-in-law. Defense
and prosecution attorneys rested
their cases Wednesday.

Ladouceur was jailed pending
a preliminary hearing Monday.
Assistant U.S. Attorney Ray
Jahns said Ladouceur committed
some of the offenses while he was
free on bail from a previous bank
fraud charge:

Gonzalez was released on a
$50,000 unsecured bond, and
Eakins, who now lives in Austin,
was released on a $25,000 bond.

Court records show that
Ladouceur was indicted Eeb. 17,
1988, onfmrcamtsofbank?raud
mvolvmg four allegedly forged
$10,000 certificates of deposits
presented to Citizens Frost Bank.

The majority of the funds
described in the indictment were
obtained through two rate
real estate transactions involv-
ing the purchase and sale of 96

homes in San An-
tonio between December 1987 and
March 2, 1988.

Through their company, Triad
Financial Corp., also called
Associates Mortgage, Ladouceur
and Gonzalez allegedly took
loans from Suburban to buy the
homes and then took further mor-
tgage loans from Suburban to
finance the home ‘“‘purchases’’ by
straw buyers. The straw buyers
were allegedly paid for the use of
their names on the documents.

The indictment alleges that
$3.4 million was disbursed by
Suburban in one day for the pur-
chase of 57 homes in the names of
four people who had received
cash to be nominee borrowers, or
“straw buyers.”

The loans were then allegedly
re-arranged on the books by
Eakins to avoid the scrutiny of
the Suburban’s loan committee.
Eakins allegedly was the loan of-
ficer on all the transactions. As
the mortgage packager,
Ladouceur and Gonzalez also col-
lected $996,882 in closing fees, the
indictment alleges.

The money collected in fees
and loans was allegedly used to
buy ownership shares in Subur-
ban under various names. In-
vestigation sources said that

Ladouceur and Gonzalez had con-
trolling, but not majority, in-
terest in Suburban through the
spring and summer of 1987. State
regulators discovered the alleged
fraud in October and turned the
case over to the FBI, they said.

Followers want
column blocked

CHICAGO (AP) Jailed
political extremist -Lyndon
LaRouche has filed a lawsuit to
stop distribution of a newspaper
column that he says could incite
other inmates to harm him
because it calls him a “cat-
killer,” a lawyer said.

The column by Mike Royko,
syndicated through the Chicago
Tribune, contends that LaRouche
followers have killed cats of
LaRouche opponents — a claim
LaRouche followers deny.

“I hope that this column finds
its way to his fellow inmates,”
Royko wrote in the column,
printed Monday in the Chicago
Tribune and distributed to about
500 newspapers. ‘“They should
know that they have a cat-killer
in their midst. And I hope any
cat-lovers among them do
whatever they feel is ap-

propriate.”

to receive commendations

into' a smowy, remote valley in
Norway to harass retreating Ger-
mans, King Olav V is awarding
them the Deltakermedaljen —
the highest military decoration
that country gives to foreigners.

Fourteen survivors will receive
the medal Sunday. One is former
CIA director William Colby, who
commanded the guerrilla opera-
tion.

‘“‘He was a very hard
taskmaster who emphasized
physical conditioning and was
highly respected by each and
every one of us,” said William
Coulehan, who is organizing this
weekend’s reunion of the Office
of Strategic Service’s Norwegian
Special Operations Group.

Coulehan, an El Paso native,
was a member of the group, but
was not allowed to parachute into
Norway after he was weeded out
during cross-country ski training
in the mountains of northern
Scotland.

“‘Some of us ... never learned to
ski fast enough to stay with the
authentic Norwegians,” he said.
“After weeks of training, it
became apparent some of us
would be more hindrance than
help on the actual operation.”

“He a red to be the type
that is a time bomb just walking
around waiting to explode.” said
deputy constable Bob Bracken,
who said he once arrested Robin-
son.
Robinson, 21, once an
outstanding linebacker at Tyler
Robert E. Lee High School, was
on 10 years’ probation at the time
he was killed Wednesday after-
noon, WFAA-TV of Dallas
reported.

Robinson had 15 moving traffic
violations and had pleaded guilty
to burglary, drug and assault
charges, the station said.

The young man’s father in
Tyler said Thursday in a tearful
interview with WFAA-TV that his
adopted son had been getting into
trouble ever since his mother
died.

‘“There came a blow in his life
when he lost his mother,” said
Winford Robinson.

Tyler Lee football coach Biff
Peterson said he was ‘‘shocked
and surprised’’ by news of the
shooting.

“Right now my feelings are
with the family,”” Peterson told
WFAA-TV.

Robinson was shot Wednesday

by Arlington officer Brian Far-
rell, who had killed two men in
separate shootings last August.
Farrell said the man held a table
knife threateningly as he and
another officer tried to serve him
with a forgery warrant.
* Arlington internal affairs in-
vestigations cleared Farrell of
any misconduct in the two
shootings lasi year, and two
separate police panels reviewing
his use of deadly force are near
completion, Arlington police
spokesman Dee Anderson said.

However, Farrell was taken off
patrol duty as a result of the
shootings and eventually was
assigned to forgery investiga-
tions.

Deputy Chief Ray Hawkins of
said the shooting took place when
Farrell and partner Ed Gordon
served three forgery warrants on
Robinson just after 4 p.m.
Wednesday at an apartment
located behind a house in
Highland Park, an affluent island
city inside the Dallas city limits.

According to Hawkins, the of-
ficers got a key from the property
owner and entered the apart-
ment.

“They saw the man crouched
behind a counter with a table
knife,”” said Hawkins.

“They ordered him to drop the
knife, but he advanced on the of-
ficers,”” said Hawkins, ‘‘so they
went out into the yard.

‘“They were screaming for him
to drop it, but he said, ‘You'll
have to shoot me,” "’ Hawkins
said. “Farrell shot him one time
in the chest.”

Hawkins estimated Robinson
was about five feet from the of-
ficers.

Residents in the neighborhood
reported hearing someone yell-
ing, ‘“‘Help me,” and then a gun-
shot, but investigators said no
one saw thes ing.

Arlington Police Chief David
Kunkle called on Dallas detec-
tives and the Dallas County
district attorney’s office to con-
duct investigations.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My daughter, 18,
has been diagnosed with Milroy’s dis-
ease. The doctors are hopeless be-
cause it is so rare. Her activities are
very restricted because of abnormal
swelling in her foot and ankle. Is there
any treatment available?

DEAR READER: Milroy’s disease
(idiopathic lymphedema) is, indeed,
an unusual condition,; it is swelling of
one or both legs due to the presence of
excessive lymph fluid in the tissues.

Lymph is the clear liquid that
makes up the “water” in blisters. It is
composed of the fluid portion of blood
and contains protein and a few white
blood cells. Most people are surprised
to learn of the existence of a second
circulation, in addition to blood, with-
in the body. But, in fact, there is nor-
mally such a circulatory pattern
called the lymphatic system and it
plays an important role in health and
immunity.

Lymph fluid is an “vltra filtrate” of
blood, meaning that liquid squeezes

the thin walls of capillary
blood vessels and enters its own deli-
cate channels. It flows toward the

mgnusing at intervals to be
by lymph nodes that act as
ﬁlters Eventually, the lymph fluid
pt cs into 2 14 3843 sap? fthe tho
racic duct) that carries lymph back to
the heart, where it is mixed with
bivod and recirculates.

Any blockage or swelling in the sys-
tem will impede the flow of lymph.
For instance, lymph nodes that are
. diseased may interfere with the re-
turn of lymph to the heart. Similarly.
if lymph glands are cally re-
moved, the flow of lymph fluid will be
blocked. Also, diseases of the lymph
channels themselves can prevent
free-flow of the fluid. Under these cir-
cumstances, the increased pré of
the lymph causes pooling of fluid; ede-
ma (excess tissue fluid) will resuit.

For the sake of completeness, I
should add that edema can resuit
from causes other than disorders in
the lymphatic system. In the legs, as
an example, blockage of the veins

(from pregnancy, blood clots or in-
flammation) will lead to more lymph
fluid. If the lymph channels cannot
accommodate the increased volume,
edema will result. Finally, heart fail-
ure, liver disease and malnutrition
will cause edema.

In Milroy's disease, the cause of the
edema is unknown. The tissues swell
for no apparent reason, sometimes
extending as high as the lower pelvic
area. Treatment consists of leg eleva-
tion (when possible), the avoidance of
prolonged standing, the use of diuretic
pills (kidney stimulants to rid the
body of excess fluid) and the wearing
of elastic support hose (to force
lymph back into circulation.)

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Talks today focus
on summit and
Cambodia issues

BEIJING (AP) — The foreign
ministers of China and the Soviet
Union hoid a second day of talks
today aimed at setting a date for
the first Sino-Soviet summit in 30
years

Soviet Foreign Minister
Eduard Shevardnadze and his
Chinese counterpart Qian Qichen
are to meet at the Great Hall of
the People for talks expected to
focus on the summit issue.

Soviet President Mikhail Gor-
bachev is likely to visit China this
spring for a meeting with Chinese
senior leader Deng Xiaoping that
will climax a year of rapidly war-
ming relations and effectively
end three decades of strained
ties.

Qian, who spoke with reporters
before beginning his second
round of talks, Shevrdnadze,
said he expected a date for a
summit to be set before the
Soviet envoy leaves Saturday.

Shevardnadze arrived Wednes-
day in Beijing for a three-day
visit and planned to meet
Premier Li Peng today before
flying to Shanghai for a Saturday
meeting with Chinese senior
leader Deng Xiaoping. He leaves
for Pakistan later Saturday.

In almost three hours of talks
Thursday, the two foreign
ministers reached broad agree-
ment on the need to end the 10-
year conflict in Cambodia.

China long has insisted that
Soviet financial backing for Viet-
nam'’s occupation of Cambodia is
the major obstacle to normaliz-
ing Sino-Soviet relations.

Qian, in a banquet speech
Thursday night, said the two
sides had reached general con-
sensus ‘‘on many aspects of the
problem,”’ including the need for
Vietnam to pull out its troops and
for some kind of international
supervision after Vietnamese
troops leave.

China is the main backer for
the three-party resistance coali-
tion battling the Vietnamese in
Cambodia. It supports the in-
troduction of ap international
peacekeeping force after Viet-
nam's departure, an idea Viet-
nam has rejected.

Foreign Ministry officials said
Shevardnadze had canceled a
tour of the Forbidden City
scheduled for today. While no
reason was given, there was
speculation Shevardnadze might
use the time to meet Cambodian
resistance leader Norodom
Sihanouk, who is now residing in
the Chinese capital.

Economic and cultural con-
tacts gradually have increased in
the 1980s, but normalization of
political and party relations has
been stalled by the issues of Cam-
bodia, the Soviet incursion into

Afghanistan and the highly
militarized border.
Relations have improved

rapidly in the past year following
Soviet announcements it is
withdrawing from Afghanistan
and reducing its troop strength in
Asia, and with progress in efforts
to end the Cambodian conflict.

Cases dismissed

AUSTIN (AP) — Travis County
Attorney Ken Oden says he will
have to drop up to 200 drunk driv-
ing cases because a state trooper
allegedly lied on reports and
under oath.

Trooper Jimmy Lee Holmes,
31, who notched more drunk driv-
ing arrests in Travis County in
1988 than any other lawman, has
been suspended after a Depart-
ment of Public Safety investiga-
tion, DPS spokesman David
Wells said.

He said the DPS would ask that
none of the cases handled by the
trooper be prosecuted.

“That basically means that
neither the Department of Public
Safety nor my office can vouch
for his credibility and veracity
and for that reason we will not
prosecute any cases’’ based sole-
ly on the trooper’s testimony,
Oden said.

“Ultimately, the fact that we
will lose cases is not good, but it’s
a minor price to pay to get this
problem solved,’’ Oden said.

Tower’s confirmation vote...

New allegations force postponement

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
Senate panel will extend its in-
vestigation of John Tower after
new allegations surfaced about
President Bush's choice for
defénse secretary, reportedly
concerning his drinking habits
and relationships with women.

Tower, a onetime chairman of
the Senate Armed Services Com-
mittee, had appeared on a clear
path to confirmation after telling
his former colleagues he had no
alcohol problem and would not be
swayed by past business ties with
defense contractors.

But the chairman of the panel,
Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., said that
the committee received new ac-
cusations Wednesday afternoon
and evening as did the White
House, and both forwarded them
to the FBI.

Nunn interrupted a committee
hearing on another matter
Thursday to announce that an ex-
pected vote on the Tower nomina-
tion that day had been postponed.

““The file is still not complete
and there are members now who
have made a request to review
certain items in the files, so we
will not be voting today,”” Nunn
said.

Nunn and the ranking
Republican on the panel, Sen.
John Warner of Virginia, later
met with the FBI and Sherrie
Marshall, assistant to White
House counsel C. Boyden Gray,
to discuss the new information.

“It’s not over till it's over,”

about

Nunn said. “The investigation is
not over until all serious allega-
tions have been checked, and
that’s the process we always
follow.”

Nunn refused to describe the
allegations or identify the source.
But Sen. James Exon, D-Neb.,
said the committee would tend
“to give more weight to sources
who don’t have an ax to grind.”

The new allegations involve
reports of womanizing and drink-
ing, according to network and
newspaper reports. "

The Washington Post, quoting
unnamed sources involved in the
investigation, said the allega-
tions dealt with “incidents of a
relatively recent nature that had
previously been unreported to the
FBI.” An unidentified woman
who worked with Tower in
Geneva told CBS on Thursday
that she had seen Tower chase a
secretary around his desk.

Further delaying the vote was
the request by two unidentified
committee members to review
the FBI report. Previously, only
Nunn and Warner had read the
report.

Warner said he hoped the com-
mittee would be able to vote next
week, possibly Monday, on the
nomination.

“My hope is that this is the
very last chapter in the analysis
of new information,”” Warner
said.

Exon said he believed the
nomination was ‘‘still in ques-

Tower, who has been divorced
twice, is now single. He has been
accompanied to the confirmation
hearings by his companion,
Dorothy Heyser. .

Tower served 24 years in the
Senate, and was chairman of the
Armed Services Committee from
1981-84.

He was dogged by allegations
drinking and womanizing
before his nomination. In divorce
papers filed two years ago by his
second wife, Lilla Burt Cumm-
ings, Tower was accused of
‘“marital misconduct.”

Police said Price was not
beaten or choked during the ar-
rest, and an autopsy was being
performed to substantiate the
cause of death.

“We wanted to dispel any
rumors we beat a man to death,”
said Police Chief Austin McLane.

Dr. Charles Diggs, an assistant
Hillsborough County medical ex-
aminer, said preliminary autop-
sy results suggest Price may
have suffocated in the police
cruiser because his breathi
was constricted due to being
handcuffed.

Price was carrying 25 pieces of
crack cocaine and a loaded .25-
caliber derringer in his pockets,
said police spokesman Steve
Cole.

Price was sentenced in 1974 to
50 years on a Texas
viction and also had a 1967 rob-
bery arrest on his record, said
Cole. He did not know the dnsposn
tion of that case.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Bush said today that any
plan to rescue the troubled sav-
ings and loan industry “is not go-
ing to be popular’’ but he pledged
that the government will con-
tinue to guarantee the safety of
insured deposits.

Bush met at the White House
with Democratic and R
leaders of Congress to seek their
ideas on how to resolve the S&L

“We've got a big problem in the
savings and loan” industry, Bush
told the lawmakers, meeting in
the Cabinet Room. ‘“There are no
easy answers, no worrying about
blame — plenty to go around. I
want to see the problem solved.”

House Speaker Jim Wright, D-
Texas, and Senate Majority
Leader George Mitchell, D-
Maine, pledged their cooperation
in seeking a solution.

Setting out a timetable for pro-
ducing an administration plan,
con- Bush said he will meet Saturday
with Treasury Department of-
ficials to hear their final recom-
mendations and then early next
week reveal the course he will
take.
