Community College Week is being observed in 
Snyder and across Texas. From any perspective- 
student, parent or taxpayer-a community college 
is still one of the world’s best bargains.

A community college is a major industry in 
Snyder. To have this industry in Scurry County, 
local taxpayers contribute $1.6 million or about 30 
percent of the total budget. For that investment, 
the economic impact on the community has been 
estimated to exceed $45 million.

Gov. Bill Clements has asked that the state pur­
sue greater economic development during the 
final decade of this century, therefore a positive 
reception is anticipated for a proposal which will 
soon be presented to the legislature by the Texas 
community college association.

The organization will ask that the 49 colleges, 
including Western Texas College, be designated 
as economic developm ent centers. This 
underscores the vital role that two-year in­
stitutions can play in the recovery of the Texas 
economy.

The association cites four m ajor'reasons for 
enlarging the mission of junior colleges;

-Thousands of Texans are now enrolled in Job 
'Training Partnership Act educational training 
programs being conducted by such institutions

-90 percent of all post-high school technical and 
vocational training being done in the state is con­
ducted at two-year colleges.

-50 percent of the work performed by small 
business centers across Texas is managed by 
community colleges.

-Some 1,500 private companies each year re­
quest that Texas junior colleges design specific 
training programs for their empioyees.

The recommendation comes in response to a 
report by the Texas strategic economic policy 
commissioa which noted that by the time tixlay’s 
first graders graduate from public schools, thiW 
out of four jobs will require training beyond a 
high school dipolma.

The report confirms the contention that Texas 
must have a superior system of vocational and 
technical training to meet labor market demands 
of the future-therefore it makes sense to 
designate community colleges as economic 
development centers.

Western Texas College has already responded 
admirably to fulfilling needs of Snyder’s newest 
industry-the Texas Department of Corrections. 
It is meeting the training needs of employees and 
is committed to meeting the educational needs of 
inmates.

Any way you slice it, WTC and its staff are 
valuable community assets. There are hundreds 
of towr.s in this state that would “give their 
eyeteeth” for such an asset.

Study says Demos could win in south
ATLANTA (AP) — A new 

study concluded that Democrats 
could win most of the Southern 
suites in 1992 with only a modest 
increase in white support if black 
and Hispanic voters go to the 
polls in numbers equal to that of 
white voters.

The study, released Friday by 
the Southern Regional Council, 
said that with equal levels of 
voting. Democrats would have to 
increase their white support in 
1992 by about five percentage 
points to win iq Alabama, 
Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, 
South Carolina and Texas and to 
capture most of the Southern 
electoral college votes.

The council said the conclu­
sions of the survey counter 
c la im s  by so m e  w h ite  
Democratic leaders in the South 
that the party must make major 
philosopMcal changes to attract 
enough support to win presiden­
tial elections.

“The 1988 presidential election 
re tu rn s  su g g es t th a t  the 
Democratic Party is a lot closer

to regaining a large part oi the 
South than many Democrats ap­
parently realize,” said SRC ex­
ecutive director Steve Suitts.

“While the Democratic solid 
South is gone forever, a 
Democratic victory in the South 
seems feasible if the party and 
others give serious attention to 
increasii^ the levels of minority 
registration and turnout.”

The SRC, founded in 1944 by a 
biracial group of Southerners, 
does research and analysis of 
registration and voting statistics 
and describes itself as non­
partisan. It created the Voter 
Education Project, which helped 
to register some 2 million blacks, 
in 1962.

voters,” the study said.

The council said that while ex­
act data are missing fnxn some 
areas, minority registration and 
voter turnout has been 10 to 12 
percent below white levels in 11 
Southern states in recent years.

The survey, based on data from 
nearly 1,000 precincts across the 
South, show ^ black registration 
down in 11 of 17 cities surveyed 
and black voter turnout down in 
16 of those 17 cities.

As an example, the survey 
cited Houston, where an increase 
(A about 5,000 Democratic votes 
in heavily white precincts was 
more than offset by a loss (rf 
fibout 24,000 black votes.” ' ‘

I t  n o t^  that, aerbro the'Bbiith, 
Democrats got about 4 peix^cft 
more white votes than'tney got in 
1984 but lost more than 20 percent 
of the black votes they had gotten 
four years earlier.

Suitts said the goal of bringing 
black and Hispanic turnout to the 
level of whites is not impossible.

“The data isn’t all that great, 
but 1976, when (President Jim ­
my) Carter won, suggests that 
blacks may have voted a t a rate 
equal to that of whites,” he said.

J im  Cloudt, an atto rney  
representing owners of the pro­
perty, said Wednesday there 
nave be«i talks with potential in­
vestors, h<q;>ing they will take 
over Bemr Gartmi’s lease and 
continue to q[>erate Scholz.

The p o te n ^ l investors include 
Larry Bales, a former operator 
oi the restaurant.

The building is owned by 
A uA ^n,,,,Sa,engurrunde, an  
orga^aatidn of about 300 people 
demcaied to preserving German 
language and traditions.

“We hope it can be reopened as

quickly as possible," he said.
S c h ^  Garden, located just 

blocks fnnn the state Capitol, 
was closed after a  federal 
bankruptcy court bearing.

“T h ^  have bemi a lot of 
tears," said Michael Osbrnme, 
the owner and opera tcH* of the 
famous meeting phce.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Judge 
Lucius Bunton III, the chief 
federal judge in the Western 
District o( Texas, joined a chorus 

, of Texas judges upset by Cod- 
g r ^ ’ failure to enact a pay 
raise.

Bimton says he may resign if 
Congress fails to give judges a 
raise this session.

“ (Resignation) certainly is an 
option that I have. I will make the 
droision when or if I do anything 
when I see what (Congress is go­
ing to do this session as far as the 
pay of judges is concerned,” Bun­
ton told the San Antonio Express- 
News.

(Congress this week rejected a 
$45,500 pay raise for judges, part 
of a pa(dcage of pay increases for 
federal employees tha t was 
recommended by a presidential 
commission. The raise would 
have hiked the salaries of some 
m em bers of Congress and 
federal judges to $135,000 a year.

“ I d o n ’t  th in k  , t h a t ’s 
unreasonable,” BunUm said.

Senior U.S. District Judge 
D.W. Suttle and Judges H.F. 
“Hippo” Garcia and Edward C. 
Prado said the overall <]uality of 
federal judges m ay decline 
because fewer high-paid lawyers 
will want to become judges.

Bunton pointed out that many

lawy«*s who argue cases before 
him earn twice or three times as 
much as a federal judge.

“ I think there is a good chance 
the better-quality lawyers-Arill 
tl^ink twice about w aning to 
become judges,” Prado said. 
“The quality of applicants might 
go down.”

The three San Antonio federal 
judges said pay increases for 
judges and lawmakers should be 
considered separately. But they 
said then had no plans to leave 
the bm eh over the pay issue.

“ I don’t  think t h ^  will be a 
mass exodus,” Prado said.

He noted, though, that judges, 
unlike members of (Con9*ess, 
cannot accept honoraria tor giv­
ing speeches and must exist 
strictly on their $89,500 salaries.

Despite not getting the pay 
raise, federal judges still receive 
higher salaries than state judges 
in Texas. The highest-paid state 
judge, chief justice the Texas 
Suixreme Court, receives a salary 
of $80,896.

Consecration set for bishop
BOSTON (AP) — The Rev. 

Barbara Harris, an Episcopal 
priest from Philadelphia, today 
becomes the first female bishop 
in any major branch of Christen­
dom that traces it leadership 
back 2,(KX) years to the time of 
Christ.

Harris was to be consecrated 
MS MuffrMgMn, or a ss is tan t. 
Episcopal bishop for the Boston 
Ejriscopal diocese, a r e la t iv e  
obscure position that has drawn 
world attention because of her 
gender, background and liberal 
views.

A large number of bishops 
were expected to attend the state­
ly ceremony a t Hynes Veteran 
Memorial Auditorium, and 2,000 
clergy members, lay lead m ,
e n i m e n i o i t l  S rr*
civic d ign itaria  were to march 
in procession.

The chief consecrator was to be 
the Most Rev. Edmond Brown­
ing, presiding bishop (rf the 
Episcopal d u u x h  in the United 
States.

Harris would be the first 
female bishop in a branch of 
Clulstianity that believes in 
apostolic succession — that its

leaders are  descended from 
(Christ’s apostles. Among such 
denominations are the Roman 
Catholic Church, Elastem Or­
thodox ch u rch es  and  the 
worldwide Anglican Communion, 
which includm the Episcopal 
Church.

While her appointment was op­
posed by some religious leaders 
because of her gender, Harris 
has generated controversy for 
other reasons. She is divorced, 
lacks a c o l l ie  or seminary 
d eg ree  an d  is p o litic a lly  
outspoken.

In her writings, Harris has not 
been shy about blasting con­
servatives in the church she has 
been designated to help lead.

In an article last April in a 
liberal chuicli publiculiuu, iia: 
Witness, the S8-year-old priest 
took aim a t the conservative 
church Prayer Book Society and 
the Roup’s plan to monitor votes 
by liberal clergy members a t an 
Episcopal convention.

Her writings served to fan the 
controversy surrounding her 
election last Septem b^.

The Rev. Jerome Politzer of 
the conservative Prayer Book

Society put it bluntly Friday: “A 
b i s l ^  is to be a disciple of Jesus 
(Christ, not Karl Marx. Her hard­
line leftist position is not a 
moderating, reconciling posi­
tion.”

Auburn Traycik, editor of The 
Christian Challenge, a con­
servative Episcopal publication, 
said she objected more to the
*tyle than  th« Cvutwit of I l iu i i s ’
writings.

“A lot (rt her stuff shows a 
distinct lack of charity, a kind of 
unseemliness,” Traycik said. 
The Christian Challenge publish­
ed a lengthy article in D ^ m b o *  
detailing some what the

paper’s editors believed were 
H arris’ m ore objectionable 
writings.

Among others, the publication 
found unacceptable H arris’ 
description of the Prayo* Book 
Society as “divisive, defiant, 
deleterious and demonic...”

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Trip to highlight 
defense and trade

OTTAWA (AP) — Hoping 
has put questi(Mi8 about his 
private bank holdings behind 
him. Secretary of State Jam es A. 
Baker III set out Saturctay on a 
weekldng trip to the capitals of 
the 14 U.S. allies in Western 
Europe likely to be dominated by 
dfefense and trade issues.'

For Baker, whose foreign 
policy experience is slight, u e  
trip th in n in g  in Iceland and win­
ding up F r i^ y  in France is a 
learning experience and a war­
mup for a probable NATO sum­
mit meeting in the spring.

“It is a listening trip and it is a 
consulting trip,” Baker said Fri­
day a t a news conference here. 
“But I am carrying a message. 
We want to make it clear the way 
to approach the East-West rela­
tionship is with prudence and 
with realism. We want you to 
know we are not dragging our 
feet, seeking delay for the sake of 
delay."

Baker said he would solicit the 
views of the allied governments 
on how to negotiate strategic

nuclear weapons reductions with 
the l^viet Union and what to do 
about modernizing NATO *s bat­
tlefield weapons.

Baker hopes, meanwhile, he 
has put to rest a potentially 
ticklish problem  over his 
holdings in Chemical New York 
Corp. by saying he would “tend to 
be guiclied" by whatever (inclu­
sions are reached by government 
ethics lawyers.

The holding company has |4.5 
billi(Hi in loans to Third WiK'ld na­
tions, and Baker as secretary of 
state will be called on to { ^ y  a 
leading nde in addressing the 
economic problems ci developing 
countries.

Baker said he would ask for a 
presidential waiver allowing him 
to participate in such decisions. 
But Baker said he would also con­
sider other options, such as sell­
ing his stocx or changing the 
terms of the blind trust in which 
all his holdings have been placed 
in order to avoid even the ap­
pearance of a conflict of interest.

The National Association of Investors Corporation, NAIC, is often 
mentioned in this column. The reason is that its members, like our 
readers, are composed of individual investors worldwide-no big cor­
porations, institutions, banks or mutual funds, just average people 
interested in furthering their investment knowledge and learning 
how to make money in the stock market.

Each year the NAIC recognizes its All-Star Investment Clubs. Bet­
ter Investing, the organization’s official publication, includes not on­
ly statistical data on these top clubs but also interviews with 
members to learn why they’re successful.

This year the annual review was particularly interesting because 
the results and the reactions included October 19, 1987, Black Mon­
day, the day the stock market seemed to collapse.

For example, the ACTIFF, the acronym for a Commitment to In­
vest for the Future, Investment Club of Portland, Ore., saw Black 
Monday as an opportunity to “beef up” their holdings with good 
st(x;ks at bargain prices. Their president, Greg Button, told Better 
Investing the 5-year-old club averaged a 22 percent annual gain 
through November 1987. That’s an admirable record even for profes­
sionals.

The gains, however, were not as significant as how these clubs 
achieved them. None of the nation’s top 16 clubs left investing to 
chance. A fundamental part of each club is a strict education policy.

The County Employees Investment Club of San Diego, Calif., 
develops a schedule of topics at the beginning of each year. These 
are printed and distributed to the membership. It was education and 
strict investment discipline that, in a meeting shortly after the 
m arket’s drop, led the club to analyze their position and “to stick 
with their unwritten rule of not selling unless there’s a reason to 
sell”

Although membership of these top investment clubs is usually 
made up of both men and women, the Poor’s Pupils Investment club 
is a p r^ u c t of the Dublin, Ohio, Wome/i’s Club. These 20 women 
have become true students of investing by studying stocks. Presi­
dent Ann Bumgarner says the club’s objective is “ to learn aboi^ 
stocks and to make intelligent decisions.” Because of thia 
philosophy, they invested $1,020 after Black Monday. “It was worth 
$1,800 just six months after t ^  crash,” she says.

The overall success of these clubs is an inspiration to individual in­
vestors nationwide. They represent men and women in virtualy 
every profession.

President of NAIC’s Board of Trustees, Kenneth S. Janke, ap­
plauds those clubs that work hard to help their memabers learn and 
grow. He sees it as “a fcfrmula that leads to financial success.”

Man who posed as astronaut feces trial
BOSTON (AP) — Robert Hunt s(^ ch ed  some kitchen tiles and 

told his wife they fell off the ill-fated Challenger space shuttle.
That, police s&y, was just one fH’op in Hunt’s pose as an 

astronaut during a period of make-believe that carried him 
through several states, speaking engagements and marriages.

Now his wife is leaving him and he faces fraud and larceny 
charges for taking his make-believe too far.

State police arrested Hunt on Jan. 28 in suburban Medford. The 
27-year-old plumber’s son from Everett is accused swindling 
his fomrth wife and bride of five months, Ann Sweeney, of up to 
$50,000 on her ccNnpany-issued credit can! and for taking $4,000 
from  a Saugus family on the promise he could get their 18-year- 
old son out of the Navy.

On Jan. 6, calling himself Marine Capl. Robert J . Huitt, tlie 
fake astronaut spoke before a group called the Experimental 
Aircraft Ass(x;iation.

“He was a very g(xxl speaker, he entertained us. He held us 
spellbound for 2Vt hours,” said Greater Boston chapter presi­
dent, Lou Pascu(x;i. s

Sweeney, 23, a former optical engineer, also believed he was 
an astronaut.

“I love the person I thought I was married to,” she said.
Recalling the day he was unmasked, Sweeney said, “ I was 

shocked. It was almost like watching someone die. He just 
dissolved, disappeared.”

Hunt is being held on $100,000 bail in a Boston jail. His case in 
East Boston District Court was continued to Feb. 15 after a re­
quest for reduced bail was denied. Hunt’s attorney, Jam es 
Cipoletta, could not be reached Friday, but he has said he urged 
his client not to speak to the news media.

Investigators compiling the story of Hunt’;s alleged stories say 
that for the past eight years he has been fooling many people in 
imaginative ways — in Massachusetts, Florida, Pennsylvania 
and Ireland.

Montour, Pa., Township Police Chief Robert Lighow said Hunt 
allegedly rode around Pennsylvania in a limousine seeking 
nruxiels for his baby powder while pretending to be a powder 
maker. He said Friday that he was investigating charges that 
Hunt swindled his third wife, a local woman, out of large 
amounts of money. He would not elaborate. Authorities say Hunt 
is believed to have been uuti t ied to two uUier wonieii.

Harry Doan, the owner of an a ir service in Daytona Beach, 
Fla., was convinced by Hunt that he was a  Navy helicop>ter pilot.

Last summer. Hunt chartered a jet to fly wiUi his wife 16 .
treal, allegedly c h a rg i^  it on his wife’s credit card while teHing 
her the f l i ^ t  cost n()&ing because he was a space shuttle pilot

In Ireland'Oct. 8, he was granted a 10-minute interview with 
Benjamin Briscoe, lord m ayor of Dublin. B riscoe’s 
spokeswoman said the meeting a t Mansion House, the official 
residence, was arranged after Briscoe was told Hunt was a 
visiting astronaut.

The spokewoman said when Hunt told the lord mayor that 
British Prime Minister M argaret Thatcher was a r ra n g i^  fw  
him to be married a t Westminster Abbey, Briscoe realized Hunt 
was “not the full shilling,” but politely said nothing.

S&Ls had record December withdrawals
WASHINGTON (AP) — Sav­

ings an d  loan  c u s to m ers  
withdrew a record |8.1 billion 
fro m  th e i r  a c c o u n ts  in 
December, evidence, economists 
say, that the industry is being 
squeezed by higher interest 
rates.

The Federal Home Loan Bank 
Board, which regulates 2,955 
fedcsrally insured savings and 
loans, s a id  F r id a y  th a t 
December marked the eighth 
consecutive month of net 
withdrawals, reversing the tide 
of deposits t to t  poured into S&Ls 
following the 1987 stock market 
crash.

DAWSON, Ga. (AP) — Gov. 
Joe Frank Harris joined the 
residents of Dawson in taking of­
fense a t Sm. Lloyd Bentsen’s er­
roneous reference in a national 
address to the south G ^x’gia 
town’s supposed economic woes.

Harris Friday reeled off a 
scathing telegram to the Texas 
Democrat, urging the former 
vice presidential nominee to 
apologize to “Ms. Ima A. Rude, 
executive secre tary , Terrell 
County Chamber of Coimnerce,” 
fcHT having “embarrassed a ^  
slighted the good people 
Dawson and Terrell County.”

In the Democratic Party’s 
response to Presidm t Bush’s 
sp e^ h  to Congress Thui^sday 
night, Bentsen told a national 
television audience that Dawson 
wais an example of a  town that 
has been abandoned by U.S. in­
dustry.

Bentsen said: “We’re losing 
good jobs, and that hurts the very 
fabric of America. A few months 
ago, in Dawson, G a.,-after two 
plant closings wiping out 2,ooo 
jobs, a high school class was ask­
ed where they would settle after 
graduation. Only two out of 20 
wanted tn stay in D a w |^ .” .........

D a ^ b h  was a bad CMmple for 
Bentsen to use, because nothing 
of the sort has happened there. 
The senator apparently got his 
information from an erroneous 
st<Mi7  in The Wall Street Journal 
last August.

“Hell, we ain’t got 2,000 pe<g}le

employed in the whtde town,” 
said Tommy Rountree, editor of 
the Dawson News.

Phones were ringing (rff the 
hook Friday a t the Terrell County 
Chamber of Commerce, and 
M ay o r S te v e  H ig h s m ith  
lamented a setback to Dawson’s 
efforts to lure industry.

“We need people to promote us, 
not tear us d ^ n , ” H i^ m ith  
said.

The governor’s telegram  
pointed out that there are 1,300 
workers in Dawson and Terrell 
County, and there had been no 
plant dosings.

Rountree skid Bentsen ap­
paren tly  w as re fe rring  to 
Albany, a larger city about 25 
miles away which lost a couple of 
fact(xies and about 2,000 jobs two 
years ago.

He speculated that The Wall 
Street Journal got the towns mix­
ed up last August in an article <m 
the economic woes of small towns 
in Am erica*^ an error Bentsen 
accidentally repeated.

Bentsen’s press secretary Jack 
DeVore said the Journal story 
was the spurce Bentsen used in 
his remarks.

Congressman: super collider 
will have tough road ahead

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — Sup. 
porters of the super collider will 
have a tough time convincing 
Congress to spend the $206 
million to $250 million requested 
for the project in P r^ iden t 
Bush’s budget, says U.S. Rep. 
Mike Espy, D-Miss.

“ If you ask me if we have $200 
million this year, I would tell you 
no,” Espy said during a congres­
sional panel a t the International 
Industrial Symposium on the 
Super Collider in New Orleans.

But at a news conference after­
ward he said he didn’t mean 
start-up money for the world’s 
biggest atom-smasher hasn’t got 
a  chance of getting the money 
from Congress.

“ I wouldn’t say I’m throwing 
ice water on it. I think we’re go­
ing to sweat about it some,”  said 

‘Espy, it nTcfiibernaf tlie'floader 
Budget Committee.

Where, he asked, will Congress 
find $250 million for the super col­
lider without imposing new taxes 
and while both cutting the deficit 
and finding money for Bush’s in­
itiatives in housing, drugs and 
other high-pntf ile areas.

Other members of the panel — 
Reps. Jimmy Hayes, D-La., Jim  
Chapman, E^Texas, Joe Barton, 
D-Texas, and Carl Pursell, R- 
Mich. — agreed the proposal will 
be hard-fought. But they said 
they think it will pass.

Bush’s budget asks for actual 
spending of $206 million on the 

— slKĤ t for superconducting 
super collider. But he recom­
mends the program be allowed to 
spend up to $:m  million in fiscal 
1990 if the money is available, 
and $250 million was the figure 
used by the congressmen.

“We do not have enough money 
in the conunittee to squeexe it out 
of existing,programs,” said Rep. 
Carl m k ,  R-Mich. and a 
member of the House Appropria­
tions Committee. “Shiftii^ some 
money from the Defense Depart­
ment will help in civilian ap­
propriations."

And he said some members of 
that committee think Bush’s $5.9 
billion total cost estimate is far

too low.
“Some members of the com­

mittee think it’s going to cost $8 
billion in the long run," said 
Pursell. “1 look for a major 
policy fight — maybe not this 
year but next year, because the 
squeeze is going to be tighter."

“ It’s not going to be easy,” 
agreed Rep. Joe Barton, D- 
Texas, whose district includes 
the site near Waxahatchie chosen 
for the super collider. But, he 
said, he thinks this is the year 
Congress will authorize the pro­
ject.

The president and the delega- 
ti(Ni from Texas are powerful 
backers, Espy noted.

Jury returns guilty 
verdict in slayings

CLARKSVILLE, Ark. (AP) -  
A jury found a man guilty of 
capital murder Friday in the 
slayings of 14 family members 
whose bodies were discovered in 
his house, in trash bags or 
buried.

R. Gene Simmons, who already 
faces the death penalty in two 
other slayings, didn’t visibly 
react to the venlict but several 
people in the courtroom applaud­
ed.

The jurors, who deliberated 
more than four hours, will decide 
whether Simmons is sentenced to 
death or life imprisonment 
without parole. Immediately 
after the vierdict, Johnson County 
Circuit Judge John S. Patterson 
began instructing the jury on the 
sentencing phase.

Simmons, 48, has already been 
sentenced to die for the slayings 
of two people during a 40-minute 
shooting rampage on Dec. 28,

1987, in Russellville. After his ar­
rest, authorities searching his 
home near Dover found the 
bodies of Simmons’ wife, his 
seven children, two of the 
children’s spouses, and four 
grandchildren. They had all been 
shot or strangled.

As the jury deliberated, Sim­
mons’ attorney, Robert E. Irwin, 
said he had received Simmons’ 
permission to appeal if he was 
convicted.

Simmons had waived appeal <m 
his earlier convicUon.

In his closing statem ent, 
defense attMTiey John C. Harris 
safd there was no evidence that 
placed Simmons a t his home at 
the time of the deaths nor any 
evidence that he personally fired 
the gun he gave police when he 
was arrested.

to find the money for the SSC.
“ I wish it was there. Someone 

needs to come and show us how it 
can be found," he said.

He said his district, the nation’s 
third-poorest, is still close enough 
to Texas that it might get some 
small business contracts con­
nected to the super collider. Even 
some high-technology firm s 
might move to Mississippi, he 
said. And its proximity would 
prompt students to study math 
and science, he said.

Pursell said the super collider 
would stimulate education in 
math and science and keep the 
United States competitive with 
other nations.

“ If we don’t continue to lead in 
scientific technology, we’ll 
become a Second-rate nation. If 
we become a seconu-rBteaMuvti, 
we cannot afford to help the state 
of Louisiana or any other state," 
said Hayes.

Bud Shaw of Snyder retired 
from Southwestern Bell on 
December 31, 19M, after a little 
more than 42 years of service.

During that entire period, he 
notes with pride, he never missed 
a  day’s work due to a profession- 
related injury.

Shaw went to work for 
Southwestern Bell on Oct. 7,1946. 
Bom and reared in Hermleigh, 
he flrst secured a jol) with the 
telephone company and then 
traveled to Fort Worth where he 
attended a  pole climbing school 
for three w e ^ .

Following that training period, 
Shaw was transferred to Lub­
bock where he spent approx­
imately IS  months as a linmoan 
on an unlocated construction 
gang. P art of his duties then 
c o v o ^  new cable and telephone 
wires, he said.

Then Shaw tran fe rred  to 
Snyder where he became an 
i n s t a l l e r / r e p a i r m a n  fo r  
Southwestmi Bell. He also did 
various repair iobs as well.

In thoM days Shaw said 
Snyder’s population was between 
3,000-4,000 people. He spent about 
10 years in that position before 
becoming an exchange repair­
man. For the next 15 years, he 
repaired telephone cables and
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malfunctioning telephones.
Then after the titles were 

changed, Shaw becuioe an ex­
change repairman and held that 
post until he retired.

Of all the positicMis he held with 
the phone company, Shaw said he 
liked cable repair the best.

Shaw has nothing but (Nraise for 
Southwestam Bell. “It was a 
great company to work for and I 
met a lot Of nice people," he said.

During the oil boom of the 
19S0S, Shaw said he and anotha* 
m an w ere the only field 
employees and the demand for 
phone service was so great that 
they couldn’t keep up with it. 
During that period, the telephone 
operators were located above 
Stinson’s Drug Store. They later 
moved to the then new offices on 
27th Street.

A fta  the boom, things “slowed 
down and ta p e i^  M "  Shaw 
said.

Shaw said he first applied to 
Southwestern Bell for a job 
because he thought “it would be a 
good company to wcxit f a . "

After tw ai»lied, he did not 
hear anything from the company 
f a  a week. Then company of­
ficials called him and said he had 
to report to Abilene f a  a 
physical. He was 20 years old a t 
the time.

Shaw said they were always 
very safety conscious and wore 
hard hats and safety glasses 
when in the field.

Sl)aw said that as the years 
p a s ^ ,  Southwestern Bell im­
proved its operations and 
established b e tta  lines which

served more people. More field 
eimlbyees were added also.

iW uugbuut the years, Shaw 
was based in Snyder, but be 
traveled to surrounding jobs on 
phone companv business. He said 
he liked working in the fleld 
because he coulchi’t  stand bdng 
hemmed up in an office.

Outdoor work did have its 
drawbacks, such as a big ice 
storm whidi struck in the 1940s, 
downing all the toll circuits fnxn 
Snyder to Sweetwater.

’Today, be said, more cables 
are b u r i^  so wind and ice storms 
don’t cause as much damage.

Shaw remembers that “many 
times I got out in bad weathor to 
repair telephone lines."

Shaw was raised on a farm  in 
Hermleigh and during his grow­
ing up years he remembers going 
out into the fleld to pick cotton, 
which was his family’s staple 
crop. It was hard, back-breaking 
worit and when Shaw finished 
high school, he decided that he 
had had enough of fanning. 
Eventually  he applied to 
Southwestern Bell for a  job.

Shaw had two brothers, one 
older and one younger than him. 
One brother is deceased.

Now that he is retired, Shaw 
said that he has enough work 
around the house to keep him 
busy. In his s p ^  time, he also 
likes woodworking and carpentry 
work such as furniture repair. He 
said his uncle was a carpenter 
and cabinet nudter and that he 
taught him all he knows today.

Shaw and his wife, Ruth, have 
been m arried 30 years.

HOWDOYOU 
' U K E  YOUR DENIM ?

The popularity of denim 
clothing is a  woncterful example 
of the <dd saying that “you can’t 
please all of the people all of the 
time." For every person who 
likes faded denim, th ^ s e m n s  to 
be another who is unharoy about 
creases, streaking or coW  loss.

Denims always lose dye. 
Changes in most denim fabrics 
are  in s ta b le  because they’re  in­
digo piece-dyed fabrics. ‘The (fye 
is apolied in a heavily concen­
t r a t e  fotm so the reslfh**)* arc 
ntostly on the surface of t te  
fatxic. Friction with the body, 
rubbing or mechanical action 
during laundering Will dislodge 
the dye particles fn « i clothing.

The loss of color will be most 
apparent on creases, double 
seam thicknesses and edges, 
since they receive greater abra­
sion. Heavy denim lacks draping 
capabilities and retain the same 
ptMiliun oi creases in the washer 
and dryer. This also contributes

to coliH* loss and streaking.
So what if you don’t like the 

creases and streaks? They can’t 
be eliminated, but you can 
reduce them. 'Turn the garment 
inside out for washing if it’s not 
heavily soiled. Undl^load the 
washer, increase the water level 
and shake out the garment b^ore  
putting it in the dryer.

Another alternative is to buy 
jeans made from a ptdyester- 
cottim blend. The dyes uMd on 
blends are  diffm^nt from the 
dyes used ou 100% cotton, and are 

likely to f a ^ .
Do you like the faded, streaked 

look for your jeans and other 
denim clotties? u  you do, you can 
save some money bv purchasing 
regular denim cloth or clothes 
and fading them yourself.

At least two companies are 
marketing iwoducts for fading 
denim clothing. “Fast Fade for 
Jeans" is made by the Rit Com­
pany. It’s a concentrated pre- 
wash that softens and fades in

one washing. It’s manufactured 
by Malco Products, Inc.

Bleaching jeans will weaken 
the fibers, so they will not be as 
strtmg and durable as they were 
b^(H% the bleaching process. 
Commercial pre-wash products 
may also have a similar ̂ e c t .

Rubbing wet denim with a 
pumice stone or rubbing an 
emery board on seam edges, 
pockets and other areas to pro­
duce a stone-washed or worn u>ok 
also weakens the fabric in those 
pieces.

However, people who like the 
faded look will gladly trade 
durability for fashion.

Women suppress their anger, 
men vent theirs, study shows

In 1968, the world’s population 
increased by 90 million people, 
after subtracting all deatte from, 
births, reports the Population 
Reference Bureau. That total is 
more than 35 percent of all the 
people now living in the United 
States.

FOREST GROVE. Ore. (AP) 
— How people handle anger 
varies with gender, accortling to 
studies by a Pacific Univorsity 
psychology professor.

Women experience anger in 
response to many of the same cir­
cumstances as men and may 

’ even experience similar levels 
anger, says Dr. Mary Kay Biag- 
gio, but they are prone to sup­
press and internalize their anger 
while men tend to externalize 
theirs.

“The cost of this suppression 
may for many women be lowered 
s e lf - e s te e m , a s e n s e  of 
powerlessness and fear ojf 
responding to or of even recogniz­
ing a provoking or unfair condi­
tion tlu t causes the anger in the 
first place,” she says.

For example, if a supervisor 
criti(dzes an employee for a 
trivial matter, male employees 
would be more likely than 
females to view their supervisor 
as unreasonable and to consider 
the incidoit their supervisor’s 
fault. Women would be more like­
ly to blame themselves for the 
criticism and to attempt to cor­
rect the problem.

T h o u ^  individual men and 
women may respond in a variety 
of ways to this type of prov(xra- 
tion, Biaggio’s research suggests 
that there will be some dif­
ferences, in general, between the 
sexes in how they construe such 
provocation.

When men have aggressive im­

pulses, they are expected to ex­
press them by sh y in g  anger, 
while women are  encouraged to 

' suppress their own anger.
Biaggio, program director and 

p ro fesso r a t  the  O regon 
Graduate Scho(d of Professional 
Psychology who has studied 
anger for nearly 10 years, used 
two experiments in her stucly.

In a field study, 72 college 
students recorded all of their 
anger arousing incid«its for two 
weeks. Categories of provoking 
incidents and of the feelings they 
aroused were developed.

The men reported more pro­
voking incidents than did the 
women, and men had more in­
cidents stemming from annoying 
oir ignorant persons.

were real.

The only gendo* difference 
found in this study was that men 
reacted to criticism with greater 
feelings of hostility and hate.

“ In the real world,” Biaggio 
says, “ it may be the case that 
men are mm^ likely to resptxid to 
irritations with anger and that 
women are more prone to inhibit 
feelings oi anger when subjected 
to real life prov<x:ations.

supported by his partner, and when 
North’s opening bid of one club sug­
gested that clubs belonged to the oppo­
nents?

Tower nomination han^ng  
as Congress leaves town
WASHINGTON (AP) — John 

Tower’s nomination as defense 
secretary was in limbo Friday as 
Congress left town for a week- 
long re c e s s , w ith  m any 
Democrats saying they need 
MiiuWelb tu quubiiuuto about 
Tower’s conduct before they can 
make a decision.

Tower, meanwhile, didn’t shy 
away from the spotlight, appear­
ing Thursday niglH with Presi­
dent Bush a t a joint session of 
Congress where Bush unveiled 
his budget for fiscal 1990, in­
cluding a slowdown in defense 
spending.

White House aides said Tower 
has be«i advising Bush on 
military and budget issues, and 
sat next to Bush a t a Cabinet 
meeting to review the new 
budget.

In contrast to the Democrats, 
Republicans rushed to support 
Tower, saying that he was the 
victim of unfounded allegations 
and

After Bush’s speech, Ccmgress 
adjourned until Feb. 21, the first 
day the Senate Armed S erv ice 
Committee could vote on the 
nomination (rf Tower, a f<Mmer 
Texas senator and one-time 
chairman of the panel.

Tower would have to be con­
firmed by the full Senate before 
he could (rffibially take control of 
the Pentagon, which is being run 
on an acting basis by William H. 
T a ft IV, d ep u ty  d e fen se  
secretary under former Presi­
dent Reagan.

Senate leaders agreed late 
Thursday to bring Tower’s 
nomination to a floor vote in an 
expedited fashion after the holi­
day,^ assum ing investigators 
have finished their work, accor­
ding to Walt Riker, a spokesman 
fix' Senate Minority Leader Bob 
Dole of Kansas.

Others in the meeting were 
Senate Majority Leader George 
Mitchell Maine, Sen. Sam 
Nunn, D-Ga., chairman of the 
armed services committee, and 
Sen. J ( ^  Warner, R-Va.,; the 
panel’s  ranking Republican. „ > 
nuOne deadlin«rrfcueing'the new 
defense secretary is arriving 
within 60 days a t specifics on how 
to achieve $6.4 billion in reduc­
tions in Pentagon spending. 
Bush’s spending plan cuts that 
amount from the Reagan ad­
ministration budget unveiled last 
month.

The most recent holdup in

Tower’s protracted nominati(m 
process cam e when Nunn 
postyoned the vote after the 
White House said the FBI needed 
more time to investigate allega­
tions of a financial nature.

Nunn, who has said he could 
not suppmt Tower if a formal 
vote were taken Friday, repeated 
on Thursday that he needs addi- 
ti(Nial infcnmation.

“My position is, there are ques­
tions that have to be answered 
and I’ve indicated that the 
alcohol question is one of them. 
I^ e re  are questions that still 
liave nut beeu ausweieu to my 
satisfaction.”

Since Bush nominated the 63- 
year-old Tower, the former arms 
cmitrol negotiator has been dogg­
ed by allegations of wonuinizing 
and excessive drinking. Tower, 
who has been divorcii^ twice, 
says he drinks modesUy, usually 
a little wine.

“What bothers me is there is a

feeding frenzy h o ’e,” said Sen. 
Trent Lott, R-Miss. “ I am wor­
ried that we begin to judge this 
nomination on the w e i^ t of the 
allegations instead of the weight 
of the evidence. ... N in e ty -e^ t 
percent ef this stuff is totally un 
founded.”

But Sen. Alan Dixon, D-IU., 
said the latest allegation against 
Tower is “mmv damaging than 
anything I’ve seen to date in the 
files or heard in the testimony 
that we’ve accumulated in thie 
hearings.”

Ducon, speaking on ABOTV, 
refused to discuss specifics, but 
said the charge was raised by a 
prominent Washingtonian.

Senators have said the FBI is 
looking into any links between 
Tower and defense contractm’s 
named in “Operatiem 111 Wind,” 
the code-name for the federal in­
vestigation of alleged corruption 
in the Pentagon’s procurement 
system.

Records on file a t the Federal 
Election Conunission show that 
Tower received campaign ^con­
tributions for his unfulfilled 1964 
election race from at least two 
men who have been named in
teiAm r»l Affi/Utyil'M r o leaoAH In  Ih n
ill Wind case.

Tower, who opted not to run in 
1964, received a $500 campaign 
contribution from Charles F.

By the weekend, most folks should be “over” the fact of Augustus 
(Gus) McCrae’s death in the last installment of “Lonesome Dove” 
on Wednesday.

In reviews and articles related to the four-part mini-series, we're 
already seeing Larry McMurtry’s 1965 novel described as his
“masterpiece,” and, for the present, we’!! admit it will he the w o r k  
he is most identified with.

This despite the fact that his first novel, “Horseman Pass By,” 
was published in 1961 and, scarcely a year after that, was discovered 
by Hollywood and transformed into the movie “Hud.” And the fact 
that he’s written 13 in all, a list where you may know the titles but not 
the author.

If we’re under-estimating his recognition level, we take that as
good nows.

In flat out fashion, however, “Lonesome Dove” ain’t his best work. 
It is a potboiler which, like all great p o tb o il^  (Louu L’̂ o u r  et 
al...) has characters and a storyline as strong as a coffin nail.

In the same breath, we’ll note that good books can be made into 
great movies, and this is what they’ve done with “Lonesome Dove.” 

As for McMurtry, we’d hope that the movie will turn more people 
to the book and that this will serve as an introduction into his other 
works. As a friendly guide, the earlier the better.

We were embarrassed two years back wh«i Jam es Michener’s 
“Texas” was released with all the hoopla it received. While the 
University of Texas was granting Michemr native Texan status to 
write that ponderous dust gatherer, true native Texans like McMur­
try seemed to be relegated to the bush league ranks of minor writers.

What we have here is a West Texas neighbor who grew up in Ar­
cher County, which today has a total population of about 7,200; 
whose many uncles migrated to familiar places like Clarendon, a 
Panhandle community hours to the north as the crow flies, and, 
closer still, Muleshoe; and who has written some of the truest por­
traits of Texas a Texan will ever verify.

We have friends who have bumped into McMurtry, for cat’s sake, 
sipping a friendly toddy with his surviving kinfolk a t the Clarendon 
Country Club, where cow patties occasionally get left on the 18th 
hole.

What we’re saying is, it’s pretty accessible reading for anyone who 
loves Texas.

And while no one’s proposed us as an emeritus critic of great 
literature, we would rank some of his work with any of the great 
writers cranking out fiction today. Hey buddy, must we remind that 
we have a BA degree in English from Tech?

com m on-law  w ife, H edda

children. (In fact, 40% of all 
female homicides are  victims of 
battering by spouses or lovers.) 
Or take a gander a t the back a 
milk carton. Many of those kids 
vanished in just that way.

It takes tremendous persixial 
courage to take such a risk, to 
gather up your little ones..p«d 
leave your own home for the 
unknown, and after years m tear 
and browbeating, many of these 
women have long since forgotten

their own strength.
Blaming the victim is one of 

America’s favorite pastimes.

IWAR REAIWR: The normal vagi­
na cqptains harmless bacteria and 
yeasts. Ordinarily, these microorcan 

owe anomer.
therehy preventing any overgrowth. 

•This is a dMicatc balanoe in which in­
fection W itt one agent is normally in­
hibited by the otter. Therefore, noost 
women aren’t  even aware that they 
are carrying these perfectly inooco- 
ons vaginal mkabitants.

Problems devMop when factors dis- 
mpt this balance. For example, dia­
betics are more prone to vaginal 
yeast infection becanee high tissoe- 
flnld sagar provides a rich source of 
nutrition for yeasts, which grow, 
eventnally outstrip the bacterial com­
petition and cauae symptoms. Like- 
wlee, antibiotics — snch as Bactrim 
— upset the balance by selectively 
killing off milUons of bacteria; tUs 
enables the
by bacterial restraints.

Vhast vaginitis is enreedingly com­
mon in women who take antibiotics 
for more than several days. People of­
ten mistake this overgrowth as an al- 
leri0c reaction to the antibiotic. It 
isn’t  The vaginitis simply indicates 
that the antibiotic is d o i^  its job; do­
ing it too well, in fact

Because antibiotics destroy bacte­
ria elsewhere in the body, yeast infec­
tion can also erupt in othw sites; for 
instance, the naouth, throat rectum 
and penis (in men) — anywhere that 
yeasts normally exist

Treatment involves re-establishing 
the bacterla/ycast balance. Anti- 
yeast drugs, such as nystatin, can be 
applied toc^y , taken in mouthwash 
form or used as vaginal creams or 
tablets. This medicine destroys the 
excess yeast organisms (without af­
fecting the bacteria) and permits the 
bacteria to achieve parity once again.

Some patients on antibiotics u v e  
discovered that they can maintain 
their bacteria/yeast balance by si­
multaneously loading their systems 
with harmless acidophilns bacteria in 
uncultured yogurt or Lactinex, taken 
orally. This is not as effective as using 
anti-yeast medicatioo but it some­
times works.

For those alert readers who have 
taken this discuasioa one step further, 
the answer is yes. For one reaaon or 
another, some patients may have to 
take anti-yeast medicine in the first 
place. Predictably, this will upset the 
bacteria/yeast balaace and encour­
age bactoria to multiply without re­
straint, causing bacterial vaginitis or
OTOCUIIH cnMFWMv. EiK
for this? Antibiotics.

’Thus, many cases of vaginitis can 
be seen as an understandable conae- 
quence of conditions that upset the 
normal checks and balances Nature 
has provided.

Finally, the diabetic woman (or im- 
m unolof^Uy suppressed patient) is 
not likely to be cured of her vaginitis 
until the underlying malfunction is 
corrected. This means appropriate 
control ci blood sugar (or treatment 
to aabanca immunity) coupled with 
the proper applicatioo of a  specific 
medttine to prevent overgrowth of ei­
ther yeasts or bacteria.

Chronic fatigue is one of the most 
common ailments for which patients 
seek medical attention. In most cases, 
the cause is easily uncovered and 
ranges from anemia, infectioo and tu­
mors to drug abuse, depression and 
ennui — or, as one of my patients put 
it, ”sufferin’ from too much.”

Within the larger group of people 
with chronic fatigue is a sub-set of pa­
tients, usually young women, who ex­
perience tirwlness tta t  is difficult to 
diagnoee. Typically, they complain ol 
exhaustion, difficulty concentrating, 
headache, sore throat, muscle pains, 
tender lymph glands, insomnia, 
wedght loss and ”poor resistance.*

In the past, doctors examined and 
tested th m  patients, found no physi­
cal cause for their symptoms and di^ 
missed their complaints as ‘function­
al* or psychosomatic. Some 
physicians latched onto the diagnosis 
^  ‘post-infectious asthenia,* because 
the fatigue seemed to follow mild in­
fections — usually viral, often trivial.

However, no repu­
table scientist has verified that chron­
ic Candida or a tendency to low blood 
sugar are major caaaea of the exhaus- 
Uoo syndrome.

In the mid-iseos, improved labora­
tory analysis penn ltM  researchers 
to Mcnment the presence of a blood 
protein to Epstein-Barr virus, the 
canae of mononucleoeis. The dorinrs 
hypothesised that chronic fatigae 
states were due to reactivatioa of the 
virus; chronic EBV, dnbbed ‘yuppie 
flu* by the media, became a  fashioa- 
abie for thousands d  weary
women. However, studies reported 
this past December provided p rod  
that chronic EBV is not the answer to 
the chronic fatigue questioa: Patients 
failed to show more widespread or 
more severe EBV infection than did 
normal, non-fatigued voinntoers. Evi­
dently, EBV iniMtion is ittiquitous 
and, in most patients, does not cause 
chronic fatigue.

Similarly, the majority d  patients 
have n d  b m  found to have herpes, 
Lyme disease (an infection spread by 
tick bites) or fibromyalgia (a poorly 
understood syndrome d  muscle aches 
and joint pains).

Rather than re-affirming the peda­
gogy that such patients have ‘mental 
problems,* investigators are now go­
ing back to square one in hopes d  dis­
covering what, if any, attribute is 
common to all patients with chronic 
fatigue. Not content to tag debilitated 
patients psycboneurotic or just plain 
depressed, doctors are now searching 
for a biochemical explanation. This is 
reflected in a growing federal con- 

. cern: The Centers for Disease Control 
are launching two new studies this 
year to define the chronic fatigue syn­
drome. Doctors are taking the disease 
seriously.

Although some practitioaers are 
skeptical about the sjrndrome, many 
experts now believe that the millions 
of people who suffer from undiag­
nosed chronic exhaustion probably 
are experiencing an unidentified mal­
function d  their immune systems. 
The disease is usually triggered by a 
virus infectioo that seems to scram­
ble the normal immune response in 
certain people who have a genetic 
predispoaitioa, including a tendency 
to depression and anxiety.

At present, chronic fatigue is a di­
agnosis d  exclusion, meaning that the 
common demonstrable causes d  
tiredness have to be ruled out Chron­
ic fatigue patients must meet a sec­
ond major criterion: ‘New onset d  
debilitating fatigue petsistiBg for at 
least six monthSî * In addition, pa­
tients have to meet several minor cri­
teria, including mild fever, recurring 
sore throat, swollen lymph glands, 
muscle weakness and (Uscomfort, 
headaches, joint pains, sleep distur­
bances and ‘nenropaychoiogic* com-

plaints, such as forgetfulness, confu­
sion anid inability to concentrate.

Experts recommend that chronic 
fatigiw sufferers, who are under­
standably dism ay^ at being shunted 
from doctor to doctor, avoid quack 
medicioe and fad treatments, such as 
nwgavitamin therapy and bizarre di­
ets. Pain medicine and antidepressant 
drugs are often extremely effective in 
alleviating symptoms and are quite 
safe when used under medical 
supervision.

Before docUne can manage chronic 
fatigue syndrome in a comprehensive 
and rational faahion, more research is 
needed to define the disease and its 
(probable) multiple causes. Once CDC 
irieases its findings, definitive help 
should be on the way.

But in many of the (iriorities 
and most clearly in the tone, this 
was George Bush, not Ronald 
Reagan.

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WASHINGTON (AP) — Brains 
dulled by age may be restored to 
the quick brightness of youth by a 
new drug developed for treat­
ment of stroke, Chicago resear­
chers report in a study published 
today.

Experts a t Northwestern 
University medical school say 
that a drug called nimodipine 
was able to reinvigorate aging 
brains with the fast learning 
ability of youth in a laboratory 
test using young and middle-aged 
rabbits.

The older rabbits receiving the 
drug “actually learned a t the 
same rate, if not a slightly faster 
rate, than the young rabbits,” 
said John F. Disterhoft, a cell

biology professor who directed 
the study. “Two-thirds of the con­
trol ^ o u p  bolder rabbits not 
receiving the drug) never did 
learn the task.”

He said that although the ex­
periment used only a laboratory 
test of learning, there is “every 
reason to believe” that the 
results would also apply to higher 
learning skills. Results of the 
study were published in the jour­
nal “Science.”

The Northwestern experiment 
used four groups of rabbits. Rab­
bits in two of the groups were 
about 30 months old, about mid­
dle age for rabbits, lihe other two 
groups were three months old, 
young adult age for rabbits.
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
