Light rain showers began early 

Thursday morning across Scurry 
County and were continuing at 
noon.

The National Weather Service 
listed the Snyder area’s chances 
for additional moisture at 90 per­
cent Thursday night and at 70 
percent Friday.

Temperatures were expected 
to stay slightly above freezing 
overnight, however, so ice ac­
cumulations were not expected. 
The daytime highs Friday are 
predicted in the mid 40s.

Rain accumulations as of mid­
morning Thursday were at or 
below >/i2 inch, ranging from .10 to 
40of-an-inch.

Reports indicated .20 of-an- 
inch to the north at Fluvanna; .30 
of-an-inch to the east a t 
Hermleigh; ,40 of-an-inch to the 
south at Dunn; and .15 of-an-inch 
to the west at Lake J.B. Thomas.

The city’s official rain total at 7 
a m. was .10 of-an-inch.

Widespread rain was expected 
to continue across Texas through 
Friday with thunderstorm s 
possible over North Texas and 
the Concho Valley and freezing 
rain expected in the Panhandle 
Thursday night.

Forecasts called for mostly 
cloudy skies statewide through 
Friday.

Lows Thursday night will be in 
the 30s in the Panhandle and in 
the 40s across the rest of West 
Texas, in the 30s and 40s across 
North Texas and in the 40s and 
50s across most of South Texas 
except in extreme southern por­
tions where readings will be in 
the 60s.

Highs Friday will be mostly in 
the 40s in West Texas, ranging 
from the upper 30s in the Panhan­
dle to the upper 50s in extreme 
western portions and the upper 
60s in the Big Bend area, in the 
40s and 50s across North Texas 
and in the 40s and 50s across 
South Texas.

said Washington’s support for its 
guerrilla foes had sharply risen 
since the accord was signed in 
April.

The Soviet’s losing struggle in 
Afghanistan cost it about 15,000 
dead and 35,000 wounded. The 
State Department estimates 1 
million Afghans have been killed, 
including com batants and 
civilians.

Residents of the besieged

capital, where food and fuel are 
in short supply because of a guer­
rilla blockade, said they hoped 
the completion of the withdrawal 
would lead to peace after 10 years 
of civil war.

"The Russians are gone,’’ said 
a merchant in the city’s old 
bazaar who identified himself as 
Hasan. “ Now there will be 
peace,’’ he said as he tried tc sell 
one of the few Soviet fur hats left

in the shopping district.
Diego Cwxlovez, special U.N. 

representative for Afghanistan, 
said in New York that the 
estimated 115,000 troops the 
Soviets had in the country had 
been withdrawn by Wednesday, 
the deadline set under the agree­
ment he mediated.

He said the Soviet Union “is 
leaving behind only a few 
military advisers ... less than 10,

a residual presence”  He said he 
had no information about civilian 
advisers who might remain, in­
cluding about 100 at the Soviet 
Embassy.

C ordovez  p e r s o n a l ly  
negotiated the withdrawal ac­
cord among the governments of 
Afghanistan, P ak istan , the 
Soviet Union and the United 
States. The anti-Soviet guerrillas 
were not part of the negotiations.

Sallie was buried yesterday, but she left her 
mark on Snyder and Scurry County. Some of the 
bulging tummies in Snyder today are the result of 
Sallie Blythe’s cooking.

From 1941 to 1977, she operated a cafe in 
Snyder, and her claim that she fed everybody in 
the county during the oil boom was never serious­
ly d ispu te .
..The cafe business was in her blcxxl. After her 

retirement, she continued to cook special orders 
of fried chicken out of her home. A few times dur­
ing the last 12 years, Sallie even “came out of 
retirement” to consult‘ for local restaurant 
owners.

Sallie believed in meals for the working man. It 
was the best in the West Texas tradition of fried 
and covered with cream gravy, homemade rolls-

and ch(x^olate pie.
Sallie loved to entertain. Even after her health 

began to fail, an invitation to her house for dinner 
was followed by two weeks of dieting. If she had 
six for dinner, she cooked for 12 and insisted that 
everybody clean their plate to make room for tlie 
chocolate pie.

Sallie was the sweetheart of an ole cowpoke, 
Luther, who first saw her on the school yard in 
Polar. Luke, who died in 1966, said he fell in love 
and vowed to marry her at first sight.

Luke and Sallie were happily married for 63 
years. Luke once told us the success of the union 
was “sticking to one filly.” Luke also bragged on 
Sallie’s cooking, but she kept him trim and'busy 
by moving from one house to another.

Sallie. by virtue of her work, probably knew as 
many people as anyone in Scurry County-and she 
consi^red  most ’em “her folks.”

Sallie probably has attended as many funerals 
in Scurry County as the undertaker. Wednesday, 
it was for Sallie, and scores of friends turned out 
to pay tribute to Snyder’s fried chicken queen.

She was a dandy!

Swaggart meets with ministers
DALLAS (A P ) — TV 

evangelist Jimmy Swaggart met 
in secret with a group of Dallas 
area ministers earlier this week 
to talk about recent allegations 
against the embattled preacher, 
an associate says.

The Rev. Don George, pastor at 
Calvary Temple in Irving, said 
Wednesday, “This was primarily 
for the purpose of bringing a 
small group of ministers up to 
date on recent allegations”

It was an attempt to let

ministers meet with Jinuny per­
sonally and to hear what he had 
to say,” George said of the secret 
meeting.

Swaggart, whose credibility, 
has been damaged by accusa­
tions that he paid for ex­
tram arital sex, is seeking to 
shore up local support.

In v it^  guests were from the 
Assemblies of God, Swaggart’s 
former denomination, and other 
Pentecostal churches, the pastor 
said.
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Swaggart, once the most 
popular TV evangelist in the 
United States, said he had sinn­
ed, and subsequent reports link­
ed him to Debra Murphree, a 
New Orleans prostitute wlxTsaid 
he paid her to perform sex acts.

Swaggart was defrocked last 
May by the Assemblies of God 
when he returned to his pulpit 
rather than spend two years 
repenting for the illicit liaison.

The Baton R o ^ e , La.-based 
evangelist has since fought to 
rebuild his ministry, which lost 
thousands of suppeirters, hun­
dreds of employees and access to 
three cable-TV networks in light 
of the scandal.

A new allegation against Swag­
gart has surfaced in the form of a 
story in the current issue of Pen- 
th o i^ , in which New Orleans 
s tr ip p e r  C a th e rin e  M ary 
Kampen says Swaggart paid her 
to p ^ o r m  sex acts similar to 
th o ^  Murphree described.

Swaggart told reporters that he 
never met Kampen and that Pen­
thouse published the article even 
though the ministry gave the 
magazine evidence the allega­
tions were false.

Dennis Brewer, a Dallas-based 
attorney for Swaggart, who a t­
tended the meeting Tuesday, has 
said a libel suit will be filed 
against the magazine.

DEAR READER: Nephrotic syn­
drome is a form of kidney damage 
marked by excess amounts of protein 
in the urine (with a corresponding 
protein-loss in the blood stream), ele­
vated blood-fat levels and edema (ac­
cumulation of tissue fluid). The sjm- 
drome may be caused by a variety of 
diseases, including nephritis (kiitaey 
inflanrunatioo), diabetM. cancer, al­
lergies and infections. In some people, 
such as your husband, adverse reac­
tions to medications and drugs can 
cause nephrotic syndrome.

Death squads are 
reported heading 
for Great Britain

I .oNDON < AP> — Moslem fun­
damentalist leaders in Iran said 
today suicide squads were 
prepariiig to carry out the “deatli 
sentence” imposed on novelist 
S alm an  R ushdie  and his 
publishers by Ayatollah Ruhollah 
Khomeini.

The declaration on Tehran 
Radio followed other reports that 
death squads from Islamic coun­
tries were en route to Britain in 
search of the writer, whose novel 
“ The Satanic V erses” has 
outraged many Moslem fun­
damentalists.

Britain, which reopened its em­
bassy in Tehran in December for 
the first time in eight years, said 
it had frozen plans to “build up 
further our embassy.” It also 
condemned the threats against 
Rushdie.

The British Broadcasting Corp. 
reported that British Airwavs 
had received threats that bombs 
would be placed on their flights to 
India unless Rushdie, reported 
under armed guard in Britain, 
appeared in public. The airline 
said it was taking the threats 
seriously.

P a k i s t a n ’s g o v e rn m e n t 
demanded the United States and 
Britain ban the book and that all 
copies of it be destroyed. Six peo­
ple died in Pakistan during a 
weekend riot over the book.

An Iranian cleric on Wednes­
day offered up to $2.6 million for 
Rushdie's m urder, and the 
author canceled a U.S. promo­
tional tour that was scheduled to 
begin Friday.

British news media said the 
Indian-bom Rushdie was hiding 
with his wife, American novelist 
Marianne Wiggins, under police 
guard Press Association, the 
domestic British news agency, 
said Rushdie’s first wife, 
Clarissa Luard, also had been 
given police protection.

Tehran Radio, monitored in 
Cyprus, said religious figures in 
the northwestern Iranian city oC 
Urumiyeb declared in a state­
ment:

“We have already put on our 
death shrouds and pledge to 
carry out the Imam’s (Kho­
meini’s) death sentence against 
S alm an  R ushdie  and  his 
publishers in the United States 
and Europe.”

Iran’s lone diplomat in Britain, 
Mohammed Basti, was summon­
ed to the Foreign Office in Lon­
don to discuss the situation and 
em erg ed  d e fia n t, te llin g  
reporters Khomeini’s “decree or 
verdict” had been delivered 
“after careful consideration.”

“ It has nothing to do par­
ticularly with your country,” the 
charge d’affaires said.

The Foreign Office called Kho­
meini’s statement “ totally unac­
ceptable.”

“We recognize that Moslems 
and others may have strong 
views about the contents of Mr. 
Rushdie’s book,” it said in a 
statement. “However, no one has 
the right to incite people to 
violence on British soil or against 
British citizens.”

Rushdie. 41, was bom into a 
Moslem family in India but is a 
British citizen. Since “ The 
Satanic Verses” was published in 
Britain in September, it has sold

more than 100,000 copies hereitnd 
received critical acclaim .

The book has been banned in 
countries with large Moslem 
populations, including India and 
South Africa, as w ^  as most

No official ban has been an­
nounced in Iran, where the 
population is overwhelmin^y 
Shiite Moslem, but most foreign 
publications have been banned in 
that country for years.

In New York, a statement 
issued on behalf of author and 
publisher said "the current 
climate is not appropriate for a 
promotional tour in the United 
States.” The statement said: 
“We reiterate that no offense was 
intended in the creation or 
publication of this work.”

One of I ta ly ’s lead in g  
publishers, Amoldo Mondadori 
Editore Spa, said today it was 
debating whether to release “The 
Satantic Verses” because of the 
protests.

The French publishing house 
Christian B o(^o is said it was 
delaying publication of the novel 
to avoid risk to the company, its 
clients and readers.

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — 
Church’s Fried Chicken Inc. has 
agreed to a merger agreement 
with Popeyes Famous Fried 
Chicken and Biscuits, ending a 
four-month long hostile takeover 
battle in which federal judges 
ultimately sided with Popeyes.

In the agreement re a c h ^  late 
Wednesday, Popeyes owner A1 
Copeland said he would purchase 
up to 30.1 million shares, or about 
86.5 p e rc e n t of C h u rch ’s 
outstanding shares, in a tender 
(rffer deal worth about $330 
million or $11 per share.

Each share ( lu r c h ’s not 
purchased in the trader offer will 
be converted to .44 share fA a new 
aertes of redeemable praferred 
stock to be issued by the corpora-^ 
tion surviving the merger, the*' 
companies said in a jointly issued 
statement.

Church’s financial advisers 
have told the company that the 
preferred stock will trade on a 
fu lly  d ilu ted  b a s is  a t  a 
substantial discount from face 
amount, the statement said.

"After having met Popeyes’ 
management during the due 
diligence process over the past 
month, we are excited about the 
opportunity of combining our two 
organizations,” Church’s presi­
dent and chief executive officer 
Ernest Renaud said in the state­
ment.

Popeyes previously had offered 
about $290 million for San 
Antonio-based Church’s. During 
the hostile takeover process. 
Church’s sued Pqpeyes, closed 
120 restaurants to make the com­
pany more profitable and put 
itself on the auction block.

The companies’ statement said 
that Canadian Imperial Bank of 
Commerce has offered to provide 
up to $300 million and Merrill 
Lynch & Co. has offered up tt> 
$178 million in financing for the 
tender offer.

The statement did not say what 
the new company would be called 
and whether any jobs would be 
lost.

No. 3' Popeyes had been at­
tempting since November to take 
over No. 2 Church’s, a publicly 
held  com pany  rocked  by 
management and nuirketing pro­
blems and plummeting sales 
over the last several years.

"I am pleased that we have 
a g r ^  to this merger and believe 
it will create a very strong No. 2 
fast food fried chicken chain,” he 
said.

Church’s closed a t $9, up ^  on 
Wednesday.

Copeland said the deal with 
(Church’s ended on a friemfly 
note.

"Although the auction for 
Church’s involved a h i ^ y  com­
petitive bidding process, the 
combination of Church and 
Popeyes is a tremendous, fit and 
in the best interest of Church’s 
and Popeyes’ shareholders, 
employees, franchisees and 
custraners,” Copeland said.

Church’s, currently No. 2 
behind Kentucky Fried C^cken, 
has about 1,478 restaurants. No. 3 
P o p e y e s  h a s  a b o u t 703 
restaurants.

In documents submitted to a 
feden l court during the takeover 
p ro em , Popeyes said that if it 
acquired C h u r l ’s it would close

rename 303 others as Popeyes, 
sell 440 others for about $160 
million and keep about 83 with 
the Church’s name.

Paper: Soviets badly underestiiifiali^ 
effect of Cherobyl on health ,

MOSCOW (AP) — Authorities badly underestimated the health 
problems the 1986 Chernobyl nuclear disaster would cause, with 
reported cancer cases doubling in a region near the stricken plant 
th a t^ a s  not evacuated, Moscow News reported.

The article Wednesday in the weekly newspaper said calves are 
born routinely without heads and limbs in the radiation- 
contaminated area of the Soviet Ukraine.

It said more than half the children of the Narodichsky region — an 
agriculturally rich area within 30 miles of the plant — have thyroid 
g^nd  illnesses, which can be caused by exposure to radiation.

The newspaper’s corespondent, Vladimir Kolinko, said one 
woman, who cares for pigs at a tainted farm, asked, "My daughter 
recently got married. What kind of grandson will I have?”

In all, 31 people died in the im m ^iate  afterm ath of the explosion 
and fire a t the plant on April 26,1986.

The disaster sent a cloud of radiation around the world.
Moscow News reported that elevated levels of radioactive cesium- 

137 were detected among many residents of the Narodichsky region, 
which was not evacuated after the accident.

Lottery plans go to subcommittee
AUSTIN (AP) — Support for a state lottery has formed among 

statewide organizations that would like to use the revenue for pay 
raises and possibly jobs for their members.

Two lottery proposals do not allocate the projected lottep^ revenue 
to any specific areas of state government, but sporaor Victor Uribe 
says he would reconsider if his colleagues wanted him to do so.

Representatives of the Texas Public Employees Association and 
Texas State Teachers Association, both seeking pay raises for their 
members, endorsed a lottery Wednesday a t a hearing of the Senate 
Stale Affairs Committee.

The lottery, which has been portrayed as a “job creator,” also was 
favored by a representative of the Texas AFL-CIO, according to a 
witness card.

Uribe’s proposed constitutional amendment authorizing the 
Legislature to establish a lottery operated by the state, and compa­
nion bill spelling out details, were sent to a subcommittee after a 
two-hour hearing.

The constitutional amendment would be on a Nov. 7 statewide 
ballot.

Lewis backs judge selection plan
AUSTIN (AP) — House Speaker Gib Lewis, saying the state’s 

system of choosing judges has problems, to endorsing a sweeping 
plan to move away from direct partisan election of many judges.

More Americans die 
in nursing homes as 
hospitals save money

BOSTON (AP) — Americans 
are increasingly going to nursing 
homes to die as hospitals 
discharge terminally ill patients 
to keep them from running up big 
bills, thus helping reduce the na­
tion’s Medicare costs, according 
to two reports today.

One study, based on nationwide 
death statistics, suggests that the 
trend results largely from new 
Medicare rules that pay hospitals 
flat fees for taking care of the 
elderly. This approach gives 
them a financial incentive to 
keep patients’ hospital stays as 
short as possible.

“What has to be said is that 
hospitals are in a bind because 
they are being pressured by cost 
cutting,’’ said Dr. Mark A. ^ g e r ,  
who directed the study. “Nursing 
homes are in a bind because 
nobody wants to pay for nursing 
home care. Patients are in a bind 
because they are in a system that 
does not want to provide continui­
ty of care and health care financ­
ing is fragmented.”

His research showed that the 
number of elderly Americans dy­
ing in nursing homes rose sharp­
ly during the 1980s, while fewer 
died in hospitals.

Sager, a physician a t Dean 
Medical Center in Madison, Wis., 
said that sending dying people to 
nursing homes rather than keep­
ing them in hospitals “may be 
very appropriate and less cost­
ly.”

“The issue is whether nursing 
homes can adequately take care 
of a sicker pojniiation today than 
they were seeing a few years

ago,” he said.
Medicare’s new system began 

in October 1983, paying hospitals 
flat fees in advance. Hospitals 
get the same amount for each 
person with a specific disease, 
regardless of whether a patient 
stays in the hospital for a day or a 
month.

Another report provides 
evidence that the strategy is sav­
ing mcKiey.

That study, directed by Dr. 
Louise B. Russell of Rutgers 
University, estimated the sav­
ings to M ^ c a r e  from the new 
payment system and compared 
M ^ c a r e ’s projections of rising 
costs with what actually happen­
ed.

In 1980, the Hospital Insurance 
Trust Fund, the federal govern­
m e n t’s b ra n c h  th a t  pays  
M e d i c a r e  h o s p i t a l  b i l l s ,  
predicted that it would be spen­
ding about $55 billion by 1990. In­
stead, it appears the actual ex­
pense by then will be $43 billion in 
1980 dollars.

The savings will amount to $12 
billion in 1980 dollars or $18 
billion in 1990 dollars. The resear­
chers said this means the new 
payment program will be respon­
sible for a 3 percent reduction in 
the nation’s total health care bill, 
which is expected to be $650 
billion in 1990.

Hunger
strike
ending

JOHANNESBURG, South 
Africa (AP) — More than 100 
black detainees today halted the 
hunger strike they begun last

and lawyers announced .that 
most of thrjii would be released.

Civil lights lawyeis said*iii<: 
hunger strikers a t Diepkloof 
Prison outside Johannesburg, 
some of whom had not eaten for 
24 days, ended their fast with a 
meal a t 7 a.m.

The estimated 170 detainees 
were among about 300 nationwide 
who threatened  to s ta rv e  
themselves to death unless they 
were freed or put on trial. More 
than 20 have been hospitalized, 
and fears for their health have 
been growing.

Kathleen Satchwell, a lawyer 
who represents several oi the 
hung«* strikers, told a news con­
ference the government had in­
dicated most of the estimated 
1,000 people detained without 
charge nationwide would be 
freed.

She said it was not clear how 
many of those released would be 
among the detainees partipating 
in the hunger strike at several 
prisons.

Many have been held without 
charge since a state oi emergen­
cy took effect June 1986 that 
allowed the government to jail 
peqple without chaise.

Ms. Satchwell said the decision 
to halt the strike applied only to 
Diepkloof Prison. There was no 
immediate word whether a 
similar step wcxild be taken by 
the 105 hunger strikers at St. 
Albans prison in Port Elizabeth, 
the other major center of the pro­
test.

The detainees a t Diepkloof, 
where the hunger strike began 
Jan. 23, issued a statement say­
ing their decision was based on 
concern for the health of some oi 
hunger strikers and on a pledge 
by Law and Order Minister 
Adriaan Vlok to review their 
cases individuaUy.

“There have b ^ n  broken pro­
mises in the past. We hope that 
this is not the case now,” tl^  
statement said. ^

“An important victory has 
been won.” the statement said. 
“We have succeeded in our prin­
cipal objection ... to highlight the 
desperate plight of detainees.”

Ms. Sat^w ell said there was 
no specific assurance from the 
government about whom would 
be freed. But she said officials 
had convinced her that, “Star­
ting now, detainees would be 
released.”
