Since the two seats about to ex­
pire are elected “at-large,” all 
registered voters in the school 
district will cast ballots in the up­
coming May 6 vote.

For at-large positions, the twb 
candidates receiving the largest 
number of votes will he declared 
the winners.

School trustees serve three- 
year terms.

An eligible candidate for the 
board must be a registered voter 
and must reside within the school 
district.

The last day to file as a can­
didate will be March 22.

has spurned British author 
Salman Rushdie’s apology for of­
fending Moslems with his novel 
“ The Satanic V erses” and 
declared it every Moslem’s duty 
to ‘ ‘send him to hell. ’ ’

I r a n ’s f u n d a m e n ta l is t  
patriarch’s statement Sunday 
appeared to exclude the possibili­
ty that the dispute over the book 
many consider to blaspheme 
Islam can be settled through 
negotiation.

Khomeini’s death decree Tues­
day compelled the novelist to go 
in hiding under police guard in 
Britain — a $5.2 million bounty 
placed on his head by Iranian 
clerics — and has threatened to 
sour im prov ing  re la tio n s  
between Iran and some Western 
governments.

The death decree also named 
Rushdie’s publishers, and copies 
of the novel have been removed 
from some bookstores’ shelves in 
the United States and Japan. 
Fearing attacks, some Western 
publishers have decided not to 
print the book.

In Washington on Sunday, 
Secretary of State James A. 
Baker III called the death threat 
“ intolerable” and an obstacle to 
Iran “rejoining the community of 
civilized nations.”

In New York, Roman Catholic 
Cardinal John J. O’Connor im­
plied that Catholics should shun 
the work because it offends 
Moslems.

Iran’s official Islamic Republic 
News Agency (IRNA) quoted 
Khomeini as saying; “Even if 
Salman Rushdie repents and 
becomes the most pious man of 
all time it is incumbent on every 
Moslem to employ everything 
he’s got, his life and wealth, to 
send hiip to hell.”

He said the “ im perialist 
foreign mass media are falsely 
alleging that officials of the 
Islamic Republic said that if the 
author of ‘The Satanic Verses’ 
repents, the execution order 
against him would be abolished. 
This is denied, 100 percent.”
• President Ali Khamenei of 
Iran, a political pragmatist, had 
sought to defuse the crisis over 
Khomeini’s death decree by say­
ing Friday that Rushdie’s life 
might be spared if he apologized 
and repented.

Rushdie, who has not been seen 
in public since Thursday, issued 
an apology Saturday through an 
agent:

“I recognize that Moslems in 
many parts of the world are ge­
nuinely distressed by the publica­
tion of my novel. I profoundly 
regret the distress that publica­
tion has occasioned to sincere 
followers of Islam.”

IRNA said at one point Satur­
day that the apology from the 41 
year-old writer was probably suf­
ficient to warrant a pardon, but it 
later retracted the statement as 
only the opinion of bne of its 
writers.

A British diplomatic source in 
London said Foreign Secretary 
Sir Geoffrey Howe would try to­
day at a meeting of the 12-nation 
European Economic Community 
m Brussels, Belgium, to convince 
colleagues to issue a joint state­
ment condemning Iran’s actions.

INS moves against South Texas influx
BROWNSVILLE, Texas (AP) 

The Im m ig ra tio n  and 
Naturalization Service today 
revealed a plan for on-the-spot 
adjudication of political asylum 
cases and the immediate arrest 
of asylum-seekers whose applica­
tions are denied.

Alan Nelson, INS commis­
sioner, said the plan involve^ the 
addition of 5(K) INS staffers in 
South Texas to stop what the 
agency called abuses of the 
system.

Tens of thousands of Central 
Americans are expected to cross 
the Rio Grande in southern Texas 
this year, according to the INS, 
which says political asylum re­
quests from Central Americans 
have risen almost sevenfold over 
the past four years. More than 
50,000 sought asylum in fiscal 
year 1988, compared to 7,063 in 
1985.

“We intend to send a strong 
signal to those people who have 
the mistaken idea that by merely 
filing a frivolous asylum claim.

they may stay in the United 
States,” Nelson said. “This 
wi l l fu l  m a n i p u l a t i o n  of 
A m erica’s generosity must 
stop.”

Those denied asylum will be 
placed in deportation pro­
ceedings and given a hearing 
before an immigration judge 
where they may renew their ap­
plications for asylum. They will 
be detained at existing INS deten­
tion facilities.

A group called the Brownsville

Ad Hoc Refugee Committee this 
morning criticized the new INS 
policy as a “mean-spirited at­
tempt to deter political refugees 
from applying for political 
asylum.”

INS officials had briefed U.S. 
District Judge Filemon Vela of 
Brownsville on the plan Sunday, 
agency spokeswoman Virginia 
Kice said.

More than 2,000 Central 
Americans weekly have been 
crossing the Rio Grande illegally.

2 leaders of water agencies 
have sold land in colonias

Duke
wins
election

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — 
Former Klan leader David Duke, 
who won electioa as a  state 
r epr esentative even ..thouttfi 
P i^ id e n t Bush and former 
President Reagan endorsed his 
rival, denounces a threat to 
b a n i^  him from the GOP as “un- 
American.”

Duke says blacks and Jews 
have nothing to fear from him. 
And he’s urging the Louisiana 
Legislature and the Republican 
Party to accept that he has 
changed since his days as grand 
wizard of the Knights of the Ku 
Klux Klan in the 1970s.

“ I repudiate any racial or 
religious intolerance. Any group 
— racial or religious — has 
nothing to fear from David 
Duke,’’ Duke told a news con­
ference Sunday following his nar­
row victory over homebuilder 
John 'Treen on Saturday.

Still, Dukh did not mince words 
on where Be stands on civil 
rights.

EL PASO, Texas (AP) — 'Two 
leaders of powerful El Paso 
County water agencies have pro­
fited from selling land with no 
running water or sewers in the 
county’s poor colonias, the El 
Paso Times reported todiay.

The newspaper said that 
records filed with the Central Ap­
praisal District and county clerk 
show that Joe G. Hanson, chair­
man of the city’s Public Service 
Board, sold lots without running 
water and sewerage in Bauman 
Estates east of El Paso.

The same records show that 
Johnny Stubbs, president of the 
El Paso County Water Improve­
ment District No. 1, has sold lots 
without running w ater and 
sewerage near Clint and San 
E l iz a r io ,  th e  n e w s p a p e r  
reported.

The subdivisions are legal 
because they meet county lot size 
and road grading requirements.

“We have more health pro­
blems than anywhere in the coun­
try because of these colonias,’’ 
County Attorney Joe Lucas said 
S a tu r^ y .

Health officials have reported 
that children and adults in the

colonias have suffered high in­
cidences of hepatitis b ^au se  
they don’t have clean water and 
a d ^ u a te  sewerage.

The fact that Hanson and 
Stubbs developed subdivisions 
without water and sewerage 
“raises a lot of questions,’’ Lucas 
said.

“But, I don’t think I should 
elaborate because I ’ve got 
several lawsuits pending against 
colonias developers,’’ he added.

Both Stubbs and Hanson said 
they have never benefited from 
any of the board policies they ap­
proved.

“All the (Bauman Estates) lots 
have been sold. It’s impossible 
for me to reap any benefit,” Han­
son said. Stubbs also said most of 
his lots have been sold.

Hanson sold a Bauman Elstates 
lot Jan. 30 and Stubbs sold a Mor­
ning Glory Manor lot Jan. 24, 
county property records show, 
the newspaper reported.

Hanson, who said he lived in 
Bauman Estates for 15 years, 
said good well water is available 
in the subdivision.

“The water is hard. We used to 
haul water to make iced tea and
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coffee. But I can assure you, it’s 
not only fit to drink, it’s safe,” 
said Hanson, who has been on the 
PSB since May.

“In my opinion, the colonias in 
the Lower Valley serve a need,” 
Hanson said. “ If you compare 
them with the conditions in which 
most of those people live in, in 
South El Paso, in the tenements, 
one bathroom and Third World 
conditions, at least it gives these 
people an opportunity to own 
something of their own.”

Asked about the lack of 
sewerage, he said, “You’re con­
fusing the role of a developer 
with the responsibility of the 
health department, or somebody 
else. It’s not my responsibility to 
see that those people put in the 
proper kind of sewer service.”

Stubbs said he subdivided his 
farmland in the Lower Valley a 
few years ago, when he and other 
farmers fell on hard economic 
times.

“ I’m not saying it’s a good 
system. I think they need safe 
drinking water,” Stubbs said.

“ I hauled water all my life to 
drink. I don’t now,” he aclded.

Stubbs blames the current pro­
blems associated with the col­
onias on poor planning by past 
government leaders.

“I’ve lived out in this country 
all my life. I’ve never had a 
sewer system,” Stubbs said. 
“ I’ve never had, until a few years 
ago, a water supply.”

D uke r e g i s te r e d  a s  a 
Republican two days before 
qualifying for the race. After his 
stunning success in beating six 
other candidates in the Jan. 21 
primary, the national party sent 
three advisers to help his oppo­
nent and persuaded Bush and 
Reagan to endorse Treen.

U.S. senators, the governor and 
other community leaders fA both 
parties warned that a Duke vic­
tory would ruin the state’s 
reputation and harm already 
tenuous race relations. J e w i^  
organizations decried his can­
didacy, and the archbishop of 
New Orleans warned voters to 
choose cautiously.

Shortly a fte r Duke was 
declared the winner Saturday 
night. National Republican 
Chairman Lee Atwater denounc­
ed the outcome and vowed to 
have him censured and barred 
from using the GOP name, an un­
precedented step.

As it turned out, tha t was the 
wisest decision I ever made. Seven 
years later Rob was dead of a 
massive heart attack. He was 48.

During the final seven years of 
his life, our relationship was very 
cordial, and he was able to establish 
good communication with his sons.

I am glad I let Rob off the hook. 
If I had taken him to court, I always 
would have felt guilty, wondering if 
1 had caused him stress and has­
tened his death.

Willy Nilly would quickly go set in 
today’s aggressively bid slam. He 
would draw trumps and then go about 
setting up the heart suit, intc^ing to 
ruff the third heart. But when he dis­
covered that he needed to ruff two 
hearts to set up the suit, he would also 
find that he was short the necessary 
entries to make 12 tricks.

Careful Charlie would do better. He 
would look for a way to make the con­
tract even though hearts might misbe­
have. So he would win the opening lead 
in dummy, play a heart tock to his 
ace, and then play two more rounds of 
spades, on which he would throw a 
liMrt. He would ruff a heart, get back 
to dummy with a trump, and ruff an­
other heart. He could then draw 
trumps ending in dummy. Beginning 
with the king, the heart suit would 
then run.

The bidding was excellent. When 
North bid to show concentration of 
strength in three suits and obvious 
shortness in diamonds, South made a 
good decision to stay out of three no- 
trump. From North’s point of view. 
South just might have a dianoond stop­
per, but be was certainly showing tte  
ace of hearts with his belated heart 
bid, and so the play fw  slam would be 
good. Let’s hope that the next time you 
are dealt North’s cards and bid them 
as well as he did, your partner will 
play the hand like Charlie rather than 
WiUy.

U. S. has
ended
project

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
highly unusual project in which 
U S. economic experts tried to 
help Liberia straighten oat its 
chaotic governmental finances 
has ended abruptly, reportedly 
scuttled by Liberian P l^ id en t 
Samuel Doe.

One frustrated American par­
ticipant said Doe could not be 
persuaded to abandon his prac­
tice of maintaining an extracur­
ricu lar budget outside the 
government’s control.

Hie premature termination 
roughly halfway into the two- 
year project, coming as it does on 
the heels of a congressional 
freeze on aid to Liberia, may be 
prompting Doe into action.

Doe, a former army sergeant 
who took power in a bloody 1960 
coup, is considering a trip to the 
funeral of Japan’s Emperor 
Hirohito in hopes of meeting 
President Bush, Liberian of­
ficials and dissidents say.

Although the evolving situation 
remains in flux, analysts are con­
cerned it could prompt a renewal 
of threats against U.S. interests 
in the coastal African nation, 
which is supported largely by 
U.S. foreign aid and investment.

The project, which stemmed 
from Doe’s efforts to boost U.S. 
support and introduce some 
order into his governm ent 
finances, was billed as a $15.5 
million program when it was 
signed in 1987.

The unusual arrangem ent, 
which gave American experts the 
right to cosign Liberian govern­
ment checks, was made possible 
by the historic links between the 
United States and Liberia, a 
country of 2.3 million residents 
that was founded in the 19th cen­
tury by freed slaves.

All but (xie or two of the 17 ex­
perts, who have stayed behind to 
complete computerization pro­
grams, are now back in the 
United States, said Fred Berger, 
Vice President of Lewis Berger 
International.

“ I bought this for my son, 
who’s only 13 months,” said 
Broussard. “Someday I want to 
explain to him the importance of 
keeping things in balance.” 

“Even though Hughes had 
great wealtli, wltat go(^ did it do 
him?” Broussard asked. “ He lost 
his po^pective on life.”

Most of the items auctioned 
came from a collection belonging

to Robert Kuldell, son of the late 
R.C. Kuldell, who became presi­
dent of Hughes Tool after the 
death of Hughes’ father in 1924 
and remained a close associate of 
the younger Hughes.

The watch Saviano purchased 
had belonged to R.C. Kuldell.

Six items from Hughes’ grade 
school days in Houston were fur­
nished by Lynn Burling, owner of 
a printing and graphics Company 
here.

Burling’s father, Roy, found 
them in old belongings cleared 
from a River Oaks home attic 
about 40 years ago.

A drawing Hughes made of a 
motorcar with a propeller on it in 
1910 drew the highest bid, $400, of 
those items. A school exercise 
book in which Hughes described 
his Christmas in 1913 sold for 
$325. A McGuffey’s Second Eclec­
tic Reader, with the initials H.H. 
on the overleaf of the front cover, 
went for $200.

Stenholm 
hasy role 
in changes

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rep. 
Charlie Stenholm says he’s bem  
the target of a “vendetta’’ by 
some opponents who say his 
drive to streamline federal in­
spection.*: a t thousands of meat- 
nrwaaaing plants w«H wxiensline 
consumer safety and confidence.

But Stenholm, a West Texas 
farmer, says he’s not backing 
away from the sinunering con­
troversy involving labor groups, 
(xmsumer advoc^ates, meat in­
dustry officials and the U.S.. 
Department of Agriculture.

At issue are  proposed USDA 
regulations implementing a law 
Stenholm h e lp ^  push through 
Congress two years ago that 
would permit less than w ily  in­
spections in processing plants 
with good compliance r e c o i l .

The rules would cut the meat 
in sp ec tio n  fo rce  in h a lf, 
elim inating about 1,000 in- 
spectcHs at a savings of $27 
million over sevw’al years, a 
USDA official said.

Consumer groups say the pro­
posal would give company 
employees the responsibility for 
policing potential health viola­
tions. The meat industry has not 
proven itself worthy (rf that kind 
of trust, he said.

Consumer advocates said the 
new rules come a t a time when 
the incidence and impact of food- 
borne illnesses are  increasing. 
They point to the doubling ^  
salmonellosis cases in the last 16 
years to about 40,000 annually, 
with more than half of the out­
breaks reported to the Centers 
for Disease Control traced to 
meat and poultry.

Some experts say there could 
be as many as 2 million cases (rf 
illness caiised by the salmonella 
bacteria a year, (xxitributing to 
2,000 deaths, Um consumer ad­
vocates said.

The American Meat Institute, 
while it agrees with the concept 
of the law, says the USDA’s p r^  
posed rules should be withdrawn 
because they are “overly com­
plex, cumbersome and burden­
some to the regulated in d u st^ .’’

Said Manly Molpus, pnasident 
of the AMI, the largest trade 
group for meat processors and 
packers: “This law will make the 
most significant change in meat 
inspection since the turn of the 
century. Rather than moving too 
quickly, we must develop a pro­
gram that will benefit the public, 
the industry and the govern­
ment.”

A (xialition of consumer groups 
appealed to President Bush to 
pull the rules, saying no amount 
(rf tinkering would increase f(xxl 
safety for consumers. Enclosed 
in the letter was a copy o i “The 
Jungle,” Upton Sinclair’s 1906 
classic about horrendous meat 
packing conditions that became 
the genesis fcN* government’s role 
in assuring the safety (tf food pro­
ducts.

But Stenholm contends today’s 
health threats — bacteria such as 
salmonella, residues from an­
tibiotics used in excess, and 
pesticides — can’t  be detected 
through the trad itional in­
spection methods of sight and 
touch a t the nation’s 6,000-plus 
meat processing plants.

Stenholm', a  Dem(x:rat and 
chairman of the House Livestock, 
Dairy and Poultry subcommit­
tee, contends the answer is new 
diagnostic technolo^ that would 
detect those threats in meat.

Stenholm hopes to pass legisla­
tion this year th a t would 
establish a research agenda to 
improve and enhance meat pro­
cessing techniques by awarmng 
research grants for a variety 
studies. The goal is to help USDA 
develop a more scientifically bas­
ed inspection system.

An aide said Stenholm decided 
to pursue the issue as a result of 
two National Academy of 
Sciences reports in which scien­
tists said “ this is the way you 
need to g o .... that the traditional 
form of inspectiixi is outmoded 
and tremendously antiquated. 
It’s nothing less than what the 
scientific minds want us to do.”

Results of a pilot project a t a 
CoJorado plant using the new in­
spection system indicate there is 
“no (luestion it’s working,” 
Stenholm said.

Stenholm ’s subcom m ittee, 
hoiweva’, now plans hearings this 
spring to consider the comments 
received on USDA’s proposed 
regulations and the agoicy’s 
respond to th o ^  coiuiucuw. the 
aide said.

“The subcommittee will decide 
if there is a need to mexlify the 
law or whethn* the proposed 
rules are adequate,” the aide 
said.

BRUSSELS, Belgium (A ^  — 
Mikhail S. GortMchev’s flirtitioo 
with the West appeal's to have 
captured the hM ris of I?uro- 

\  but their governments 
ive not yet made up their minds 

whether to give in on defense 
spending.

Overall military expenditures 
by the United States’ allies in the 
16-nation North Atlantic Treaty 
Organization are  likdy to rise a 
bit this year.

G o rb a c h e v ’s 
dram atic  announcem ents of 
defense and troop reductions 
were made only recently and 
analysts say their impact, if any, 
will not likely show up until 
budget planners get to work in 
coming months.

Western officials have so far 
praised the Soviet leader’s pro­
mises of reform but also ui^ed 
caution in modifying their own 
defense plans.

P rim e M inister M argaret 
Thatcho* of Britain has said, 
“While we wish Mr. (kirbachev 
well, we nevertheless have to 
keep our defenses strong so that 
whatever may ha^ien, freedom 
and justice and democracy in the 
West will remain secure.’’

Prem ier Micdiel Rocard of 
France recently urged “ the 
greatest prudence’’ until pro­
mises to reshape and cut back on 
Soviet military might a re  carried 
out. Canada’s external affairs 
ministar, Joe (Dlark, said, “The 
West still must face formidable 
and ever-im proving Soviet 
forces.’’

U.S. Gen. John Galvin, NATO’s 
top m ilitary commander in 
Europe, cautioned in a  recent in­
te rv iew , “ T h e re  is som e 
dangerous thinking going on in 
NATO ... that there has been a 
big military change in the Soviet 
Union.’’

Defense spending for the 
United States’ allies will edge up 
0.7 percent this year, according 
to NATO forecasts, whereas last 
year’s spending was off an 
estimate(fo.5 percent.

U.S. defense spending soared 
from 1960 to 1966, but 1 ^  since 
eased. President Bush proposed 
a  $306.8 billion military budget 
for the 1990 fistral year, h(d(hng 
outlays a t current l^ e ls  after in­
flation.

In the late 1970s, the United 
States pressed NATO for a 3 per­
cent annual increase in each 
country’s defense budget, a  sum 
that b a» m e  a  rough guide for 
m easuring m ilitary  expen­
ditures.

Dallas has reputation 
as national center 
for transplant work
DALLAS (AP) — At the start of 

the decade, most transplant ef­
forts were con<^trated  in a few 
major medical institutions in 
cities such as Pittsburgh and 
Houston, medical authorities 
say.

Suddenly, however, Dallas ap­
pears ready to join the exclusive 
club as a major regional (H'gan 
transplant center with a s t n ^  
national reputation for giving 
new life to people.

Across the nation this year, 
more than 12,000 people will have 
transplant operations to replace 
failing hearts, livers, kioneys 
and other organs, acckirding to 
the Dallas Times Herald.

“Dallas is gaining ground and 
becoming nati<mally known,’’ 
says Eric Sutton, president of the 
Virginia-based American Council 
on Transplantation.

“Dallas is in contention and 
has a good reputatiem. There’s no 
dcxibt about the competence of 
expertise there — you can’t beat 
the kinds of individuals involved 
in transplantation there. What 
Dallas is going to have to do is 
make sure it wants to stay a 
center of excellen<».’’

Dallas is developing a diver­
sified organ transplant industry 
that involves several medical in­
stitutions and covers virtually 
every m ajor transp lan tab le  
organ.

“ In some areas, Dallas is well 
recognized nationally in  terms of 
transplants,’’ says Dr. W. Steves 
Ring, director of the Usivsesitgr 
o i 'iW as Southwestetii Heart 
Transplant Program. “The liver 
program at Children’s (Medical 
Center) is am<Mig the top, the 
adult liver program at Baylor is 
one of the top and the Southwest 
Organ Bank is one of the top in 
the country.”

Surpassed only by the Univer­
sity of Pittsburgh, Children’s has 
the second largest pediatric liver 
and pediatric kidney transplant 
programs in the (xmntry, accor­
ding to the Times Herald. Baylor 
University Medical Center ranks 
behind only Pittsburgh in adult 
liver transplants. Methodist 
Medical (Denter has the country’s 
sixth largest kidney transplant 
program.

Methodist and Baylor last year 
launched the Transplant Alliance 
of the Southwest, a first-of-its- 
k in d  c o o p e r a t iv e  o rg a n  
transplant program melding the 
staff, facilities and training of the 
two hospitals.

Last year, the establishment of 
The U n iv e rs ity  of T exas 
Southwestern Heart Transplant 
Program has Dallas striving to 
be reco g n ized  fo r h e a r t 
transplants, too.

Local m edical community 
members say Dallas is building 
its reputation on success, not 
v(rfume.

Nationally, the one-year sur­
vival rate for kidney transplant 
patients is about 85 percent; fev 
heart transplant patients, about 
82 percent; for liver transplant 
patients, about 70 percent.

Although barely 5 years old, 
the Childiron’s pediatric liver pro­
gram has a 76 percent success 
rate, one of the highest in the 
cixmtry, hospital officials say. 
M ethodist Medical C enter’s 
Iddney transplant progiaui, just

She had mono at 19 and has been a 
dairy herdsman for 14 years. She 
can’t seem to shake it.

DEAR READER; Coxsackie virus­
es are divided into 30 different types. 
The virus family is so named because 
the first one was discovered in Cox­
sackie, N.Y.

These viruses cause a number of 
diseases, including infection of the 
mouth, the skin, thb heart and the 
brain. Coxsackie viruses are often as­
sociated with severe ulcerations in 
the mouth and nose; less common 
forms produce diseases resembling 
mononucleosis, polio and pleurisy.

As with other viruses, antibiotics 
are of absolutely no benefit in treat­
ment. Elxcept for heart infection, the 
Ck>xsackie syndromes are usually be­
nign and self-limited. If your daugh­
ter takes good care of herself to build 
up her resistance, she will eventually 
recover completely.

However, it will take time. Cox­
sackie infection is spread from person 
to person, so her occupation is proba­
bly not a factor in her illness.Ow

Ms. Young said many people 
already have noticed Bryan’s 
absence behind the counter and 
say they miss his humming.

“Already some people have 
said that it doesn’t taste the 
same. But there hasn’t been a 
thing changed,” Mrs. Young 
says.

Except for Bryan, that is. He’s 
ready to enjoy time off after so 
many years of tending to 
business, and plans to see some 
horses race and grandchildren 
grow, among other things.
