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Tower choice ‘doomed’...

‘Bush readies
replacement

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate today set the stage for re-
jecting the nomination of John
Tower to run the Pentagon, while
the White House appeared
resigned to defeat and said Presi-
dent Bush would have a replace-
ment candidate quickly if Tower
was defeated.

Senate Republican Leader Bob
Dole of Kansas agreed to a late-
afternoon vote on the nomination
after withdrawing a last-minute
bid to give Tower an extraor-
dinary six-month trial period as
secretary of defense to prove he
can abstain from drinking.

There was no doubt about the
outcome as the Senate went
through the motions of debating
the nomination through the final
few hours before the roll call

‘“The bottom line in this place
is how many votes do you have,
how mary votes can you change,
can you change any?’’ Dole said.
“And I think it is fairly clear
despite this good faith effort that
it is not going to change any
votes.”’

Dole said Tower had told him
he had rather the six-month pro-
bation plan be withdrawn so that
the remaining hours of debate
could be spent on the actual
merits of his nomination.

With the prospect of defeat
seemingly inevitable, White
House press secretary Marlin
Fitzwater said “If necessary
we’ll come up with a (new) can-
didate very rapidly.”

Board to consider
teacher pay plans
‘above’ state base

The Snyder school board will
consider a salary study for
teachers Thursday at its regular
March meeting set to begin at 7
p.m., an item discussed during a
workshop of trustees Monday.

After Monday's workshop,
trustees directed administrators
to prepare cost projections for
each pay level of local teachers
assuming three pay ranges, $500
above state base, $1,000 above
state base and $1,500 above state
base

The board has
establishing some consistent
level for all pay ‘‘steps’ within
the system. Currently, teachers
are paid on a wide range of
“‘above state base'' salaries.

In other business, the board
will consider an addition to the
way in which Snyder High School
students are disciplined

discussed

The change involves the addi
tion of a “‘noon detention’’ period
during which students are detain-
ed for disciplinary reasons. They
are allowed to have lunch, but
under the supervision of a school
administrator

The noon detention, currently
in place at the high school, is
viewed as an alternative to both
paddling as a disciplinary
measure and the In School
Suspension (ISS) program,
which is still in place for more
serious violations of school
policy.

As written in the policy, the
noon detention option is used for
“‘minor infractions of the code of
conduct.”

Also Thursday, the board is
scheduled to officially call for the
May 6 election which will name

tions, he said.

But Donovan’s whereabouts
were unknown. He was in a
friend’s care when he left a
hospital early Wednesday and
was not considered missing, said
police Cmdr. George Morrison.

Although there were some
reports that Donovan had been
roughed up by the thieves, the
police report stated only that the
chair was stolen as he slept.
Fielstra said Donovan told him
he had been attacked.

for dissolving gallstones

BOSTON (AP) — Injections of
a powerful solvent and two other
new treatments should make
gallbladder surgery unnecessary
for many of the 500,000
Americans who undergo the
operation each year, researchers
reported today.

Mayo Clinic doctors described
in the New England Journal of
Medicine their use of methyi tert-
butyi ether, a substance that un-
til now has been used largely as a
gasoline octane booster and as an
industrial solvent.

Injecting it directly into the
gallbladder, doctors found that it
quickly dissolved large stones,
freeing patients from their pain-
ful condition.

“*‘We have learned that we can
use the technology suecessfully
ih a broad range of anatomical
circumstances,’'’ said Dr.
Johnson L. Thistle, who
pioneered the procedure. ‘‘We
have become quite comfortable
with the feeling that we can do it

safely and effectively.”

However, the experimental
technique has competition from
two other therapies that also pro-
mise to replace gallbladder
removal, which until now has
been the standard treatment for
gallstones and trails only
Caesarean sections as the most
common form of abdominal
surgery.

A stone-crushing machine call-
ed a lithotriptor, already widely
used for kidney stones, is being
tested against gallstones, and a
stone-dissolving drug was recent-
ly approved for routine use.

“All three of them need to be
considered,” said Dr. Gerald
Salen of the Veterans Ad-
ministration Medical Center in
East Orange, N.J. ‘‘They offer an
alternative to an operation. Most
patients can have their stones
treated with one of these techni-
ques.”’

Salen said the three treatments
may be useful for many of the
350,000 or so people who undergo
elective gallbladder surgery an-
nually. In 1987, 526,000
Americans had their gallblad-
ders taken out. Surgery will still
be necessary for 150,000 people
who need emergency treatment.

DALLAS (AP) — A Fort
Worth-based electronics
marketer says it will introduce
the first cellular telephone
system in the nation allowing car
callers to dial, speak and hang up
without lifting a finger.

Uniden Corp. of America is
buying technology from two
Dallas companies for the system,
which will recognize and respond
to any human voice and provide
hands-free operation, The Dallas
Morning News reported Wednes-
day.

It is based
on advanced speech recognition
techniques developed by Voice
Control Systems Inc.

DEAR DR. GOTT: Two years ago |
received radiation treatment for can
cer of the prostate The gland wasn't
removed, although some lymph nodes
were taken out. Six months ago I be-
gan experiencing extreme swelling in
the groin, penis, testicles and general
pelvic area. If I stay on my feet dur
ing the day, the front of my trousers
are bulging. My doctor says there's
nothing to be done except stay in bed,
which is impractical. What can you
suggest”?

DEAR READER: I believe there
are three possible causes for your
problem.

The radiation treatment itself may
have caused scarring of the lymphatic
channels that empty the legs and low-
er pelvis. As a result, lymph fluid can
build up in the tissues causing swell-
ing that is, because of gravity, worse
when you have been on your feet

Second, the original cancer may not
have been eradicated from the lymph
nodes. In the two years since your sur-
gery, it may have spread, causing fur-
ther lymph gland blockage, edema
and the symptoms you are
experiencing

Third, the radiation may not have
obliterated the cancer in your pros
tate gland. The cancer cells may have
become activated again and spread to
the lymph channels, causing lymph
blockage

In my opinion, you need to know
which of these possibilities is causing
your problem. A lymphangiogram
would help indicate if the lymph
nodes and channels are blocked

and why. During the test, a substance
("dye”) that shows up on an X-ray is
injected into the lymph channels in
one foot. As the material works its
way up into the body, serial X-ray ex-
posures are obtained. The films will
show the location, extent and type of
blockage

Also, a biopsy of your prostate
gland would demonstrate the pres-
ence.or absence of active cancer cells
—'ﬁ‘_\'our edema is due to scar tissue,
the problem is permanent and no spe-
cific therapy will help. Periodic bed
rest or the use of diuretic (kidney
stimulating) medicine may reduce the
amount of edema

On the other hand, if cancer cells
are the culprit, more radiation or -
better yet hormone therapy, could
substantially reduce edema. The use
of female hormones will often retard
the growth of tumors involving the
male genital tract

Ask your doctor to refer you to the
urological service at a teaching cen-
ter for a second opinion

Neither North nor South could bid
no-trump with only three small
hearts. So the bidding went round and
round until North belatedly raised
South to four spades. Since the East-
West hearts were divided 4-3, three
no-trump would have been an easy
contract. But it was up to South to
make four spades.

The defense began with West taking
the A-K-Q of hearts and then switch-
ing to a diamond. Declarer won the
ace in his hand, cashed the ace of
spades, guarding against a singletor
queen in West's hand, then got to dum-
my with a diamond to take the spade
finesse. That worked, but unfortunate-
ly West showed out. There was nc
longer any way to avoid losing a trick
to the queen, so declarer was down
one

Declarer’s safety play was ill-con-
ceived. Sure, laying down the ace pro-
tected against the singleton queen be-
ing with West, but if West held a
singleton spade, it was much more
likely to be any one of the other four
missing spades. Here the right play is
to take a first-round finesse, hoping
that East has the queen. When it
works, the finesse can be repeated,
and East can be denied a spade trick
even when he holds four to the queen.

Gibson stated that tests have
shown creative visual imaging
can increase reading comprehen-
sion by up to 40%. It is also an aid
to learning important dates and
events and math facts.

To tap creativity, teachers
must help students use the
creative right side of the brain in
harmony with the left. He en-
couraged positive use of creativi-
ty in the school curriculum as
well as in personal life.

Teaching visual integration in
the classroom helps the child pre-
sent and clarify information
graphically. Students are also
more able to interpret what is

He then proposed that Tower
submit a letter of resignation
dated Oct. 1, 1989, and be con-
firmed for a six-month ‘‘trial
period,”’ after which he would
return to the Senate and submit
to a second confirmation process.

Dole said his proposal offers ‘‘a
changed circumstance,’” design-
ed to allay concerns that in the
nuclear era Tower could become
a weak and risky link in the
military chain of command.

Dole said he had not shared the
idea even with other Republicans
and it clearly caught Mitchell
and other Democrats by’ sur-
prise.

“There is to my knowledge no
precedent for a six-month proba-
tionary period for a Cabinet of-
ficial,”” Mitchell said.

He said many senators have
other concerns about the nomina-
tion, including worries that
Tower created a strong ‘‘ap-
pearance of conflict of interest’
when he forged close and
lucrative links to defense con-
tractors immediately after leav-
ing government service.

Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., chair-
man of the Senate Armed Ser-
vices Committee and the prin-
cipal anti-Tower leader, said he
is concerned that installing a pro-
bationary defense chief might
have a negative impact on the
armed forces and in the interna-
tional community.

The strongest initial opposition
to Dole’s proposal came from
Byrd, who told the Senate: ‘‘The
Constitution does not give any
nominee a tryout period. If we go
down this road we are going to
make this a precedent ... and
those following us will rue the
day.”

Individuals under the age of 32
who received a measles vaccina-
tion prior fo 1968 are listed as a
group who have a high risk of

.contracting - the disease if they

come in contact with it. College-
age students generally fall under
this category.

To qualify further, for this vac-
ciation to be effective, this group
should have received this im-
munization after the age of 15
months.

All persons who believe they
might be at risk are being
directed to the Snyder-Scurry
Health Unit at 911 26th St. for im-
munization shots.

Human rights treaties...

Soviets accept
authority of
World Court

UNITED NATIONS (AP) —
The Soviet Union says it will ac-
cept World Court ruiings in cases
involving human rights treaties,
an announcement signaling an
end to the Soviets’ postwar policy
of resisting the tribunal’s
authority.

State Department officials
hailed the move as ‘“‘a major
step” and said they hoped the
Soviets would now join the United
States in accepting the court’s
rulings in all but the most sen-
sitive national security cases.

The United Nations’ legal of-
fice on Wednesday released a let-
ter Soviet Foreign Minister
~ Eduard A. Shevardnadze wrote
to Secretary-General Javier
Perez de Cuellar withdrawing
Soviet reservations on six human
rights treaties.

His letter suggested, however,
that the Soviet Union would agree
to the court’s arbitration in all
human rights cases.

Shevardnadze noted that
Soviet President Mikhail S. Gor-
bachev proposed in his
December address to the General
Assembly that ‘‘all states
recognize the binding jurisdiction
of the International Court of
Justice with respect to the inter-
pretation and application of
human rights agreements.”’

One senior State Department
official said the announcement
“may indicate their seriousness
in accepting the court’s jurisdic-
tion in a greater range of cases. It
is a major step.

“Soviet legal writers used to
say in their literature that they
don’t agree in advance in going to
the Court, believing it was
dominated by Western in-
fluences,” said the official, who
spoke on condition of anonymity.

The World Court, formally
known as the International Court
of Justice at The Hague, was
established in 1945 and is the
main judicial arm of the United
‘Nations. 'While the officially
neutral Netherlands-based
tribunal has no powers of en-
forcement, its rulings weigh
heavily on world opinion.

Three years ago, the United
States rejected the court’s
authority when Nicaragua

brought a case 'charging
Washington with trying to
subvert the leftist Sandinista
government.

Washington and Moscow have
been holding talks, however, in
an effort to get an agreement
with Britain, France and China to
recognize the court’s authority in
most treaties.

Shevardnadze said the Soviets
would ize the court’s bin-
ding jurisdiction in these human
rights treaties:

—The 1984 Convention Against
Torture and Other Cruel, In-
human or Degrading Treatment
or Punishment.

—The 1979 Convention on the
Elimination All Forms of
Discrimination Against Women;

—The 1965 International Con-
vention on the Elimination of All
Forms of Racial Discrimination;

—The 1952 Convention on the
Political Rights of Women;

—The 1949 Convention for the
Suppression of the Traffic in Per-
sons and of the Exploitation of
the Prostitutions of Others;

—The 1948 Convention on the
Prevention and Punishment of
the Crime of Genocide.

Moscow had signed the
treaties, but said it did not accept
World Court authority in
disputes.

U.S. and Soviet legal experts
have held two rounds of talks
since July aimed at strengthen-
ing the court’s authority in all but
the most sensitive political cases.

The United States wants the
Soviets, Britain, France and
China join it in agreeing to accept
court jurisdiction in a wide range
of issues.

Washington also has suggested
that cases could be ‘‘taken to
chambers’’ at the World Court, a
step in which only five of the 15
judges would hear a case. This
would allow each side to
eliminate the judges it felt would
be most hostile to its position.

The United States also sug-
gests that the United States,
Soviet Union, China, Britain and
France declare that certain

cases are inappropriate for the

court’s jurisdiction, such as na-

tional security issues or the use of

force.

Bentsen goes pro-Tower
after Democrats say the

nomination is

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Lloyd Bentsen declared himself
for fellow Texan John Tower as
defense secretary, but he waited
until after Democratic leaders
said they didn’t need the vote.

Bentsen didn't expend on
Tower the party clout he gained
in his vice presidential cam-
paign, keeping a low profile in the
battle that has torn the Senate.

In his speech Wednesday on the
Senate floor, Bentsen put his en-
dorsement into terms of personal
sympathy rather than political
allegiance, reflecting the 14
years he served with Tower in the
Seriate and his own experience as
a scrutinized candidate.

‘“This event, so painful to John
Tower, has been difficult to me.
... We have seen every imperfec-
tion in an essentially good man
dragged into the pitiless glare of
television lights while his
daughters sat listening,’” he said.

“Last fall, I learned firsthand
what it’s like to have reporters
looking up every friend you've
had in the last 60 years, or asking
whgt you ate for breakfast,” he
said.

Tower supporters temporarily
were cheered by Bentsen’s deci-
sion.

“I think that the timing would
have been better if it came
earlier in the debate. But at this
stage, I'll take him any time I can
get him,”’ said Tower friend Paul
Eggers.

But Senate Majority Leader
George Mitchell, D-Maine, had
already told reporters he didn’t
need Bentsen’s vote. And after
Bentsen spoke, four Democrats
considered as possible swing
votes announced they were
against the nominee.

Bentsen’s decision was consis-
tent with his position in January
when he presented Tower to the
Senate Armed Services Commit-
tee, praising him as a good choice
not only for hawks but for
liberals critical of Pentagon

overspending.

“John Tower is too much of a
conservative to give a blank
check from the U.S. Treasury to
the Pentagon,”” Bentsen said
then.

But as the showdown over the
nomination grew in intensity,
Bentsen declined to say how he’d
vote.

A change in his position, or
strong lobbying for Tower, could
have had great impact, given the
visibility he has held since he was
Michael Dukakis' running mate
on the Democratic ticket last fall.

Bush telephoned Bentsen
repeatedly. Tower supporters in
Texas organized telephone calls
and letters to his office.

But Bentsen, just elected to a
new six-year Senate at the same
time he lost his vice presidential
bid, told reporters he felt little
political pressure.

Texans have ‘“‘a long tradition
of closing ranks,” said Joseph
O’Neill, a Washington lobbyist
who has been Bentsen's top
Senate aide and was chief of staff
for his vice presidential cam-
paign.

But a vote against Tower would
not have been particularly
damaging either, said George
Shipley, an Austin political con-
sultant.

“There is no wellspring of sup-
port here for Tower,”’” Shipley
said. ““The silence is thunder-
ing.”

Shipley noted that Tower
himself had. voted against
several presidential nominations
including that of a fellow Texan
— Ray Marshall, who was Presi-
dent Carter’s nominee for labor
secretary in 1977.

But Lance Tarrance, a Houston
Republican polister, said Bent-
sen’'s move was shrewd in his
home state, where conservatives
who supported him the past were
aggravated by his partnership
with Dukakis and opposition to
the Supreme Court nomination of
Robert Bork.

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) —
A state district judge, decrying
overcrowded jails as a threat to
safety, ordered Tarrant County
to send prisoners to other coun-
ties.

State District Judge Joe Drago
issued the order Wednesday after
hearing a case brought before
him by the City of Fort Worth,
which sued the county for
allegedly refusing to house some

state law to be imprisoned in
county facilities pending trial.

The jail population in Fort
Worth Wednesday stood at 2,447
— about 120 percent of capacity.
With no room in the city and
county jails, police have created
makeshift facilities in cages at
the downtown police station.

About 700 inmates in Tarrant
County facilities await transfer
to the Texas Department of Cor-
rections.

Drago said his order will re-
main in effect until April, when
he will review it after the county
has opened four barracks
capable of holding 192 inmates.

He also appointed a three-
member committee to settle a
dispute over whether cells for
Tarrant County prisoners can be
found in other counties.

‘“‘Because of overcrowding, the
(Fort Worth) police department
isn’t able to do-its job protecting

the safety of citizens,”” Drago
said. ‘‘And prisoners who need to
be kept in jail are being kept in
makeshift jails that aren’t
designed for maximum security.
There is a possibility of escape,
again a threat to the public safe-
ty.”

Fort Worth Police Chief

“The direct response to the

people, and the commissioner in
effect standing naked before the
electorate, is the best way to get
the best leadership, year-in and
year-out,”” John C. White, former
commissioner, told the Senate
Natural Resources Committee
Wednesday.

“Elected officials, because of
the power that’s granted to them
through the electorate, have a
great deal more influence on na-
tional policy, have a great deal
more influence in Washington,
than appointed officials do,”” said

White, elected to 13 terms as
commissioner between 1950 and
1977.

The committee approved with
a 9-0 vote legislation that would
continue and make changes
within the Texas Department of
Agriculture. The sunset legisla-
tion would maintain as an elected
office the commissioner’s post
now held by Jim Hightower,
rather than changing it to an ap-
pointed office or substituting an
appointed commission, as some
have suggested. ;

White said he faced attempts to
make the agriculture commis-
sioner’s post an appointed one
during his years in the office, as

Hightower said he now is.

Chemical company interests
are working to make the office an
appointed one, Hightower said.
He said the “insidious move”’ is
meant to ‘‘allow a few giant cor-
porations to achieve by subter-
fuge what they have not been
able to do at the ballot box, which
is to get them an agriculture
commissioner owned by them.”’

But a spokesman for the Texas
Agricultural Chemicals Associa-
tion said such a move is not afoot.
Jon Fisher said the group was not
precluding options, but it first
wanted to try to deal solely with
changes it is seeking in pesticide
regulation.

Prison officials around the na-
tion who desperately need to
reduce their overcrowded inmate
populations are increasingly
looking to send prisoners to local
jails with rooms to rent.

In some cases, lockups with the
space to spare have paid for
more than half their budgets with
the renting scheme. But in at
least one jail, the arrangement
backfired when inmates, angry
about a move across the country,
vandalized the cells.

Still, the complaint from many
jailers isn’t the new inmates, but
the number of telephone calls
from prospective renters.

“I turn people down almost
every day," said Lt. James Ross,
who runs the Allegan County Jail
in southwest Michigan. About
half of the jail's 174 beds are
often rented to out-of-county con-
victs.

About 27,000 prisoners, or 10
percent of the inmates in the na-
tion's largest jails, are being held
for other agencies, said
Lawrence Greenfeld, director of
corrections statistics for the U.S.
Department of Justice. Most of
the displaced inmates come from
state prison systems, which pay
a per diem to the county jail,
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Greenfeld said.

“If he (Hightower) paints us as
the dragon out there, then he
becomes the dragon-slayer,”
Fisher said in an interview.
““We’re saying that is the type of
emotionalizing and politicizing
we want to get away from.”’

In prepared testimony, Fisher
urged creation of a board to
regulate pesticides ‘‘within the
department if necessary.”

The sunset bill approved by the
committee includes a pesticide
advisory board, with members
appointed by the agriculture
commissioner, to review and
comment on proposed rules. The
board urged by Fisher would be
appointed by the governor, with
the advice and consent of the
Senate, and would be given “‘full
authority over all aspects of the
regulatory program except as
those functions are delegated.”’

Gov. Bill Clements had said the
idea of an appointed agriculture
commissioner ‘“‘might be an idea
worth pursuing’’ after receiving
a task force report in 1987 that
recommended such action, said
Reggie Bashur, the governor’s
press secretary.
