WASHINGTON (AP) —
Federal safety officials are call-
ing for tougher drunken driving
laws and want the oldest one-fifth
of the nation’s school buses off
the road, in response to the
United States’ worst alcohol-
related highway accident.

The National Transportation
Safety Board, ending its inquiry
into the May 1988 head-on colli-
sion that killed 24 children and
three adults aboard a Kentucky
church bus, adopted a long list of
recommendations for federal and
state officials Tuesday.

Flames spread through the bus
after it collided with a pickup
truck that was going the wrong
Way on inierstate /1 nedr uvdr-
rollton, Ky. Authorities said the
pickup driver had a blood alcohol
content of .26 in tests 90 minutes
after the accident, and a board
investigator said Tuesday he
likely was at .29 when the colli
sion occurred, which is nearly
three times the legal level of
presumed intoxication

All 27 deaths aboard the bus,
which belonged to the First
Assembly of God in Radcliff,
were attributed to smoke inhala-
tion, the board said. Forty people
escaped, most with injuries. The

bus was returning from an
amusement park near Cincin-
nati.

The NTSB's acting chairman,
James L. Kolstad, said the May
14 collision “‘may be one of the
most influential highway ac-
cidents the board has ever
heard.”

The board said the accident
clearly was caused by ‘‘the
alcohol-impaired condition’ of
the pickup truck driver, Larry
Mahoney, 35, of Worthville, Ky,
who is free on $540,000 bail
awaiting a November trial on 27
counts of murder

But the board also said
characteristics of the 11-year-old
former school bus contributed to
the accident’s severity. The vehi-
cle’s unprotected fuel tank, flam-
mable seat covers and a rear
door partially obstructed by the
last row of seats were all noted in
the report which was adopted
after a daylong session

The Ford bus was assembled
by Sheller-Globe Corp. of Toledo,
Ohio. Last July, both Ford and
Sheller-Globe reached out-of-
court settlements for undisclosed
amounts with families of nearly
all the victims’ families. Neither
company admitted any liability

The board recommended that
states set a date for phase-out of
buses not meeting 1977 federal
standards. If adopted nation-
wide, the rule would affect 77,000
school buses, about 22 percent of
those now in use. It would also af-
fect thousands of former school
buses used by church groups and
other organizations

The 1977 standards required
strengthened fuel systems,

stronger seats, toughened roof
and body joints and more ac-
cessible exits.

The five-member board also
asked states to toughen their
drunken-driving laws to allow
police to revoke drivers’ licenses,
to prohibit plea-bargaining in
drunken-driving cases and to end
the practice of giving convicted
drunken drivers reduced licens-
ing penalties if they enroll in
treatment programs.

Alar apples

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Makers of apple sauces and
juices presented test results
today showing the products
to be virtually free of Alar,
a chemical that en-
vironmentalists say
heightens the risk of cancer
in children.

The Processed Apple In-
stitute, which represents
most of the producers of ap-
ple sauces and juices, said
today tests covering 4,623
samples and a cross-section
of brand names revealed
only eignt cases - wihicen
detectable levels of Alar
were found in the product.

Larry Davenport, ex-
ecutive director of the
Atlanta-based trade

association, said a detec-
table level meant a trace of
at least 1 part per million in
the sample, or 20 times
below the tolerance level
established by the En-
vironmental Protection
Agency.

Company forced to forfeit rocket fuel

HOUSTON (AP) — Attorneys
for a Florida company which fail-
ed to retrieve a shipment of
rocket fuel component seized
during shipment to iran said they
lost the court battle but finally
won recognition that the com-
pany had done nothing wrong.

v “I think the company name
was cleared,” said attorney Ray
Berry, who represented Girindus
Corp. of Tampa, Fla. ‘“The com-
pany didn’t do anything wrong at
all. To a considerable extent the
company is vindicated.”

U.S. District Judge Sim Lake
ruled against Girindus Tuesday,
concluding that the company
must forfeit the 286,000 pounds of
ammonium perchlorate that was
seized by the U.S. Customs Ser-
vice while being transferred to an

Lake had ruled earlier Tuesday
that Customs agents had pro-

on Feb. 25, 1988, despite Girindus’

March 1, 1988.

Customs agent testified that
the chemical was seized because
they were informed by the State
Department that the chemical re-
quired a special export license
that Girindus did not hold.

The case drew widespread at-
tention because of concerns over
a shortage of the chemical in this
country and because of its poten-
tial hostile use.

The 1,144 30-gallon drums of
ammonium perchlorate, large
enough to fuel 300 military
missiles and valued at about
$350,000, were exported in
January 1988 to Europe through

ODESSA, Texas (AP) — A na-
tionwide pesticide scare has pro-
mpted the Ector County Indepen-
dent School District to ban apples
and apple products from the food
served to preschoolers, officials
say.

Experiment raises questions

SPACE CENTER, Ho
(AP) — A fertilized egg e
ment that rode aboard the recent
Discovery flight raised more
questions than it answered after
half of them were discovered
dead, the shuttle’s pilot says.

The experiment, designed by a
student, included 16 eggs tertiliz-
ed two days before the March 13
shuttle blastoff and another 16
fertilized nine days prior to the
launch.

After an opposing opening bid, the
overcall in a suit has a wide range —
from a few points up to opening-bid
values. But the standard way to de-
scribe a good hand of 16 or more high-
card points plus a long suit is to double
for takeout first and then bid the suit.
That was the approach selected by
South in today’s deal. Still, North did
not have quite enough to come in when
West bid his second suit, diamonds,
over the takeout double.

When South then bid two spades,
North had a sound invitational raise
with four spades and an ace. South bid
the game and now had to make it. The
defense played three rounds of hearts.
Declarer ruffed and played a low
spade. East took the ace and returned
a diamond. Declarer now had some in-
formation to guide his play. East, who
had shown up with the spade ace, had
passed his partner’s one-heart opening
bid. Unless East was being incredibly
timid or had overlooked his hand, he
could not hold the queen of clubs.
(With six high-card points, he would
have responded.) Declarer was thus
safe in assuming West had that queen.
He could play for the club queen to
drop doubleton, but his nine of clubs
provided an unusual winning play —
the backward finesse.

So declarer picked up the remaining
trumps, ending in his hand. He then led
the jack of clubs. West covered with
the queen, won with dummy’s ace.
That left declarer’s K-9 over East’s 10,
and South took that finesse to make
the contract.

Bagian said the chicken experi-
ment and another in which he
observed plant growth were
designed to determine if cell divi-
sion is somehow ‘“‘impeded or
mutated’’ by a lack of gravity.

“Is there a certain point in the
differentiation of cell types
where they are vulnerable to the
effects of the loss of gravity?
Maybe gravity plays up to now
an unknown role but a very
essential role in that the older
ones (eggs), at nine days, are
past that crucial gate, if you will,
and they are developing normal-

ly,” Bagian said.

“If it turns out to be a big
limiter area, that there is some
gate where you can’t start a new
cell line, that has great implica-
tions for long duration space
stays,”’ Bagian said.

“Life cannot begin anew in or-
bhit if that praves out to he true
he added. “You may have to sup-
ply a gravity envu'onment for a

period of time.”’
During the flight, the five
astronauts also took 3,000

photographs and shot nearly
three miles of 70mm IMAX film
in an effort to document en-
vironmentally damaged areas of
the Earth.

On Tuesday, the crew showed
several spectacular views they
captured, including shots of a
sunset, Sri Lanka, the Caribbean
Sea and the Himalayas. But they
also talked about how deforesta-
tion, air and water pollution and
the effects of droughts can be
observed from space.

‘I had been held back so long...’
Early injury motivated
Astro pitcher Rhoden

KISSIMMEE, Fla. (AP) -
Houston Astros pitcher Rick
Rhoden almost had his athletic
career cut short before it began.

A backyard accident as an
eight-year old forced him to wear
a leg brace for four years, walk
with a cane and restricted his
playing to pickup games.

“I cut my knee on a rusty pair
of scissors in the backyard and it
got infected and I developed a
fever,” Rhoden said. ‘I didn’t
play organized ball until I was
14.”

Rhoden became an over-
achiever when he got clearance
to play organized sports.

His persistence led to 11 years
in the major leagues, including
the last two with the New York
Yankees, until the Astros obtain-
ed his services in December.

“When I finally got an oppor-
tunity to play, I probably put a lot
more into it than a normal kid
because I had been held back so
long.”

Rhoden pitched two seasons for
the Yankees, compiling records
of 16-10 and 12-12, but he didn’t
feel distracted by the media
glare.

“They have a great bunch of
guys and I enjoyed the years 1
spent there,”’ Rhoden said. ‘I
had no problems. As long as you
go out and play hard you don’t
have any problems.”’

Rhoden spent his first 11 major
league seasons in the National
League with Los Angeles and
Pittsburgh.

He came to the Astros for
minor leaguers John Fishel,
Pedro DeLeon and Mike Hook
and is expected to fill the No. 4
spot in the rotation.

Astros Manager Art Howe isn’t
worried about Rhoden being

ready for the season.

““The last time out Rick told me
he felt terrible and he just gave
up one run,” Howe said. “'I can’t
wait to see what happens when he
feels good.”

Rhoden pitched six innings last
week against Boston, allowing
one run.

Prior to Tuesday, he had six
strikeouts, six walks and 26 hits
in 20.1 innings pitched and 12
earned runs.

St. Louis gathering respect
for tonight’s NIT title game

NEW YORK (AP) - St. John’s
coaeh Lou Carnesecca calls the
St. Louis Billikens ‘‘the best kept
secret in the world.”

In the world of college basket-
ball, however, more and more
people are finding out about the
team from the Midwestern Col-
legiate Conference that plays St.
John'’s tonight for the champion-
ship of the National Invitation
Tournament.

‘“We may be a surprise team to
a lot of people around the coun-
try, but we felt we were pretty
good all along,”” St. Louis coach
Rich Grawer said Tuesday.

The Billikens, 27-9, reached the
NIT final by beating Southern Il-
linois, Wisconsin, New Mexico
and Michigan State.

“It’s kind of mind-boggling, but
someone told me there’s only 10
teams in the country with 27 wins
or more, and we're one of them,”
Grawer said.

Despite their record, the
Billikens didn't get much na-
tional publicity until they arrived
in New York.

Rose probe to take more time

PLANT CITY, Fla. (AP) - Pete
Rose’s long-term future is no
clearer today, but his short-term
outlook is rosier: he'll be in a Cin-
cinnati Reds uniform for Opening
Day.

The lawyer heading major
league baseball’s investigation of
Rose said Tuesday that the probe
is likely to take several more
weeks. Baseball has indicated
that it won’t take any action
against Rose until the investiga-
tion is complete.

In addition, Reds majority

‘owner Marge Schott said Tues-

day the ballclub won't do
anything regarding Rose until
the baseball commissioner acts.
That would appear to remove
any obstacles to Rose managing
the club in the traditional Na-
tional League opener next Mon-
day against the Los Angeles
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Dodgers at Riverfront Stadium.
“All I'm trying to do is get
ready for Opening Day and
forget all this, get on with
baseball,”” Schott said, in a

telephone interview Tuesday
night from Cincinnati.’
John Dowd, leading the in-

vestigation for major league
baseball, released a statement
Tuesday through his law office in
Washington, D.C., indicating the
matter will stretch into the
regular season.

The investigation reportedly
centers on Rose’s gambling. If
he’'s found to have bet on
baseball, he could be suspended
for a year. Betting on Reds’
games could bring a lifetime ban.

A source has told The
Associated Press that the in-
vestigation concerns allegations

Because they start three
freshmen guard Jason
Buchanan, forward Malik Sealy
and center Robert Werdann - the
Redman are considered a team
of the future. But Carnesecca

would rather talk about today
than tomorrow.

“The future is now,” he said,
echoing the phrase made famous
by George Allen. ‘“You never
know what’s going to happen in a
year or two.

Nominees: Gene Hackman, whose
sly humor and ferocious thirst for jus-
tice sparked “Mississippi Burning”;
Tom Hanks, who transformed himself
with the mannerisms of a 13-year-old
in “Big”; Dustin Hoffman, who turned
in his customary tour de force as the
autistic Raymond in “Rain Man”; Ed-
ward James Olmos, the passionately
caring math teacher «in “Stand and
Deliver”; and Max Von Sydow, whose
nomination as a Swedish laborer
transplanted to Denmark in “Pelle
the Conqueror” was the academy’s
Scandinavian surprise.

LOS ANGELES (AP)
Hollywood’s brightest stars were
trying hard to keep their cool
amid the competitive " at-
mosphere of tonight’s 61st
Academy Awards ceremonies.

The extravaganza takes place
against a feverish backdrop of
ticket scalping, thievery,
political demonstrations and last-
minute preparations.

Predictions for best picture,
best actress, best supporting ac-
tor and best supporting actress
were cloudy.

Only actor Dustin Hoffman and
director Barry Levinson of ‘‘Rain
Man~ wili enter the Shrine
Auditorium as heavy favorites to
win statuettes.

One of the evening's tightest
races — for best supporting ac-
tress — will be decided the
earliest when Melanie Griffith
and Don Johnson present the
ceremony'’s first trophy.

Leading contenders for the best
supporting actress award are
Frances McDormand for
‘“‘Mississippi Burning’’ and
Sigourney Weaver for ‘‘Working
Girl.” Other nominees are Joan
Cusack for ‘‘Working Girl,”
Geena Davis for ‘“The Accidental
Tourist” and Michelle Pfeiffer
for ‘‘Dangerous Liaisons.”

WASHINGTON (AP) — Fear
that President Reagan would be
impeached gripped his ad-
ministration after Oliver North
confirmed that money from the
Iran arms sales had been
diverted to the Nicaraguan Con-
tras, says former Attorney
General Edwin Meese I11.

Testifying Tuesday at North’s
trial, Meese agreed with defense
lawyer Brendan Sullivan that the
administration was worried
disclosure of the diversion could
cause ‘‘the toppling of the presi-
dent himself.”

Meese’s discovery of the diver-
sion came during a weekend in-
quiry he conducted for Reagan.
Earlier disclosure of the ad-
ministration’s secret weapons
sales to Iran had already produc-
ed an uproar.

Meese, who informed Presi-
dent Reagan of the diversion on
Nov. 24, 1986, said he didn’t know
if the word ‘‘impeachment”’ itself
was used in discussions, but that
there was anxiety over ‘‘the
tremendous consequences.”’

Meese said he was concerned
that administration opponents
might get hold of the information
and make it public, so he urged
quick action to limit the political
damage. He held a news con-
ference the next day to announce
the news.

““I felt it vital that there not be
any appearance of a coverup,”
said the former attorney general.

North was fired and his boss,
national security adviser John
Poindexter, resigned. Also, the
Tower commission was created

and independent counsel
Lawrence Walsh was appointed
in December 1986.

“They were the actions taken
because they were the ap-
propriate actions to take in any
event,”” said Meese. ‘‘But one of
the concerns was from preven-
ting this from being used by
political opponents of the presi-
dent.”

Meese described interviewing
North on Nov. 23, 1986, a Sunday,
seeking confirmation of a memo
found the previous day at North’s
National Security Council office.
The memo by North outlined a
plan for the diversion.

The NSC aide told Meese the
diversion had already occurred
from an earlier arms shipment to
Iran.

“Your worst nightmare had
come true?’’ North lawyer Bren-
dan Sullivan asked Meese.
~ “Yes,” Meese replied.

“You knew that spelled trou-
ble?" asked Sullivan.

“Yes, I1did,” responded Meese.

One of the criminal counts
against North accuses him of ly-
ing to Meese about details of the
secret operation. North is charg-
ed with falsely telling Meese that
the National Security Council had
no involvement with the diver-
sion and that Israel determined
the amount of money funneled to
the Contras. In fact, North and
other U.S. officials were direc-
ting the secret operation.

Meese described his inquiry as
a fact-finding mission, not an in-
vestigation, and said North
therefore was under no legal
obligation to tell the truth.

Prosecutor John Keker elicited

from Meese that the attorney
general had told North at the
outset of their Sunday afternoon
interview not to try to conceal
anything.

But Meese subsequently
agreed with Sullivan that he was
acting as ‘“‘basically a counselor
to the president’”’ when he inter-
viewed North, not as the nation’s
chief law enforcement officer.

“Oliver North had no obliga-
tion to answer questions?’’ asked
U.S. District Judge Gerhard A.
Gesell.

‘“‘He would have had no obliga-
tion otharaﬁn as a loyal member
of the admmnistration,” replied
Meese. The former attorney
general added that North had
“no legal compulsion’’ to answer
truthfully as he would have “in a
criminal investigation.”

Meese’s handling of his
weekend inquiry drew much
criticism from Congress.

Baker sees hostile
relations until
Cuba changes

WASHINGTON (AP)
Secretary of State James A.
Baker rejects speculation that
U.S.-Cuban relations are about to
improve, saying American policy
will not change until Cuba ends
repression at home and ‘“‘unac-
ceptable behavior’ abroad.

Baker’s views are outlined in a
confidential memo drawn up to
counter suggestions that Cuba’s
pledge in December to withdraw
its troops from Angola will im-
prove the climate between
Havana and Washington.

“U.S. policy has not changed in
the wake of the southern Africa
accords,”” Baker said in the
memo.

The memo has been distributed
to diplomatic posts abroad and to
selected government agencies.
The document is dated March
1989 and is stamped ‘‘confiden-
tial.”” A copy was made available
to The Associated Press on Tues-
day.

The memo indicates that no
chan%es are planned from the
hard-line Cuba policy of the
Reagan administration. Under
President. Reagan, the United
States tightened the U.S. trade
embargo against the island and
waged an international cam-
paign against alleged human
rights abuses by the regime of
Fidel Castro.

““No modification of U.S. policy
is contemplated in the absence of
significant changes in Cuban
repression at home and unaccep-
table behavior abroad inimical to
U.S. interests,”” Baker said.

- Baker rejected the arguments
of some, including Senate
Foreign Relations Committee
Chairman Claiborne Pell, D-R.1.,
that U.S. policy toward Cuba
over three decades has failed and
should be changed.

“Cuba provides the U.S.S.R.
major political, strategic and in-
telligence benefits that it other-
wise would not have,” Baker
said.

Stocking policy will be reviewed

AUSTIN (AP) — A key state lawmaker said he believed a review
of an animal stocking policy by the Texas Parks and Wildlife Com-
mission was a step in the “‘right direction.”

Texas Parks and Wildlife Commission chairman Charles Nash on
Tuesday defended recent stockings of wild animals ento private ran-
ches that resulted in favoritism tharges, but said he would appoint a
committee to review the department’s policy.

“I'm convinced the Parks and Wildlife Commission is going in the
right direction,” said Sen. Chet Edwards, D-Duncanville.

Edwards is chairman of the Senate Nominations Committee which
is considering four nominees to the parks and wildlife commission.

Despite reports of favoritism, Nash said after testifying before the
Nominations panel that there were no major problems with the
animal stocking policy, except that the public’'s perception of the
department has been shattered. "

“Any time the public’s got a problem with the perception of the
way we're doing ... then I think we’ve got some things we need to
take care of there,”’ he said. .

Edwards agreed, saying, ‘‘The public is convinced that the
average citizen doesn’t get a fair shake, and that the average citizen
gets treated one way and powerful people get treated another way."
/Recent revelations raising questions about the department’s
animal stocking policies included reports that:

— House Speaker Gib Lewis had elk, deer, turkeys and fish
transported at state expense to his properties. The elk were stocked
despite Parks and Wildlife staff objections that his ranch didn’t have
the proper habitat.

— University of Texas Board of Regents member Louis Beecherl
got antelope stocked on his ranch, again above objections that the
habitat was not conducive to the animals. Six weeks later 39 of the 40
antelope had died of starvation.

Senate committee hears AIDS bill

AUSTIN (AP) — There are right and wrong ways to respond to
AIDS, and Senate proposals to control the deadly virus — as well as
provide treatment for AIDS victims — is the correct way, says an
Episcopal priest.

“I firmly believe that the days of deadly inertia and stubborn
silence are gone, and the vanguards of humane and sound legislation
today will be tomorrow’s cure,” the Rev. Chris Steele, chair of the
Legislative Task Force on AIDS, told the Senate Health and Human
Services Committee. .

Dr. R. Palmer Beasley of the University of Texas Health Science
Center at Houston said Tuesday the AIDS epidemic in Texas is in-
creasing rapidly ‘‘without an end in sight,” and nationally AIDS is
the worst epidemic in 70 years.

More than 6,200 Texans have been diagnosed with AIDS, according
to the Texas Health Department. Beasley said that figure is ex-
pected to grow to 45,000 by the end of 1992.

“The Texas epidemic is growing faster than the U.S. epidemic
overall,” he said.

But Ms. Steele said, ‘“The people of Texas are beginning to
understand that with the right health and policy measures — funded
and in place — this horrible Texas nightmare can, in fact, be inter-
rupted and over time be brought toan end.”

Some $45 million has been identified for use in Texas in trying to
control the major epidemic of AIDS, said committee chairman Chet
Brooks, D-Pasadena.

AIDS is an affliction that attacks the body’s immune system, mak-
ing it susceptible to deadly diseases.

The proposals presented to Brooks' committee would prohibit
discrimination against people infected with the AIDS — or HIV —
virus; establish a state AIDS grant program; improve access to
health care; expand testing and counseling; promote certain educa-
tion programs; encourage state confidentiality guidelines; and pro-
vide that those with the virus have the rights as other disabled Tex-
ans.

Senate removes river authorities

AUSTIN (AP) — River authority officials hailed Senate approval
of a bill that would remove the authorities from legislative review.

On Tuesday, the Texas Senate adopted a measure removing river
autherities from Sunset Advisory Commission review and placing
the authorities under the scrutiny of the Texas Water Commission.

In other action, the Senate gave preliminary approval to a bill that
would allow counties to raise maximum vehicle registration fees
from $5 to $10.

Carson Hoge, president of an association of river authorities and
water districts, said he was pleased with the Senate action.

‘“We are regional agencies, not state agencies. We have a direct
line of responsibility and communications with the people we serve,”
said Hoge, who is president of the Texas Water Conservation
Authority and general manager of the Brazos River Authority.

GOTT: What is the con-
nection between hardening of the ar-
teries and Alzheimer’s disease?

DEAR READER: As far as we
know, Alzheimer's disease — a chron-
ic and progressive neurological disor-
der marked by memory loss, confu-
sion and inappropriate behavior — 1s
not caused by arteriosclerosis, the
age-related narrowing of the body's
arteries

No one has identified the cause of
Alzeheimer's disease, although much
current research is being directed to-
ward this problem

The senility that comes from arte-
riosclerosis is milder and more slowly
progressive than Alzheimer's. Short-
term memory is impaired, but pa-
tients do not experience the same re-
lentless loss of function. Cognitive
thinking 1s not as disrupted and pa-
tients can be more independent

Also, Alzheimer’s tends to affect
younger persons than does arterio-
sclerotic senility

Four die in
plane crash

HONDO, Texas (AP) — Severe
weather conditions that ap-
parently forced a Carrizo Springs
pilot to try to turn back to safety
are being blamed for killing the
pilot and his three passengers.

Investigators from the Federal
Aviation Administration are con-
tinuing to probe the scene of the
single-engine Cessna crash just
off State Highway 173 some 12
miles north of Hondo.

But Medina County Sheriff
Wesley Scott said the weather ap-
parently contributed to the wreck
at3a.m. Tuesday.

“They were flying low and they

hit a power line and crashed a’

short distance from there,’” Scott
said. “‘The wreckage was strewn
from west to the east, so it ap-

pears they decided to turn
around because of the bad
weather.”

_ Scott said pilot Bill Chitty, 48,
of Carrizo Springs was flying the
plane back from Fort Smith,
Ark., when the crash occurred.

Sheriff’s office dispatcher
Sharon Tonne said the crash kill-
ed Chitty, as well'as Thomas Gor-
don Thompson, 45, of Carrizo Spr-
ings; Daniel Thompson Jones, 19,
of Carrizo Springs; and Lisa
Thompson, 17, of Hackett, Ark.

“They’ve ordered an autopsy
on the pilot’s body, but at this
point, they still believe it was
weather-related,”” Ms. Tonne
said. She said the autopsy was
standard procedure to insure the
pilot was not under the influence
of drugs or alcohol at the time of
the crash.

Scott said the plane stopped in
Castroville about 1:30 a.m. and
that Chitty decided to continue
the trip. But when the plane was
near Hondo, Chitty apparently
decided to return to Castroville.

He said the Medina County
Electric Co-Op received a notice
of power outage about 3 a.m.
near the accident site and that
the wreckage was discovered at
daybreak when electric crews
went to repair the power lines.

Authorities attempt

to identify

STAMFORD, Texas (AP) —
The father of a 7-year-old girl
who . has been missing since
September says it’s going to be
three days of ‘‘torture” while
authorities attempt to identify re-
mains found in a Shackelford
County field.

The skeletal remains of a child
were found Monday in a field
about 10 miles west of Moran,
authorities said Tuesday.

The bones were taken to the
Southwestern Institute of Foren-
sic Sciences "in Dallas for ex-
amination, sources said.

“It could be anybody,” said
Texas Ranger Calvin Cox. “It
could be Cortney, but we don’t
know whoitis.”

“We're not sure of anything
now. Only that it’s a human
skeleton,’’ Cox said.

Stan Clayton, the girl’s father,
said Tuesday night that
authorities collected hair
samples from Cortney's clothes
in attempts to determine whether
the remains belonged to the miss-
ing girl.

That process will take about
three days, said Clayton, whose
daughter apparently was the vic-
tim of an abduction outside a
Stamford supermarket last Sept.
2.

“It's going to be three days of
torture until we find out,” Stan
Clayton said in a telephone inter-
view Tuesday night from his
Stamford home. ‘“We’re not giv-

ing up hope, but there hasn’t been §

any other child missing in this
area. You put all the things
together and it looks like it might
be her.

““I guess this is a very low point
right now,’” he said. ‘“We’ve tried
to keep our hopes high, but we’'ve
always expected something like
this. We're still praying it will be
something else.”’

Hunters discovered the child’s
skull Monday afternoon in an
open field about 50 miles from
Stamford. The bones of the child
were found by law officers in a
subsequent search of the area.
