Wright charged with ethics violations
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

House ethics committee charged 
today that House Speaker Jim 
W'right violated official rules of 
conduct 69 times by not disclos­
ing thousands of dollars in alleg­
ed gifts and by skirting rules on 
speaking fees through bulk book 
sales.

The c o m m itte e  — six  
Democrats and six Republicans 
— unanimously approved the 
statement of alleged violations, 
announced the chairman. Hep.

Julian Dixon, D-Calif.
The charges, divided into five 

counts, and an accompanying 
report by Richard Phelan, the a t­
torney who conducted the com­
m ittee’s investigation, could 
jeopardize Wright s future as 
speaker

The statement “represents a 
determination by the committee 
that in 69 instances, there is 
reason to believe that Rep 
Wright violated the code of of­
ficial conduct and other House

rules which apply to him as a 
member of Congress,” Dixon 
said.

He emphasized that the com­
mittee’s action is similar to an in­
dictment — based on a com­
paratively low standard of proof 

and not a conviction.
“The speaker of th^ House has 

not been found guilty of any viola­
tions but from a review of the 
evidence the committee has 
found a reason to believe” viola­
tions may have (Kcurred, Dixon

said.
“We have not reached any final 

conclusions on the matters that 
are still under investigation,” he 
said, telling reporters that, for 
further proceedings, the stan­
dard will be “clear and convinc­
ing evidence.”

The committee, under its rules, 
will next allow Wright to respond

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New law to be applied to teens who 
are accused o f shooting their parents

PAMPa , Texas (AP) — Two 
boys aged 13 and 14 have spent 
more than two months inside an 
Amarillo juvenile detention 
center, going to classes and par­
ticipating in recreation activities 
along with other youths at the 
center.

But while most juveniles, who 
may be detained for theft or other 
non-violent offenses, the two 
junior high students are there 
because on Feb. 8, after telling 
classmates they were going to 
kill their parents, the two fatally 
shot the stepfather of one of the 
boys, authorities said.

But the pair — never indicted 
or charged in connection with the 
death — will not stand trial, npr 
will their guilt or innocence be 
determined by a judge or jury. 
They will, however, go through 
a relatively new adjudication 
procedure which has drawn 
praise from prosecutors and op­
position from youth advocacy 
groups.

The procedure serves to set 
specific sentences, at the Texas 
Youth Commission and Texas 
Department of Corrections, for 
adjudicated juveniles, introduc­
ing elem ents of the adult 
criminal justice system into an

adjudication procedure, the 
traditional emphasis of which 
has been rehabilitatiuTi rather 
than incarceration.

The two Panhandle teen-agers, 
whose names have not been 
released because they are  
juveniles, will go before a Gray 
County jury here on Monday 
which will decide their fate under 
the Determinate Sentence Act, 
passed in 1987 to address the 
issue of how to cope with 
juveniles who commit serious 
crimes.

The circumstances of the case 
that so far have been not been 
made public will be presented in 
separate public hearings for each 
teen-ager.

According to authorities, of­
ficials at White Deer Junior High 
School phoned the stepfather of 
one of the boys and told him they 
had word his 13-year-old stepson 
had threatened to kill him. After 
going to the school to talk with 
administrators, the stepfather 
returned to his home in the near­
by community of Kingsmill, 
where authorities said his step­
son and a friend were waiting.

Gray County Sheriff Jimmy 
Free d isc o v e rt the body of the 
man, shot several times at point-

blank range with a .22-caliber 
pistol, later that day.

Amarillo pidice later look the 
teen-agers into custody after ap­
prehending them a t a K m art 
parking lot with a car belonging 
to the dead man’s wife and 
mother of the 13-year-old.

The crime, which authorities 
say was planned in advance, 
stunned the communities of 
White Deer and Kingsmill, made 
up of only a handful of houses and 
a grain elevator, and prompted 
Gray County District Attorney 
Harold Comer to pull out his law 
books to study the new juvenile 
justice statute.

“This is totally new to us,” he 
said.

P rio r to Septem ber 1987, 
juveniles under 15 years old who 
conunitted serious crimes were 
sent to the Texas Youth Commis­
sion and released when they 
reached 21, often even earlier, 
say juvenile justice experts.

“The law as it existed was just 
inadequate to meet the needs of 
the public,” said Comer, who is 
prosecuting the youths.

But youth advocacy groups 
such as the Texas Coalition on 
Juvenile Justice say determinate 
sentencing may put youths into

the Texas Department of Correc­
tions that cotdd be rehabilitated 
by less costly means.

“ We all know the adult 
criminal justice system doesn’t 
w(H‘k, so why put a kid for 30 
years in a system that doesn’t 
work? ” said Cynthia McKenzie, 
spokeswoman for the coalition. 
“We’re concerned about the 
weakening of the philosophy of 
rehabilitation. Those kids are go­
ing to be lost in a penal system 
and denied the opportunity for 
good assessment and rehabilita­
tion.”

Under the current law, pro­
secutors can decide to use the 
determinate sentence procedure 
in cases where juveniles have 
allegedly committed capital 
m urder, a ttem pted  cap ita l 
murder, murder, aggravated 
sexual assault and dea^y assault 
on a police officer.

The prosecutor must refer a 
petition alleging misconduct to a 
grand jury, which doesn’t issue 
an indictment but approves the 
petition and certifies it to the 
juvenile court, paving the way 
for an adjudication hearing 
where evidence is presented by 
prosecution and defense.

A dm issions decreases benefit Texas
HOUSTON (AF) — Some 

Texas private universities are 
seeing surprising increases in 
freshman applications despite 
mounting tuition costs and a 
reverse trend at other more ex­
pensive private schools, officials 
said.

“The percentage rise this year 
is certainly more than we an­
ticipated. It’s a pretty big jump, 
e s p e c ia l ly  in v iew  of 
demographics,” said John Lind, 
vice president for admission at 
Southw estern University in 
Georgetown. Lind cited projec­
tions of fewer 18-year-olds in the 
population than earlier in the 
decade.

“We compete against very 
good schools,” Lind said. “We’re 
considered one of the best buys.”

Officials from Southwestern, 
Southern Methodist University 
and Rice University report ap­
p lic a tio n s  for 1989’s fa ll 
freshman class arrived in un­
precedented numbers.

“We thought we would have 
some increase, but this far ex-

ceeded our expectations, saia 
Andrew Bryant, dean of admis­
sions at SMU, which recorded a
24.1 percent increase in applica­
tions this year.

F resh m a n  a p p lic a n ts  a t 
Southwestern rose by 17.2 per­
cent by March 31 and by 17.6 per­
cent at Rice.

Applications to Trinity Univer­
sity and Texas Christian Univer­
sity dropped by 5 percent and 7.5 
percent, respectively, but of­
ficials say the amounts are in­
significant.

The Texas application count — 
even the decreases — contrasts 
with sharp drops at Ivy League 
schools. At Dartmouth, for exam­
ple, 18 percent fewer applications 
were filed than last year — 8,300, 
compared with 10,000 for fall 
1988. And the University of Penn­
sylvania received 13.7 percent 
fewer applications — 11,300,
down from 13,100 last year.

At Southwestern, 637 of the 
1,004 freshmen who applied for 
the 1989 fall semester have been 
admitted, boosting admissions by 
7.6 percent. The increase marks 
the eighth consecutive increase 
at Southwestern, which recorded 
an all-time high of 1,171 students 
last fall.

SMU received 4,429 applica­
tions by April 1, compared with 
3,569 at the same time last year. 
Rice received 5,180 applications, 
up from 4,406 ajjplications last 
year, marking the university’s 
fifth consecutive record-breaking 
year, said dean of admissions 
Ron Moss.

Bryant said SMU expects

freshmen to num l^r aoout i,«xT 
this fall — about 50 more than 
last fall when the class increased 
for the first time in three years.

Trinity in San Antonio has ac­
cepted 1,550 of its more than 2,100 
applicants overall and expects a 
class of about 600. TCU received 
about 3,100 applications and ex­
pects a freshman class of 1,150 to 
1,200.

“We don’t call that significant, 
not by any means. It’s a fairly 
typical year,” said Michael Yost, 
director of institutional advance­
ment and assistant to Trinity’s 
president. He said that each year 
universities experience 5 percent 
to 10 percent application in­
creases and decreases for no 
specific reason.

TCU’s associate dean of admis­
sions, Janet Herald, said her 
university’s decrease comes on 
the heels of a 13.5 percent in­
crease in applications last year, 
when a record 3,350 applications 
were received. It marked the

DEAR DR. (jOTT; Could you please 
tell me if blood substitutes are a via­
ble alternative for blood transfusions 
during surgery? I know the blood sup­
ply is mostly safe, but we live in an 
area with a high incidence of AIDS.

DEAR READER: In many cases, 
electrolyte fluid (salt water with min- 
eralp) is a simple, safe and inexpen­
sive substitute for whole blood. It re­
stores fluid in the circulation, when 
blood is lost, to avoid dehydration and 
shock. It is used primarily in emer­
gency situations when blood is not 
readily available for transfusion.

Also, several synthetic substances 
are now being investigated as blood 
substitutes. The Japanese have devel­
oped a petroleum-based product that 
is undergoing testing but is not yet 
commercially available.

Finally, autologous transfusions 
are becoming more popular. Several 
weeks before elective surgery, the pa­
tient donates his or her own blood, 
which is then stored and transfused 
back if the need arises. This technique 
avoids transfusion reactions, infec­
tion and other complications that can 
occur when a patient receives blood

At SMU, tuition increased to 
$9,880 from $8,040 last year. 
Overall costs — tuition, room, 
board and fees — increased to 
$14,378, up from $13,307 last year.

DEAR ABBY: I commend you for 
addressing the topic of genital herpes 
in your column. However, you re­
cently provided some advice that is 
incorrect and potentially dangerous. 
You stated that “if  there are no symp­
toms, sores or active lesions, your 
partner is not infectious." This is 
clearly NOT true, and heeding this 
advice could result in couples disre­
garding precautions necessary to 
avoid transmission of genital herpes 
to the uninfected partner.

While asymptomatic intervals 
carry a d ecreas^  risk of transmis­
sion, infected persons are still ca­
pable of transmitting the virus. In 
fact, more than half of the infected 
sex partners discussed in one journal 
article denied having symptoms they 
recognized as herpes at the time they 
transmitted infection.

When symptoms or sores are pres­
ent, sexual contact with the involved 
area should be avoided completely. 
Because of the risk of asymptomatic 
transmission, condoms should be used 
with each sexual act. Bluntly put: 
There is always SOME risk, although 
condoms will serve to decrease this 
risk.

carbohydrate meal, a blood glucose 
between 150 and 200 milligrams/dL.

This is an oversimplification be­
cause many conditions — including 
pregnancy, starvation, stress, illness 
and certain drugs — can cause abnor­
mally high blood-g^cose values that 
return to normal obce the situation 
has been resolved or corrected.

In addition, diabetics may appear 
at times to have normal blocd sugars. 
Therefore, th« above figures are 
meant as a br5ad guideline. The spe­
cific diagnosis of diabetes should be 
made by a physician.

NEW YORK (A P ) — 
Am ericans overwhelm ingly 
believe that outlawing abortion 
would do little to curtail it, and 
Jialf want the operation to remain 
legal and unrestricted in early 
pregnancies, a poll has found.

Up to 65 percent of the 1,108 
adults questirmed in the M ^ a  
(ileneral-Associated Press poll 
supported legalized abortion in 
other contexts.

The poll also found broad op­
position to Operation Rescue, 
whose members have been block­
ing entrances to abortion clinics 
around the country.

With the U.S. Supreme Court 
poised to reconsider its 1973 Roe 
vs. Wade decision that legalized 
abortion during the first three 
months of pregnancy, 53 percent 
in the random-sample survey 
said they favored that landmark 
ruling.

Moreover, if the court were to 
reverse itself and let each state 
make its own abortion laws, 57 
percent said they would want 
abortion legal in their state. 
Thirty-seven percent would want 
it illegal and 7 percent were un­
sure.

The poll posed the issue in a 
variety of ways because the wor­
ding ol questions on a sensitive 
issue can affect the results.

The findings on basic attitudes 
toward abortion were similar in 
otho* recent polls. But in a new 
finding, large majorities said 
ouUawittf abortion would fail to 
prevent it.

Abortion proponents argue that 
many women would have unsafe 
illegal abortions if the procedure 
were banned.

The poll asked: “ If abortion 
were illegal in your state, do you 
think that would stop most 
women there who want abortions 
from having them, or would most 
of them go to another state where 
it was legal?” Eighty-seven per­
cent said the women would go to 
another state.

The poll then asked whether 
banning abortions nationwide 
would stop most women from 
having them, or if those women 
would have illegal abortions or go 
to a country where abortion is 
legal. Seventy-three percent said 
women would find a way to have 
abortions.

The survey found its closest 
split on the question of a con­
stitutional amendment to make 
abortions i l l^ a l  except in cases 
of rape, incest or to save the life 
of the mother. Fifty percent were 
opposed apd 44 percent in favor, 
a division within the poll’s 3-point 
error margin.

No such amendment is before 
Congress, but those are'the terms 
President Bush has said he would 
support.

In another question on condi­
tions under which abortion may 
be permitted, the poll asked: 
“Should abortion be legal as it is 
now; legal only in such cases as 
rape, incest, or to save the life of 
the mother; or should it not be 
permitted at all?” Fifty percent 
said legal as now; 39 percent said 
only in certain cases; 7 percent 
wanted it banned outright and 
the rest were unsure.

East is put 
under pressure

The term “endplay” refers to what 
happens when the last few cards are 
played, but it also refers to the strate­
gy of putting a defender on lead when 
he cannot exit without helping declar­
er. This week we will examine this 
strategy.

Although South was too strong by 
some standards to qpen one no-trump, 
it was fine for him to have something 
extra for his overcall. That’s good in­
surance in case partner is dead broke.

Having arrived in game. South 
ducked East's heart jack at trick one. 
East continued with the heart king, 
which declarer won. It was obvious 
that East held the outstanding high 
cards for his opening bid, so a diamond 
to dummy's king, followed by a finesse 
to the jack, was an easy play to find. 
The ace of diamonds disclosed that the 
suit was not splitting, so there were 
only eight tricks. But surely East, who 
had bid hearts and shown up with four 
diamonds, could be put under pres­
sure. So out came the A-K-Q of spades, 
forcing East to discard. If Elast shed a 
heart, declarer could play any red 
card and East would have to give up 
the last two tricks to the A-Q of clubs. 
If Elast parted with the nine of clubs, 
declarer would make nine tricks by 
playing to the ace of clubs, dropping 
Elast’s king.

Officer’s £at^ shooting shocks 
his neighbors and supervi^r

DUNCANVILLE. Texas (AH) 
— The fatal shooting of Dallas 
police Sgt. Larry Wise by a 
suburban police officer shocked 
neighbors and Wise’s siqiovisor, 
who thought the domestic pro­
blems that appeared to have led 
up to the officer’s death were 
over.

Wise, 39, was killed early Sun­
day morning as he tried to enter 
his home in this Dallas suburb 
while brandishing a gun. He and 
his wife, Cindy, lu d  argued 
Saturday night a t a country and 
western n i^ tc lu b  where they 
w ^  celebrating her birthday.

Cindy’s sistor, Brenda Smith, 
stopped by the Diuicanville police 
station early Sunday and asked 
for (rfficers to accompany her to 
the Wise home, where the cou­
p le r  i3-]^ear-old son, Larry Jr., 
and a  friend were staying. Ms. 
Smith told police she f e a i ^  for 
the teen-ager’s safety, said Dun­
canville police spokesman Dan 
Robertson.

Duncanville Sgt. Glenn Repp 
III and officer Stacy Holden a r­
rived a t the Wise home just 
before he did about 3:15 a.m., 
Robertson said. Wise spotted the 
officers and pointed his gun at 
them, but thra lowered it and 
moveid toward the front dow of 
the house, the spokesman said.

The officers, who had s o u ^ t  
cover behind their car when Wise 
raised his gun, began to ap-

feet apart, Kq)p and Wise fired 
their weapons, but Robertson 
said police w « ^ ’t sure who fired 
first.

H ow ever, D a llas  po lice  
spokesman Hdlis Edwards said 
hie was informed by Duncanville 
police that Wise tired the tirst 
shot, and that Re(^ had returned 
tire in self-defense.

W ise d ied  a t  C h arlto n  
Methodist Hospital about 50 
minutes later, Robertson said. 
The Duncanville oftico^ were 
not injured.

“Whoi I got the call a t 4:30 this 
morning, it was just disbelief,” 
Seguin said.

Wise joined the Dallas Police in 
1909 and became a sergeant in 
1960, Seguin said. He led a sector 
of 10 patrol officers as well as a 
special car-theft task force

“They lost a very good super­

v is e ,” Seguin said.
The Wises had separated for a 

time, but reconciled, Seguin and 
friends of the family said.

“Cynthia told me a week ago 
everything was fine,” said Steve 
Smith, a Duncanville resident 
who went to high school with the 
couple.

“The m arriage seemed very 
solid” after the reconciliation, 
Seguin said. He said he noted the 
couple was very close when two 
of the (rfficers Wise supervised 
were killed during a h i^-speed  
chase of a car theft suspect in

Crush that k illed  94 persons

SHEFFIELD, Englana (AP) — 
Lawmakers and sports officials 
demanded a ban on anti riot bar­
riers and standing-room sections 
in stadiums as the city of Liver­
pool mourned 94 soccer fans 
crushed to death behind a steel 
fence in Britain’s worst sports 
disaster.

M ^t.pf'’̂  24 victiips so ffr  
pubHcly identified were under 
age 20. They included a 10-year- 
old boy who was trampled and 
two teen-age sisters who died 
before their father’s eyes.

Of the 170 injured, 56 remained 
in hospital with 17 in intensive 
care, police said today.

Calling it “a disaster of im­
m ense proportions,”  P rim e 
Minister M argaret Thatcher said 
an inquiry would try to determine 
the cause of the human crush at 
Sheffield’s Hillsborough stadium 
minutes into Saturday’s cup 
semifinal between Liverpool and 
Nottingham Forest.

Details of the probe were to be 
unveiled in Parliament this after­
noon by Home Secretary Douglas 
Hurd.

Buckingham P alace  said 
Prince Charles and Princess 
Diana would visit injured sur­
vivors in Sheffield later today.

Sixty-five miles away in Liver­
pool, mourners jammed the 
Roman Catholic cathedral Sun­

day for a requiem Mass for the 
victims — most of them residents 
of the northwestern port city. The 
Anglican cathedral’s bell tolled 
94 times.

Lawmakers, sports officials 
and survivors on Sunday 
demanded changes in stadium 
designs, including the abolition of 
standing-room sections, known 
as.terraces, and the anti-riot bar­
riers around them.

“We have been saying for a 
long time that standing room 
must be converted into seating 
space,” said Gerhard Aigner, 
general secretary of UEFA, 
Europe’s soccer authority.

People “should have bw n able 
to escape off those terraces” and 
“were killed needlessly,” said 
Liverpool’s Liberal lawmaker, 
David Alton.

He said the fences should come 
down immediately, a demand 
echoed by Sheffield Labor 
lawmaker Joe Ashton, and Denis 
Howell, a former Labor sports 
minister.

Bert Millichip, president of the 
English Football Association, 
said regulations require fences, 
in part to prevent rowdiness.

Police in Sheffield, whose

NSA, the nation’s biggest in­
telligence agency, says the $85 
million microelectronics plant — 
being built a t Fort Meade, Md., 
a b o u t h a lfw a y  b e tw e e n  
Washington and Baltimore — 
represents a “unique capability 
within the U.S>govemment.”

SANTA ROSA, Calif. (AP) — A 
winery worker sought in the kill­
ings ^  his wife, two daughters 
and four other people was an 
angry, jealous man who spied on 
his wife and had threatened “ to 
blow her head off,” a friend said.

Ramon Salcido, 28, was so 
possessive of his wife that he 
drove home from work several 
times a day to check on her, said 
Richard Clark, Salcido’s next- 
door neighbor in Boyes Hot Spr­
ings and friend.

Authorities on Sunday concen­
trated their search for Salcido 
north of San Francisco and 
alerted the U.S. Border Patrol, 
fearing he could head for his 
native Mexico.

“The cost of this is substantial, 
but we’ll pay anything to get this 
man into custody,” said ^n o m a  
C o u n ty  S h e r if f  R ic h a rd  
Michaelsen. “ His acts are those 
of a totally insane person.”

On Sunday, the owners of the 
Grand Cm Winery where Salcido 
worked as a forklift operator of­
fered a $5,000 reward for infor­
mation leading to his capture.

“These atrocities have caused 
fear and terror to invade an area 
known for its beauty and 
hospitality,” Walter and Bettina 
Dreyer said in a statement.

After learning of her husband’s 
other life, Mrs. Salcido said she 
wanted to leave him, the 
newspaper said.

‘“Now I can get an annul­
ment,” ’ next-door neighbor Steve

Nielsen quoted Mrs. Salcido as 
saying.

Salcido also was a regular 
seller and user of cocaine and 
possibly am phetam ines, the 
Times re p o rt^ , quoting several 
of his acquaintances it did not in- 
dentify by name.

On Thursday night, Salcido 
stayed out drinking until 2 a.m., 
then snorted cocaine with a 
friend, the newspaper said.

Sheriff’s investigators said 
detectives had no information 
that Salcido sold dm gs.

Clark described Salcido as be­
ing extremely jealous. “Anybody 
w to was higher up than him or if 
he had a nicer car than he did 
he didn’t like that. He wanted to 
be No. 1,” Clark said.

He also said the Salcidos had 
recently begun arguing loudly.

“ I could hear them yelling.... I 
guess I knew (the killings) were 
coming. I heard him say, ‘I’m go­
ing to blow your head off,” ’ Clark 
said.

Salcido also was upset recently 
because he was served papers 
ordering him to pay nearly $6,000 
in overdue child support and to 
make monthly payments of $511 
for a 4-year-old daughter in 
Fresno, Clark said.

DALLAS (AP) — A sister of 
slain Dallas Police Officer 
Robert Wood says she has always 
felt prosecutors got the wrong 
man when Randall Dale Adams 
was convicted and sentenced to 
die for the killing.

“The day I walked out of the 
courtroom, I thought he was inno­
cent,” Gladys McLemore told 
The Dallas Morning News. “My 
husband at the time told me not 
to say anything, and I never did.

Adams was convicted in 1977 
for the murder of Wood and spent 
more than 12 years behind bars 
before an appeals court voided 
his conviction. His sentence was 
commuted to a life term in 1980.

The charge was dismissed last 
month and Adams is a free man 
back in Columbus, Ohio.

Adams’ innocence was main­
tained in the documentary “The 
Thin Blue Line,” which brought 
his case national attention.

“Now is the time to adopt 

natural gas as the primary fuel 
for the country based on its en­
vironmental attractiveness and 
ample domestic supplies,” said 
John Watson, president of the 
Texas Independent Producers 
and Royalty Owners.

“ It’s tragic that an accident 
such as this is required to get so­
meone’s attention, but those of us 
who urge greater reliance on 
natural gas have a window of op­
portunity,” Watson said. “ It

could have some positive fallout 
for us.”

The accident may delay new oil 
exploration in Alaska and off­
shore California, but natural gas 
suppliers believe the results of 
the massive spill helped their

^proauci Decome more attractive.
“When you look at North 

America, you can see that we 
have more potential natural gas 
than oil,” said George Frampton, 
president of the . Wilderness 
Society. “ Natural gas is a 
significantly more favorable fuel 
than oil and much cleaner than 
coal.”

Natural gas producers now get 
pnly about half the price paid for 
oil, but Watson said a growing 
recognition of the environmental 
benefits of gas may help change

that.

But during a 
hearing last December, Harris 
c h a n g ^  his story and virtually 
confessed to the murder himself.

“ I don’t think you can really 
believe anything he says one way 
or another,” Ms. Lowry said of 
Harris. “ I think they were both 
involved in it.”

rain. Fuel oil and coal both yield 
large amounts of sulfur dioxide.
