The Congress
which returned to
Washington this
week begins what
isgenerally re-
garded as one of
the most eriticil sessions since the
early days of the Republic

International problems predom-
inate, but a score of more of se-
rious domestic issues also demand
attention. It is a session that will
test the metal of the legisiators of
*he Nation

Events of the past few weecks
nave left no doubt in the minds
nf congressmen that the United
States, and in fact all of Western
eivilization, are in grave peril, per-
haps the most serious any of us
have ever known.

This session is to be no place
for weak-kneed or faint-hearted
congressmen. The decisions to be
made will take courage of the
highest order. Fortunately we have
that kind of men and women in
Congress.

Some of the most important
questions which Congress will de-
bate include:

Shall we attempt to appease and
bargain with Russia?

How large should the budget for
defense be?

Should the ceiling on the na-
tional debt be ralsed?

V'ill a tax increase be necessary
to finance defense spending?

! How much, and what kind, of
foreign aid?

What about the business slump
and growing unemployment?

Should a new farm program be
adopted?

| Congress already has been given
positive evidence that Russia has
made tremendous military gains,
even that she has in some respects
surpassed the United States and
our allies,

The majority opinion in Wash-
ington seems to be that Russia will
attempt to bargain for an easing

| of the cold war only on her own
terms, and that those terms will be
| unacceptable to the Western Na-

Our answer to Russian threats
more probably will be a quick effort
to build Western defenses. There

| is, of course, no assurance that

Russia will not provoke a war if
| she is convinced she could win
quickly. That is the chance we
have to take,

Time is more important to the
United States than it was only a
year or two ago. We were ahead
then in military strength. Then,
it was Russia that wanted time to
build long-range missiles to give
her the advantage.

A quick recovery from our lag in
missiles ‘vnm“requm‘ substantial in-
creases ense . To
meet that increase, d?:'le.m must
either increase taxes or raise the
M celling on the national debt.

There wili be considerably less
opposition this year than last to

a substantial increase in foreign
aid, both military and economic.
The price of maintaining friends
and allles in many parts of the
world is going up.

On purely domestic issues, falter-
ing business and rising unemploy-
ment should be watched. The feel-
ing here, however, is that this is
only & temporary dip. Rising Uv-
ing costs are another problem.

The farm recession that has con-
tinued for almost six years shows
no sign of improvement and Con-
gress will be under pressure to try
