Considering their ordinary baas 
feeds, cattle need primarily phos­
phorus added to their rations 
rather than lune or calcium.

required In those distant times.

Love's old sweet song. It seems, 
is still In fashion on this most 
sentimental of holidays. But all 
else has cbangedi

Actually, the first paper Valen­
tines appeared around the year 
1400. At that time, St. Valen­
tine's Day was rather a contro­
versial subject, for Its origin was 
linked to the pagan Feast of 
Lupercalla.

The temper of the times and 
the keen eyes of anxious chaper­
ones made It advisable to send 
these early Valentines anony­
mously. It was a calculated risk, 
for a young lady might easily

believe her Valentine came from 
six other guys.

Sometimes they were dropped 
on milady's doorstep by bashful 
admirers, who knocked and 
promptly skipped away. But 
more often Valentines w e r » 
tucked Into secret t r  y s 1 1 n g 
places, such as hollow trees.

Texas Taxes are derived 49 per 
cent from property; 33 per cent, 
sales; 1$ per cent, severance; IT 
per cent, all other sources. Basic 
pattern has not been changed 
since 1041, but all categories ex­
cept the property tax have In­
creased at least 10 per cent since 
1050.
