Number Of Bonded
Livestock Yards

No matter where you live in
Texas, you're only a short drive
to a livestock market or auction
barn offering the selling services
and bonded protection required
by the Packers and Stockyards

Scattered throughout the state
110 yards are now operating un-
der this law, the largest number
on record, reports W. C. Ball,
who handles the Packers and
Stockyards work for the Agricul-
tural Marketing Service from Ft
Worth

“This is a new development in
livestock marketing,” Ball points
out, “with more than half of
these yards complying with the
requirements of the law in the
past year."

All of these 110 yards are now
bonded,” Ball reports. Bond cov-
erage totals about 3'2 million
dollars.

Also, 160 dealers and 204 pack-
er buyers trading at these yards
are registered under the Act.

It is very sel-
dom you run across a rod made
prior to 1950. Fisherman have
pretty well used up all the steel
rods that were made prior to
World War II. Following the war
fishermen began using glass
rods. Today the very finest and
cheapest rods are made of glass
fiber. It Is true there are a few
inefficient glass rods, but we
are now getting such quality in
nominally priced equipment
anyone who can afford to fish
can afford a quality rod

The same is true of reels. I
don't know what the relative
sales records are, but from the
number of enclosed reels you see
around today's fishing holes,
they must be taking over. Wo-
men seem to like them especially
well. We have severa] friends
who have bought these reels for
their wives and children. They
like them so well they are now
turning to enclosed reels for
themselves

Then there is the line. Mono-
filament has taken over. Fish-
ermen have learned they can
cast farther and easler with
monofilament than with
other line. Cortland even refers
to its monofilament as “the line
with the boarding house reach.’
This firm is making its lines in
the new smoke-tone color, both
in the extruded and the braid-
ed lines

Gun Care Is Important

This is just a reminder
Chances are good that when you
put the scattergun in the closet
and get out the fishing rod you
Just gave the gun a lick and a
promise. If so, better retrieve it
now and do a little wiping or you
may have to polish off some
rust, come next hunting season

While good shotguns are plen-
tiful and more are being made
every day, there still is sound
economy in using a rag and
some good gun oll or grease on
the gun you have.

There is a tendency
on the part of all of us to dump
into the lake whatever minnows
we have left when we are
through fishing

If you use pond ralsed min-
nows this isn't so bad However
many places sell minnows that
have been seined from distant
rivers, some as far away as Mex-
ico, Oklahoma or Arkansas
Many of these are carp and gar
minnows. As a result, we are in-
festing new lakes with rough
fish which later must be clean-
ed out.

If you have some minnows
left. give them to someone else
or dump them out on dry land
Or, you might take them home
dig a hole in the garden and
pour them in Then plant a
squash or watermelon. They'l
