A “log-jam” exists in moving
bracero labor across the Rio
Grande from Old Mexico into
the United States. The U. S, La-
bor Department has clamped
down in negotiating with Mex-
ico for bracero labor. The Labor
Department has asked the farm-
ers and ranchers of Texas to ex
haust their every resource to
obtain labor in their own local
communities and their State,
and extend their search into the
states where the unemployed
are said to be many

There has been a time when
right here in Martin County the
cotton grower could step out
cotton-hoeing time and cotton-
harvest time in their own com-
munity and secure all the labor
needed.
