His star attraction
was Cole Younger, a Wild West
gunman, who, the previous year,
had been liberated from prison
for an attempt robbery of the
Northfield, Minn., bank. He had
the record of killing 16 men and
was wounded 30 times. At the
time of his death, Younger, car-
ried 14 slugs in his body

During his lifetime at Colo-
rado City, Mr. Shepperd, made
frequent visits to Stanton in the
1930's plying his profession as
salesman, and visiting his
Riggs Shepperd, who at the time
was superintendent of the Court
ney school

perd took an important part in
the ground work of a project
which today is known as the
Rural Electrification Adminis-
tration with headquarters in
Stanton. Following his work on
the project, Shepperd was made
manager of the Lone Wolf REA
in Taylor County, headquarters
at Merkel. This led to an ap-
pointment to a position with
REA in Washington, D. C. Today
Shepperd is with REA at Hondo,
Texas
