Rahies Reporied :
Increased In
All Texas Areas

Many reports of rabid animals —
chiefly foxes and skunks—are com-
ing in from over the State, says Ed-
win Cooper, extension wildlife spec-
lalst

Since complete eradication of ani-
mals subject to carrying rabies is
almost impossible, everyone should
be aware of methods which lessen
the possibility of contracting the dis-
ease, Cooper continues.

Contrary to popular belief, rabid
animals do not have “‘running fits"
nor “froth at the mouth.” A rabid
animal is usually characterized by
symptoms of paralysis and loss of
their usual fear of humans or nat-

ral enemies. Therefore, Cooper says
children should be cautioned to avoid
any animal which appears to be act-

strangely

Foxes, strange dogs and skunks
especially should be avoid-
ed. Rabies also can be carried by
domestic livestock, bats, squirrels
and several other mammals. Rabies
may occur during any season of the
year, Cooper emphasizes. A *‘deod-
orized” pet skunk, for example, may
be a dangerous creature to have
around, in spite of the novelty and
interest it may afford

If a person is bitten by any type
of wild or domestic animal, the per-
son should immediately report to the
family doctor after making e very
effort to capture and pen the attack-
ing animal for observation purposes
if this can be done safely. If it
is a wild animal, it should be killed
unless capture can be accomplished

In-
structions for having the animal
checked for rabies can be obtained

disease in Texas. It generally is
most severe on the High Plains and

| the Coast Prairie, in the irrigated
| valleys of the Trans-Pecos area and

Bacterial blight causes more than
one-fourth of the total cotton disease
yield loss in Texas. During each of
the last two years it has caused
about $37,500,000 damage in lower
yields. Too, additional losses occur-
red in the form of lower and spot
grades of the harvested fiber

Small, angular, brownish or black-
ish spots occur on the lower leaves
Later the disease may spread to the
higher leaves. Only a few spots are
necessary for the leaves to drop
Yield reduction is, on the average,

about one-half the percent prema-
ture loss of leaves. Small, circular
dark-green spots occur on bolls

These spots enlarge, dry up, stain
lint and prevent normal opening of

the boll
