It was Gregg cotton.

Lindsay, who farms one mile north 
!of Stanton with his father, T. Lind- 
' say, said he covered 20-25 acres to 
^get the bale. The cotton was gather- 
led from irrigated land.
I A special meeting of the agricul­

ture committee of the Martin County 
Chamber of Commerce will be held 
Tuesday, August 30 to make plans 
for the Chinese auction of the first 
bale.

The first bale of cotton produced

in Martin County in 1959 was grown 
by Floyd Martin, farmer in the 
Grady community. His bale was 
brought in on August 22 and it weigh­
ed in at 2.400 pounds. It ginned out 
at 560 gounds of lint cotton.

Martin’s cotton brought $976 by 
Chinese auction. Floor price was 40 
cents a pound. Elach bid was one 
cent a pound and the bale was con­
sidered as a SOO-pound bale.

Better Hog 
Prices Forecast

The price outlook for hogs for the 
next few Rtoaths is coasiderably 
brighter. John McHaney. extensioa 
ecaaomist. says that prices receiv­
ed by farmers in the last half of 
1980 will be higher than those re­
ceived ia the last half of 1969 He 
says they will not. however, reach 
the peak prices of 1968. and the us­
ual fall price decline can be ex­
pected.

McHaney explains this forecast­
ed price rise by pointing out that 
the I960 spring pig crop w as down 
16 percent from the I960 spring crop 

I This decrease was brought about 
mainly because fewer sows farrow­
ed and fewer pigs were produced 
per sow.

Spring prices in 1961 will be large­
ly determined by the size of the
1960 fall crop. McHaney continue* 
According to the present crop fore­
cast. the 1960 fall crop shawld be 
smaller than the 1969 crap, thus 
the price* received, in the spring
1961 should be higher than those re­
ceived this year.

The specialist concludes with a 
word of warning for twine produc­
ers He says there are indications 
that this ^w ntrend in production 
may be the shortest on record, and 
just because prices nuiy be better 
in the last half of 1960 and in the 
first few months of 1961 is no rea­
son to believe that prices will bring 
.satisfactory return* to all produc­
ers in the last half of 1961.

Moisture In Wood
The moi.sture content of wood is 

the weight of the water in the wood. 
This weight is expressed as a per­
centage of the weight of the wood 
when dry. Thus, if a green piece 
of wood IS said to have a moisture 
content of 75 per cent, it means that 
the water in the wood weighs 75 per 
rent as much .ns does the dry wood

'The moisture cxintent of green wood 
is approximately the same as the 
moi.sture content in the living tree. 
In some species of wood the mois­
ture content is over 100 per cent. In 
other words, the weight of water in 
the wood is greater than the weight 
of the dry wood Sapwood usually 
has a higher moisture content than 
heartwood

When dry wood absorbs moisture, 
it swells When wet wood is dried, 
it shrinks The swelling of wood 
sometimes causes drawers and doors 
to stick in wet weather .'^rinkage 
of wood may opeei cracks in fumi-1 
ture and flooring Exposed wood can 
be protected from moisture by treat­
ing with water repellents or by coat-' 
ing with a suitable finish Wood u i- , 
ed indoors should he installed d ry , 
and be kept dry to prevent swelliBgj

The government said a federal pay 
raise and a spurt in construction 
work pushed the iiersonal income 
of individual Americans to a record 
annual rate of 407 billion dollars in 
July.

The increase over June was slight, 
however — one billion dollars or 
about a fourth of one per cent.

Partly offsetting the effects of 
the federal pay hike and a pickup 
in contract construction work here 
were dips in manufacturing pay­
rolls and farm income

T h e  Commerce Department’s 
monthly study of personal income 
was dosety in line with earlier econ- 
•oiie reports which showed relative 
nddsununer stability in industrial 
production, employment and retail 
sales

These details were given in the 
report

Wage and salary payments in the 
construction industry expanded at 
the rate of more than 500 million 
dollars a year. A similar gain was 
posted for federal payrolls as a re­
sult of the July 1 wage increases 
for Civil Service workers

However, manufacturing payrolls 
were down more than 500 millions, 
largely because of lower employ­
ment in industries producing prim­
ary metals and transportation equip­
ment.

As a result of these and other 
economic cross currents, the ad­
vance in total wage and salary pay­
ments was held to 600 million dd- 
lars, on on annual basis.

In other income categories, there 
were offsetting changes in farm 
earnings and unemployment bene­
fits atMl an increase in the interest 
payment.' collected by individuals.

Lower prices for cattle and cal­
ves dropp^ farm income by 300 mil­
lion dollars a year. Federal trans­
fer |>ayment.s—unemployment bene­
fits and Social Security — were up 
300 millions. This was largely b ^  
cause of the dip in manufacturing 
jobs.

The other major changes between 
June and July was a 300-million-dol- 
lar increase in interest income.

Invariably some people try to gel 
around TEC nilce Such persons 
bane* trouble for their employers, 
who have to pay more taxes, trouble 
for TEC. which now is on the look­
out for the dxsclert; and trouble 
for themselves, because they are 
laying themaelves wide open for 
suits for fraudulent claims.

Taken individually, the collection 
by some persons of from $7 to $28 
a week, to which he is not entitled, 
may seem Uke peanuts But any un­
checked fraud, viewed in the light 
of the whole massive unemployment 
compensation program in Texas, 
could multiply itself into a million- 
dollar head^he.

Last year SSl.376.076 was paid out 
in Texas in unemployment benefits 
They was more than was taken in 
in unemplov-ment taxes from em­
ployers Fortunately for TEC. the 
program has. over a period of years, 
built up a substantial trust fund — 
$2S.S.S34.S51 to be exact—against bad 
periods.

But this fund, designed as a cus­
hion against depression-type bread­
lines. can serve its purpose only if 
it is not abused. It is meant as 
insurance. TEC officials explain, not 
as a dole, and not to pay for vaca­
tions for those who are tired ol 
working.
