Mahon Seeks 
High Cotton
Allotment

Rcpreoentalive George Mahon ad- 
viaes that he has urged Socretary of 
Agriculture Orville Freeman to fix 
the national cotton acreage allotment 
for the i s e  crop at a higher level 
than the M l allotment, and in no 
event at a  lower figure. H ie M l al­
lotment is 11,400.000 acres. The Sec­
retary is required to make his de­
cision by October IS.

Mahon stated that a  moderate in­
crease in 1982 over M l is necessary 
in order to make sure that the 
American cotton producer will be 
able to maintain hit fair share of 
the world market in addition to 
supplying domestic needs. He said 
that a reductioa would stimulate fer- 
eign production and be unacceptable 
to domestic growers.

Cotton growers and producer 
groups have appealed to members 
of Congreu and government offi- 
ciala in regard to the cotton acre­
age matter. Mahon stated that he 
had discussed the matter with vai^ 
ious officials of the Department of 
Agriculture in addition to the Sec­
retary of Agriculture, and had wired 
the Preaident and discusaed the 
acreage situation with members of 
the White House staff.

By good irrigation water manage­
ment on Winter as well as Summer 
crops, the available moisture in the
