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Vets' Widows 
Are Digible 
For Pensions
Widows of World War II or of 

Korean conflict veterans are now 
eligible for peasions on the .same 
basis as World War I widows. Ro­
bert W. .Siswn. manager of the Vet­
eran Administration regional office 
in Lubbock, has pointed out.

Prior to July 1. i960, widows of 
World War II or of Korean conflict 
veterars were eliglible for pension 
only if the veteran had a definitely 
ascertainable service-connected dis- 
abibty at the time of his death. No 
such requirement existed for World 
War 1 widows.

Briefly, the pension requirements 
now are:

(a> The deceased veteran-husband 
must have had at least 90 days of 
•ervice. part during wartime, unless 
dishcarg^ sooner for service-connect­
ed disability or he was receiving or 
was entitled to receive compensation 
or retirement poy for a wartime serv- 
ic«<onnected disability, and in all 
cases, had been discharged under 
conditions other than dishonorable.

(b> The widow's mcome is not 
more than $t.800 annually tor, with 
a  child or children of the veteran, 
not more than $3,000 annually) and 
she it not the possessor of an estate 
so large that it is reasonable to look 
to that estate for support.

Ckeck-Up In 
Preparation 
For Winter

An autumn home check-up in pre­
paration for the winter heating sea- 
s<si should include inspection, repair, 
and if necessary, installation of a 
humidification system. Excessive 
dryness ran damage the house, cause 
discomfort, even illness, and at the 
same time waste fuel. Aside from 
the loss of fuel, the destructive quali­
ties of lark of humidity are just as 
bad in areas where artificial heat­
ing is not necessary but where the 
air is too dry much of the year.

The relative humidity in heated un­
humidified homes averages between 
10 and IS per cent in the winter. And 
in many homes, the relative hum­
idity drops as low as 3 per cent 
when the inside temperature is 70 
degrees Fahrenheit and the outside 
temperature hits zero. When one 
shivers in the house, puts on a sweat­
er and pushes up the thermostat, 
the real need may be higher humid­
ity and not higher temperature.
