When Jesua hung upon the 
cross, one of the two thieves 
botwi'en whom He was cruci­
fied reviled Him, urging Him 
to save Himself and them. 
The other thief rebuked this 
fellow, reminding him they 
were suffering Justly for their 
mLsdeeds, where;vs Jesus was 
suffering for His innocence 
and goodness. The penitent 
thief had the rew-ard of hear­
ing Jesus say, "This day thou 
Shalt be with me in Para­
dise”

It Is the distinction between 
two kinds of suffering which 
Peter emphasizes In his writ­
ings that does so much to en­
courage suffering Christians.

The Christian who suffers 
Is partaker of the sufferings 
of Christ. Instead of being 
embitter, he may w-ell glor­
ify God.

Certainly as we observe 
life, we can not very well say 
that the Ideal life Is entirely

free from suffering.
We have seen those who 

have accepted the way of suf­
fering patiently and in sub­
jection to the will of God en- 
obled by their experience, 
finding a deep satisfaction 
In life often denied to those 
whose ways have been easier 
and more pleasant.

Peter brings this philosophy 
of endurance of suhering In­
to the realm of Christian 
faith and practice, emphasiz­
ing the part of humility and 
the strength that comes to 
men through casting all their 
care upon God

The mystery of pain has 
never been solved. We do not 
know why the Innocent suffer 
with and for the guilty. We 
do know, however, that there 
is a fellowship In Christ’s suf­
fering which has brought to 
suffering Christians happi­
ness and peace. And this too, 
is a mystery.

Nineteen 
Years Ago

applicators of pesticides Is 
having a hard time In a House 
committee. This is an Indica­
tion that it probably will be 
changed considerably before 
it is reported for floor action.

It’s author. Rep. Grainger 
Mcllhany of Wheeler, tried 
unsuccessfuly to get it refer- 
mlttee, however, did vote to 
ee from the one headed by 
Rep. Bill Rupp of Raymond- 
vine. House agriculture com-, 
mlttee, however, did vote ton 
instruct Rapp to report th e  
bill to the full committee.

Rapp said the bill is one of 
the most Important Issues to 
come up before the Legisla­
ture this session, on par with 
redlstrictlng, taxes and other 
statewide Issues. “This bill 
doesn't affect only commercial 
applicators," Rapp said. “It 
affects a lot of people."

Required by the bill would 
be licensing of owners a n d

operators of equipment used 
to apply pesticides. Licensing 
would require passing an ex­
amination t o demonstrate 
familiarity with application 
of pesticides and payment of 
an annual fee. Operator’s fee 
would be $10; owner registra­
tion, $25; and $25 for each 
piece of equipment.

Operators would have to 
.show minlmmum financial 
responsibility of $15,000, by 
insurance, bond or deposit, 
tor each piece of equipment.

Proponents of the bill say 
farmers need protection be­
cause modem pesticide equip­
ment can, is misused, damage 
large land areas, including 
adjacent property.

Rapp contends th e  bill 
needs to be studied carefully 
because the transient nature 
of some of the persons w ho  
work on pesticide equipment 
would require that the oper-

Rep. Rayford Price of Pal­
estine hXLS Introduced a con­
stitutional amendment which 
would outlaw parimutuel (in 
a pool) betting and all other 
forms of gambling in th e  
state.

Budget Conferees Take Over
Whether Texans will face sub­
stantial new taxation to fin­
ance expanding state services 
rest largely with 10 top law­
makers.

Budget writing was check­
ed to a Joint conference com­
mittee of senators and repre-- 
sentatlves after the Senate, 
without discussion, passed a 
$3^50,000,000 appropriations 
measure. It called for $817,-
000 in general revenue spend­
ing.

Senate version is $13,000,000 
above the House-passed bill 
in general funds earmarked 
lor the 1966-67 biennium. 
Both houses left money “on 
the Uble.”

Senate bill is $14,000,000 be­
low anticipated Income; House 
bill $25,000,000 below. But 
there are plenty of claims for 
the leftover.

Amount of the school tea­
cher pay raise approved after 
the general budget finally is 
adopted is the real key to the 
magnitude of a tax bill But 
recommendations of the con­
ferees — likely to be approved 
by both houses — will deter­
mine Just how much of the 
foreseeable revenue is left to 
apply toward better salaries 
for teachers and other new  
spending demands.

Sabine Bill Passed — Legis­
lation aimed at paving th e  
way for making th e  Sabine 
River navigable from Long­
view to the Gulf has reached 
the governor’s desk.

Bill sets up Sabine River 
Navigation District in Gregg, 
Harrison. Panola and Rusk

1 counties.
A $15,000,000 revenue bond- 

financed project extending to 
Toledo Bend Dam is contem­
plated. Under the plan, locks

would be constructed to lift 
barges into the Gulf of Mex- 
Ice.

Beer-Liqour Interests Clash
— One of the hottest floor 
fights of the .session was wag­
ed over a bill which found 
beer and liquor Interests on 
opposite sides and "wets” and 
“dries” somewhat confu-sed.

Liquor store operators bit­
terly oppo.sed a measure by 
Rep. Ous Mutscher of Bren- 

jham, which they contended 
! permitted wholesale beer dis­
tributors to sell ale and malt 
liquor directly to consumers.

Mutscher said the two bev­
erages should be treated as 
beer under state statutes, sin­
ce they are made by brewer­
ies, not distillers.

After prolonged debate in 
the House, Rep. Bill Heatly of 
Paducah unsuccessfully tried 
to tack on an amendment to 
raise the beer tax $1 a barrel.

Mutcher’s bill finally pass­
ed 90-44 and went to the Sen­
ate for another round.

Pickups .May Speed I’p — 
House has approved and sent 
to the Senate a bill permitting 
pickup trucks to travel 70 
miles an hour on Texas high- 
w’ays Instead of the present 
55 mph limit.

Another bill by Rep John 
Traeger of Seguln specifies 
that pickups may be driven 
with a regular cu ra to r’s lic­
ense. Some law enfrocement 
agencies (not the Texas High­
way Patrol) contend that dri­
vers of pickups must have a 
commercial license. The say 
law is not clear on the point. 
Bill cleared committee and is

on House calendar.
Property Titles Unclear —

Rep Forrest Harding of San 
Angelo believes that no Tex­
an can be sure he has a clear 
title to any of his personal 
property because present law 
permits the state to get a pre­
ferred lien without notice on 
any property which has gone 
through the hands of a per­
son arrears on his taxes.

Harding said the state can 
do this regardless of how many 
times the property has chang­
ed hands.

He has introduced a bill 
which would provide for han­
dling of personal property 
liens in the same manner that 
liens on real property now are 
handled. Including filing of 
a notice with the county clerk 
No lien would be effective on 
personal property before the 
filing of such notice

Vocational Education Plan 
— Rep Milton Schiller of 
Cameron has introduced a bill 
calling for a statewide plan to 
take maximum advantage of 
federal funds for vocational 
and technical education.

Bill would make the State 
Board for Vocational Educa­
tion, establLshed in 1949, the 
coordinating agency for set­
ting up standards and require­
ments for school districts 
which want to set up a voca­
tional and techinal school or 
a vocational and technical 
school district with state and

Law, like psychology, pays 

due respect to the instinct 
of self-preservation. To defend 
yourself from clanger, you 
have a legal right to use force. 
If the emergency Is dire 
enough, you may even slay 
your assailant.

But, like all rights, this one 
has limits.

Here are some warnings:
1) Your right, broadly spea­

king, is no greater than your 
need. A minor attack does not 
justify a major counterattack. 
Tlius, a man who reacted to 
a slop by stabbng the other 
man five times wa-s held to 
have exceeded his right of 
self-defense. So was a woman 
who shot another woman for 
merely pulling her hair.

Gf course, in measuring your 
peril, the law will take into 
consideration the surrounding 
circumstances. Gbviously a 
woman hius more to fear from 
a furtive grab on a dark street 
than from a rude nudge in a 
crowded elevator.

2) Your right Is only to de­
fend, not to punish. If an in­
truder lies wounded and help­
less on the floor, you have no 
right to kick him In the head 
to teach him a lesson. Punish­
ment is the law's job. not 
yours.

3) Before arming yourself 
with a weapon, check with 
the police. Possessing It may 
be unlawful even though you 
never put It to use. For exam­
ple. switchblade knives a n d  
tear gas squlrters are permit­
ted .In some communities but 
not In others

Now, here is some reassur­
ance;

You are not required, In the 
heat of the fray, to act with 
perfect Judgment and nice re­
straint.

"Detached reflection cannot 
be demanded." wrote Gllver 
Wendell Holmes. “In the pre­
sence of an uplifted knife.”

Moreover, the law makes fair 
allowance for the normal hu­
man emotions that such an 
occasion may arouse.

Cahoon's 
Re-Nap 
Plan Filed
The Republican congres­

sional redistricting plan drop­
ped in the House hopper 
Thursday afternoon by Rep. 
Frank Cahoon appears to be 
one of the most equitable yet 
proposed on community In­
terests.

The projection strives for 
equal population, compact­
ness and community of inter­
est. It attempts to honw 
county lines wherever possible 
and to avoid gerrymandering, 
Cahoon said.

Under the GOP plan Hale 
and Floyd counties would be 
moved from the 19th District 
(Lubbock) to District 18 
(Amarillo). It would add to 
the 19th Scurry. Fisher and 
Nolan counties from District 
17 (Abilene). The 17th Dis­
trict under this design would 
be abolished by creating a 
race between Omar Burleson 
of Anson and Graham Purcell 
of Wichita Falls.

District 19 would have a 
population of 422,804 or 1.5 
per cent over the desired 416,- 
508 figure Under he 1960 cen­
sus, on which all reappor­
tionment plans must be based, 
the district presently has 
424,774 people.

In addition to the Burle­
son - Purcell race, the Repub­
lican plan creates one more 
Incumbent contest — John 
Dowdy of Athens against 
Lindley Beckworth of Gla- 
dewater, and no district has 
a population fluctuation of 
more than 2.1 per cent from 
the 416.000 Ideal.

Describing the West Texas- 
Plalns area, the Midland leg­
islator said that was little 
deviation from Plan A sub­
mitted by the Legislative 
Council Study Committee ex­
cept that Midland and Ector 
counties—in accordance with 
their wishes were kept toget­
her.

“There is little you can do,” 
Cahoon observed, “with the 
shape of the Panhandle or the 
Trans-Pecos region, and lit­
tle alteration that can be 
logically made on District 
19.”

on by the abolition of Public 
Law 78.

The right to bring Mexican 
farm workers to the U. S. A. 
terminated with the death of 
the law on December 31.

An officer of the Bank of 
America says certain farm­
ers won’t get loans because 
of an expected labor .short­
age.

Farmers have complained 
they don’t have enough work­
ers because of the end of 
Mexican national agricultural 
labor program. Earl Coke, 
•senior agricultural vice pre­
sident of the bank, announc­
ed tltat the decision was made 
at a statewide policy meeting 
and applies to all branches, 
including 150 in farm com­

munities.
“As of now’,” Coke said, 

“there has been no assur­
ance that there will be suffi­
cient labor force to harvest 
California’s high-labor c r t^ .”

T h e  Bank o f America, 
which last year made $700 
million in loans to California 
farmers, w’lll continue to pro­
cess all applications,' Coke 
said.

But he added that farmers 
who want to use all their land 
to grow such high-labor crops 
as tomatoes, lettuce and me­
lons probably won’t get any 
money.

Farmers who mastly plant 
grain, beans and alfalfa and 
other crops requiring few har­
vesters will probably obtain 
loans. Coke said.

Coke predicted farmers will 
plant fewer acres of high-la­
bor crops than previous years.
