Wildcat Completed 14 Miles 
North Of Tarzan In Dean

Pan American Petroleum 

Corp. (formerly John L. Cox 
of Midland) No. 1 D. E. Rich­
ards, Martin County wildcat, 
14 miles north of Tarzan, has 
been completed as a pumping 
discovery from a horizon de­
signated by the operator as 
Dean.

It is four miles northwest 
of the Sulphur Draw (Dean- 
Wolfcamp) pool, 2% miles 
east of the one-well Breed­
love, East (Spraberry) pool, 
660 feet from south and west 
lines of section 14, block 36, 
T-4-N, TAP survey.

Drilled to 11,880 feet, the 
project plugged back to 9,700 
feet and set 4 ̂ -inch  casing 
a t that point. The pipe was 
perforated from 9,022 to 9,- 
569 feet and that section was 
injected with 10,000 gallons of 
acid.

On the dally potential, the 
strike pumped 23 barrels of 
36-gravlHr crude plus 4 barrels 
of water from the perforated 
section. Gas-oil ratio was too 
small to measure.

He worked a t his trade as 
tentmaker to support himself, 
and he Inslted that everybody 
else should work. He would 
have no loafers In the Chris­
tian community.

Further, if he admonished 
Christians to "Bear one anot­
her’s burdens,” he qualified 
this with the declaration that 
’’every man shall bear his own 
burden.” There never has 
been, even to our time, a clear­
er statement of social and In­
dividual responsibility.

His words forcefully bring 
to the attention that there Is 
a reality of Inner wealth and 
richness of life for which no 
amount of worldly material, 
wealth, or possession can com­
pensate.

The wind plays an Import­
ant port In frostbite The chil­
ling effect of air at 20 degrees 
moving at 45 miles an hour 
is the same as 40-below-zero 
air on a still day.

One of the dangers of frost­
bite Is that you often don't 
feel It. First thing you know 
is that someone else notices 
that your nose or ear is turn­
ing white. The frosen part be­
comes hard to touch and los­
es feeling. Many sports lead­
ers advocate buddy system of 
outdoor winter sports: two 
persons are paired off, each 
watching the other for signs 
of frostbite.

To prevent frostbite, first 
be certain that you are pro­
perly dressed for the tempera­
ture. Avoid overexertion and 
excessive perspiration. Avoid 
contact of bare flesh with cold 
metal. Don’t  smoke or drink 
alcohol.

In first aid for frostbite, 
forget the old saw about rub­
bing the affected part with 
snow, and also forget the com­
pletely Invalid caution again­
st rapid thawing. Also, don’t 
mxvsage or rub the frozen 
part. Don’t touch It at all. Be­
gin rapid rewarmlng as soon 
as possible A hot bath Is ex­
cellent. but avoid scalding Hot

wet towels will help, changed 
frequently and applied gently. 
If no fire or hot water Is at 
hand, place the patient In a 
sleeping beg, or cover with 
coats and blankets Hot liquids 
vdll help raise body temper- 
ture

Fur any frostbite, even a 
mild case, prompt medical a t­
tention is Important. The 
depth and degree of the fro­
zen tissue cannot be readily 
ascertained, and the treatment 
will vary with the severity of 
the injury.

Dress properly and use com­
mon sense about exposure In 
severe cold and most cases of 
frost bile can be avoided.

Time is growing short for 
veterans of World War II to 
use their eligibility for guar­
anteed loans for homes, farms 
or businesses, A. W. Stratton, 
Chief Benefits Director of 
the Veterans Administration 
warned today. ’The final dead­
line for application for a VA 
guaranteed loan Is July 25, 
1967.

Stratton said that while 
over 7-mlUlon veterans had 
used their eligibility to pur­
chase homes, farms or start 
businesses, there were many 
still eligible who had not tak­
en advantage of this provi­
sion.

The Veterans Admlnlstra- 
I tlon has guaranteed 6,370,909 
I home loans to veterans of 
I World War II and the Korean 
Conflict. ’There has been a to­
u t  of 238,752 business loans 
and 71,654 farm loans guar­
anteed under the program. 
Loans Insured by the VA to­
u t  $62-blllion.

In addition to the guarant­
eed loons, the Veterans Ad­
ministration has made 256,- 
962 direct loans touting $2.3- 
bllllon. ’These loans are made 
In areas where local financ­
ing Is not available.

Stratton advised veterans 
of World War II planning cm 
utilizing this privilege guar-^ 
anteed to them by Public Law 
not to wait until the last min-1 
ue before selecting their home,. 
farm or business. Loans are 
arranged for by the builder | 
In most InsUnccs, but the giu-

ranteg Ran be used to purch­
ase cxlklng homes as well 
as new homes.

With leas than eight months 
remaining for veterans to use 
their eligibility, Stratton said 
there had been an upsurge in 
veteran loan activity.

’The July 25, 1967, deadline 
does not apply to veterans of 
the Korean Conflict or veter­
ans who have been included 
In the new legislation who 
have served sltKe January 31, 
1955. The expiration date for 
Korean veterans is 1975, and 
for veterans of the Vietnam 
area, ten years plus an ex- 
tensiem for time served, from 
the date of their discharge.

ers.

"The Inspection period Is 
two-tlhrds over and only abo­
ut one-third of the evhicles 
have been Inspected,” said 
Garrison. "This means that 
during the 14 week.s remain­
ing before the April 15 dead­
line for inspections, more 
than twice as many persons 
each week must have their 
car Inspected to avoid long 
lines forming a t the end of 
the period.”

In urging motorists to have 
their vehicle Inspected a t an 
early date. Garrison pointed 
out that official Inspection 
statiuiui are easily Identified 
by the standard sign display­
ed at no near the service en­
trance of the garage.

He advised that Inspection 
stations are being urged to re­
quest permission to Inspect 
any vehicle b-rought Into the 
garage for repairs or regular 
service.

"In this way,” Garrison 
pointed out, “time will be sav­
ed for the motorist as well as 
for he Inspection station.

"And If you have not had 
your vehicle Inspected, take It 
to one of the 5,500 authorized 
Inspection stations for a "che?

Begir>ning February I those farmers on th« High Plains 
and elsewhere who used 500 or more mon-doys of hired ogri- 
cultural lobor in or>y calendar quorter of 1966 will for the 
first time be required to poy a S I per hour minimum woge.

The minimum will go to S I. 15 on hour on February 1, 
1968 oruJ to S I.30 per hour on Februory 1, 1969. There the 
escolotion stops— unless Washington legislators succeed in 
their efforts to poss odditiorHsI legisiotion

Despite the proximity of the new minimum woge low's 
effective dote, Ed Deon, Lobor Relotion Director for Plains 
Cotton Growers, lr>c., soys explonotions of exoctly how it 
will vrork, ond issuance of the extensive odministrotive regu- 
lotions thot will be necessary ore for from complete.

''But there ore some urrafficiol indications filterirtg down 
from Washington os fb how the low will be odministered,” 
Deon soys, ''and from these producers con get some idea of 
what to expect."

The most important considerotion of form employers 
ot the moment is the keeping of employment records. Deon 
odvises that ony former who thinks he may have even come 
close to using 5(X) rtKin-doys of form labor in 1966 or who 
moy come close to that figure this year should be keeping 
complete ortd accurate records.

The low does r»ot prescribe a special form of record, but 
specifies only the items which must be irKluded ond that the 
records be occurote. So records kept for other purposes will 
suffice if they contain the necessary informotion

Employers who are likely to utilize more than 500 mon- 
doys this yeor ore only required to keep a record of each em­
ployee's nome ond address ond o count of the mon-doys of 
lobor In the overall operation But should the yeor's mon-doy 
count reoch 5(X) it will be to the former's odvontoge if he 
has accurate records showirtg hours worked and wages paid

A  "mon-doy" is defined in the low wos any doy during 
which on employee performs as much os one hour of ogricul- 
tural labor.

Excluded from the mon-doy count ore the employer's 
wife, parents, children or other members of his immediate 
fomily, and local, daily commuting hand-harvest pieceworkers 
who worked in ogriculture less than 13 weeks in the preceed- 
ing colendor year.

For the purpose of determing what counts toward this 
13-week test, each period of seven consecutive days in which 
an individual was engaged in any ogricultural labor on one 
or more doys is included

In a situation where custom work on contract labor is 
involved, the key is the employment relationship A crew lead­
er who merely assembles o crew and brings it to the farm to 
be supervised and paid directly by the former is considered 
on employee of the farmer and both he ond members of his 
crew are counted in determining whether or not the farmer 
used 500 mon-doys of labor.

In meeting the $1 per hour mininmum wage, employers 
will be p>ermitted to include the reosonoble cost of furnishing 
employees with board, lodging or other focilites. The "reoson- 
oble cost" will be determined bv the Secretary of Lobor through 
the Labor Department's Wage and Hour Division, which will 
administer the law

However, reasonable cost is defined in the low as the 
actual cost to the employer without o prpfit, ond would in­
clude the cost of operation and mointenarKe, depreciation, 
ond not rrxjre thon 5V2 per cent interest on depreciated copi- 
tol, but in no case more than the fair rentol values or fair 
price of the facilities provided.

Another point to remember is that the focilities must 
be provided for the benefit of the employee and r»ot for the 
benefit or convenience of the employer.

The Act tokes o single work week as its standord and 
does not permit averaging of hours over two or more weeks. 
An employee working on a form subject to the minimum woge 
must be paid not less thon $1 for every hour worked in each 
week.

Thus on employer who hos customarily paid a stroight 
weekly or monthly salary moy need to make some changes 
if ih oppears he will use os mony or 500 tnon-doys.

On the High Ploins it is comnw* practice to poy yeor- 
round workers o stroight weekly salary, supplemented with a 
corp or bonus orrangenKnt at the end of the year But pre­
sent interpretations indicates thot this yeor-ertd irKome to 
the worker con not be counted toword meeting the $1 per 
hour mininmum woge, becouse the worker will be required 
to get $1 per hour for each hour worked ot the end of each 
normal pay period.

Between You .Vnd Me
John, alone with Edward in 

an elevator, says to him;
“You are a crook.” 
Assuming that Edward Is 

not a crook, could he collect 
damages for defamation of 
character? No, because no­
body else heard what John 
said.

Generally speaking, to “de­
fame” someone is to injure his 
reputation. If no one hears the 
accusation except the accused 
person himself, then his repu­
tation has not suffered at all. 
While a private, face-to-face 
insult m i^ t  occasionally amo­
unt to a criminal offense, it Is 
not grounds for a defamation 
suit unless there Is a third 
party in the picture 

This applies not only to 
real defamation (slander) but 
also to written defamation 
(libel). For example:

A man wrote a bristling let­
ter to the widow next door, 
accusing her of stealing his 
lawn mower He happened to 
be wrong, and she sued him 
for defamation of character. | 
But the court denied her 
claim, because the man had 
not made the charge knowm 
to anyone else but her.

Suppose that such a letter, 
although mailed to one par­
ticular Individual, lx also read 
by a third pony. If the wrlt-j 
er should have forseen that 
eventuality, then he may in­
deed be held responsible for 
making his accusation public.

Thus:
A wholesale grocery sales­

man, irded at one of his cus­
tomers, wrote him a scurril­
ous letter. But the customer’s 
secretary opened the letter 
and read It before passing It 
along to her boss.

Was the salesman liable for 
defamation? The court said 
yes, because he was familiar 
with the secretary’s habit of 
checking the mall. The court 
.said he should have forseen 
that his accusations would 
become public Just the way 
they did

But there is no liability if 
the third party, even though 
he sees or hears the accusa­
tion, cannot understand it.

In one case, a virtuous wo­
man was accused of Immoral­
ity — in front of her very 
young children A court found 
no defamation, since the chil­
dren had no idea w'hat the 
word meant.

•’The essence of the injury,” 
said the court, "is the effect 
upon the minds of the hear­
ers.’ And here there was no 
effect a t all.

Neverthe-| 
less, they are confining all i 
their high-level worrying to 
what happens to garbage af­
ter the garbage truck picks It: 
up :

The problem, I contend, lies 
elsewhere.

It lies closer to the Ameri­
can home As a m atter of fact, 
it lies inside the home The 
problem, friends, is what to 
put the garbage in.

And where to keep it until' 
it is carried out.

And who carries It out 
Unfortunately, the f e d s  

have not seen fit to appro­
priate funds for research. 
Private research, I say from 
experience, earns the resear-j 
Cher nothing but hatred, ridi­
cule, contempt and obloquy. 
That Is, people say nasty 
things to you If you go poking 
around in their garbage.

' Ists insist that garbage is the 
remains of something prepar- | 
ed for the table. To wit, food.

'Trash, on the other hand, is 
made up of paper and caixs 
and that sort of thing. For 
purposes of the discussion a t 
hand, let’s say that garbage 
is anything a  family puts in­
to a sack to throw out.

The cary-out problem is sol­
ved In a cooperative manner 
In most households, research 
Indicates. That Is, the male! 
promises to carry It out but' 
if he forgets it the female 
does the Job. In some places, 
the Job Is left entirely to the 
female on the grounds that 
the male must save his ener­
gies for more gainful employ-, 
ment. !

One last problem: Oarbage 
cans. ’There has been no basic 
advance In garbage cans since 
we switched from hogs to gal-' 
vanized containers. In many 
ways the pig Is superior. Any­
way, the most common gar-^ 
bage can is a tapered cylin-| 
der, 14 inches In diameter on: 
the bottom and 18 on the top, 
22 V2 Inches deep. !

And that would 
qualify this column for a pub­
lic service award.

The point is, a typical Ame­
rican garbage can will hold 
one and only one typical 
American garbage sack. There 
is room left over, yes, but It 
Is around the sides and is fit 
only for small objects. Thus, 
insteful of carrying out the 
sack and dropping It Into the 
can, kerchunk. In one piece, 
the tyi^cal American must 
squash the first sack down 
and then spread the contents 
of the second sack around In 
t h e  remaining available 
space.

This is not pleasant work, 
especially if you have a  lot 
of banana peels, coffee grou­
nds or hog fat In yotir gar­
bage.

Therefore, I suggest that 
free enterprise, perhaps a t the 
goading of the feds, must 
move to provide a  garbage can 
that can take two typical 
American garbage sacks.
